
FOLSOM AND VICINITY.

Ko SUckeng Against the Dam-Disastrous
Field Fire.

Owing to numerous and disastrous fires

larmers have become considerably alarmed,

and notices prohibiting hunting on their

premises have been posted by nearly all of
them.

The new election law having declared
that there shall be not more than 200 voters
in an election precinct, it will be necessary

to establish two voting places in Folsom at

the next election in order to comply with
the law, as there were over 200 votes cast
here.

The water in the river has been falling
very rapidly during tbe past week or so.
At "the big dam parts of the structure can
be seen, and in a couple of weeks the holes
in the bottom of the big stone barrier will
be able to carry ofl all the water going
down the river. The dam is none the
worse from its submerging.

The removal of the larg* derrick that has
stood on the dam since last October has
demonstrated that the slickens bas not
tilledin for about 200 ieet from tbe dam. it
all having been carried through the open-
ings, by the force of the current. The re-
moval was a delicate and dangerous one,
and was accomplished without an acci-
dent.

On Monday a fire was discovered on John
Hawk's ranch, near Nigger Hill, and as the
wind was blowing, itsoon spread over the
country between the north and south fork
of the American river, and swept things
clean as it went. A great deal of fencing
was burned, but fortunately no houses or
barns were injured. It burned over the
ranches of John Hawk, George Fellican,
John Lopes, A. Mink, J. Hancock. A. A.
JBorges and H. Perkins. George Pellican
and J. Hancock lost a small stack of bay,
but the vineyards and orchards were not
injured in the "least. Tbe heat was terrible,
but the people around there did their best
to save one another's places. It is not
known how the fire originated, but as the
grass is so dry that the least spark would
set it on lire, some think that it was caused
by the sun shining through a piece of
giass.

MOUNTAIN FRUIT.
Tlie Crops are Short, but the Prices are

Very I>nng,

Fruit is rapidly advancing iv price, and
the ranchers who are fortunate enough this
year to have good crops are reaping the
benefit. There is hardly a fruit-raiser in
the county this year but wilirealize more
Irom a short crop than was realized last
year from a good crop. Several weeks ago
a Coloma fruit-raiser sent a load of peach
plums over to Auburn, expecting to receive
about 90 cents a box for them, and was
surprised to gel an oiler of nearly $1 50 for
them. During the past week Coloma fruit-
raisers, shippinu to Auburn, have received
$1 10 ncr box for plums, $1 25 for peaches,
and $1 50 for Bartlett pears. The good
prices wili brine considerable money into
the country, and will give the fruit-raiser
the benefit he has lone sought and needed.

J. S. Lißue spends conaiderab'e time
attending to a fine potato patch in his front
yard here in town. He states that his po-
tatoes have yielded him a! the rale of $230
net per acre, besides what he used for hia
own house .old. He sees money in it,
and wants more ground to plant in pota-
toes.

The coyotes have
been a great annoyance for the past six
months to the farmers out that way, and
been making wholesale slaughter of poul-
try, pigs and sheep. Mr. Quiggle guaran-
tees to banish every coyote on the creek if
the farmers troubled by these pests will
raise sulficieut money to pay him for his
trouble.

CROPS OF THE STATE.

Yreka—A. C. Murdock. Wheat harvest-
ing ha 3 just commenced. The yield is
light and the quality good. Barley in a
full crop. Fruits beginning to ripen
and a large crop is expected.

Weekly Crop Balletin Received by Stg-
nal Officer Barwiek.

Anderson—H. K. Pettygrove. The prune
and peach crops are better lhan expected,
and grain not so good.

Willows—A.W. Seaborn. Tbe wheat har-
vest is about over in Colusa county and tbe
yield is about one-half less than usual.
Barley is abont one-third. Grapes are look-
ing fine.

Upper Like—C. H. Hammond. Head-
ing is practically over, with a very light crop,
but the quality is good. Grapes continue
to improve, aud tbe hot weather bad not
hurt them.

Newcastle—C. H. Kellogg. Grapes are
slightly injured by the hot weather. Tbe
highest and lowest temperature was 108°
and 62°.

Lander—W. M. Baker. The prospect
for pears, peaches, plums and crapes is
good. The apple crop will be light.

Georgetown—C. M. Fitzgerald. Allcrops
were favorably afiected by last week's
weather.

Sutter Creek—E. C. Voorheis. Harvest-
is wellunder way. The yield in barley is
not up to the average. Oats and wheat are
below the average crop. The last three
days were very comfortable, but tbe week
before was very hot, the temperature rang-
ing from 95° to 105°.

Lodi—Ezra Fiske. The past seven days
have been very warm, the mercury reach-
ing 103° on the 2(*.h. Berries were injured
by the heat, but it has improved the water-
melons.

Livermore—A. J. Palmer. Grain is
thrashed, and hay is being stored for future
use, and also being shipped daily to San
Francisco and other points.

Deoverton —S. K. Nurse. Thrashing is
nearly over and tbe yield is short of ex-
pectations.

Napa City—W. H. Martin. The weather
of the past week haa atfected the fruit crop
very favorably.

