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SKIRMISHING BEGUN.

DELEGATES TO THE REPUBLICAN CON-
VENTION ARRIVING.

The South on Hand Early—Notes of the
Coming Battle—Preparations for
To-Morrow’s Coovention.

More than usual interest centers in the
Republican State Convention which is to
meet in this city to-morrow afternoon. A
few straggling delegates thereto floated
into town on Saturday, but yesterday they
began to arrive in crowds, and throughout
the day and evening the scenes about the
leading hotels and public places were en-
livening. Several candidates are also on
the ground, and delegates are already un-
dergoing the button-hole ordeal so insepar-
ably cocnected with the holding of a Con-
vention.

Manpy of the delegates first went to San
Francisco, but the candidates were making
it so warm for them down there, despite
the fogs of the bay and the ocean winds,
that they were forced to flee to the equable
temperature of the Capital city. But it
was iike leaping from the frying-pan into
the fire, in one sense, although their pres-

ence here has been greeted with coo!l and
gentle breezes, nicely tempered in their
journey up the valley from the ocean.

ON THE GREOUND.

Some of the Men Who are feeking Nom-
inations—Delegations Now Here.

Yesterday morning’s train from the
South brought a large number of the Los
Angeles, Orange, San Bernardino and San
Diego county delegations. The Los An-
geles delegation carried a couple of large

banners, which were stationed in the
Golden Eagle Hotel. One read:
“California—One and Indivisible. Mark-

ham for Governor.”

The other was: *‘California united—Mark-
ham for Governor.”

Each delegate from the Scuth wearsa
handsome badge bearing the porirait of
Markham, the favorite candidate of that
section for Governor. They also brought
with them several large boxes of bouton-
nieres, made of *“Markham” roses, con-
tributed by the ladies of Los Angeles.

The 7:30 evening train brought up the
remainder cf the Los Angeles and other
southern county delegations, escorting
Colonel Markham. Beside the delegates to
the Convention there came a large number
of other citizens to assistin making the
Markham fight.

Colonel Markham was met by the entire
delegation on his arrival at the Golden
Eagle, where he at once became the center
of attraction.

Many of the candidates for places on the
ticket are already bere. L. U. Shippee, of
Stockton, who has his eye on the Governor-
ship, came here yesterday morning, and
General Chipman, of Tehama, will arrive
to-day. Each have friends working hard
in their respective interests.

Senator Bowers of San Diego, who wants
to represent the Sixth District in Congress,
is on the ground and is concentrating his
forces for the struggle. Harvey Lindley of
Los Angeles, one of his adversaries in the
fight, is also here, and Eli Murray of San
Bernardino is trying to stand them both
off.

Judge Carpenter of Los Angeles, one of
Markham’s admirers and hard workers, is
moving about lively among the delegates
as they come to town.

Judge J. J. DeHaven of Humboldt, who
aspires to a place on the Supreme Bench,
came up from San Francisco last evening,
ans was conspicuous in the dénse throng
th' . buzzed about the hotel and political
headquarters.

Hon. Frank L. Coombs of Napa, who
wants the nomination for Governor. or
nothing, was also a conspicuous figure
among the workers,

Ira G. Hoitt and Professor Anderson of
San Francisco, each of whom would like
to serve the people as State Superintendent
of Instruction for the next four years, are
about as lively workers as there are.

Theodore Reichert, the present Surveyor-
Generzl, is struggling to head off the as-
pirations of his rival, A. G. Patton, of Los
Angeles.

Daniel M. Burns, whose pockets are said
to be well lined these days with the pro-
duct of his rich Mexican mine, arrived in
the carriage with Colonel Markham lsst
evening.

Among the other prominent citizens from
the southern citrus belt are H. Z, Osborne,
of the Los Angeles Herald; J. H. Morrow,
of the Los Angeles Tribune, and George R.
Broadbere, of the Santa Ana Press. They
are all, of course, “pulling’’ for their favorite
candidate, Markham, for Governor.

Ex-United States Senator A. P. Williams,
of San Francisco, who is spoken of in con-
nection with the Governorship, is here, and
has a number of warm adherents.

Walter Van Dyke, of Los Angeles, as as-
pirant for the Supreme Bench, is here
already looking after his chances.

The Markham men are not having the
field all to themselves, as one might sup-
pose after making a brief tour among the
crowds at ihe hotels. Morrow men popped
up here and there, and were last evening
leaving no stones unturned to help the
cause of their candidate.

C. F. Bassett, 8. K. Thornton, C. O. Alex-
ander, . B. Jackson and others were con-
spicuous Morrow advocates wherever two
or three delegates were gathered together.

. The Assembly Chamber of the State Cap-
itol was generously placed at the commit-
tee’s disposal by Secretary of State Hen-
dricks, together with the free use of ad-
joining committee-rooms. The handsome
chamber has been decorated by the local
committee in a most attractive manner. A
large flag has been festooned in the rear of
the Chairman’s desk, with a floral shield
in its center, representing the State’s coat-
of arms. Around the wails are suspended
at frequent intervals long banners, each
bearing the name of scme county, while
flags, streamers, shields and other decora-
tions adorn the walls and ceilings. In
front of the gallery are festoons of smilax
and other evergreens, the effect of which
against the marble whiteness of the back-
ground is very pretty.

