
THOSE MISSING BOOKS.

EX STATE LIBRARIAN WALLIS MAKES
AN EXPLANATION.

Instead of coon Books Having Been
Lost, Be Says There Are But ISS,

of Small Value.

Eos. Record Union : In the account of
the meeting of the Board of State Library
Trustees in your issue of two weeks ago
Sunday appeared a statement which, if
allowed to pass without some explanation,
would do me a great injustice. In the
headlines of your article it was stated that
nay successor told the Trustees that my ac-
counts are wrong. Beveral papers through-
out tbe State have even stated tbat I was
short in money. Ican hardly be respectful
in replying to this, for it is false, and has
not even a shadow of truth in it. I called
on W. D. Perkins and requested to see his
report made to the Board of Tiustees,
showing that Iwas short in money, and
be replied that nothing of the kind had
ever been intimated, and as far as he knew,
everything was correct. Believing that he
would do me tbe justice to correct this
matter, 1 have delayed replying until the
present time. Tbe State Library is in-
debted to me, and Iask my successor to be
honorable enough to state whether or not
my denial is correct.

My successor states tbat George T. Clark,
late Deputy Librarian under ex-Librarian
Wallis, was appointed at my request to
represent me in taking an inventory of the
property in the Library, and that Mr.
Clark's report showed several thousand
volumes missing.

On the last ot February, when the pres-
ent Trustees took office, I asked them to
have an inventory taken oi the property in
the Library, so I would know what they
received and what books were missing, and
at the same time I offered to stay with
them two months, without pay, to assist
them in the matter. This offer they re-
fused, but appointed Mr. Leake and others
to go on with the inventory. On the 6ih
of April, when my term expired, they had
not then completed checking off from the
cards and catalogues, wbich represented
the books iv the Library, so at my request
Mr. Clark was appointed to finish the
checking off and report to the Trustees,
which he did. His repot t comprises less than
135 volumes missing.

Many of these volumes are unimportant
and almost valueless official reports re-
ceived by exchange with other States.
Some of the books reported missing were
found immediately upon a list being de-
livered to me, and others are charged in
the receipt- bo ;k to responsible persons, and
willbe either returned or paid for. In so
large a library it is very easy to overlook
some of the books, and I am satisfied tbat
many of those apparently missing will
eventually be found.

This completed Mr. Clark's duty so far
as Iwas concerned, but for some unknown
reason my successor attempted to count the
books in the Library, which count was not
superintended by Mr. Clark, or reported by
him as correct. IfI had had any knowl-
edge that such a high-handed piece of busi-
ness as tbis would have been attempted, I
would have entered my protest immedi-
ately. Every one familiar with libraries
know that this is not the correct way of
taking an inventory of a library, as it is
absolutely impossible to arrive at a correct
conclusion, and \V. S. Leake was fully
aware of the fact after it was explained to
him. But, notwithstanding this, he con-
tinued with the count. Ishould bave been
informed of this action, for I was inter-
ested in it, and not my successor. It was
immaterial to him how many books were
missing, or during whose administration,
for the last forty years, they disappeared.

Itwas stated that the register of the Li-
brary called for 79,966 volumes, while by
actual count there were found to be but
73,957 volumes, and the inference was that
6,009 volumes were gone, for the loss of
wbich I was responsible. Such is far from
being the true state of the case. Let it be
understood tbat an accession register is
kept in which every book, map or pamph-
let received is entered and given a number.
This has been tbe custom since the organ-
ization of the State Library, in 1850, so
79.966 represents the total accessions during
the forty years of its existence. During
tbat period it ha^ been managed by many
men, has been moved from place to pla<e,
and altogether has had an eventful career.
That many books have been worn out cr
lost, is not in the least surprising. Fur-
thermore, it wr_9 the custom to register and
number psmphiels, almanacs and similar
ephemeral publications, many of wbich
were not preserved, while those tbat were
have been bound in volumes containing
from ten 'o twenty-five or more pamphlets
each. Thus, what in tbe register appears
as many books, are now counted as one.
Similarly, with many serial publications
tke separate partsof which were numbered
and afterwards collected and bound in one
volume.

