UP TOO HIGH,
A BUSINESS MAN MASKS HIS WEALTH

And Asks the City to Let Bim Down-

No Encouragement for Asphalt

I'aviug Companies.

The City Trustees are improving. In-

stead of holding an all day session yester-
day they displayed unusual energy and
managed to dispose of their business in a
half-day session.

The Chief Engineer of the Waterworks
submitted his report, showing that 42,074,-
--000 gallons of"water were pumped during
the week. The Holly pumps worked 41
hours and the Stevens' 152ihonrs.

H. C. Megerle complained to the Board
that he was assessed this year just twice
as much as last year, and he thought the
Board ought to rectify the alleged injustice.
Mr. Megerle was instructed to interview
the Assessor. Later in the session Mr.
Megerle came in with Assessor Buckley,
and the latter explained that no error had
been made in his oflice. It was on account
of Mr. Megerle's carelessness that the as-
sessment was raised. He intended to write
$900, and instead wrote $1,900.

Megerle admitted that it was his fault,
but asked that the correct amount be in-
serted.

Trustee McLaughlin wanted to know
why the attention of the Board of Equal-
ization had not been called to the matter
when it was in session. He did not like to
be making corrections at this late day.
The tax cught to have been paid belore
this, and he thought if Megerle would
look after his own business as closely as he
did with what did not concern him, he
would not have made the error.

Megerle said he didn't appear before the
Board to be censured by them. He ex-
pected to be treated in a civil manner, and
considered Mr. McLaughlin's remarks un-
called for. He hadn't meddled with any-
body's business, except to make a request
of the Street Commissioner that a pile of
brick be removed from in front of his
(Megerle's) door, and it was three months
before that official made any move in the
matter.

"Ididn't intend to do it until Igot good
and ready," answered Mr. McLaughlin,
and Megerle left the room. No action was
taken in regard to the matter of the assess-
ment.

Acommunicati' n was received from D.
Meldrum, the State Gardener, calling the
attention of the Board to the fact that an
old horse, covered with sores and in a very
sickly condition, was wandering about the
streets in the vicinity of Capitol Park and
frequently had to be driven from the
grounds.

Tbe Board considered it would be useless
to call the Poundmaster's attention to the
matter, and it was ordered that the police
department look after the animal.

Mrs. Knauer addressed the Board about
the condition of the streets at Thirty-first
and Y. The Street Commissioner will
look into the matter.

The following resolutions ordering work
were passed: Tenth street, from R to V;
Fifteenth street, from G to J, where not
already done.

It was ordered that the Auditor draw a
warrant in favor ofMrs. Stephano for $4 50,
she having overpaid her taxes to that
amount.

A petition signed by a majority of prop-
erty owners on Twelfth street, from C toE,
was read, asking that the street be graded
and graveled, the cost not to exceed $1 50.
In accordance with the request a resolution
of intention to improve the street was
passed.

Inreg-jfj to the matter of paving I street
with aspnalt from Thirteenth to Thirty-
first, Trustee McLaughlin asked Mr. Smith,
agent of the Asphalt Company, what pro-
gress he had made toward securing the sig-
natures of a majority ot property owners on
the street to have it so paved.

Mr. Smith informed the Board that he
bad worked diligently for the last few
weeks, endeavoring to get a sufficient num-
ber of signatures to the petition, but he
lacked the representation tfabont 1,000feet
He had secured 2,500 feet, but needed 3,500.
He said he believed it would be useless for
him to proceed further. Some wanted the
pavement, some didn't, and others were
undecided and were waiting fortheir neigh-
bors to act. In view of these circum-
stances, he suggested that the Board order
up the street as they see tit. He thanked
them for their kindness in delaying the
matter for his benefit.

A resolution of intention was then passed
to grade and giavel the street.

Wednesday next was lixed as the day on
which the Board will visit San Jose to ex-
amine into the electric railway system
there.

Tbe Board willinspect the drainage canal
one week from next Wednesday.

