EAST OF THE ROCKIES,

Probability of a General Strike on the
New York Railroads.

CONGRESSIONAL PREOGRAMME.

Through Sleeping Cars to be Run
Between Denver and@ San
Francisco.

THE RAILROAD STRIKE.,

Views of Sargent on the Impending
Troubfe.

Terre Hauvre (Ind.), Auogust 24th.—
Nothing authoritative will be given out as
to the deliberations of the Supreme Council
until to-morrow, at the earliest. It is
among the probabilities that the decision of
the Council may not be reached for several
days. This Sunday saw no convening of
the Council proper. This does not mean
that the agencies were not at work.

The Council lastnight put into the hands
of Grand Secretary Debs, of the Brother-
hood of Firemen, Vice-Grand Master Mor-
rissey, of the Brotherhood of Trainmen, and
Vice-Grand Master Downey, of the Switch-
men’s Mutual Aid Association, the delib-
erations of the Council, and they will pre-
pare certain propositions to be presented to
the Council, which will define the action
of the Supreme Lodge. This eummittee
bas been in session since 8 o’clock last
evening. The members separate only to
take what may be strictly named as
lanches.

Sargent was at his office to-day, overhaul-
ing books and papers which not only bear
on the threatening general strike on the
Vanderbilt system, but he is compelled to
look over his work as regards the Brother-
hood of Locomotive Firemen. An Asso-
ciated Press correspondent called at Sar-
gent’s house this afternoon, and Sargent
was as frank as usual. He had carefully
read Powderly’s letter to Webb, sent out
last night. While Sargent would not ex-
press any opinion as to the action the
Council would take on the report of the
commtttee, yet he freely expressed hiinself
about Powderly’s missive. He said:

“I admire Powderly’s stand. Powderly
puts Webb in the position he belongs, and
which, when the public thoroughly under-
stand it, will convince it that Webb is
wrong. Webb’s position is directly oppo-
site to that taken by Depew, his superior
officer. Depew always advocated the or-
ganization of labor.”

To sus‘ain this statement Sargent gave
the Associated Press reporter the following
extracts from an address delivered by De-
Eew at a meeting of the Firemen's Brother-

ood held at Tammany Hall, May 15, 1887.
Said Depew at that time:

“I believe in an organization just like
yours for proteetion, for charity, sobriety
and indastry. It is proper in these days
that there should be an organization, for
the simple reason that the business of this
world cannot be carried on in any other
way. That railroad people ought to be
able to intelligently discuss the guestions
of the day, and should tell the Government
that they did not want imported lavbor.”
“These expressions of Depew,” said
Sargent, ‘‘show conclusively he was in
favor at that time of organized labor. He
believed in the right of the workingmen to
go to the polls and exercise their right of
franchise.”

Said Sargent: “The Knights of Labor
have taken an active part in legislative
affairs in the State cf New York during the
past year. Much of this legislation being
directly in the interest of the railway em-
ployes, and the New York Central being
one of the largest corporations that would
naturally be affected by such legislation,
and many of its employes going before the
Assembly in behalf of biils presenteq, and
the fact that some of the men discharged
by the New York Central were participat-
ing in this effort to bring about the passage
of these labor bills before the New York
Legislature, shows plainly that the com-
pany is antagonizing the Knights of Labor
in its present action, for had the men been
discharged tor drunkenness, breach of dis-
cipline and such causes as are now claimed
by Webb, he would not hesitate one mo
ment to have an investigation. Iam sur-
prised that men who had been in the em-
ploy of the New York Central for eleven
or twenty years should now be dismissed
on account of character, Itis a sad com-
mentary on the management of the road.
*In the course of the address delivered by
Depew Sunday, May 25, 1889, shortly be-
fore the Director sailed for Europe, Le said
to the meeting of Brotherhood Engineers
at New Heaven: ‘There are a few things
about the relation of the President to the
employes of the road which I would like to
say. We both draw our salaries from the
same treasury. The President of the com-
pany bas his duty to the stockholders of
tbe road, but it is not, as many of you sup-
pose, his only duty. While he must see to

'it that proper economy is maintained and

an earning power developed, he must see
that the public at all times gefs the best
possible service, and that the men in the
employ of the company are treated well.
¢ is his duty to march out and take by the
throat and throttle any man who, in his
brief authority, treads on the toes of some
one of the men under him. The railroad
goes on forever, and the men in its employ
realize the security of their employment,
and it gives to them an independence
which is their right.’

