Stolen Property at Venice.
Venice, in fact, is one vast museum of

stolen property. A self-righteous inscrip-
tion over the gateway of St. Marks in-
forms the visitor, says a writerin the Corn-
hiU Magazine, with much show of consci-
ous probity, that the four famous antique
bronze horses above the portal, "removed
by the rapacity of the enemy to Paris"
under Napoleon 1., were again restored to
their proper place l>y that incorruptible
champion of strict international morality,
the Emperor Francis. But that glorious
team, a work of the sculptors of the Nero-
ian age, had previously been stolen in the
thirteenth century by the Doge Dandolo
from Constantinople, whither they had
been carried from Rome, for his own glori-
fication, by Constantine the Great, who
had niched thtoi himself from the tri-
umphal arch of Trojans, who in turn had
borrowed them, as seem probable, from the
similar monument of his predecessor Nero.
Such are the humors of the world and the
whirligigs of time. Indeed, if every man
had his own again, one might almost say
there would be no Venice. The column of
St. Mark's with its winged lion would go
back to Syria ; the square pillars by the
Doge's palace would return once more to
St. Saba, at Ptolemais ; the alabaster sup-
ports of the inner canopy would find their
way back, men say, to Solomon's Temple,
and even the mouldering body of the Evan-
gelist itself, which reposes beneath its pall
of gold and jewels below the hieh altar,
would have to migrate to the community
from which it was first filched, the Coptic
Christians of Alexandria.

Oliver Cromwell's Watch.
Daniel C. Hopper, of Hopper, McUan &

Co., Baltimore, Md., has a watch which
was once the property ofOliver Cromwell.
It is of the old English pattern, with a
double case, the outer part of which is re-
movable. The outer case is covered with
shark skin riveted on with brass rivets.
The numerals on the dial are irregular
Arabic characters, and the time-piece, like
others of the period, has no second hand.

The inner case was once very massive,
but it has been worn quite thin and is
considerably battered. The movement is
a very peculiar one. Its machinery is
piled up in an odd-shaped bunch, which is
surmounted by an elaborately engraved
shield. The name of the maker is not
shown on the movement or on either of the
cases, but a piece of work, evidently in-
serted in repairing, bears the inscription :
"Jam's llbery, London." Within the
outer case is a circular piece of paper, on
which is printed a co;irse wood cut, sur-
rounded by the inscription: "A. Heickle.
patent lever watch maker, St. James street,
09, Liverpool."

The history of the watch is well authen-
ticated. It descended to Mr. Hopper from
Professor Glover, an English educator and
naturalist, who was an enthusiastic col-
lector of antiquities. Profeamr • ilover was
a direct descendant of the Cromwell family |
and possessed ample proof that the watch
was worn by the Protector.
