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HORSES OR ELECTRICITY.

THE CITY TRUSTEES CONSIDER
HENRY PROPOSITION,

Their Decision Cannot be Reached Until
Next Week—The Matter Quite
Fully Discussed.

T. L. Enwright, D. A. Lindley, E. B.
Willis, George M. Mott and C. H. Hubbard,
the committee appointed by the Board of
Trade to wait upon the City Trustees and
urge the adoption of the proposed amend-
ments to the Central Raillway Company’s
franchise, were present at yesterday’s ses-
sion of the City Trustees. and several mem-
bers of the committee addressed the Board
on the subject. They stated that, as repre-
sentatives of the Board of Trade, they
hoped the Trustees would consider favor-
ably the proposition to grant the request of
the Central Railway Company and J. H.
Henry, with proper restrictions.

Two of the members of the committee
who had seen the San Jose road, as ope-

rated by Mr. Henry, spoke favorably of it,
as indeed did all who had examined the
pole system in use there. The merchants,
farmers and everybody in and about San
Jose were outspoken in their praises of the
road, and not & person was found who did
not express himself as highly pleased
with it.

Mayor Comstock said he was favorable to
the proposition, with proper restrictions for
the city’sinterests. These restrictions were
being prepared and were not then ready to
be acted upon.

Mr. Henory, the owner of the San Jose
road, and who will buy the property of the
Central Railway Company in this city,
provided the Trustees grant him the privi-
lege to use the pole system, addressed the
Board, assuring them that he had no ob-
jection to any restrictions that were rea-
sonable. He intended to carry out his
contract with the city in every detail, and
would agree to almost anything. He did
not know for certain whether it would be
advisable for him to electrically equip that
branch of the road that ran along Eleventh,
L and M streets, but if the travel war-
ranted it he would certainly doso. He
intended to operate every portion of' the
road every day in the year, excepting, per-
haps, the sour on Nineteenth, from G to J,
on which it would not pay to run cars ex-
cept during the State Fair., He was anx-
ious to have the Trustees take action as
soon as possible, so that heccould immedi-
ately proceed to equip the road.

Trustee Wolf wanted to know how many
more poles Mr. Henry was going to put up
on J sireet. He thought there were about
enouh there already.

Mr. Henry said he felt-quite certain that
he would not need to put up a pole on the
business streets, but could use those
already up and owned by the Electric
Light Company. He wanted to have the

_legal right, however, to put up poles if it

was necessary. The Electric Light Com-
pany might take down the poles on J
street and move them off somewhere else.
In such case he should certainly want the
right to put up poles of his own.

Mayor Comstock desired to know if there
was any one present who had any objection

fo the proposition of Mr, Henry, and no-

dy made answer,

Mr. Henry promised to submit his pro-
posed amendments to the Board at the
afternoon session.

A fter recess the Mayor read the proposed
ordinance, and asked George A. Blanchard,
the attorney, for his opinion as to its pro-
visions.

The latter said it was lacking in what he
considered many important provisions. It
did not provide for keeping in repair the
streets between the railroad tracks, etc. He
was not familiar with the ordinance which
this one was expected to amend.

Mr. Henry explained that the company’s
old franchise provided for everything, even
to running the road by electricity. The
only thing additional asked was the privi-
lege to erect poles by which to conduct the
electricity to the cars. The Street Commis-
sioner had all to say as to where poles
should be set or how the work should be
done. He had nothing to ask that would
inconvenience any person. All that was
asked, in addition to the privileges al-
ready granted the Central Railway Com-
peny, was simply the right to use poles for
supporting electric wires—and the proba-
bility was that the poles now up would
largely answer the purpose. It was not
proposed to alter the existing ordinance in
any other respect. The old ordinance says
that poles shall not be set in the streets,
and all he wanted was to have that pro-
vision amended.

