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THE NEW YORK STRIKE.

Statement by the Supreme Council of
Railroad Employes.

Tebbe Haute, August 25lh.—At 0 o'clock
this evening the following message was
sent out by the Council of Railway Em-
jjloyes, signed by President Sargent and
Secretary Sheeban, to Powderly at Albany:
"The Supreme Council adjourned this after-
noon, after carefully considering the strike
in all its details. You willnote the result of
our deliberations in to-night's despatches,
which it is hoped will meet with your ap-
proval. The Council waa unanimous in
considering your position and the Grand
Executive Board now earnestly hopes that
the right which you are championing in
the great conflict on the New York Central
may finally and fully prevail."

THE OFFICIAL STATEMENT.

Tebbe Haute, August 25th.—The official
statement of the Council given to the Asso-
ciated Press representative was as follows:

To all Laboring Organizations:—Hen and
Brothers: On the night of August 7th a
strike was began on the New York Central
and Hudson River Railroad, involving
about eight hundred men in the employ of
the same road who were members of the
great labor organization knows as the
Knights ofLabor. The reasons set forth by
Powderly, the Chief Executive ofthe order,
may be summarized as follows:

The peremptory discharge of between
fiftyand sixty men, employes of the road
and members of the Knights of Labor,
without giving them any reason whatever
for their discharge. Prior to the strike, the
men involved sought, through representa-
tives of the Order, to have their grievances
adjusted, but their appeals being disre-
garded, the strike was inaugurated. At
this juncture Powderly, Grand Master
Workman of the Knights of Labor, en-
tered upon the task of adjusting the diffi-
culty and making such arrangements as
would result in an honorable peace be-
tween the employes and officials of the
road, but his eflorts were unavailing.
Powderly, compiehending the purpose of
H. Walter Webb. Third Vice-President of
the company, to make war upon the
Knights of Labor, and ultimately upon all
organized labor on bis road, sought a con-
ference with the Supreme Council of the
United Order of Railway Employes. The
request of Powderly was granted, to the
extent that "members of the Council and
chief executives of the federated Orders
met in the city of Buffalo, as follows : F.
Sargent, Grand Master of the Brotherhood
of Locomotive Firemen, and President of
the Supreme Council; George W. Howard,
Grand Chief of the Brotherhood of Rail-
way Conductors, and Vice-President
of the Supreme Council; S. E. Wil-
kinson, (irand Master of the Brotherhood
of Railway Conductors, and Vice-President
of the Supreme Council; S. E. Wilkinson,
Grand Master of the Brotherhood of Rail-
way Trainmen,and Frank Sweeney, Grand
Master of the Switchmen's Mutual Aid
Association. At the conference with Pow-
derly at Buffalo the members of the Su-
preme Council became satisfied that the
officers of the road, by every consideration
of fair and honorable treatment of labor
organizations, should meet Powderly and
adopt some just plan for adjustment of the
grievance of the striking employes. This
conclusion having been reached, the mem-
bers of the Supreme Council, in response to
the request of Powderly, extended their
journey to New York to afford such aid as
was in their power to bring about a settle-
ment between Vice-President Webb, the
officialhaving fall authority on all matters
pertaining to the strike, and Powderly,
having authority to negotiate such arrange-
ments for the Knights as might end tne
dispute.

An interview having been secured, Pow-
derly sought to have the men discharged
heard in their own defense in the presence
of Webb and himself. This fair and hon-
orable proposition was refused. Powderly
proposed arbitration, which was also re-
fused with other propositions made, Pow-
derly having for his object the honorable
settlement of the existing difficulty, all ot
which were refused on the part of Webb.
The members of the Supreme Council,
while in Buffalo and New York, had
ample opportunities to thoroughly inform
themselves upon all matters concerning
the strike. They saw and heard both
sides. They appreciated the gravity of the
situation, and comprehending the impend-
ing consequences to labor organizations,
deemed it advisable to convene the Su-
preme Council for deliberation, and such
conclusions as the facts should warrant. In
response to the order of Sargent, the Pres-
ident of the Supreme Council, that body
convened in Terre Haute last Saturday
and remained in session until noon to-day.

In making their report to the Council
the members who went to New York to
confer with Powderly found all the state-
ments made by him fully corroborated by
facts. In an interview with Webb he re-
fused to entertain any proposition looking
to a settlement ofthe difficulty. He would
Dot arbitrate any question, nor make any
explanation or concession whatever with
regard to the discharged employes. He
claimed the right to discharge employes at
will,without making an explanation or
giving to tbe victims in his power any
reason for his despotic action. He would
manage his road to suit himself, without
reference to any rights claimed by its
employes, or any rights claimed by the
labor organizations to interfere in the mat-
ter to protect their members.

