The Government Has been Providing
for Over Two Thousand Sioux

Indians Who Do Not Exist.

[&PSCIAL DWPATCHES TO THE RBCOBD-CKIOS.]

FED TOO MANY.

DlHcrepancieg Developed by the New
Indian Census.

Washington, August U7ch.—The Indian
Burtnu recently received the report of A.
T. Lea, who has been engaged in taking
the cenßiis ofth* Sioux tribe of Indians.

He completed the count of Indians on
the Rosebud agency, in South Dakota, and
fi!>d* there are 5.166 men, women and
children located there. As the Indian
Office for tae past several years has been
distributing rations at the agency on a basis
of a population of 7,500, naturally inquiry
arose as to what had become of the other
2,334 Indians and their rations.

This question was put to Indian Apent
Wright, who reported at the end of each
cjuarter the number who drew rations, and
ivreply he asked to be Rllowed to take the
enumeration himself. On his enumeration
enly 125 more Indiana were found than in
tiie last count. He thereupon accounted
for the discrepancy by stating that the epi-
demic among the Indians last year had
taken off a large number.

The agency physician, however, reports
only nineteen deaths during the year. An
Investigation willbe had.

Our Postofflces.
Wabhingtou, August 27th.—The Califor-

nia delegation nss become tired of the de-
lay of the Postoffice and Treasury Depart-
ments in acting upon the Ban Francisco
and Sacramento Postoffices.

During the last few days Senator Hearst
has been actively engaged in visiting the
Departments and urging the necessity of
immediate action. Clarksoa has promised
to push matters without further delay.
He explained to Senator Hearst that the
absence of the Postmaster-General and
Becretary Windom, and others in authority,
have greatly retarded tbe matter, but he

the San Francisco Postoffice site, and is
only awaiting cction by those higher in
authority.

from Honolulu, to return immediately to
the latter port to assist in protecting Amer-
ican interests 011 tup Hawaiian Islands.
