POLITICAL CONVENTIONS.
State Tickets Nominated by the Bifler-

ent TartleH.
Indianapolis. August 28th.—The In-diana Demucrutic State Convention met to-day, ex Governor Gray presiding. A plat-

form was adopted denouncing Dudley and
alleging that Harrison and Morton carried
the State in 188S by fraud. It says: 'The
electoral vote of Indiana was obtained for
Harrison and Mortoc by the most flagrant
crimes against the ballot-box ever perpe-
trated in an American commonwealth,
lhese crimes were committeed under the
direct anapices of William Wade Dudley,
then and now Treasurer of the National
Republican Committee, and by the procure-
ment and connivance ot Republican lead-ers in this State and the nation. The Ad-
ministration of Benjamin Harrison has
made itself an accessory after the fact to
those crimes by shielding criminais from
punishment, and even by rewarding themfor tneir knav-ry; and tnat the brazen pros-
titution of th= machinery of the FederalCourt for the r>;str;a of Indi-ma by its
Judpe and attorney to the service and pro-
tection of the conspirators against suffrage,
constitutes the moat infamous chapter in
the judicial annals of tho republic. We. denounce the tariff monopolists for their
eflorts to perpetuate themselves in power
by measures inconsistent with free institu-
tions and contrary to pood morals. We
find in the force-election bill, a bill creat-
ing rotten borough States, and in the Mc-
Kinley tariff bill, tae open manifestation of
a gigantic conspiracy o1 the minority to op-
press the groaniug people with additional
burdens of taxation for private benefits.

"We denounce the silver bill, so-called, re-
cently enacted, as an ignominious surren-
der to the mouey power. Itperpetuates 'tbe demonetization of silver and a single |
Rold standard; wherea?, the interests of the
people reqnirs the complete demonetiza-
tion of silver and its restoration to perfect
equality with cold in our coinage We de-
mand the free and unrestrained coinage of
silver upon the basis existing prior to 1873.
We are in favor, as we always have been,
of a just and liberal pension sys:em, and
denounce the Repuolican party ior making
pledges to the veterans in ISBS which have
not been redeemed, and even not intended
to be redeemed, and we warn them against
further attempts at deception from the
same quarter. We r»joice at the evidence
of an awakening of the farmers of the
country to ihe necessity for organized
efforts to better their own'condition, and
protect themselves ngainst unjust legisla-
tion and an oppressive Administration.
We demand legislation prohibiting aliens
from acquiring lauds in America, and for
the forfeiture oftitles to 20.7-12,000 acres of
our public lands now held by them. We
favor the election of United Slates Senators
by the people.

"Our resolutions are as follows: We ap-
plaud the eight-hour la*-, the law to ore-
Tent Dlackl'stitii;. tbe law prohibiting
'piuck-rae' slores, laws for the protection
of coal miners ami a law preventing the
importation of Piukerton detectives, and
the repeal of the U publican intimidation
law of 1881, as mauifeslants of a steadfast
friendship of the Democratic party to tbe
workiugmen. We point to these iaws as evi-
dence that our friendship toAmericanlabur
is not confined to words alone. We denounce
tbe employment of Pinkerton's men by
the railroad corporations of New York in
the pending contest with tbeir employes.
and hold it to be the State and local officers'
duty everywhere to prevent such usurpa-
tion by capital of the police power of the
State. We are in favor of arbitration as
the only just and fair method of settling a
labor controversy, and we demand ol the
next Legislature the passage ofa law creat-
ing a permanent tribunal of arbitration for
that purpose. We insist that labor has as
good aright to organize for self-protect!on
as capital, and that labor orgamzatl ns
should be placed on as perfect equality be-
fore the law as organizations of capital,
known as corporations "

LABOR TBOUBLE*.

No Change in the Situation at Albany—
Powderly Answers Arthur.

Albany, August 28th.—There is no I
change in the strike situation here. The J
Chief of Police ofEast Albany came near
being killed last night by a Pinkerton man,
who fired at him, thinking he was a striker.
The bullet just grazed his ear.

Pinkerton claims that the freight trains
have been stoned for the last lew nights as
they passed through East Albany. He said
two shots were fired at a train passing
through thereat 12:30 o'clock thia morn-
ing.

The Chief ofPolice, who was near by at
the time' the shots were fired, could rind
no trace ofthe miscreants.

Piukerton has informed the Chief of
Police that ifthis work is not stopped there
will be trouble and he will be held re-
sponsible.

