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STATE FAIR NOTES.

CHANGES ANNOUNCED IN TWO IM-
PORTANT TROITING EVENTS.

New Classes Substituted for the 2:20 and
2:22 Classes—Attractions for
the Pavilion.

The Executive Committee of the State
Board of Agriculture has decided to offer,
as a substitute for race No. 2 (trotting), 2:22
class, a purse of $1,200 for a 2:21 class; and
for purse No. 31 (2:20 class), a purse of
$1,200 for a 2:18 class.

The entries are to close on the 8th, at
the same time those for race No. 23, the
free-for-all, trotting purse of $1,500, will
close. Records made prior to the Sth will
be the basis,

“There is no disguising the fact that the
racing so far has been extremely poor,”
said Secretary Smith in an interview with
a San Francisco Post reporter the other day.
““At San Jose, Napa and Petaluma there
has not been an event decided worthy of

being called a race. The trouble is that
the horses are not equally matched. The
State Board, however, does not propose
that the Sacramento races shall be merely
a series of exhibitions, but they intend to
have good contests.

“It is thought the 2:18 trot will attract
Direct, Margaret 8., Sister V., Beaury Mc.,
Vic H., Silas Skinner, Maggie E. and pos-
sibly one or two from Palo Alto. Such a
list of entries, with half the number of
starters, would result in arace worthy of
going 100 miles to witness, and it would
prove of additional interest on account of
the Californians that have remained at
home being pitted against those that have
won glory in the East.

*The 2:23 event will be sure to fill well,
as owners of eligible horses will gladly
avail themselves of an opportunity to en-
ter if guaranteed that the cracks will not
be pitted against them.,

“The State meeting will be strengthened
by the appearance of Senator Rose’s stable
of runners. The bang-tails are making a
very poor showing this year, but we hope
to be able to give good running at Sacra-
mento.”

A GREAT MUSICAL ATTRACTION.

His “Legend of Brittany,” a won-
derfully strong pictuve, and several pasto-
ral and forest scenes will be among the
number.

Stanley Inchbold will make an exten-
sive display of his water colors for the first
time in Sacramento. His pictures will be
a feature of the exhibition.

W. H. Coulter will contribute his large
picture of “Dublin Bay”—its first exhibi-
tion—and other pieces.

F. L. Heath of Santa Cruz promises a
series of new coast scenes.

C. 8. Newell, the talented young sculptor,
will have an entirely new groap, especially
designed for this exhibition, called “"Ad-
mission Day,” Liberty adding the grizzly
cub to her menagerie.

Happersberger and Flohr, the sculptors,
will also have original works on view.

Among the special attractions that have
been secured is a large pictare from a pri-
vate collection, called “The Duke of Alva

This is a historical work, painted in 1564
by Professor Rustige, Director of the Royal
Art Academy of Stuttgart.

J. Harry Mills, an artist of repute in
New York, will send his salon picture of
1886, entitled *“The Fisher Boy.”

Miss Katharine D. Allmond, of Detroit,
will be represented by one of her well-
known flower pieces. From a private col-
lection there will be a large picture of *‘The
Departure of Rubens in the Year 1630,
from Holland, as Embassador to Spain, in
the Act of Taking Leave ot his Friend,
Van Dvke;” also, “Adonis, Jealous of the
Genii, Flees from Venus.”

From the same collection there are two
other large pictures, painted by Fanzio,
called “The Unrepentant Magdalen” and
“The Repentant Magdalen;" also, a “‘Cruci-
fixion,” painted on copper, and breught
into Mexico after the conquest of that
country by the Spaniards.

‘““HAYSEEDS " AT SEA.

THEY RENDER TRIBUTE UNTO NEPTUNE
WITHOUT STINT.

Instead of Catching Fishes They Put in
Their Time Generously Feeding
the Critters.

