AT THE CAPITAL.

Matters of Special Interest to the Pacific
Coast,

WasHINGTON, September 3d.—In the case
of the Northern Pucific Railway Company
vs. Mary E. Miller, the Secretary of the
Interior to-day affirmed the decision of the
Commissioner of the General Land Office
in favor of the defendant. The land is in
The Dn}lles District, Or,

Special Census Agent Leland at Portland,
Or., has been instructed by the Census De-

artment to go to Benton county, Or., and
investigete the charge that a great number
of names have been omitted from the cen-
sus lists. At the Census Department it is
believed that Benton county has some

BEET SUGAR.

Vast ¥pncrease in the Importations From
Geimany.

_WasHINGTON, September 3d.—An inter-
view with Senator Manderson furnishes
parucalars concerning the extent to which
Nebraska hopes to rival (alifornia in the
prgdncliou of beetsugar. Manderson says:
“Nebraska sugar beets produce about 19
per cent of succharine matter, as against 15
per cent of the German article. Three
thousand acres are now under cultivation
for use in the Grand Istand Sugzar Factory.
These, in spite of drought, will yield fif-
teen tons to the acre. I think that there is
every prospect that within a few years
bee;-sugar enough will be produced in the
United States to supply the en‘ire demand
for home consumption.”

Manderson also calls attention to the fact
that our sugar importations from Germany
have increased three-fold within the last
fiscal year. During the vear ended June
3, 1889, we imported 200,000,000 pounds
from the German Empire. Daring the last
fiscal year the importations from the same
source exceeded 600,000,000 pounds. He
says that he introduced nis amendment
vesterday in response to suggestions by
Nebraska beet-sugar men, who stated the
change would give them the little protec-
tion they asked in better form than that
proposed by the original Aldrich amend-
ment to the McKinley bill.

Washington Notes.

WasHINGTON, Septemiber 3d. —The Presi-
dent has transmitted to Congress the recom-
mendatigns of the International American
Conference touching international arbitra-
tion, together with a letter from Secretary
Blaine. In his letter the President seys:
“The rauification of the treaties contem-
plated by the reports will consitute one of
the happiest and wost hopeful incidents in
the history of the western hemisphere.”

Stlver Purchases.

WasHINGTON, September 3d.—Secretary
Windom and the Director of the Mint had
a consultation this afternoon regarding the
silver law, one result of which was a de-
cision that the Departmeot wi!l purchase
4,500,000 ounces each month, reckoning
from the date when the law tcok effect.
This action accounts for the comparatively
light purchases to-day, as the total pur-
chases since the 13th ultimo amount to
within 260,000 of the monthly quota, with
ten days remaining within which to com-
plete it.

Public Debt Reduction,

WasHINGTON, Séptember 3d.—A promi-
nent Treasury official said to-day tbat while
the statement of the public debt for Au-
gust showed a net decrease of only $833,-
073, it was also true ihar the bonded debt
had been reduced $19,847,200 during the
same period by the purchase of bund

IN THR SENATE,

WASHINGTON, September 3d —In the Senate,
to-day, Call offered a resolution (referred to the
Committee on Foreign Relations) declaring the
murder of General Beriundia on the steamer
Acapulco by the authorities of Guatemala,
while under the protection of the flag of the
United States, an insult to the people of the
United States, ana demanding prompt action
for redress.

GOVERNMENT EXPENSES,

Speaker Reed Says the Money Has Been
Legitimately Spent,

Bosros, September 3d —Speaker Reed
addressed a large aydience to-night at
Fapeuil Hall. In the course of his speech
he ssid, in part: “It i® amszing to notice
in the history of the House of Representa-
tives and Congress how in detail is carried
out this principle—that when things are to
be done, the Republican party does them.

“The great strugele which has been made
by the Democratic House of Representa-
tives for years has been not (0 be economi-
cal in the expenditures of the Government,
bu: to cut down the sum total of the appro-
priations. They have been striving in
every way to pileupa surplus, not merely
by taxation, but by parsimony in their
action in the expenglimre of money. So
Jong as they could poiat to the clogging of
business, which results from the storing of
money in the treasury, they seemed happy,
but now they ara2 busily engaged in show-
ing that the surplus has dissppearad.

“There is no Joubt but what the ex-
praditares of the Government are about to
ay-proach the receipts, but any man v.lm'!d
1 ake & misiake if he believed it wasin
any way the result of (‘xt{‘uvagauC(' or \-‘,dre-
lessness with the public money. There
bas been an advertisement broadcast of
this surplus, and every human need and
want has been set together to try to get the
money out of the treasury for other than
public purposes, but not one of these
schemes has been successful. 5
“All the éxpenditures have been legiti-
mate, just aud proper. We' shall expend
nearly our income. We shall also reduce
taxation to the extent of $50,000,000 in ad-
dition thereto. One great element of ex-
penditare is the pension legislation, which
is not understood in New England, and the
character of it is not freely understood.
The stories sbout the last surplus have set
the men wild with the idea of a service
pension, which would bring an emolument
to every man in theservice. We have had
to meet not merely contention of those who
ara imonions and not willing to do
what was fair to the soldier, but those who
wished to do such things as with the pres-
ent reventies of the Government are im-
sssible without bankruptcy and ruin.
