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THE DRAINAGE CANAL. .

We do not yield the position taken by
the Recorp-UNiON that the drainage
canal has not had that necessary survey to
determine its fall, to justify great expendi-
ture upon the work of deepening it. DBut
we must accept the joint action of the au-
thorities, had yesterday, and that they
know what they are about. This action
was a resolve to go to work to broaden and
deepen the canal and oper 1t to Snodgrass
slough. We trust that the surveys will
prove the work to be feasible, and that the
forty feet of width and the additional
depth will give us sufficient discharge of
drainage. Premising that this will be the
result, now that the expenses is to be in-
curred and artificial lifting of our sewage
not attempted. the one thing to insist upon
is the broadening and deepening of the
caual quickly.

It has been said that it will take two
years to do the cutting, a good portion of
which time 1s to be expended in building
a dredger. But is it necessary to build a
dredger? Cannot dredging machines be
procured to far better advantage than by
building? We think so. Time is a great
essential in this matter, and two years
ought not to be consumed in digging a shal-
low canal forty feet wide, eighteen miles
long, part of which is lake channel and

nearly all of which is now cut one-third
the width and more than half the depth
to be attained.

One of the Supervisors thinks the work
will not consume more than a yaar. It
should net take a year. If a private cor-
poration had the work todo in its own in
terest, it would make the cut the whol
distance in less than six months. It will

t cost more to put men and machin
enougli upon the canal to do the work i
six montns, than to employ fewer agen-
cies and dribble the thing along for a yea
or two. In fact, the need of this city fo
improved drainage is so very great and im
mediate that it would justify the puttin
on of a force sufficient to cut it out in fou
months.

A good dredger can be put in place in
side of ten days, if the authorities req
solve to do it,and as the machine wil.
have before it no very serious work, the
connection with Snodgrass sloeugh can be
made before January 1st, thus opening uj
the canal to tide water and giving us som
benefit of it during the coming winter
The further broadening and deepening o
it can then progress more slowly, without
serious objection.

“IWe trust that the parties to move in the
matter will do so at once. Lowest tide-
mark at the bead of Snodgrass slough is
koown, and that must be the starting
survey, on of former notes,
and the work might begin simultaneously,

the basis

and, as we have said, the uncut section be
completed this season. Certainly it would
be done if :t stood in the way of railroad
construction, or the reclamation of private
lands well capitalized.

For if the nomination of Pond was inev-
ttable, “getting in” could do Buckley no
sort of good; it could not give him an inch
of advantage, and he is by no means the
shallow-pated man to believe that coming
in “to get into the swim” would give him
any leverage whatever with the nominee,
or'inspire the respect of party followers.
On the contrary, Buckley is so shrewd and
skiliful a manager as to know that he has
far more to gain who goes to defeat with
kis colors flying.

The true explanation of Buckley’s
change to Pond is that given repeatedly
in these columns; that Buckley proved to
Pond his power to defeat him, and forced
the latter to do obeisance to the cap of
Gesler. Thereupon Mr. Pond became the
Buckley nominee, bonded to him irrevoca-
bly. Itis therefore Christopher A. Buck-
ley who is running for (iovernor, not E.
B. Pond. It is Buckley who inspires and
breathes vitality into the candidate, who
directs his movements, and if elected, it
will be Buckley who will dictate his ad-
ministration.

If the World will become as
solicitous for the lifting of its own city
out of the slough of despond, political
chicane, and unblushing venality into
which it has sunk, it will better engage its
abilities.

SOME REMARKS APROPOS TO THE
ELECTRIC ROAD MATTER.

"James I. Felter Talks of the Sufferings
of Sacramento Through the Stu-
pidity of Officials.

g .

“I am in full sympathy with the Rec-
orD-UNION in its deprecation of the re-
markable action of Trustees McLaughlin
and Wolf in the electric road matter,” said
James 1. Felter, the well-known wholesale
merchant, yesterday to a reporter. “‘Sacra-
mento has been, indeed, unfortunatein the
selection of men {o manage its municipal
affairs. The came sentiment that prevails
now—that is, with Wolf and McLaughlin
—has bobbed up with painful frequency in
the history of this city.

“Now, a number of years ago the firm of
Baker & Hamilton wanted to establish an
immense manufactory of agricultural im-
plements here in Sacramento, and made a
very reasonable request that the city relieve
it from taxation for a stated time, or rather

until the institution got on its feet. But
why was not this immense establishment
located here? Simply because a majority
of the Board of Trustees, blind and careless
of theinterests of the city, refused toconcede
this reasonable request. What was the re-
sult? Why, Baker & Hamilton simply
packed up and left town and located their
establishment at Benicia, whose people had
sense enough to appreciate the good they
woald derive. The location of those works
there made a new place out of Benicia.
Over one thousand men were given steady
employment, and millions of dollars have
reverted to the benefit of Benicia.

