HYPNOTISM AND MEDICAL ART.

Reasons Why it Should Not Be Generally
Practiced.
|From the Baltimore Sun.]

At the recent meeting of the British
Medical Association at Birmingham there
was a discussion of hypnotism from the
medical point of view, and conclusions
were reached which are of importance to
the general public. It was conceded on all
hands that the use of hypnotism ought to
be confined to medical men, and its prac-
tice for purposes of amusement or gain

prohibited. Puablic mesmerism—medical,
philanthropic or commercial—was pro-
nounced “degrading and disgusting.” Leg-

islation, in the opinion of some of the
physicians at the meeting, is necessary for
the control of the application of hypnotism
in the treatment of disease. There are
cases, it was urged, in which it is a useful
adjunct to regular treatment, but it is sub-
ject to terrible abuse, and frequent re-
course to it by physicians or others is to be
deprecated. An advocate of its use in-
stanced the case of a patient who suffered
from sleeplessness, the result of neuralgia.
He hypnotized the subject and left with
him a paper, on which was written: “Go
to sleep at once, and wake up in the morn-
ing at 7:30. You will have no pain when

ou awake.” The patient did precisely as

e was told, and the experiment was suc-
cessful. But this subjection of one person
to the will of another was objected to by
the best authorities as injurious in various
Ways.

. Norman Kerr of London, in a paper
read at the meeting, “accepted practi-
cally,” he said, “all the alleged hypnotic
phenomena of facts,” but still, after clqse
study, he saw in hypnosis “only a dis-
torted cerebral state, an abnormal physical
condition, with exaltation of receptivity
and energy.” As a remedy he considered
it hardly desirable, or even justifiable. To
begin with, only a limited number of per-
sons are susceptible to it—the proportion
fixed by some observers being seven out of
every ten. The alter effect is a disturb-
ance of mental balance, a dissipation of
nerve energy and nerve exhaustion. Fre-
quent repetition is likely to cause deterio-
ration of brain and nerve function, in-
tellectual decadence and moral perversion.
The state of the hypnotized person is a
diseased state, a departure from health._ It
is what physicians call neurosia, embracing
lethargic, cataleptic and somnambulistic
states. 1o cure a person of a due.ue.by
kypnotism, therefore, is only substituting
another disease. Suffering can be tem
rarily assuaged by the hypnotist’s art, but
the nndcrlyini disease is“mot cured by
hypnotic anwsthesia. The fatal character
of & morbid disorder is enhanced by it.
The cases in which persons were apparently
benefited would probably have yielded to
ordinary treatment. ; C

The dangers of hypnotism, according to
Dr. Kerr, are very great. Each seance
maust bring the hypnotee more under the
control of the hypnotist, ending often in
the complete submission of the former to
the latter. From this results a jelly-fish
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slavery, without mental or moral back-
bone, which might be infinitely worse than
l days and nights of agony. As a matter of

fact many lives have been wrecked through
mesmerism, which is substantially the
same as hypnotism. A subtle tie, ending
in disaster, is apt to be formed between
the hypnotist and his patient. In the
lethargic and cataleptic states criminal
assaults have been committed and the Eer-
petrators convicted and punished. There
are said to be well authenticated instances
of persons in the somnambulistic state hav-
ing been influenced by the operator to
commit crime. So serious has this ques-
tion grown that French surgeons have
been prohibited from practising hypnot-
ism in the army and navy. Obviously it
is undesirable that the control of anyone’s
thoughts and actions should pass into
another’s keeping. In view of the i-
ble dangers it is highly inexpedient, in Dr.
Kerr’s opinion, that physicians in family
practice should hypnotize patients of both
sexes and all ages in the daily round of
their ordinary domiciliary visiting.
