THE OPENING DAT.
GOOD ATTENDANCE AT THE BACES ON

She Palo Alto Fillies Prove Invincible—
Some Fast Pacing—PavlUon

and Park—Notes.

People are finding their way into the city

now by every train from the San Francisco
Admission Day celebration, which drew,
probably, 50,000 visitors from the interior.
The effect was noticeable in the attendance
at the Park yesterday and at the Pavilion
last evening, although it must be admitted
that the celebration at the bay prevented
many hundreds from attending the State
Fair who would otherwise have come here.
This is something that cannot be helped, as
most of those who went to Ban Francisco
spent there the money they would have

\u25a0used to come to the fair. Taking this cir-
cumstance into consideration, the State
Exposition is being well patronised, and
the attendance will increase from this on.

Senator A. Caminetti was to have deliv-
ered the opening address last evening at the
Pavilion, but telegraphed at a late hour his
inability to be here before this evening,
when the address willbe given.

Visitors to the Pavilion are warm in their
praises of its attractive appearance, as a
whole, and of the several exhibits. No
finer display has been seen on this side of
the continent. There iB, however, one
noticeable reakuess—the small number uf
coanty exhibits. The fact that fruit-grow-
ing ie becoming the leading industry of
the State should stir the orchardists and
farmers up to making the best possible an-
nual exhibits of the products of their land.
California is iooked up-.n as the greatest
fruit-producing State in the Union, aud
when visitors from other parts of the
country visit the State fairs here they
naturally look for evidences iv abundance
of that tact.

It may be that the system in vogue here—
of fruit-erowers contracting with shipping
firms for the entire product of their or-
chards—is tn a considerable extent respon-
sible for tbe lack ol fruit displays at
our fairs. The best of everything is
packed in tha orchards and shipped to
the Eastern markets. A leading fruit-
grower stated to a Record Union repre-
sentative recently that he bad found it
almost impossible to get a few bjxes of
first-class ptaches for his own use. as the
shippers Lad bought up and shipped all
the choicest varieties. However, whatever
the cau.-e may be—whether that suggested,
or indifference and lack of public spirit on
the part of growers—the fact remains that
the displays of farm and orchard products,

-especially the latter, are quite meager at
the fair now in progress.

Full catalogues of the art exhibit have
now been printed and can be had of Super-
intendent Bush of that department. The
catalogue contains the titles oi 438 pictures
on exhioiiiou.

The other industries of the State are
fairly represented, and the exhibition as a
whole is one tbat will please and interest
all that may visit the fair.

AT THE PARK

First £)ay'_ Races—Three Fine Event
and a Fair Attendance.

Yesterday was the opening day of the
races, and for the first day tbe attendance
•was very good. The weather was not
too waiiu for the comfort of those who at-
tended, while sufficiently so to suit the
owners and hsndleis of the horses. The
latter do mr.^h better with a reasonable
degree of warru'.h to the atmosphere than
wheu the weather is cool.

The track was ia excellent condition, and
the management bad placed the grand
stand in first-class ordei, grea'ly to the sat-
isfaction of ih*se who occupied seats there-
on.

Nearly all the more prominent breeders
of live stock were present, as also the own-
ers ol racing stables and iurfmen generally.
The intervals between the heats arid races
were relieved of their otherwise monotony
by choice musical selections rendered by
the First Artillery Band.

The judges for the day were Directors
Green, Laßue and Cox. Timers, H. F. De
Long, H. J. Agnew and F. P. Lowell.

The firstrace on the programme wsb the
Occident sake for foals of 1887. The only
starters were ihe Palo Alto filly Coral (b.
Biectioneer, dam Columbine, by A. W.
Richmond), and Lot D. Slocnm's hlly Moss
Kose (by Anteeo. dam Lnellaby Nutwood).
The value of the stake was $1,535. Coral
waa driven by Uavey, and Moss Rose by
Bennett.

It proved to be almost a walk-over for
the Palo Altorepresentative, a large bay
filly,which showed the Electioneer strain
in color, form and movement. In sporting
parlance, ber competitor "wasn't in it."

First heat—lt was 2 o'clock when the
horses were called, and after*two attempts
they were ient off with (.'oral nearly a
laegih in the lead. On the first turn Moss
Rose broke M d fell back. She was forty
yards bebii <l _t the quarter, and the fillies
reached the h. ad of the stretch in about
the same order. Down Ihe stretch Coral
slowed down and passed under the wire
about six lengths in the cad. Time, 2:39*.

Second heat—After several trials the
fillieswere tent off. M..si Rose having a
half-length the best of tiie start. Hi-
broke again on ihe turn, and wai behind
sixty yardi at the quarter. At the half
Coral was n; re than one hundred yards
in the lead, nnd came home fully one hun-
dred and fitty yards in front. There was
waa ao distance judge, however, or Moss
Rose would have been shut out. Time,
2:28.

Third heat—Tbis was a repetition of the
other two, "only a little more so.'' The

\u25a0fillies were sent away on the second score,
and Moss Kose at once l>r ke and fell out
of the race. Coral went nn and won with-
out a skip in 2:25, Moss Rose nearly two
hundred yards behind.

This was a substitute for the 2:22 class,
far a purse of $800. The starters were Palo
Alto's Ladywell, driven by Havley: P.
Johnson's Sargent, driven by his owner,
T. C.Bnider's Vidette, driven by Goldsmith.

