
POSTAL REFORMS.

THE ADMIHISTEA.TIOR AT WASHING-
TON WOEKING NEEDED CHANGES.

Discipline Enforced—The Smallest Mat-

ters Attended To—Local Facili-
ties Enlarged.

Probably no official of the Postal De-
partment under any administration has
been the subject of more criticism, one way

and another, than the present Postmaster-
General, Mr. Wanamaker. Public atten-
tion has been greatly drawn to his methods,
because he has attempted, and indeed suc-
ceeded, in introducing business methods
into the Department that heretofore have

been unknown to it.
This office has found by personal ex-

perience that President Harrison's Post-

master-General has struck the keynote of
progress and good service by attention to

details. Some one has said that " ihe secret

of successful business is the care for small

matters, which are the units of great re-

Bults.' Over a year ago the Record-
Ujiioh called attention to the great need for

stamp stations in the metropolis of the
State. In a few days, to our surprise, we
received a letter from the Department ac-
knowledging the justice of the criticism
ami thanking the paper for it, with the ad-
ditional statement that the Chief of the
Department invited criticism and com-
plaint, as it was his intention to correct
every ill complained ofso far as was possi-
ble, or give a reason to the people t'jr
failure.

The stamp stations, forty-eight in num-
ber, have since been established in San
Francisco, where the people can procire
any kind of postal stamp or postal matier
without tramping to the postoffice.

So, too, later, this office had occasion to
complain of uncertainty and irregularity
of the dispatch of the Sacramento letter
mail from the San Francisco office.
Through a pre-ss clipping agency in Phila-
dehihimhearticle reached Mr. Wanaruaker,
and the Record Union was again surprised
by official statement that the matter would
have its attention.

Before that could be given, an incident
occun ed illustrating the justice of the
complaint. A letter of high importance,
mailed for dispatch from San Francisco by
the first mail, did not come to hand UDtii
the arrival of the last one, and too late to
be of the service forwhich it was intended.
The Postoftk-e Department at once, though
we did not communicate with it diieciiy,
ordered an investigation, and that not pro v-
ing satisfacto:y at headquarters, only the
other day Mr. Thos. G. Stoddard, Assistant
Superintendent ot" the Railway Mail Serv-
ice, arrived here, specially instructed to in-
vestigate this particular case and apply the
needed remedy. That official, by tberßpid-
ity and thoroughness of his method, soon
readied the seat of trouble, and now the
public has reasonable assurance that letter
mail will be dispatched from San Francisco
id the order 01 its deposit, which certainly
was not the invariable rule under tne Dem-
ocratic administration.

These instances led this journal to make
special inquiry as to improvements in the
service in various sections, and from all
quarters it is learned that the I'oata: De-
partment is gaining deserved credit for it-
self and the Administration for its atten-
tion to the least of complaints and the
quick correction of ills ia me service.

It was notorious that during Mr. Cleve-
land's administration the postal service
upon this coast fell into a deplorable con-
dition in many quarters. Itwas better at
Sacramento than at any other point, local
administration being had according to busi-
ness methods and an eye to the best service
possible under the circumstances. Still
local effort was crippled by the inefficiency
and unreliability of the general service.

We learn of one instance in a Northwest
State where letters tbae should have been
forg Srded to the dead-letter office were re-
tained in local offices for three years, and
not until a change of administration could
a reform ir that matter be effected. For
that particular instance an Inspector was
sent all the way from Washington to clear
the department of fnrther odium by reason
of the disregard of duty.

For a long time the people could not nn-
dersiand why the mail of the coast region
about Santa Cruz and Monterey, addressed
for Sacramento and the valley, could not
reach this point until some hours after one
leaving those points could, by ordinary
route of travel, rrach \u25a0 When com-
plaint was made, finally, to the present
postal officials at Washington, the matter
was examined iuto by a special inspector
aDd explained satisfactorily, it appearing
that there is but one postal clerk on the
route, and hence ono mail nr> the coast has
to be sent by way of San Francisco acd lay
over there many hours, there bting no
Mail portage from Sin Jose to Niles. Now
the promise comes from Washington that
this evil shall, as soon tflcan he done, be
remedied and mail matter for the Sacra-
mento valley come through with she same
dispatch that characterizes Wells, Fargo &
Co a Express matter.

For some years the newspapers have
beeu unable to dispatch by very early mails
from Sacramento their packages for dis-
tribution in several directions and the
express lines had to be resorted to. So
littlea matter as that had no correction
under the Democratic administration at
Washington, but now a system has been
adopted by which the papers will go on
any train on which there ia a postal car,
even though the hour of delivery is one
when the local office is closed.

