Take Notice (110) $7.

The third race will be the Sunny Slope
stake for two year-old fillies, five-eighths of
a mile. Fairy has been omitted from the
pools, the others selling as follows: Fear-
less $25, Mystery $9, False Queen and May
H., a stable $6.

The fourth race willbe a selling purse of
$050, forall ages, one and one-eighth miles.
Applause sold on Saturday night for $25,
Kildare $9, with Albatross. Mohawk, Wild
Oats and Nerva iv the field at $0.

We have heretofore spoken generally of
the Art Gallery exhibit in the fair as
highly meritorious. A long and more
careful examination of the 450 pictures
confirms the opinion already expressed. It
is a very superior display and can well en-
gage attention an entire evening.

The key notes of the exhibit in oil paint-
ings are "The Great Muir Glacier," by
Thomas Hill; "'The Murphy Party," by A.
P. .Hill; the portraiture by Miss With-
row, William Keiih and H. Dues-
burrv; still life by S. M. Brookes and M.
Strauss; marines by W. A. Coulter, Norton
Bash, F. L. Heath; and other pieces by
Yelland, Bash, Amanda Austin, Tojetti,
and Narjot.

In water colors. Mr. Jorgeasen has for
the third time a large and especially fine
exhibit, his 'Helmet Rock" being the best
unquestionably, tt has the qualities of
motion, life and vigor, and is exquisitely
finished. One of bis pupils. Miss Fanny
McClatchy of this city, makes a good dis-
play also, and proves her capacity, native
ability and fine taste. Probably 177, "On
the Road to Fort Ross," is the best of her
very creditable exhibition.

A new water colorist appears this year.
Stanley Inchbold. His collection is also
large and strong in vitality, delicacy of
color and excellence of drawing. His
"San Francisco Bay," is the best of his
many exhibits, which are all of superior
character. In this department of water

color pastels and crayons Hugo Fibber has
some excellent work, notably "Autumn on
the Passaic," 104 S. B. Gamble's "Young
Maidenhood," 307, is a remarkably fine
piece of water coloring and portraiture.
George Boedewig's 'Ah bin" is an admira-
ble piece of work, is from life and one of
the especially striking effects in the gal-
lery. Oscar Kunath's "Madonna and
Child," 248, is exquisitely finished.
Amanda Austin, Sacramento, has a good

F. Happersberger leads in statuary and

modeling. Mr. Happersberger has just
been awarded the contract for the Lick
monument of "California," to cost $100,000.
The accepted design of the monument is
shown and several models of the panels
ami figures. Mr. Fiohr makes a creditable
exhibit in statuary, also, better than that
of last year.

Among notable features of the «aileiy
are two large and three small oil paintings
on copper, very old, and loaned from the
Goldman (N. V.) collection for the occa-
sion. Astriking picture, also, is 27. "The
Duke of Alta at Breakfast," by Russell, of
the Royal Galleries of Stuttgart. This pic-
ture it loaned by B. D. Keeler, of San
Francisco. A very bold and vigorous full
length study of an Apache is by Paul
Meniagoena, in crayon.

These may be taken to indicate the char-
acter of the exhibit, outside of the amatear
department, and willgive a general idea of
how the display strikes an -inpartial ob-
server. There is some poor work in the
gallery, but less, by far. than usual—in-
deed, "we close a9webegan, with the state-
ment that it i« a superior display, and only
regret that a more extended review cannot

be »ade of it.

DROWNED IN YELLOWSTONE PARK.

The Body of Robert Ray Hamilton Found

in Snake River.
Helena 'Mont.), September 14!h.—Word

has been received that Robert Ray Hamil-
ton of Xew York, whose name is widely
known to newspaper readers in connection
with the trial of his wife early in the year
for a cutting allray with her maid, was
drowned in Yellowstone Park. The news
WBS brought by J O. Green, son of Norvin
Green of the Western I'uion Telegraph
Company, who had been in the Park.

It seenu that Hamilton bought a ranch
about two months aso in the Park and has
been there since. When Green and parry
anived at the ranch, about August 23d,
they found that Hamilton had been absent
on a hunting trip for severil <lay3. The
next day they started ont to search for him
and found his body thirty miles from the
ranch in Snake river, while his horse and
hunting do* were a short distance away.

Greeu says he positively identified Ham-
ilton's body. He took it to the ranch and
notified the dead man's family. Green has
been in the Park ever since, and it is sur-
prising the news baß not gotten out before.

BRIEF NOTES.

The Gait Gazette says that Will Van
Valkenburgh unceremoniously left home
last week. The next beard of him is said
to have been in San Francisco, where he
sold his team ofhorses for$300 and put out
to sea, firmly resolving never to return to
this part of the country again.

Snow Sheds Burned.
The west bound overland train due in

this city at 5:30 o'clock last evening did
not arrive until 2:30 o'clock this morning.
The delay was caused by a fire in the
snow sheds at Lost Camp yesterday fore-
noon. About 350 feet of sheds were
burned and 40U cords of wood, which was
piled up alongside of the sheds. All traffic
over the mountains was delayed about ten
hours.

The total number of cases received at this
port to date is 249.335; for the same time
last year it was 206,675, a considerable in-
crease.