Sjnoma—Robert Hall. The fruit-grow-
ers are realizing good prices this season.
Hops, hay and grain are strong and active
and the demand lively, so we are all
bappy.

Cnfno—John Wasson. The temperature
for the pa9t seven days was above the aver-
age, and has affected the corn crop un-
favorably on the dry lands, but sent it for-
ward ou the damp lands. The sunshine
has been very favorable for the fruit crop
and fruit drying.

CLOVELLY.
Quaint English Town on the Devonshire

Coast.
Americans generally can go to London

and'leave it without much of a tug at
their heart-strings; hut when once they
get a peep at and shade of acquaintance
with some of the charming towns, they be-
gin to realize what England's true life is.
Things are on a small scale compared with
this country's plains, rivers, lakes and
mountains, hut the sky is divinelygentle,
the air soft and restful, the turf green,
thick and solid, the foliage luxuriant, the
flowers plenty, and the red tiled roofs
bright and clean. And, among these good
country-side people themselves, what place
do you suppose many of them look to as
the loveliest one of all? Clovelly, in
Devonshire! It is a town built on the
side of a cliff, with the liottom houses at
the edge of the sea. There is only one
main street, that winds and dodges in and
out among the cottages like the course of
a ball in "pigs in clover." To stand at
the top and look down is to see the tops of
the little houses embowered with vines
and trees climbing up from the dock 1,000
feet below. Xo wagons can go up or down,
the nearest approach by team being along
the connectiug promontory, half a mile
:iway. .So everything to be moved is car-
ried by hand. The grocers and butcher-
deliver their goods on foot, aud visitors'
baggage is slid down and dragged up at
the end of a rope. The dock is a solid
stone wall, embracing a small arm of the
o^ean, making a snug and safe harbor for
the fishers and freighters upon which
Clovelly'- lifedepends.

But the town is beautiful, with its
quaint houses, their gahlesjand tiled roofs
moss grown, their queer closets in the
outside wails, their overhanging windows
and uneven, (lower-guarded stone steps.
There are walls of light-buff plaster
stucco, hung witiicurtains of ivy, honey-
suckle and fuchsia. The harbor is worth
a chapter all to itself. When the tide is
out the boats are tumbled over on their
sides, and the crews loiter about the har-
bor wall, or in the inns conveniently at
hand. The top of the wall is wide enough
for a carriage road, and at night it is a
rare spot for lovers lo meet. On a moon-
light mght the picture from this wall is
entrancing beyond words. The blue
water spreads out in front with white sails
dotting it, and the waves shimmering like
liquidsilver under the moon's rays. At
the back rise the rocks of the Devon coast,
wreathed and softened by sweet flowers,
with the lighted windows of Clovelly
twinkling in the shades.

Fifty houses, in round numbers, make
up the village. Except for the clatter of
the hob-nailed shoes on the stones with
which the street and walks are cobbled, all
is peace. The noise made by the shoes of
the natives is no faint one. It is incess-
ant, and there is not a room in the town
that can shut itout.

Among the inns are the New Inn, the
Hoop and the lied Lion. The interiors,
like the mimes, are characteristic of the
country. Low, time-darkened ceilings,
brick fireplaces with oak mantels, high-
backed settees, robust maids who duffand
chatter with old patrons, mark them all.
The home people have a peculiar dialect,
always BOggesting tiie Irish brogue. They
call a stove a "liodley," a flat-iron a "heat-
er,'' s:iv "rayson"' for reason, aud "dacint"
for decent. Ask a man what makes his
i hildrra so hearty and healthy, and the
chances are he wiil answer something
like this: "It is not ating, znr,
as makes 'em. Lord knows our work-
ing folk gits a good many of 'cm—
five or six or seven. In the marnin'
they get up and have their wash—apt to
be the best wash they'll git tillnext marn-
in', zun and then they 'aye their broth
out of the kettle, and milk ami a little
salt, and perha|>s they'll git a littlebread
and trycle (molasses), and afl they go
to school—viz, r.itr. Poor little thing-!
You'll zee them barelegged to the thigh
in the coldest weather. After school they
git the zame, or |>er!ia|is bread and tryele
again, or maybe a little jam. Zoraetimes
a little bacon, zur. but not much meat
comes to them. We don't think much
meat is good—not for children, zur." The
all-abiding dishes for strangers are '-junket
and Devonshire cream.''

Junket is eaten with marmalade or jam,
without one or the other of which no
breakfast or sup|ier in England is com-
plete. To make junket take a howl and
[mt in a dessert spoonful ofrum or brandy,
and half a teacup of sugar. He.it a quart
of milk lukewarm and pour in the bowl.
Add a dessert s|>oonful of rennet, and give
the compound a couple of sharp stirrings,
when itwill lie ready for the table.

The milk for I Vvonshire cream mil.. be
fresh from the cow. '-Set to-night's milk
by till mornine," .-aid a comely matron.
"In the morning pot it in a pan on a slow
fire. In lime skin the size at the liottom
of the pan will rise to the top of the milk.
When that happen* set the milk in a cool
place till the next morning; then noon off
the thick cream thnt has come to tne lon,
ami serve it, leaving the scalded milk lie-
low." This is eaten with every other dish
at every meal.