The hallway leading from the rotunda
of the second floor to she door of the As-
sembly Chamber has also been beautified
by overhead festoons and streamers of the
national colors. The rotunda itself has
been supplied with a row of chairs ar-
ranged about the walls, where delegates
and cancidates may rest themselves when
wearied from their exhausting labors in
the Convention.

The floor of the ball has been covered
with canvas, and chairs sufficient to seat
all the delegates have been arranged inside
the railing, leaving the lobby and galleries
for occupation by visitors. As many desks
as space could be found for have been
placed in front of the Secretary’s de:k for
the use of press reporters and correspond-
ents, but the committee has found it ne-
cessary to limit these privileges to the rep-
resentatives of the leading daily journals of
S8an Francisco and Sacramento.

In the labors of the committee it bhas
received valuable assistance from Secretary
Steppacher of the State Central Committee,
who has spent the last two weeks in the
city for that purpose.

Hesadquarters for the State Central Com-
mittee were established at Parlor No. 31 in
the Capital Hotel, at Seventh and K streets,
and they were yesterday thrown open to-
the public. Secretary Steppacher and
other members of the State Committee
were on hand to receive visitors, as also
were some members of the Citizens’ Re-
ception Committee. As there will be an
unusually large number of visitors in the
city, it is specially desired that members of
the Reception Committee will come for-
ward and do all in their power to help en-
tertain the city’s guests. T'he opportunity
is afforded to show to people from every
county in the State—‘‘from Siskiyou to San
Diego, and the Sierra to the sea”—that
when Sacramento issues a cordially ex-
pressed invitation to them to come here
and accept the hospitalities of her citizens,
she means what she says,

The last-pamed official has done an-
other neat thing in preparing a neatly
printed pampkblet, intended as a souvenir
from the Republicans of Sacramento to the
Convention, and is for distribution among
the delegates. The expense entailed by the
printing of the pamphlet was borne by the
local committee. The souvenir contains
the call for the Convention; tables showing
the vote of California for President, Gov-
ernor, Justices of the Supreme Court, Rep-
resentatives to Congress and members of
the Legislature for the last two elections;
shows how all the District Conventions are
constituted, with the number of delegates
in eech, and also has a comparative table
showing the vote of Senatorial districts in
which State Senators are io be elected next
November.

Members of this Convention will find
themselves better provided for than at any
similar conclave ever held in this State,
There will be a Postmaster (George Miller)
to receive from Postmaster Coleman sll
mail matter addressed to delegates and de-
liver the same to them in their seats. A
Fsimilar arrangement has been made with
the telegraph offices, and all telegrams for
members of the Convention will be taken
to the hail and delivered by pages.

HIGH-TONED CHINESE FUNERAL.

It will be an Event in the History of
Chinatown.

Georgie Hing, one of the wealthiest mer-
chants in Chinatown, died on Friday last
and will be buried to-day. . Extensive prep-
arations have been going on for the past
twodays for the funeral, which will bea very
imposinz affair. Nearly every hackin the
city has been engaged, and the hearse will be

drawn by four white horses. It is said that
the dead man’s funeral costume cost at
least $1,000. He will be robed in seven
elegant silk coats, the outer one alone cost-
ing about $200. The body has been em-
balmed and placed in a cestly metallic
casket.

The High Priest arrived from San Fran-
cisco yesterday, and during the day and
most of last night continually chanted the
Chinese death rites and performed the or-
thodox ceremonies. Two dozen female
mourners have been engaged already for
the occasion, and one of the deceased’s rel-
atives stated last night that he thought an-
other dozen would be hired to-day.

The body will lie in state during the
forenoon to-day on a catafalque to be
erected in the street in front of the de-
ceased’s late place of business, 320 I street.
There will be religious ceremonies and
mourning, etc, uniil 2 p. M., when the fu-
neral procession will start for the cemetery.
George H. Cbark, who has charge of if,
says that the faneral without donbt will be
the grandest affair of the kind that ever oc-
curred in Chinatown, as therelatives cf the
decezsed have spared no expense in the
preparations.

The procession will pass through the
principal streets, and then out to Helvetia
Cemetery, where there will be more im-
pressive ceremonies, with roast pig, punk
and other usual accessories. After this is
over the body will be brought back to town
and shipped to China for final interment.

The deceased was 57 years of age and
leaves four wives, three in this city and one
in China, and two children. His estate is
worth over $50,000. The Sacramento wives
are provided for in his will as follows: To
the first wife, $5,000; to the second, $4,000,
and to the third, $3,000, upon condition
that they go back to China and remain sin-
gle. Deceased’s brother, Lui Hing, who is
the familiar one legged Chinaman who di-
rects Chinese passengers at the depot, is
also well provided for.

COUNTY DEMOCRATS.

They Will Meet in Convention Here This
Afternoon.,

The Democratic County Convention will
assemble a: Turner Hall at 1 o’clock this
afternoon. Many of the country delegates
arrived last evening, and the others will be
in this morning.

It is expected that many of the Repngli-

can State delegates will attend for the pur-
pose of getting points in Convention work
that will belp them out when their Con-
vention meets.

Both sets of delegates voted for in the
third precinct of the Second Supervisor Dis-
trict (there being a tie vote on nine of the
thirteen) will be admitted to the Conven-
tion, but these nine will bave but a half-
vote each, which will make a stand-off.

It seems to be conceded thatthe Stephens
element will have the organization without

a struggle. \