Some three year 3ago a large number of
duplicate Government documents were re-
turned to the authorities at Washington,
and they too had, for the most part, been
registered and numbered, and several hun-
dred volumes which had been registered
were destroyed during the Hood, as my
predecessor, Hon. R. O. Cravens, is aware.
When he took possession of the Library in
1870 he did not pretend to count the vol-
umes, as he knew he could not ascertain
what books were missing, but checked up
from catalogues and found a large number
•f books whicb were not in the Library,
and which were also registered.

It is not denied that books have been
lost from tbe Library, but there is not a
similar institution in the land that does
not likewise suffer, and taking tbe above
facts into consideration the total loss is
comparatively small, particularly wben we
remember that it covers a period of forty
years, instead of just my sdministration.
In one of the largest libraries of San Fran-
cisco there is a discrepancy ot 15.000 vol-
umes between the number called for by
the register aud those found on the shelves.

In my final report made on April6th I
discussed tbis matter of the loss of books,
and would be much pleased if you will
have tbe kindness to make the following
extract from my report:

The register of this Library shows that we
have nearly 80,000 volumes. The histories of
libraries have proven the fact that in their
early years of existence the Librarians, in their
eagerue&s to inc. case the numbers as rapidly as
possible, registered everything in sight. After
twenty-flve or thirty years elapse it is found
that there are huudreds of volumes short of the
supposed registered number; and this is the
case, not because they have been stoleß, but,
because of their entire uselessness, they have
been destroyed. Patent medicine almanacs,
temperance circulars, auction sales of furniture
adverti'emeuis, etc.. have been included iv the
register which have not t>een considered woitby
of shell room, ami certainly not entitled to be
placed in the catalogue. Th* Federal Govern-
ment forwarded this Library several incom-
plete sets of Government publications, mtny ol
the duplicates of which have been registered,
with the desire to complete one set iv the
Library. 1 returned lo Washington nearly 2,010
volumes and have presented to publio libraries
in this State several hundred volumes more.

During the month of January we missed
several volumes out of the Library, but were
uuable to get any clue on which it base sus-
picion upon any one in particular. Among the
regular visitors was a young man. who appa-
rently was the last person to be guilty of theft
and who was always seen to leave the Library
empty-handed. I'ur sasplclons were finallydi-
rected toward him, and npon investigation it
was lound that he had forwarded some Dooks to
relatives in a distant State. There were stopped
in transit, and on inspection found to belong to
this Library. The party was arrested ami ten-
fenced to prison for three years, ln addition to
State Library books, I recovered at the same
time a numltrof volumes belonging to the odd

Fellows' and Mechanics' Libraries of Sun Fran-
cisco and to the Odd Fellows- and Public Libra-
ries of Sacramento. Tbe thiel wore a loose-
fitting overcoat provided with capacious inside
pocket* enabling him to sec:ete large volumes
with little fear of detection. 1 am perfectly

satisfied that the lossol books from this Library
isuo greater than from other libraries of the
same size, and is much less than was antici-
pated when the State Controller commenced to
taUe an inventory of the volumes received dur-
ing mv term ol otlice. The construction cf the
Library is such that it is very essy It r
any one inclined to theft to do so with-

out detection. The Legislature of this State

should pass a special law to provide tor the
punishment of the crime ot stealing ol books

irom libraries. Under the codeof this State the
value of the property stolen, if it does not ex-
ccen 880. Is only petit larceny, and It Is very
seldom that at any one lime books <>r that value

willbe takeD. notwithstanding the fact that the
thief during the course of a few months may

have taken several hundred dollars worth. If

the narty detected and arrested is In good stand-
ing in the community in which he lives, as was

the case of the party lately sentenced, ilwillbe
very difficult to show evidence necessary, to

convict for burglary. The following are a few

Volume 3, page 195: Library Thieves—"Even
Webster's unabridged has been hidden be-
neath the cloak of a visitor and carried off.
Commonly, scarce and high priced books are
the most in favor with these literary rogues,
but instances are on record where books that
are to be had cheaply at the ordinary book-
stands also attract their attention. Nor is it
always persons who are without repu-
tation who commit these acts. Several
years ago one of the oldest and most learned

Srofessors in a university of St. Peters-
urg was detected in systematic pilfering, and

several hundred valuable volumes recovered.
Some years ago the Mercantile Library of Phila-
delphia missed a number of valuable books
irom its shelves, and the theft was traced to a
doctor in a most respectable rank of society,
and upward of fifty volumes were recovered
from him."