Isaac Joseph waßtedtoknow if the Board
had decided to pay one-fourth of the cost
of improving the alley between Fifth and
Sixth, J and X streets. He was informed
that no action had been taken. The
matter, however, was ordered referred to
the City Attorney.

Dr. H. L Nichols, the Health Officer,
notified the Board that many of the alleys
in the city were in a very bad state as re-
gards their sanitary condition, and said
that something should be done. It was
ordered that the police officers strictly en-
force (he ordinance and arrest all parties
caught emptying decaying matter in tbe
alleys or streets.

It was ordered that the services of A. P.
Catlin be secured to draw up a blank form
for the city bonds to be issued lor street
improvement.

The Mayor reported tbe sewers in bad
condition at 710 Fifteenth street, 7-1 G
street, and J sireet, between Eleventh and
Twelfth.

Itwas reported that the Smith dive and
a place known as the "Diamond," on X
street, were running without licenses.

Trustee McLaughlin said he thought it
only right that the ordinance should be
Strictly enforced if it was intended to do
any good. A new saloon on Seventh and
J streets was cited as an establishment that
had presented no petition before opening

Trustee Wolf asked ifthe Sntter _ lub had
a license, and whether or not they had
been given permission by the Board to con-
duct a bar on tbe inside.

The Board adjourned without taking ac-
tionon these matters.

ARTESIAN WATER.
It is En.', untered ln the Gas Well at a

Depth of 375 Feet.

Yesterday the contractor engaged in bor-
ing the natural gas well at Fifth and R

streets was encouraged by striking an arte-

sian vein of water at a depth of 375 feet.
The drillhad been going through a bed of

sandstone day for some time, when sud-
denly it tapped a strata of quicksand, and
the water shot up to the surface and flowed
freely until the pipe became clogged with
tbe sand, when the flow ceased.

Whether or not the water willcontinue
to flow when the Band shall have been re-
moved remains to be seen, but the general

belief is that it will. There is now forty

feet of sand in the pipe to be pumped out.

In conversation with a Be. -ord Ikior

eporter last evening, Dr. Southworth, the

original promoter of the natural gas enter-
prise, said the fact of striking flowing water
must be regarded as an encouraging sign,
as all the natural gas wellson this coast
flow water, the gas being condensed there-
from.

Of course, the present flow of water is
not expected to produce much gas, if any,
but it is a good indication of what may be
fonnd at a greater depth. Sbonld nothing
better than a freely-flowing body of pure
artesian water be struck, even that may
prove of great value.

NEW SCHOOL-HOUSE.
Contract Let to Replace tin- One Burned

at Fourth and Q Streets.
The Board of Education held a special

meeting last evening for the purpose of
opening bids and awarding contracts for
certain improvements and supplies. All
the members were present except Messrs.
Tufts and Payne.

Bids were opened for the rebuilding of
the school-house at Fourth and Q streets,
which was burned some months ago, aa
follows :

On motion of Director Sherburn, the
contract was awarded to W. W. Rider, on
his giving a bond in the sum of $500.

Director 6herbi_rn, from tbe Committee
on Supplies, reported in favor of awarding
the contract to H. S. Crocker A Co. It was
so ordered

The matier of awarding the contract f..r
fuel for the year was postponed until Mon-
day next.

Secretary Hart read to the Board notifica-
tion from the City Trustees to have side-
walks constructed abont the Sacramento
Grammar School block and other school
properties.

The Secretary was instructed to notify the
City Trustees that the Board wouid have
the work done whenever the city would
allow the necessary money with wbich to
meet the expense.

HOLD THE FORT.

The Old Sutter Landmark Mow Rapidly
Disappearing.

Eds. Rkcobd-Union: It seems a shame
that, after all the trouble that has been
gone to, and now that the eld Sutter Fort
is in possession of the State, there is no one
with patriotism enough to protect its old
walls from being torn down and its timbers
cut into walking-sticks, as is being done at
present. On yesterday many persons were
out cutting mementoes from the few tim-
bers remaining to protect the walls from
falling, and others jabbed slicks into the
old adobe bricks just to see them crumble.