‘“Any one who reads these utterances
of Depew undersianding'y cannot help
but believe that Depew, as President of
the New York Central Road, believed in
the recognition of his employes whenever
they desired to confer with him, and if any
of bis subordinates practiced any injustice,
in his own words he said, ‘I would take
them by the throat and throttle
them.” The employes who were dis-
charged by the Central were denied
the right to give their side of the story to
the management. They claim that tbey
had been mistrealed by the subordinate
officers, demanded a redress, were refused
a hearing and bave now combined for pro-
tection, just as advocated by Depew, Presi-
dent of the New York Central.

“Powderly, as the men’s counselor and
adviser, comes forward, and by honorable
mears tries to bring about an amicable
adjustment. He is met by the acting Presi-
dent of the road and informed that the
employes have no rights in the premises.
He also says be will discharge any man at
aoy time, and no questions need be asked.
“At the New Haven meeting Depew
went on record as advocating the combin-
ing of labor for its own protection. He
said: ‘Some time ago I was working up
some matters regarding the progress of
civilization. I learned that our laws came
from Great Britain, where, prior to 100
vears ago. labor had no voice in her legis-
lation. The statutes which we found are
enough to make the hair stand on thie bead
of a bald man, and to read them gives you
such circulation of blood that you have to
put a piece of ice on your pulse. The law
fixed the wages. and made it a crime for
labor to meet and combine for its own pro
tection.’

“The Krights of Labor, as an organiz:-
tian, are combining to-day to protect the
New York Central employes, just what the
President of that great corporation advo-
cated, and I am io sympathy with the boys.
While I have never been an advocate of
strikes, where there wes a way open to
avoid them, yet I cannot help but believe
that the position of the executive head cof
the Knights of Labor is correct.”

THE REPORT TO BE MADE KNOWN TO DAY.

Terre Havute, Augost 24th.—After a
gession of one hour the Supreme Council
adjourned until 8:30 to-morrow. The re-
ort of the sub-committee has been com-

{ pleted, but the Couucil decided not to enter

upon i's consideration to-night. It is
semi-cfficially announced that the resait of
the meeting of the Supreme Council is to
be made public by noon to-morrow.

A GENERAL STRIKE MAY OCCUR,

NEw York, August 24th.—The usual
quietude prevailed around the Grand Cen-
tral depot to-day. Vice-President Webb is
of the opinion that the Terre Haute Con-
ventiou will do little or nothing in support
of the action of the Krights of Labor,
and that ths strike, if there is one, will
quickly be proved s failure. ;

| 2 Powderly and his colleagues, Hayes, Dev-
Tin and‘ Wright, left town tovnyizl;t for
Albany 2 attend the convention of District
Assembly No. 246 to-morrow.

President Johnson of the Assembly in
commuienting on the sitnation, said: *“Un-
less the concessions demanded by the
strikers from the railroad managers are as-
ceded to, we expect to-morrow that a gen-
eral strike will be ordered. Fully 9,000 in
the Vanderbilt system will walk out, and
we know these men, switchmen, firemen
and yardmen, cannot be repleced under
any circumstances.”

The swelling was accompanied by dull
paing in the head, with ling away of
strength and complete prostration. The
sufferers multiplied rapidly, until nearly
one-half of the fishermen were down. No
deaths resulted, to the knowledge of the
narmator, but o complete cures were ef-
fected. When the swelling subsided the
sores continued in a more or less active
state:

The trouble created a panic among the
fishers; and they commenced to forsake
work: There were no doctors nearer than
Oonalaska, and bandages and poultices
helped little to ease the pains of the suf-
ferers.

The case is a novel .one in medical
science: In handling salmon it very often
happens that the hard, sharp fins and
scales slightly puncture the skin. It has
never been known before, however, that
blood poisoning of the strange kind de-
scribed has resulted.

A RUNAWAY CAR.

The Gripman Loses Control and: it:Bashes
Down a Hill.

Native Land.

Secretary Tracy and other officers and
guests on bvard the Nina were received
on board the Baltimore by Captain Schley,
the Swedish Minister, being represented: by
his secretary, Baron de Fries. The remains
of Captain Ericsson were hoisted aboard the
boat and the casket placed on the guarter
deck. Everyone stood wiih uncovered
head, while Mr. Robinson, one of the ext-
cutors of Captain Ericsson's estate; deliv-
ered a brief address, delivering the remains
to the care of Captain Schley. He said:
“Itis my honoreble duty to commit to
your care the body of Captain Ericsson, to
convey it to the land that gave him birth..
We hold in grateful remembrance the serv-
ices he has rendered his adopted couatry:
for fifty years, and we now give his re-
mains to the land of his birth. No one
wrought greater things in naval warfare
than did he.”

Captain Schley, in reply, said he ap-
preciated the honor conferred upon him,
and made a few remarks eulogistic of the
memory of Captain Ericsson and the serv-
ices to the country.