During the consideration of the subject
Mr. Alsip read to the Board the ordinance
now in force in which the terms of the
Central Railway Company’s franchise are
fally set forth. It was tound to contain
many things that the members of the
Board bhad forgotten. For instance, the
franchise provides that all the require-
ments of the Civil Code shall be complied
with. These requirements cover many of
the more important details governing the
manner of operating the read, care of
streets, etc. The fact was also revealed
that Section 8 (the one asked to be amend-
ed) provides that the road may be operated
by electricity. It does not prescribe any
particular electric system, as the attorney
who advised the Board seemed to think,
but provides that poles shall not be erected
in the streets.

Hence, the only change that Mr. Henry
asks to have made is the amendment of
that one section, so that poles may bz used.
The rest of ithe franchise, of course, would
remain in force, and Mr. Henry, as the
successor of the present owners, would be
bounden by all of its provisions.

It will be readily seen, therefore, that
the proposition involved is a very simple
one: *“Shall Mr. Henry be granted the
privilege to operate the road under the
present franchise, with the addition of
street poles, in case he should require
them ?"

This is, in brief the situation. No new
franchise is asked for, and no changes are
desired in the existing one, except in re-
gard to the use of poles.

After an informal discussion of the mat-
ter for a couple of hours, during which the
Trustees all seemed to take a favorable
view of the main proposition, the matter
went over one week, under the rule, as the
Board considered yesterday's reading of
the ordinance the first.

Mr. Henry informed the Board that he
had given a $15,000 bond to the present
owners of the road to complete all the
work under the franchise within six
months, This means various extensions,
and the expenditure of a great deal of
money in the city.

QITY AFFAIRS.

What Was Done at Yesterday's Session
of the Trustees.

At yesterday's session of the City Trus-
tees the Chief Engineer of the Water
Works reported that 41,191,000 gallons of
water was pumped during the week, the
Holly engine running 54} hours and the
Stevens 139 hours.

The Mayor asked Poundkeeper O'Neill
why he did not impound the horse which

had been running loose in the streets in
the vicinity of Capitol Park. O'Neill said
the animal did not belong to him, as re-
ported, bat was owned by a boy who car-
ried 8 newspaper route. The horse had
gsince been taken to the bone-yard and
killed. :

Bids were opened for the grading and
graveling of J street, from Fourteenth to
Thirty-first. The Street Improvement Com-
pany’s bid was the lowest of the three sab-
mitted.

The Sacramento Improvement Company
also submitted the lowest bids to grade and
gravel N street trom Fifteenth to Nine-
teenth, and Twelfth street from F to G.

Henry Dehn, a street contractor, wanted
to know when the city wounld be ready to

ay its share of the cost of street grading.
?:[e thought a temporary fand might be
created and the contractors be paid out of
it as their work was completed.

The Mayor informed Mr. Dehn that the
money would be ready by Octover 1st.

W. J. Furlong presented a petitioun signed
by a majority of property-owners in the
block bounded by Nineteenth and Twen-
tieth, G and H streets, for a saloon on _lhe
corner of Twentieth and G. Healso filed
a bond in the sum of $1,000, with A. W.
O’'Brien and Frank Ruhstaller as sureties.
City Superintendent of Public Schools
Albert Hart addressed a communication to
the Board, notifying them that the Board
of Education could not comply with the
order of the Trustees t6 construct a n
sidewalk around certain school property
on account of the lack of funds, they not
having been given proper covsideration in
the tax levy made by the City Trustees.

Trusiee McLaughlin said that if the city
could not take care of its own property no

one else wom supposed to heed the re- !

uest of the .

g The proprietors of the Cafe Royal and
Diamond Saloons filed petitions to conduet
their business.

Colonel J. W. Gathrie appeared betore
the Board and asked permission for the
military companies to use A street, from
Tenth to Tweifth, as a shooting range.
There was no street there, and probably
never would be. The regiment proposed
to have it surveyed and then construct a
range, where they could shoot at all times
of the year. They intended to expend
abont $500 in building bulkheads and
stands. 3

The matter was referred to the Street
Commissioner, with full power to act.