The Council having heard statements of
its members who had visited New York
for the purpose of ascertaining the true
condition of affairs, exhaustively dissected
every important proposition, and arrived at
conclusion;! as follows:

First—The position of the Knights of La-
bor asset forth by Powderly, General Master
Workman, and tbe General Executive
Board of the Knights of Labor, meets with
our unqualified approval.

Second—The course pursued by Webb
toward Powderly and the Knights of La-
bor, notwithstanding his declarations to
the contrary, evinces a purpose to disrupt
and destroy the labor organizations on tbe
New YorkCentral and Hudson River Rail-
way, as done by Austin Corbin on the Phil-
adelphia and Reading.

Third—The policy of Webb is despotic
to the extent that he outrages every princi-
ple ofAmerican citizenship, end if gener-
ally adopted would, if successful, reduce
American workingmen to a degraded con-
dition of affairs.

Fourth—Webb, b7 the employment of
Pinkerton thieves, thugs and murderers,
vile wretches from the slums and brothels
of New York and other cities, to kill the
workmen because they dared to protest
against his rule and strike for their rights,
is a crime of such enormity as will associ-
ate the name of Webb forever with those
who, dressed in a littlebrief authority,
have used their money to secure power to
degrade their fellow niea.

Fifth--Tbat the efforts now being put
forth by Webb to destroy the Knights of
Labor would, were the circumstances
changed in a like manner, be made to de-
stroy the organintions ol the engineers,
firemen, conductors, train-men and switch-
men, and if sucewful it is only a question
of time when a similar effort wiil be made
to seal the fate of other labor organiza-
tions.

Sixth—Webb, by the coarse he pursued
toward the Knights of Labor, and repre-
sentatives of the labor organizations, has
shown a total disregard of those principles
of citizen sovereignty dfsired by every
American worthy the name, and coDsider-
ing only his money power and corporate
power of the company he represents, his
acts, which epeak louder than words, say,
in the langnag* of W. H. Vanderbilt, once
tbe autocrat of the X*-w York Central:
"The public be damned.''

Seventh—Webb seeks to support this ar-
rogant attitude towards the workiDgmen
and labor organizations by assuming that
the New YorkCentral and Hudson River
Railroad is private property, and that his
acts in the treatment ofbise'.Kpluyes are in
no sense matters of public concern; that he
can with impunity discharse men and re-
mand them to idleness and poverty, aud
render them hotneUss wanderers without
giving any explication whatever for his
conduct, and disregarding I bal the
corporation («r wi.ich he plays tbe auto-
crat i? a tJiiui created by 'a.v.v in the
making ofwhichi the men he sr^ks to de-
grade B9ve 3 voice which, ones united, will

' bring his corporation to the bar of justice,
where his millions and the other millions
he represents cease to be potential in de-
ciding questions of this kind.

In view ol the foregoing facts the Su-
preme Council puts npon record its unani-
mous and unqualified approval of the
strike on the New YorkCentral and Hud-
son River Railways for the cause set forth
by Powderly, as also the efforts made by
Powderly to bring the strike to an honor-
able termination. In this general expres-
sion of approval of the action of the
Knights of Labor, the course of Webb is
as unequivocally condemned.

The power of the Supreme Council in
the manner of a strike has been exerted to
aid the Knights of Labor, through their
repreeentativee, to secure recognition of
their Order by the officials of each of the
powerful organizations; to secure for work-
ingmen, the victims of autocrat power, a
hearing, and to perform such other kindly
offices as were proper under circumstances
demonstrating sympathy and good-will,
thereby aiding the Knights of Labor to
bring the strike to a close upon the princi-
ples ofright and justice. In this the
Council met with a failure, owing to tbe
autocratic attitude of Webb. It now be-
comes necessary for the Supreme Council
to say that, owing to the fact that the Order
of the Knights of Labor is not a member
of the Federated Orders of Railway Em-
ployes, the laws of the Supreme Council
do not permit it doing more than it has
done to aid the Knights of Labor, and its
inability to participate otherwise in the
strike is now known and appreciated by
Powderly.