At the strikers headquarters the situa-
tion to-day shows to material change. The
strikers were jubilant when they iearutd
that the-State Board of Mediation and Ar-
bitration had decided to investigate tbe
causes which led to the strike. They say
the investigation will not be finished at the
earliest before Depew returns, and when
the true facts of the case can be laid before
him, and knowing the decided views De-
pew has heretofore expressed on the bene-
fits to be derived from arbitration, they ex-
pect a speedy settlement of the controversy
after his return.
POWDERLY COMMENTS OK ABTHUB's LETTER.

New York, August 28th. — Powderly
makes the following statement, comment-
ing on Chief Arthur's letter: "The main
question has not been touched upon by
Arthur in anything I have seen yet. A
simple expression from his lips in opposi-
tion to the taking of the places of firemen
by firemen who are Brotherhood men
would settle the mutter, and that he had
not done yet. Those who took the places
ofengineers on tbe 'Q' road had already
abandoned as before they did that act of
treachery. When they went West from
Reading'I warned the order and organized
labor against them, and did it publicly.
When Sargeat, for whom I have the great-
est re*pect, wired to me asking if these
men represented me in any way. my an-
swer was: "They violate their obligations
as Knights in doing as they represent.
Pay no attention to them. They represent
no one but themselves, and their actions
will not be sustained by tbe order of the
Knights of Labor. Such men should be
ostracized by all honest men.' "

THE CHICAGO STRIKE.
Chicago. August 28th.—Representatives

of the Switchmen's Mutual Aid Associa-
tion held a meeting this morning with the
Grievance Committees of Switchmen on all
the roads running into Chicago.

The meeting wes called to devise means,
if possible, to settle the difficulties threat-
ening the railroad traffic of this city.

Before tbe meeting opened Grand Or-
ganizer Hall said to a reporter: "The situ-
ation is just this: Ifany road attempts to
compel its switchmen to handle freight
from the stock-yards it willvery speedily
have a strike on its hands. Id this way
the matter willbe brought to the attention
of the association, which will make a fight
of its own. In that way a general tie-up
of all the roads may become a reality."

There is a prospect of a settlement be-
tween the Chicago and Alton and the
strike committee.

NEW PACKING HOUSES.

One of the Kstablishments to be Located
in San Francisco.

Chicago, August 28th.—A new enter-
prise, involving $1,000,000, has been en-
tered into by Nelson Morris, packer. The
new scheme is the establishment of a
slauschtt r und pacikiaghoose, us well as
stock yards, at the seaboard Eist and West.
The Interstate Stock-yard Company is tbe
name of the new organization. Ithas filed
articles with the Stale Department ofTren-
ton, N. J., and has a capital of $1,000,000.
Tbe new company will at once begin build-
ing houses in New Jersey, where all the
meals for foreign export across the Atlan-
tic will be slaughtered. Heretofore this
trade has been suppli»d by Morris & Co.,
from Chicago, the cattle being slaughtered
here and shipped in refrigerator-cars to the
seaboard. It is known that the difficulties
wish tbe men employed at the stock yards
here have bad a ereat deal to do with the
contemplated establishing of the slaugbter-
houses on the coast.

la San Francisco. Morris will build
slflugbter-houaes, canning establishments
and stock yards. This will protect his
Western export trade. These housse will
reduce the loss by a strike at any one point
to a minimum, and it is likely that
Morris will build houses at other points on
the coast. The object of the new depart-
ure is also to extend the dressed beef trade
to fields not ye. opeDfd up. Oriental cap-
itals and the many islands on the Pacific
Ocean h«ve, heretofore, been strangers to
the A mirican dressed beef industry, and it
is intended to introduce the dressed im-uts
in that terri!ory. The new venture does
not mean that Morris will curtail his Chi-
cago business.

CONGRESSIONAL.

IN THE SENATE.
Washington, August 28th.—In the Senate this

morning the conference report on the railroad
land forfeiture bill was presented and ordered
printed.

The tariff' bill was then tßken up. Aldrich
gave notice oftwo amendments that he would
offer to the bill, and which were read for in-
formation. One amendment is the reciprocity
amendment. The second is a proviso to the
tint paragraph, and it subjects fish to a duty of
only one and one-half cents per pound when
exported from, or the product of a country,
whenever and so long as American fishing ves-
sels shall be admitted into all porti; of such
couutries to purchase supplies, including bait,
and to land fish for shipment in bond to the
Dnited States without restraint.