Death only can blot out the memory of
the ill-fated fishing expedition in the minds
of all the victims who chanced to have
been on the ‘“‘Hayseed” excursion from
Sacramento to the Farallone Islands yester-
day. The Farallones constitute an import-
ant speck on the ocean charts, and are
probably worth seeing, but if all those who
traversed the briny Pacific to see the cu-
riosity were compelled to undergo the tor-
tare and torment as the little band of Sac-
ramentans were subjecied to they certainly
have the sympathies of the “Hayseeds,”
and their congratulations upon so narrow
an escape from death.

Indeed, death would have been welcome

to many of those who were yesterday on
board the tug Relief as she pitched, rolled
and tossed about like a cork on her journey
to the islands. The wonder is that half
the souls on board were not washed off the
deck and left to the mercy of the sharks;
and bad not a vigilant watch been kept
there would certainly be several Sacra-
mento families in mournine to-day. Sea-
sickness is one of the most peculiar, tor-
turing and disturbing sensations to endure
that ever feil to the lot of a land-lubber,
and the scene on board a little tug, with
forty persons all affected at the same time,
can better be imagined than described. It
was something awful to see strewn about
the upper and lower decks men moaning
and wailing, repeating at frequent intervals
in those deep-voiced and hollow tones that
sound like “New York!” and ‘“‘Europe!’
It was anything for a support, and it made
no difference what thesupport was, whether
a post, a rope, a railing, or the shoulder of
a friend. Everything went (in a double
sense), and insults were forgotten for the
time being.

Such were the scenes on board the tug
yesterday morning from the time she
reached the Golden Gate breakers until she
headed for home after going as far out as
the Farallones, 30 miles distant from the
coast.

The train which brought the Sacra-
mento excursionists to the Bay was six or
seven hours late, and in consequence the
tug Relief, which was to have left the
Oceanic dock at 1 o’clock A. M, did not get
away until nearly5. Those on board were:

THE TEAMSTERS.

Announce the Conditions Under
which they will Labor.

The -Teamsters’ and Laborers’ Union
met in Federation Hall Saturday night and
were permanently organized under a char-
ter issued by the American Federation of
Labor, by the General Organizer, Otto Bell.
Thirty-six members were present. The
number of their charter is 5,190. The fol-
lowing officers were installed for the ensu-

ing term: A. Hansen, Sr., President; R.
D. Reed, Vice-President; O. Bell, Secretary;
M. 8. Carbine, Guardian; F. A. Nicholas,
Guide: H. T. Burton, Treasurer; and H. A.
Blakely and W. P. Hawkins, Trustees.

By-Laws were adopted, Section 2 of Arti-
cle 6 of which provides that on and after
the 14th of September, teamsters shall
receive §4 per day for team and driver, $2
per day for Jaborers, and that ten hours
shall constitute a day’s work in all cases.

A committee was appointed to wait upon
the contractors and request them to sign
an agreement to employ none but union
teams to do their teaming; also that they
would have all their teaming done by
horses and wagon only.

The rest were too sick, and kept up such a
continuous pleading to go home that,
after about ten minutes’ drifting, the tug
was headed for the bay again. Not one
fish was caught, but four lines, valued at
$2 50 apiece, were lost, and a washtub full
of bait had to be left unused. Mr. Palm
succeed in hauling up a crab about half an
inch in length.

The weather on the return trip was con-
siderably calmer than when starting out,
and very few were seized with fresh attacks
of sickness. Almost everybody felt blue,
however, and each patient hid himself in
somesecluded corner or laid down alongside
the smokestack.

San Francisco was reached at 11 o'clock
in the morning. The original intention
was to get there in time to connect with
the latest evening train for Sacramento, but
circumstances over which the excursionists
had no control, altered the case. Before
landing at the dock the tug steamed to the
Union Iron Works and gave the excursion-
ists an opportunity to see the new Govern-
ment war ship San Francisco. She had
painted on her smokestack in large figures,
20.06, indicating the fast time she made on
her trial at Santa Barbara.

In returning from the island the tug
passed by a large in-bound merchant ves-
sel, out bevond the heads, and those on
board were given an opportunity of seeing
how bargaining is done at sea between tug
owners and captains of vessels. The cap-
tain of the tug offered to take the vessel to
dock for $100, but the master of the bark
wanted to give but $80. No bargain was
struck, and the ship was left to come in as
best she could.