THE NAIL WORKS.

“‘But that was only one instance,” con-
tinued Mr. Felton, warming up to his sub-
ject, *‘where Sacramento suffered through
the stupidity, or possibly knavery, ot its
officials. At another time a San Francisco
syndicate desired to establish a large nail
manufactory here, and, like Baker & Ham-
ilton, asked reasonable concessions in the
way of temporary relief from taxation, from
the city. But they received the same treat-
ment as did their predecessors. The result
was the syndicate establi:hed its immense
works at Berkeley, and that city is reaping
the benefits that were intended for Sacra-
mento. Everybody in traveling between
here and San Francisco has passed by the
nail works, and 8 good idea exists as to
what those benefits are. Hundreds of men
are given steady emplovment and hun-
dreds ot thousands of dollars are expended
in Berkeley.”

Mr. Felter then spoke of a more recent
matter which, he said, gave a good idea of
the reputation Sacramento has, to her
shame acquired. A proposition, he said,
was made several weeks ago to a number
of Sacramento capitalists, including him-
self, to take hold of a valuable tract of
land in Carbondale, Amador county, which
contains an immense bed of good quality
coal, also fine white sand, suitable for glass
manufacture, and an inexhaustible supply
of magnificent clay—just the material for
the manufacture of sewer-pipe, terra cotta
work and pressed brick. Over a thousand
acres were contained in the tract, and it
was one of the most valnable plaats in the
State.

STILL ANOTHER LOSS.

*It was proposed,” said Mr, Felter, “to
locate extensive sewer-pipe and brick
works, with a coal repository connected,
right here in Sacramento city. In a short
while a big glass manufactory would have
been added to the plant. But they held
several conferences, and although realizing
that it would be a grand thing for the city,
finally came to the conclusion that they
would not put themselves into a position
to be snubbed like the nail works and
Baker & Hamilton. They knew what
treatment they were likely to receive
at the hands of the Trustees should they
ask any favors. What was the result?
Why a Sap Francisco syndicate took hold
of the matter, formed a stock company and
incorporated with a capital stock of $1,-
000,000. A couple of Sacramentavs only
are among the stockholders, including my-
self, when the entire concern should have
been made up of Sacramentans. Instead
of having its immense establishment here,
where employment would have been given
to hundreds of men, the works will now
be established at Carbondale, with the
main office at San Francisco.

“Now this electric road proposition,”
concluded Mr. Felter, ‘“‘is only going
through the same trouble that all other
desirable investments have experienced.
Had Mr. Henry known as much a couple
of month ago, as he knows now, he would
have sought some place other than Sacra-
mento to invest his $§150,000. It's a shame
and a disgrace, that's what it is! Instead
of inviting foreign capital here, it is driven
off. Look at Tacoma, Seattle, Los Angeles
and San Jose. They all have electric roads
and other moneyed establishments in their
midst. None of these cities should be
ahead of Sacramento, yet to our shame we
must admit that they are.”

AMICABLY SETTLED.

An Entirely New Pay System for the
Southern Pacific.
|San Francisco Alta, September 4th.]

The much discussed trouble between the
Southern Pacific Compeny and the train-
men emploved on its various lines, growing
out of dissatisfaction on the part of the lat-
ter with the existing pay and miieage sys-
tem, is now nearing a satisfactory settie-
ment. The men have been given a full
hearing by the railroad officials, and their
demeands, the exact nature of which, by the
way, is as yet known only to the parties
directly concerned, will be granted almost
in their entirety. The men on the North-
ern and Western Divisions, where no extra
mileage can be obtained, will receive an
average advance in monthly wages of about
$10, and a great number of other changes
of a more or less technical nature will be
made in the pay system of the comany.
Chairman Bodman, of the Trainmen's
Grievance Committee, left for his home in
Los Angeles yesterday after attending a
conference held between Grand Master
Wilkinson, of the Brotherhood of Train-
men, and Superintendent Fillmere, of the
railroad company.

The conference took place yesterday
morning and the following manner of set-
tlement was agreed upon: The Superin-
tendents of the various divisions will meet
with representatives of all their employes
at their respective headquarters on the 12:th
inst. At these meetings the new pay sys-
tem, outlined by the company, will be dis-
cussed. At each of these meetings dele-
gates will be appointed from members of
the Brotherhood of Railroad Conductors,
the Order of Railway Conductors and
Brotherhood of Railroad Trainmen to form
a joint committee, which will meet in con-
ference with the officials at Fourth and
Townsend streets on the 15th, when the
new pay system will be formally ratified.
In the meantime, Grand Master Wilkinson
will make a tour of the different divisions
and unify as much as possible the senti-
ments of the men. The new system is ex-
pected to go into effect on or about October
1st, Superintendent Fillmorestated yester-
day that the officials and employes were
almost united in sentiment regarding the
chanees in the pay system, and the best of
feeling had all along been maintained.