In the po: .s Ladywell brought $25, Sar-
gent $_ and Vidette $7.

The horses went offon the third attempt,
and on the turn Ladywell moved to the
front, and at the quarter she led Sargent
by one lenglh, Videitethesamedisar.ee
in the rear On the back-stretch Sargent
recovered h:s pace and led Ladywell two
lengths at the half, but broke on the far
turn and fell lhat much behind ber. Com-
ing down the stretch he regained his lost

fround and •.-a-i-ed under the wire winner
y one length, Vidette last by three lengths.

Time, 2:31 j.
Second heat—Ladywell now brought $60

against $Iti for the field, notwithstanding
she lost the tirst heat. The horses went off
on the second score, Ladywell a little un-
steady. On the turn Vidette broke and
fell to the rear. At the quarter Sargent led
the daughter of Electioneer by a length,
Vidette five lengths in the rear. These po-
sitions were maintained to near the half

mile post, where Ladywell moved up even
with the leader, but immediately lost her
feet and fell back three lengths, Vidette
being practically out of the race. Boon
after entering the stretch Ladywell began
to show her speed and bottom, passing
Sargent at the seven-eighths post and com-
ing under the wire winner by two lengths,
in 2:25.

Third heat—A new driver was put up
behind Vidette in this heat. The horses
went away on the third score, Ladywell at
once moving to the front. She led Sargent
two lengths at the quarter, Vidette that dis-
tance in the rear. The circuit of ihe course
was made in this way, except that Vidette
lost ground to the extent of ten lengths,
Ladywell winning easily in 2:29}.

Fourth heat—At the quarter Ladywell
led by four lengths, Vidette second. Sar-
gent had second place at tbe half, and was
two lengths behind at the bead of tbe
stretch. Havey allowed Bargent to cross
the wire at his wheel in 2:31, Vidette fai in
the rear.

This was for the 2:30 pacing class, and
brought to the front C. W. G., Hummer,
Our Dick, Costillo, Princess Alice, Rupee
and McGinty. In the pools Rupee brought
$50, Our Dick $10 and the field $10.

First heat—On the third attempt the
word was given. At the quarter Hummer
led, with Aliceclose up, Rupee third, the
others strung out. Hummer broke on the
back stretch, and Alice again took the lead,
giving way to Hummer at the half, Rupee
following by three lengths, Dick two be-
hind the latter. Hummer was well in the
lead coming into the stretch, but went off
his feet, Rupee in the meantime taking
first place and Alice second. Rupee won
by two lengths, Alice second, Dick third,
Hummer fourth, C. W. G. and Costillo dis-
tanced. One of the latter's traces broke,
causing his driver to pull him up. Time,
2:181.

Second heat—Alice led at the quarter by
a neck, Rupee second, Dick two lengths
behind her. and Hummer in the rear. At
the half Rupee led Alice by a length,
which was increased to two around the
turn. Dick broke and gave third place to
Hummer, and the horses entered the
stretch in this order. Rupee increased his
lead down the stretch, winning by three
lengths, Alice second. Hummer three
lengths behind her, and Dick a poor fourth.
Time, 2:19.

Third heat—Alice led ' slightly to the
quarter, where she and Rupee were on
even terms. TheniDick came up and was

[second at the half, where Rupee led by
three lengths. Rupee increased his lead
around the turn, and entered the stretch
about ten lengths ahead of Dick, Alice and
Hummer being together. Hall-way down
the stretch Rupee broke badly and fell
back, but got his feet again and went to the
front with a rush, beating Dick out by a
length and a half. Hummer third and
Alice last. Time, 2:20}.

THIBD BACK.

There are four running races outlined for
to-day, and judging from the interest taken
in pool-selling last night and the large sum
of money invested, the races will be very
exciting. There may be an exception in
tbe second race, on which no pools were
aold.

The first race will be the "Opening
Scramble,'' for two-year-olds, three-fourths
of a mile, in which three horses are ex-
pected to start—L J. Rose's Fairy (118),
Palo Alto's Nero (118), and L U. Bhippee's
Lodovic (113). In the pools last night Fairy
sold for $40, Nero $31, aud Lodovics3.

The second race willbe for the Califor-
nia Breeders' stake, a sweepstake for three-
year olds, one and one-quarter miles, and
the names and weights of the starters are :
L. U. Shippee's stable, Take Notice (113)
and Mable F. (110), and Charles T. Boots'
Initiation (110).

This stake closed in 1888 with 39 nomi-
nations, including the Palo Alto colts
Flambeau and Marine. No pools were sold
last night, the race being conceded to the
SQipptc stable.

The chief interest centers in the third
event, the Rosemeade handicap, for all
ages, one and one-eighth miles. The
weights announced for tbe starters are :
Palo Alto's Peel (122), Matt Stoma Lur-
line (115), Undine Stable's Tycoon (120),
Appleby's Alfaratta (112) and Carmen
(117), and L. U. Bhippee's Picnic (107)
Pools closed last night as follows: Peel
$40, Tycoon $26, Appleby's Stable (Carmen
and Alfaratta) $21, i'icuic $8 and Lurline
$7. There were probably upward of $3,000
in pools sold on this race.

The fourth event will be a selling purse
of $300, for all ages; horses entered to be
sold for$1,500 to carry rule weights; two
pounds allowed for each $100 less, down to
$1,000; then one pound for each $100 less,
down to $500. Horses entered not to be
sold to carry five pounds above the scale.