Again, nnder the old system, paper
saai's. local and Eastern went into the ban
Francisco office in one rua^s. It thus often
happened that the local papers of the State
wonld not reach SRn Francisco subscribers
until long after the Kastern mail was dis-
tributed and delivered, sometimes not un-
til the day after arrival at San Fraucisco.
Bat under the new orders of due attention
to little complaints, the locai paper mail
bags are to be designated by colored tags
lha: will indicate their local character.
They will be selected out and their con-
tet;'s distributed at once, so that subscribers
willget their papers within a brief time
after arrival at the officeof delivery.

I'nder the Democratic adimnis'.rati'iu
large numbers of employes in the Ban
Fratieisco Postoffice were not amenable to
discipline. Carriers and clerks who were
derelict or rebellious, refused to comply
with requests to resign, and instances »tc
known to ns in which the culprits were
detiant and declared that they had "a pull
and could no: be removed. Finw wm-
levied but rarely wss their collection en-
forced. Under the new Postmaster (i;»n-

eral employes in all quarters und that
neglect of duty brings instaot punishment;
that the 'pull of bosses has no effect: that
discipline is what it should be: that the
smallest matter must have the attention
given greater.-ones, Jaml that the com-
plaint of the humblest citizen is to have as
much respect as that of the most powerful
commercial hnuse.

So on the railway service, in the towns
and in the cities, the disciplinary system of
the Postmaster-General is working reform,
and the service is steadily improving, a
fact that is apparent to ail who transact
business through the United States mails.

Numerous improvements have been ro-
ing on quietly in the Sacramento Postoffice
dming tbe pact few weeks. Iv speaking of
theni to a Record-U nios reporter Postmaster
Coleman said: "Postmaster General Wana-
maker Is doing more for the Pacific coast—
is giving it mor* attention— than his prrde-
wssors. The visita of his Assistant, Mr.
Clarkson, and the Chief of the Railway
Mail Service, for the purpose of. personally
inspecting the system out here, were indi-
cations of the interest felt in Wa^:;
for our welfare. Little improvements and
chances that are suggested by Postmasters
are attended topromptly. Itwas only a short
time ago that I nefrted two money-order
clerks instead of o- c, as heretofore, aad
tkat s. m<! of the 8f -tries paid tn my mpn
were much too low. 1 *oon received instruc-
tions to put on snot! t money-order clerk
and raise the sal«rvi:3t as follows: First
money-order derkifi'.m $900 tosl.ooo per
year; Register Clerk from $800 to $900; and
General Delivery Cierk from $600 to $700.
Besides an Assistant Money Order Clerk. I
also asked for two Assistant Hailing Clerks,
and have been given one of the latter al-
ready. This all goes to show, you ccc, tbat

Mr. Wauamaker is disposed to do what is
right. Everybody knows what & slow and
uncertain process it hasten heretofore to
get anything done by the Department.
The change ia very gratifying. I c-:n assure

The changes in the Money Order Depart-
ment navt necessitated a general overhaul-
ing of that office The two money order
clerks now stand at the windows where
was formerly the registry clerk, and tbe
latter has been shifted to the old money
order window.

One of the money order clerks willnow
attend exclusively "to issuing the drafts,
while the other willdo the cashing.

The six large paper and package mail
boxes recently ordered from Wash-
ington, have been stationed as fol-
lows: Second and J, Sixth and J and
Ninth and J, Seventh and X, Tenth and
X, and State Capitol. These are tbe very
first of this pattern to arrive on the Pacific
coast. They are intended for the reception
of papers and packages only. The boxes
are of wood, covered with zinc, painted
red, and stand four or live feet from the
ground. They have a wafer-proof lid, and
a plate designating the hours when the
contents will be called for.

Ali the main boxes and posls in the city
have also been repainted and newly carded,
by order of the authorities at Washington.

These are but a few of the changes that
have been inaugurated, bnt most of the
others are in relation to the smaller deiails,
and would not be of particular interest to
the public.

DOWN AGAIN.

THE SACEAMENTOS COULD NOT WIN
TWO STRAIGHT.

Hoffman Wag Hit Hard—Oakland De-
leatg Stockton at San

Francisco.

The sight of about 600 people in the
gran dstnnd completely dazed the Sacra-
mentos yesterday, and the exhibition o'
ball-playing]on their par: was shameful

The few country people who were present
probably for the first time this season
must have thought tha: the national gatOg
as played here was the worst kind of a
farce. Itmust have been difficult for them
to understand how it was that a club in
first place in the league race could be cap-
able of playing such a wretched game of
ball as the Sacratnentcs were guilty of.
Their field work was disgusting, to say the
least, and the hissing that issued from the
grand and special stands was not out of
place. It was not because the home team

lost ihe game that they should bo censured,
but simply for the fact tha: they did not

support HoH.-nan. There, is no telling but
thai he might have done far better work
had he seen that his team were working
with him, but, on the contrary, they
showed a disposition to takp matters easy,
and played a contest that had '.he effect of
lowering the club in the estimation of the
audience.