Volume 12, page 553: " Book-stealing in
Paris."—"Book stealing seems to bave been
elevated into a regular trade in Paris, for, ac-
cording to a return drawn up by the Prefecture
ofthe Police, the number of persons prosecuted
for this offense within the last two years has
been 14s, of whom only five have been ac-
quitted, while ninety others have been sen-
tenced to fine or imprisonment, and the remain
ing fifty ore still awaiting their trial. Tbe
amount of bail lodged snd the fees paid for
hearing has exceeded £3,000, these sums being
exclusive of counsel fees and other legal ex-
penses. The report goes on to say that several
publishers have received anonymously sums
varying from £20 to £710 trom persons who had
stolen books irom them, but who were impelled
by either remorse or fear to make restitution.
The publishers of illustrated works, encyclo-
pedias and dictionaries are the greatest suffer-
ers. Upward of 10,000 volumes have been
seized, and are now collected at the Palais de
Justice for distribution among their rightful
owners."

Taking the above facts into account, and
considering tbat there were 53,400 volumes
in tbe library wben I took office, and dur-
ing the eight years of my administration I
added 26,600 volumes, I think that the 13d
volumes missing, as reported by Mr.
Clark, is a small proportion.

A DARING FEAT.

Prof. Awerkamp Makes a Thrilling; A_-

The advertised balloon ascension and
parachute jump at Agricultural Park yes-
terday afternoon turned out to be one of
the most successful and finest exhibitions
of the kind ever seen in this part of the
country. As a matter of fact, it was the
first completely successful jump that ever
occurred in Sacramento.

It was about 4:15 o'clock when Professor
F. J. Awerkamp, the aeronant, began to
inflate his immense hot-air balloon, Lila
Belle, and a quarter ofan hour later the
great bag was as "right as a drum."

"Allready; let her go!" shouted the Pro-
lessor, as he firmly grasped his trapeze bar,
and the next instant he was jerked sky-
ward.

As the balloon went up it seemed to in-
crease in speed until Professor Awer-
kamp's form dwindled away until itlooked
like a small black speck dangling from the
parachute, which hung loose and dapping
beneath the balloon.

Then a great cry went up from the thou-
sand or more people assembled in tbe park,
wben the professor and the parachute were
seen to suddenly part from the air-ship.
For about two or three seconds tbe objects
were seen to dart earthward at lightning
speed, and then the parachute opened out
like a great umbrella. The descent then
became more gradual, and the ontlines of
the professor became more distinct as be
neared the ground. He waved his bat to the
audience and cot up "monkey shines" on
his bar until within about 200 feet of the
ground, wben be dropped into a banging
position and wailed for his arrival upon
terra firma.

He alighted gently and safely in an as-
paragus patch just outside the north fence
of tbe park and near tbe railroad track.

Meantime the releaeed balloon tumbled
and rolled lazily about in the air for several
minutes and then turning upside down,
collapsed. It landed on the other side of
the American river aud was recovered
about an hour later.

The crowd waited at the park nntil the
aeronaut returned in a hack which bad
been sent after him. He was heartily
cheered and the hand ehakes which fol-
lowed fairly made his arm ache.

The balloon leashed probably anal'itude
of 2,000 feet before the parachute was cat
loose. Thii was Professor Awerkamp's
seventh successful ascension and jump. It
is certainly a daring business, and those who
witnessed yesterday's performance went
away fully "satisfied that they "bad seen
two-bits' worth."

The whole
delegation feel as though Mr. Walling had
treated them in a very shabby manner.