This is not as it should be. Where is
our Pioneer Society ? Why don't its mem-
bers lend a hand in keeping the old adobe
in its place until such time as the Legis-
lature meets, when something can be done
to re-erect it ?

And what', the matter with our City
Trustees? Why don't they pass an or-
dinance making it a misdemeanor to
taiirpe • with this old building?

The safe was badly
wrecked, but after their labors the robbers
found that it contained no money. A dark-
lantern was fonnd on tbe floor on tbe
morning when the safe-cracking was dis-
covered. No arrests have been made.

Just now one or two of the small police
force are incipacita'ed for service by sick-
ness, and two others— who have put in four
month's service—are enjoying a vacation
in the mountains. Thus the force, whicb
is weak enough at best, is rendered still
more so, and at a time when the city is
annually visited by burglars and thieves in
anticipation of the State Fair.

This would be a very good time for the
police authorities to organize a volunteer
force of abont fiftymen and raid all the
dives and the brush camps about the city,
and to have them raided regularly for some
time to come.

CHINAMAN VS. INDIAN.

AGAINST THE PIUTES.
MONGOLIAN HOP-PICKEBS OK A STRIKE

Forty of Them Leave Their Work on a

Brighton Ranch, Anticipating

Indian Rivalry.

When a hop-grower wants harvest hands
he "wants them bad," and sometimes he
gets about as bad a lot as the world can
prodnce. When hops are ready to be
picked, they mnst be picked withont delay,
and the growers are obliged to take what-
ever class of labor they can get. They
want pickers, and must have them, be tbey
ChinameD, Piutes, white men or monkeys.

About midnight last night a Recobd-
Union reporter met John J. Glacken, lhe
Brighton hop-grower, and demanded an
explanation of the bucolic gentleman's
nocturnal wanderings so far from home,
but surmising that he was looking for hop-
pickers.

The latter explained that he had come
to town in the hope of meeting a gang of
Piutes whom he had expected to arrive
from the wilds of Nevada. But the Indians
did not come, proving that it is not alone
white men and Chinamen that are uncer-
tain.

Mr. Glacken got mad when the reporter
suggested that he might get Chinamen to
pick his hops.

"Chinamen'" he echoed in a high key.
"Why, the blankety, blank, blanked
scoundrels! What do you think they did!
Ihad forty of them picking hops for me
this morning. Atnoon the boss asked me
ifIwould want more pickers to-morrow,
and I told him Iguessed not. You see I
was expecting a carload of Indians down
from Reno. About 4 o'clock this afternoon
one of my white men came and told me
there wasn't a Chinaman in the hop-field.
I went to the camp, and the yellow-skinned
devils were sitting about on the ground
jabbering like monkeys. I asked one of
tbem why they were not at work, and be
replied: "'Oh, you heap too muchee like
Injin!'"

"That looks like a strike," remarked the
reporter.

"Yes, they had struck ; but I told them
that if Ifound a mother's son of 'em on
the ranch one hour later I'd have his
hide."

"And now you bave neither Chinamen
nor Indians?"

"No; but Iwill have sixty Piute bucks
in the hop fields to morrow. Johnson Sides
and another chief engaged that number to
me some weeks ago, and as Iwasn't ready
for them when they arrived, Ilet a friend
down near Sutterville have tbem. Iwent
there to-night and asked for a wagon-load
of the native sons, but they wouldn't divide
up, and in the morning I'llhave the whole
squad. Itwill be rough on the other man,
but I can't help it. Ifsomebody's hops
must spoil through lack of labor to harvest
tbem, I don't want it to be mine."

Notwithstanding the difficulty experi-
enced by hop-growers in getting people to
harvest their crops, there are scores of
white men walking about the city and beg-
ging tbeir living, saying they cannot get
work. The canneries, and orchards, and
hop-fields, and wheat-fields have all been
short of laborers, but idle men have been
plenty all summer in the cities.