Isaac Joseph appeared before the Board
and asked whether or not any conclusion
had been reached concerning the matter of
the city paying any portion of the expense
of paving Oak Avenue, He said it had
been put off from week to week, and the
citizens interested wanted the thing settled
one way or the other.

He was informed that the City Attorney
had not yet rendered an opinion in the
matter.

Mr. Joseph said he was weary of danc-
ing attendance on the Board week after
week, and the property owners along the
avenue were weary of the delay, and so
were the contractors who did the work.
Oak Avenue, he said, is not an alley, and
is entitled to its snare of the special fund
voted for street improvement,

Trustee McLaughlin asked Mr. Joseph
what the Oak Avenue people intended to
do if the Boord should see fit not to allow
one-fourth of the expense.

Mr. Joseph replied that they would op-
pose the payment by the city of any portion
of the expense for street work commenced

rior to the bond election. Oak Avenue,
etween Fifth and Sixth, J and K, he said,
bad been widened twenty feet from its ori-
ginal lines, and was accepted by the city as
a street. Therefore it was entitled to its
share of the money.

After some further discussion the matter
went over another week.

The matter of H. C. Megerle's allege
double assessment for taxes was taken up.
It was shown that the petitioner was two
years behind on his taxes for 1839 and the
Board decided that if the arrearages were
paid up it would consider the matter of re-
ducing the assessment levied for the pres-
ent year,

A resolution was passed ordering the im-
rovement of Fourth street, from R to 8,
y rounding up.

The Board then adjourned.

Tojetti
declares that these pictures represent his
best work during the last fifteen years, but
as he has arranged to leave for Europe,
they will ail be sold for whatever they may
bring.

AN ASTOUNDING VERDICT.

A MAN ADMITS VIOLATING AN ORDI-
NANCE, BUT IS ACQUITTED.

Why J. D. Smith Was Refused a License
to Conduct a Saloon—A Juror’s
Explanation.

On the first day of the present month
the license of J. D. Smith to conduct a
saloon on K street expired, and when
Smith went to the License Office to have
his license renewed it was denied him,
Collector Putnam explaining that Mayor
Comstock had given orders to that effect
for the reason that Smith had been con-
ducting a disorderly house—a deadfall.

Smith, however, continued to dispense
liquor from his bar without a license, and
in violation of the municipal law.

A warrant was sworn to ‘Sy police. officer
Gibson and Smith arrested for violating
Ordinance No. 262, which reads as follows:

Every person who commences or carries on
any business, trade, profession or ca:iling. for
the transaction or carrying on of which a
license is required by any ordinance of this
city,without taking out or procuring the license

rescribed by such ordinance, is gu’ .y of a mis-

emeanor, and shall, upon conviction, be pun-

ished by a fine not exceeding §500, or by im-

mnment not exceeding six months, or by
such fine and imprisonment.

Ordinance No. 263 goes further than 262
by defining what persons and what char-
acter of houses or saloons may be licensed
by the Trustees. The applicant for a
license must present a petition to the
Trustees, and the same shall be accompan-
ied by, and contain the names and signa-
tures of a majority of the citizens residing
in the city block or square in which said
saloon is proposed to be opened or con-
ducted. Also, that the petitioner, if
granted a license, must bind himself to
keep it in an orderly and decent manner, A
written complaint may be filed with the
Board of Trusiees and signed by six or
more citizens, setting forth that any bar-
roow, public saloon, dance-house, theater,
variety show or any other place of amuse-
ment in existence and maintained within
the city limits at the time of the passage of
this ordinance, is conducted in an unlaw-
ful, indecent, disorderly or disreputable
manner, and the Trustees after investigat-
ing the case, must act according to the evi-
dence they shall have obtained.

It was not uoder this latter ordinance,
bhowever, that Smith was arrested, City At-
torney Hart deeming No. 262 fully sufficient
to warrant a conviction.

Smith’s trial came up in the Police Court
yesterday forenoon, and the defendant de-
manded a jury trial. Most of the morning
session was consumed in impaneling a
jury, the following-named being finally ac-
cepted: E. Fabian, Samuel Poska, A.
Schaden, P. Vanzetti, John Reeves, S.
Kohue, John Klotz, Sam Ginsberg, C.
Voegel, 8. Morris, H. Winters and sames
Parsons.