Referring to the laws of the Supreme
Council relating to strikes, the matter is
concisely presented as follows: In the first
place, if the members of either of the or-
ganizations or any railroad have a griev-
ance it is submitted to the proper officers
of the road by the local grievance commit-
tee. In the event of a failure to obtain
satisfaction, the chief executive officer of
the order having the grievance is called
upon and in connection with the commit-
tee seek to amicably adjust the difficulty.
Iffailure still attends the efforts to adjust
the trouble, then the Supreme Council is
convened at the headquarters of the rail-
road officials with whom conference is re-
quested, and its influence is exerted to
obtain a settlement alike just to all par-
ties.
Ifa failure should followthe efforts to re-

move the cause complained ofand the Coun-
cil by a unanimous vote decides the griev-
ance to be of such gravity! as justifies a
strike, it is promptly ordered, in which
event all of the members of the various
organizations employed on the road where
the grievance exists, viz., firemen, con-
ductors, trainmen and switchmen, abandon
their work.

In conclusion, the Supreme Council
places upon record its high appreciation
of the manliness of the Knights of Labor
employed on the New York Central in
struggling to maintain a principle sacred to
every workingman on the continent, and
to all who love justice and hope for the
triumph of right over wrong as fljgrant as
ever stained the pages of history.

THE ALBANY MEETING.
Aluany(N. V.), August 25th.—General

Master Workman T. V. Powderly and four
members of the General Executive Board
arrived this morning. Powderly and the
General Executive Board will meet in
joint secret session with District Assembly
246 this afternoon. District Assembly 246
comprises three delegates from thirty-nine
local Assemblies who represent a member-
ship of 18,000. Powderly, when asked the
object of the joint session, said he did not
know exactly what might come up for dis-
cussion, but he was sure the general situa-
tion of the strike would be the main ques-
tion for consideration.

At the afternoon conference twenty of
the discharged men were closely questioned
by Powderly relative to the causes which
they thought led to their dismissal. It is
claimed that many facts were brought out
which tended to show tbat the discharges
were the results of a preconcerted plan to
droD all the prominent leaders in the circle
of the Knights of Labor.

Apreamble and resolution was adopted
calling on the State Board of Arbitration
to order a prompt investigation of the ex-
isting difficulties, saying tbat the strikers
were reedy anil anxious for one.

Before the meeting adjourned Powderly
and Devlin addressed the delegates, out-
lining tbe course to be pursued in case the
federation did not order a general strike.
The conference then adjourned sine die.

SCPERIKTESDENT WEBB'S OPINION.
New York, August 25th.—In reply to

the question, "What do you think of the
action of the Supreme Council of the
United Order of Railroad Employes at
Terre Haute'."'Webb said: -'Theirs was
the only wise course to take. Whether
the Knights of Labor will now take
further steps will make-but little differ-
ence. There are only a few Knights of
Labor in the employ of the New York
Central. It is a queer commentary that
the Supreme Council of Federation can
find no grievance upon which to ordpr a
strike, yet they censured the New York
Central and its officers. They also de-
cline to give any support to the strikers,
but appeal to the public to furnish it."

CALIFORNIA FRUITS.

The Market for Canncil Peaches Very
Strong in New York.

New York, August 25th.—The following
queer story appeals in the Commercial Bul-
letin of to-day and is given for what it is
worth: Xew York dealers made quite a
scoop in California canned peaches in the
English markets a short time ago and left
John Bull with very littleof that claes of
fruit to fall back upon. At least 6.000 cases
were picked up. It is rumored that even a
larger quantity had actually been taken.
About 4,000 cases have already been re-
ceived here and the greater portion has
been distributed at prices showing a bund-
some profit. Tne facts regarding thfse
operations were kept secret. The goooß
have been moved into channels ofconsump-
tion without affecting the market in the
slightest degree. Iv point of fact, prices
have steadily hardened during the time the
goods were purchased and leceived here.
Itis not improbable that another 6,000 cases
could be distributed without disturbing tbe
values to any extent. The market for
peaches continues very strong.

They couM not cure it,
for at the end of three years it invariably
kills en orchard; but they sec oat new trees
each year, ai.d in the second and thir-.l
year, before the yellows attacked the
orchards, the growers had two big I
Then they let the trees perish. In this
way the prestige of Connecticut peaches

Tired. Hut this yenr mon ill-fortune
hes befallen the peac :-::!<"\u25a0>. The trees did
not bear at all. ;-nd ujp crop is a total fail-
ure. Abig Irnit grower at New London
said a day or iwj ago that the crop in

Connecticut willbe less than 200 baskets.
As there ia no Southern crop, the outlook
is dismal enough for preservers.

South Carolina Democrats.

Richard L. Burtsell, the friend of Dr. Mc-
Glynn. has been removed from the exercise
of the functions as a Catholic priest.

BRAIN GRAFTING.
Dr. Thompson Describes a Successful and

Interesting Experiment.