Consideration was resumed at the paragraph
relating to rice, the amendments reported by
the Finance Committee being to reduce the
duty on cleaned rice from two to one and a half
cents per pound; on uucleaned rice from one
and a quarter to one cent per nound, and on
rice flour, rice meal and broken rice from a half
to a quarter cent per pound. Finally tne para-
graph was amended by making the duty on
cleaned rice two cents per pound; on unc leaned
rice one and a quarter cents; on paddy three-
quarters of a cent, and on rice fiour, rice meal
and broken rice a quarter ofa cent per pound,
this being a modification of the committee's
amendment.

No amendments were offered to the para-
graphs relating to rye, rice Hour, wheat, wheat
flour, butter, cheese and fresh milk.

Carlisle moved to strike out of the paiagraph
relating to condensed milk the words, "sugar of
milk, 8 cents per pound." Rejected.

The committee amendment to strike out the
proviso for a drawback on sugar was agreed to.

Atthis poiut paragraph 135 (which was pass d
over in its regular order) was taken up. It re-
lates to railway bars, and the committee amend-
ment, which reduces the rate from 6-10 to 5-10
cent per pound, was agreed to.

The paragraph relating to shotguns, which
was also passed over without action, was taken
up, the question beiug on the amendment ofthe
Finance Committee to substitute for !he ad va-
lorem rate of 35 per cent, in the House bill,
specific duties according to values, with :J5 per
cent ad valorem in addition. The committee
amendment was modified by reducing the duty
on first-class shotguns, valued at not more than
JCO, from S2 to $1 50. Agreed to.

In the regular course the bin was resumed at
the heading "farm and field products."

Plumb moved an increase of duty on castor
beans or seeds lrom 32 to 50 cents per bushel.
Asreed to.

The committee amendment to reduce the
duty on flax seed, linseed and other oil seeds
from thirty to twenty five cents per bushel was,
on the suggestion of Aldnch, rejected.

The paragraph relating to hops was passed
over without action, (ioiman baying proposed
toreduce the duty on hops from fifteen to eight
cents per pound.

The next paragraph, to reduce the duty on
garden seeds from forty to twenty per tent, ad
valorem, was agreed to.

The substitute reported from the Finance
Committee to the paragraph relating to the duty
on tin cans containing shell fish was, at the
mggestion of Aldrich, disagreed to, leaving the
paragraph just as it came from the House.

The substitute of the Finance Committee for
the para> raph as to oranges, lemons and limes
was agreed to. I'arty lines were entirely disre-
garded in the vote, many Republican senators
voting against the committee amendments and
many Democrats for it.

In the paragraph relating to the extract of
meat, the clause that the dutible weixbt shall
include the extract and tins or jars was, on
motion ot Carlisle, struck out.

The committee amendment adding degras at
one cent per pound was, at the suggestion of
Aldrich. rejected and an additional paragraph
inserted putting a duty of half a cent per pound
on wool grease and dearras

Paragraphs itere amended (on report of the
committee) by reducing the duty on chocolate
and prepared cocoa from three to two cents per
pound.

In the paragraph relating to salt the Finance
Committee recommended striking out the pro-
viso forrebate. Mcl'lierson moved to strikeout
the whole paragraph taxing salt at 12 cents per
100 pounds in packages, and eight cents in bulk
so as to leave salt on the free list. The vote on
McPherson's motion was—yeas 13, nays 22. No
quorum.

The bill was laid aside, between ten and
eleven pages being disposed of to-day.

The House lard bill was presenled to the Sen-
ate and referred to the Committee on Agri-
culture.

Adjourned.
IS THE HOUSE.

Washington, Augiißt 28th.-The House this
morning finallysustained Heed's decision that
the lard bill was unfinished business, and it was
passed by a vote of IJ6 to 31.

Richardson ofTennessee called attention to
the scene in the House yesterday, and sug-
g« .-ted that the gentlemen engaged in the alter-
cation should be allowed an opportunity to ex-
plain their conduct. The suggestion was not
needed. Finally the personal questions and
explanations ol privilege ieing disposed of for
the present the House proceeded to business,
and in the morning hour resumed considera-
tion ofthe bill for the iidjustment of claims of
laborers under the eight-hour law. The morn-
iur hrur soon expired and the bill went over.

The Hi.use the-, under special orderf", pro-
ceeded to the consideration of the bill railed
up under the special order by Connell of Ne-
braska, constituting eight hours as a day's
work for all laborers, workmen and mechanics
employed by or on behalf of the Government
or by contractors doing work or furnishing ma-
terial for the Government and providing penal-
ties lor violations ol' its provisions.