County Auditor Frank Johnson was the
sickest man on board the tug, and several
times he gave up all hope, and might have
toppled over the railing but for the inter-
ference of friends. He received the leather
medal which had been prepared for the
first person taken seasick.

Frank Bergman was all but dead during
the greater part of the trip. The bobbing
of the tug and the fresh ocean breezes
played sad havoc with the inner man.

Al Johnston got & well-defined dose of
seasickness, as did Deputy County Clerk
Rhoads.

The newspaper men on board were at-
tacked with a vengeance. One Bee reporter
lay in the bottom of the life-boat during
almost the entire trip, and another did
contortion-work at a lively rate for some
time. The Recorp UNioN reporter was
pearly paralyzed, and like some others of
the ‘“Hayseeds,” crawled away to where
nobody could talk to him, said his prayers
and lay down to die; but death refused to
come to his relief.

Captain Haskell thoroughly enjoyed
himself at the expense of his passengers,
and he thought it intensely amusing 10 see
the breakers and spray wash over the deck
and thoroughly drench his unfortunate
victims. He consoled them with the assur-
ance that the sea was rougher yesterday
than he had seen it for months.

Most of the excursionists arrived home
last night. They have sworn to kill the
first man that proposes another sea voyage
to them.

A Gang of Hoodlums Attempt to Kill a
Peaceable Farmer.

There is a gang of young hoodlums who
make their headquartersin the vicinity of
Twenty-fourth and L streets, and they
have been a source of no little trouble to
people living about there, as well as to
peaceable citizens passing that locality.

Last night they committed a deed that

may land at least one of their number in
the State Prison.

James Gore is an industrious young man,
who has a farm in the neighborhood of
Brighton. He was driving past the locality
referred to about balf-past 9 o'clock on his
way from the ranch with a load of melons
to be marketed this morning. As he was
passing the crowd of hoodlums they called
to him to stop, saying they wanted to buy
some of his melons. He halted his team
and sold a melon to one of the men for 10
cents. The fellow purposely let it drop
and brokeit, and the others grabbed the
pieces. Gore then gave him another.

About this time the gang began to raid
his wagon, and he climbed upon the seat,
put his whip to his horses and tried to get
away from them. At thisone of the hood-
lums threw a big stone with such good aim
that it struck the farmer on the back of the
head with terrible force, but being a strong
voupg man it did not quite knock him
from his seat. Presently the blood began
pouring from the wound, and he drove
rapidly to the nearest stable, while some
citizen who witnessed the assault ran to a
telephone and called for the police.

Gore put up his team and some friends
took him to the Receiving Hospital, where
his wound was dressed by City Physician
Nichols. It proved to be a severe one, but
fortunately his skull was not fractured.
The doctor said that if thestone had struck
him a few inches further forward, on either
side of the head, it would bave killed him.
Gore was covered with gore from head to
foot when he reached the hospital.

In the meantime officer Stafford visited
the scene of the assault and gained in-
formation concerning the participants in
the outrage which wiil surely lead to their
arrest. If Gore had been armed he would
have been justified in shooting into the
crowd of would-be murderers.

LOST HIS PIN.

A Common Smdmnmg Commotion
Down Town.

Long, lond blasts from a police whistle
disturbed the atmosphere of K street, be-
tween Third and Fourth, about 9 o'clock
last night, calling to the street the denizans
of the two lines of deadfalls. The whistle-
blower marched down one side of the block
and up the other, keeping up his music
until the sidewalks became thronged with
people who imagined some one had been
murdered.

He said
he was sitting in front of the City Hotel,
with & bouquet in the lapel of his coat.
“Shorty,” a barkeeper for J. D. Smith,
came along and began admiring it. After
“Shorty” had gone the man says he missed
a valuable pin from his shirt-front. He
declared that he afterward saw it adorning
the neck-scarf of the barkeeper.

The officer went with him to the Smith
place, and found the barkeeper there wear-
ing & pin, but it was not the one which the
man said he had lost. ¥