The good plays were all ou the San
Franciscos side, and they won by a score of
10 to 4, and had they chosen to play out
ihtir half of the ninth inning, they could
probably have added a few mors points to
the total cumber of runs. There was no
comparison between the playing of the
two teams. The visitors situpiy fielded
and batted as any club ought to in the
avrr.-ue game of baseball, and of course
made a few very neat plays to show that
they were alive to their work.

A great deal can be said of the Sacra-
mento club's exhibition. In the first place,
while at bat, they generally knocked sky
balls, and Daly showed an exceeding fond-
ness for sending the ball iuto the air just
to see how higb he could drive it. Bow-
man was the only really effective batter in
the team, and hia work was roundly ap-
plauded. Bill's stick work has beeu missed
for the past three weeks.

As regards the fielding of the club, a
short description of the individual playing
is not amiss. Goodencugh made an error
that deserved being put down in the scor<?
book with a big black mark. Itwas in the
sixth inning, and Ebright had knocked a
grouud hit out into center field. Good-
eno'jgh was playing deep center, and
although the ball was roiling slowly to-
wards him, be made no attempt to close
up on it. never for a moment supposing
that Ebright would have the audacity to be
sn foolish as to take second base ou the hit.
While he calmly stood and watched the
bal! come along, Ebright was running to
second, and be made the base before Good-
enough knew what was up. It was a
Btnpid bit of playing.

Daly had to blush even at his own work.
He made thr^e of the most inexcusable
errors that it is possible for any player who
has ever handled a baseball to accomplish.
He slßrtt-d in the very first inning and al-
lowed the San FraneUcos their first run.
There were two cuts and Shea was at third
base. Steven?, the batter, hit dir»c!ly to
Daly, who blocked it aad then gently
tossed the ball about eight feet over Staple-
ton's head. Shea, of course, scored. Again
in the second inning he alone was respons-
ible for the run made by the visiting team.
His error was on a very easy chance.
Again in the fourth inning he came to the
rescue of the San Franciscos. Lookabsugh
took first on his poor throw, and then
Hanley, Stevens and Ebright smashed out
hits and added four rnns ta the score of
their team. Daly was satisfied with three
misplays, and made no more during the
game

McHaie's error was not disastrous, aud
he evened up »atters by catching a brill-
iant game. "He savei Hoffman at least two
wild pitches, and-was cheered several times
by the audience. He and Bowman
tbe only players who could hit the ball
safely.

Godar made a couple of errors that sim-
ply bewildered the spectators. On both
chances the opportunities for pat outs were
certain, but by his inability to handle his
position, for some causf, he did excellent
work in adding rans to the Se.n Francisco
score.

Reiiz's playing was slack and lacked its
usual vigor. He made some very gocd
plays, but showed a fault which ;a unusual
with him—that of "jngj^ine" the ball.

Hoffman muffi-d a foul ball that he
should have caught with ease. The batter
afterwards got his base, and »n error hurl
to be chalked down in the error column
opposite Hoffman's name. His second
error was no more excusable than the first.

Stapleton played well at first, and so did
Roberts and Bowman ia the field. Neither
of the latter two were offered a chance,
however.

It was the general opiDiqc that the Sac-
ramento team needs a shaking up, and that
right away.

The Fo»r Convicts Who Bug TUelr Way

A dispatch was received by the Record-

Ukios !ast evening from it* Folsom cor-
respondent announcing that Warden Aull
had received word from Ogden, Utah, to

the effect that Kohler, Blumer, Wilson and
Giermau, the convicts who made a sensa-
tional escape from the penitentiary on
the 19th of last month, bad been capuired
in that city by the Chief of the Ogden
police. They were together when cap-
tured.

Deputy Warden Robinson and T.
Hughes accompanied by Police Officer W.
Arlington, of this city, willstart for Ogden.
to-day wish the necessary requisition
papers, to bring the escapes back.

The four convicts, it will be remembered,
escaped through the floor of their cell into
a tunnel which they had dng. and which
led out beneath the walls. They had re-
moved several slabs of stone from the
floors of their cells and excavated a tnnnel
ten feet deep and thirty feet in length. It
was a wonderful piece of work, considering
the limitedhours in which the men had to
push the work. When the other convicts
were sleeping, and all about the prison was
hushed in the stillness of the night, these
men were working in their tUDnel and

i-.-:-i2 their way out to freedom. It was
estimated that they had been a year at the
work.