Tbe above does not convey a correct idea
of what transpired. The '.ruth is, Judge
Walling discovered—and it was apparent to
nearly eveiy one in th. Convention —-hat
some feeling had been aroused by the ill-
timed remarks of Mr. Sims wben he
placed the Judge in nomination. Tbe ora-
tor also made tbe mistake of making a
spread-eagle pedantic speech, wbich ex-
ceeded the time limit established by tbe
Convention, and the delegates were forced
to rail him from the platform.

Judge Walling himself created a very
favorable impression before tbe Conven-
tion, but when he saw, during roll-call,
tbat another person was the choice of that
body for Associate Justice, he very sensibly
withdrew from tbe contest.

HIS OLD HOME.
Ex-United States Senator Cole on a Visit

to Sacraimnto.
A dignified but pleasant-faced gentleman

of apparently 60 years of age sat alone in
I the reading room cf the Golden Eagle
Hotel last evening, quietly perusing the
newspapers of the day. He was dressed in
black, and looked as if he might be a re-
tired lawyer, or doctor, or merchant. He
was apparently a stranger to those seated
about bim, as well as to those passing in
and out of the hotel.

The hotel register bore tbe modest sig-
nature, "C. Cole, Los Angeles," but it
aroused a suspicion in tbe reporter's mind
that the dignified gentleman in black
might possibly be Cornelius Cole, who
many years ago represented California in
the United States Senate.

And so he proved to be. In the course
of a pleasant interview wbich followed,
Mr. Cole said he had for about eight years
lived just outside lhe city of Los Angeles,
where he is enjoying liie in a quiet way.
He has a law office in the city, and bis
sou is United States Attorney for the
Southern District. He still retains owner-
ship of a tract of land on Tyler Island,
in this county, and has been spending a
few days there. The Sacramento river
islands he regards as tbe most fertile land
in the State, and hss faith in their ulti-
mate thorough reclamation.

Thirty years ago Mr. Cole was District
Attorney "of this county, and afterward rose
to prominence in State politics and served
a term in the upper branch of the National
Congress. He was a cotemporary of W.
R. Ferguson, J. W. Denver, J. W. Coffroth,
Frank Hereford and other prominent law-
yers who have since passed away. Of tbe
Old Guard who practiced with him in those
days, a few are stillliving here— N. Greene
Curtis, A. P. Catlin, H. O. Beatty, Heniy
Starr and 8. 8. HoU. Mr. Cole inquired
after all of them, and seemed glad to know
that at least a few of his old friends and
acquaintances had been spared.

The few hours that be had been in tbe
cityMr.Cole said he had improved by riding
out on tbe street cars to Oak Park. He was
pleased to see Sacramento spreading out so
wide and improving.

"There has been a great change in the
appearance of things," he said, "since I
firstcame to Sacramento. That was in '49,
and Icamped under a big oak tree down
somewhere on what is now Seventh street.
There were only a few canvas houses here
then. The line of J street bad been
blocked out through the trees and brush,
and the whole site of the city was almost a
forest."

Then he spoke of his experiences during
the flood of "62—how he had lived with his
family for weeks In the second story of
their house, and of the hardships that
many Sacramentans underwent during
that memorable winter. It was tbe flood,
he said, that caused so many of the early
residents to remove to San Franciaco and
other places.

When tbe reporter suggested that it
would probably be a difficult matter to
prevail upon anyone who had lived in the
southern part of the State the last few
years to remove to this section, Mr.Cole
smiled and said :

"Oh, Idon't know about tbat. There is
really very little difference, after all, be-
tween the two sections—not nearly so
much as some interested and uninformed
persons have tried to make it appear.
Both bave good climate and soil, and under
like conditions can be made equally at-
tractive."

Mr. Cole said be expected to remain in
the city a couple of days before returning
to bis Los Angeles home.

RECKLESS DRIVING.
A Lady and Gentleman Injured by a Col-

About G o'clock last evening a sensa-
tional runaway occurred on the Riverside
road, between the toll-gate and Sutterville.
A lady and gentleman (whose names could
not be learned) were returning to the city
in a buggy from a drive down the road,

when a vehicle occupied by a couple of L

street women, wbo were driving in the
same direction, collided with theirs.