The prosecution, represented by City At-
torney Hart, showed, by the testimony of
Collector Putnam, that Smith had no li-
cense to carry on a saloon business since
the 1st of this month, and by officer Gib-
son that Smith had, in defiance of the or-
dinance, carried on such business since the
1st of this month.

City Attorney Hart, by way of informa-
tion to.the jurv, read Section 263, in addi-
tion to No. 262, but the defense objected,
and 263 was ruled out by the Court.

The defense, which was represented by
Hiram johneon and George G. Davis, main-
tained that the defendant had been dis-
criminated against; that he had not
wantonly violated the ordinauce; that it
bad been the custom, where parties were
considered *'good,” not to require licenses
to be paid before the Collector visited the
place on his regular tour, and that Mr.
Smith had reason to believe he could con-
tinue the sale of liguor until such visit
was made.

Smith, on taking the witness stand, ad-
mitted that he at present had no license.

Therefore, Mr. Hart, in presenting the
case to the jury for the prosecution, held
that the jury had but one matter to con-
sider,and that was whether or not Smith had
violated Ordinance 262. That ordinance
declares that any person who shall conduct
a saloon without a license is guilty of a
misdemeanor—and Smith had admitted
that he had no license.

The case was submitted, and when an
nour or so later the jury returned a verdict
of “not guilty” Judge Buckley and City
Attorney Hart were paralyzed with aston-
ishment.

After the jury had been discharged
the Jgdge said he did not understand how
such "a verdict could have been reached.
The case was as plain as could be. Had
the case been left to him he said he would
have rendered a verdict of goilty. City At-
torney Hart also expressed himself as
greatly surprised at the verdict. He did
not understand how it was possible, in the
face of the ordinance and Smith’s admis-
sions, to find the defendant not guilty. He
concluded, however, that the jury had mis-
construed the ordinance or else believed
that Smith had been discriminated against,
and bad acquitted him for sentimental
reasons.

A Recorp-UnioN reporter interviewed
one of the jurors last evening in reference
to the verdict. Said he: ‘‘We acquitted
Smith on a technicality. We believed him
guilty, and wonld have rendered such a
verdict were it pot for the fact that the
City Attoroey had made a mistake in draw-
ing up the complaint, by setting forth that
Smith violated Ordinance 262 instead of
263. As we understood it, 262 merely tells
how a person must proceed in order to
start a saloon, while Ordinance 263 pro-
vides how a man shall be closed out who
does not conduct an orderly house. We
also discussed the right of the Mayor indi-
vidually to order =a license revoked. The
verdict of acquittal was rendered on the
technicality. Had Smith been arrested for
violating 263, we would have convicted him
promptly.”

City Attorney Hart said last night that
be would issue another complaint against
Smith, charging him with violating No.
263. “It is not & whit stronger than 262,”
he said, *‘but I'm just going to see what the
next jury will do. Jaries are as uncertain
as the weather.”

The Committee on Supplies were em-
powered to let the ,contract for wood.
James McCaw has the lowest bid on black
oak, $7 45 per cord.

On motion of Director Sherburn, the
Board ordered four sets of the Century
Dictionary (six volumes each) for the
libraries of the grammar schools.

Superintendent Hart reported that he
had collected all the insurance money on
the burned building at Fourth and Q
sireets, amounting to $1,495 46.

A notice from the Street Commissioner
was read, botifying the Board to bave the
trees about the school property trimmed.
Laid under the table.

Director Davis, from the Building and
Repairs Committee, reported ceriain work
as having been done about the various
school buildings.

Applications for positions a8 teachers
were received from Q. Brown and J. G.
Morrow.

A bid was received from H. 8. Crocker
& Co. for Peerless desks for the Fourth and
Q-street school, at $3 25 for slat seat and
back, and $4 for those made solid.