A paper on the above subject by W. Gil-
man Thompson, M. D., appeared in a re-
cent number of the New York Medical
Journal. Attempts have been made to
graft nearly all the different tissues of the
body. Skin, bone, teeth, muscle, nerves,
glands, eyes, mucous membrane, etc., have
all been grafted with more or less success,
but successful brain grafting has not here-
tofore been performed. With the ex-
ception of skin grafting, and possibly
mucous membrane grafting, the results of
such experiments have been of little
practical value. They are, however, of
great scientific interest in demonstrating
the relative vitality of different tissues
and the histological changes which ac-
company degenerative processes. The laws
of atrophy and final disappearance of dis-
used organs, so ably advocated by Darwin,
are equally striking with regard to indi-
vidual tissues and cells, and it is a well-
recognized fact that the **higher the
original development of a tissue or cell has
been—i c, the more it has been differ-
entiated or specialized from the armeba
type—the more profoundly it is effected
by alterations in environment or nutrition,
so as to degenerate completely, or be re-
placed by some form of tissue like the
connective, which is of lower development
but stronger vitality. The result of nerve
grafting and of nerve suture after complete
section have varied greatly in the hands
of different operators, but, despite many
discouraging failures, there is no doubt
that in man, as well as in the lower ani-
mals, nerve fibers may reunite when
sutured, even after secondary degenera-
tion has occurred, and they exhibit res-
toration offunction. For this to occur,
however, the nerves must be in communi-
cation with some trophic center.

Xerve grafting does not succeed so well
as nerve sutures in favorable cases. It oc-
curred to Dr. Thompson recently, while
studying cerebral localization in the lower
animals, that it would be interesting to
graft a piece of brain tissue from one side
of a dog's brain to the other, or from one
animal's brain into another's, and study
its vitality. Of course he had no expec-
tation of being able to restore abolished
function by the operation, but the ques-
tion of vitality of the brain tissue, and
the course of its degeneration is a subject
which is of very wide interest. The first
experiments were preliminary, made in
order to ascertain whether the trans-
planted brain would be immediately ab-
sorlied or would slough aw^y.

No microscopic examination was made
in connection with these experiments, as
itwas intended only to determine the pos-
sibility of transplanted tissue adhering.
Being satisfied in regard to the matter,
Dr. Thompson secured a large dog and per-
formed his experiment. A half-inch tre-
phine was used and a button of bone was
cut nearly through over the left occipital
region, leaving a smail attached margin so
that the button could be elevated and then
depressed like a little trap-door. Through
the opening 2 c. c. of brain tissue were re-
moved. A cat was simultaneously tre-
phined and 1-5 c. c. of brain from her left
occipital region were tracsferred in right
seconds to the opening in the dog's brain.

The features of interest of this experi-
ment are the facts thai: 1. There was
complete union, tlirough organized con-
nective tissue, of the contiguous [>ortions
of the two brains. 2. After seven weeks
the cat's brain still maintained enough
vitality to be distinctly recognized as
brain tissue. 3. Brains of animals of two
very different species were thus made to
unite. 4. The cat and dog par-.s presented
perfect union as well. 5. There was a
sympathetic degeneration of the corre-
sponding convolutions upon the opposite
side of the dog's brain. For this curious
fact Dr. Thompson cannot account. He
had never noticed itbefore, in as many as
fiftyoperations upon this region of the
brain of cats and dogs, although he had
sometimes seen removal of a part of the
occipital region result in extensive soften-
ing of the entire hemisphere of the same
side. The opposite degeneration in this
case may possibly be a mere coincidence;
if so, it is a very unusual and remarkable
one. There was no meningitis to favor it.
0. There was descending secondary degen-
eration of the dog's brain on the side of
the graft, as is usual in cases ofsimple ex-
cision of brain cortex; hence the cat's cor-
tex had not succeeded in acting as a nu-
trient center for the dog's brain.

I)r. Thompson thinks the main fact of
this experiment—namely, thai brain tis-
sue has sufficient vitality to survive for
seven weeks the operation of transplanta-
tion without wholly losing its identity as
brain suManee—suggests an interesting
field fpr further research, and he has no
doubt that other experimenters will be re-
warded by investigating it.

At Mount Pleasant, on the Ulster &

visited the mill the other ilav; "A man
told me there is a pretty big sale for the
stuff. He said that part of it was used m
paper stock and in the preparation of
lincrusta walton. That is the ostensible
purpose for which it is made, but the work-
man told me that a good deal of the stuff
went into the hands ofcontractors for fur-
nishing fodtm r.iti >n*, and that consider-
able of it also went into the cheap bre.Hs
sold in the Italian and Hebrew districts 11
the lower part of the city.