The buggies soon parted company, but
the horse driven oy tbe gentleman started
oil on a run. The lady was soon thrown
out, or jumped out, and rendered insensi-
ble. Her companion was seen to shortly
afterward make a movement as if to leap
from the buggy, and when partly out tried
to get back, but fell. He canght by his
clothing, or limbs, or some part of the
buggy, and was dragged for nearly half a
mile, when the horse was stopped.

There were a few other persons in the
vicinity, who went to the assistance
of lhe injured couple and took
them to the city. The Record Union's in-
formant, who witnessed the collision, was
unable to learn the names of tbe lady and
gentleman, but said they appeared to be
painfully injured.

As the women who caused the accident
were driving in the same direction as the
occupants of the other vehicle, it would
seem as if the collision was the result
ofgross careless or something worse.

Two copies of
the petition were circulated, and those hav-
ing property south c f the creek signed the
San Josquin petition, and all on this side
affixed iheir signatures to the copy ad-
dressed to the Supervisors of Sacramento
county:

Bounty Offered.

To the Honorable, the Board qf Supervisors oj
Sacramento Oounty: We, the undersigned resi-
dents and tax-payers ofSacramento couuty,
hereby petition for the consideration of your
honorable body the following facts, to wit:

That the increase of predatory animals, such
as wolves and coyotes, nas for the last few years
become a serious scourge upon the farming
community. 1hough not numerous, they are
very destructive—tbe ravages of a siugle ani-
mal often amounting to hundreds of dollars iv
a few days—their depredations upon pigs,
sheep and all kinds ot poultry, in many points
of tbe county far exceed In money value the
lull sum of the btate and county taxes for such
districts.

Tbat the coyote Is a nocturnal depreda'or and
extremely wary, and that ordinary methods ol
poisoningor hunting have so farproved entirely
inadequate to check their increase.

Thai the only successful methods of dealing
with those, so far as known, is by good hunters
with dogs specially trained to the business-
There are few such iv the couutry, and the
present meager bounty has so far failed to
tempt them to enter ihe field except occasion-allyas a pastime.

Wherefore, we pray your honorable body to
iucrrease the bounty on each wolfor coyote
killed within the county to the full sum of $10,
etc.

ATTEMPTED SUICIDE.

Mrs. Witsill Swallows an Ounce of Car-

Mrs. Henry Witsill, who lives with her
husband in the Clunie building, attempted
to commit suicide yestenlay afternoon, by
swallowing an ounce of carbolic acid. Her
husband and anothet woman were in the
room at the time, and Mrs. Witsill was ap-
parently in ber usual spirits. She and her
husband were about to go out to dinner,
wben she suddenly seized the bottle of
poison, and saying "Here goes," drained
the contents. There was great excitement
in the house when it became known, and
Doctors I.rune and C. B. Nichols were sent
for. She was in a very bad condition when
Dr. Nichols arrived, but after a couple of
hours hard work be bad her out of danger.

Tbe husband of tbe would-be suicide
stated that he could not account for his
wife's rash act. He said they had had no
trouble, and she must have been suffering
from temporary insanity.

An Indian Agent Wants the Redskins to
Stay at Home.

The Reno Journal says : "Johnson Sides
bas gone out to Humboldt and Lander
counties to hire Indians to engage in hop-
picking on ranches in California, mostly
in the Sacramento valley. He expects to
engage about 200, although twice that
number could find employment over there
during the hop harvest season.

"Agent Sears, of Pyramid Lake, does
not encourage the reservation Indians in
going to California for that purpose. He
says they learn ail forts of deviltry and
become completely demoral'zed over there,
and they almost invariably return home
without a dollar in their pockets, nnd often
witliout any pickets to put a dollar in if
they had one."

In other words, the festive native ssn of
the sagebiu-h country will sia.ble as long
as he bas a cent to put up or v garment to
his back, aod generally goes home broke
after his season's work in the hop fields.
