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SLOW-ACTING LIGHTNING!

‘WHY THE ELECTRIC RAILROAD FRAN-
CHISE HANGS FIRE,

Mr. Henry is Satisfied With It, But the
Stockholders Are Not—Hints of
® Possible Lawsuit,

During the session of the City Trustees
yesterday the Mayor read a letter from
Edwin K. Alsip, Secretary of the Central
Street Railway Company, refusing, on the
part of the company, to accept the fran-
chise as granted to Mr. Hepry, believing
that the bonds issued under such a fran-
chise would be of little value and nota
safe investment for capitalists.

Grove L. Johnson, attorney for Mr.
Henry, read to the Board a short history
he had written of Mr. Henry's relations
with the Central Street Railway Company,
mentioning the most important clauses in
the agreement, one of which was to the
effect that Mr. Henry was to be given pos-
session of the road if he could obtain
the necessary changes he desired in the
present city franchise. Mr. Henry did se-
cuare the changes he asked for and then

called upon the owners of the read and de-
manded the possession of the same, in
compliance with the provisions of the con-
tract. Under the ordinance, as amended,
he was ready and willing to fulfill the con-
ditions of the contract. He demanded from
the other parties, both as shareholders and
Directors, that they comply with their
agreement, but they refused to do so. The
reasons given for the refusal were entirely
foreign to the agreement, and in no man-
ner concern the Trustees or the public;

though Mr. Henry has no ob;ecuon
whatever to making them known to any-
body who may inquire for them. The faci
remained, however, that they have de-
clined to turn over the road, in accordance
with the terms of the contract. Mr. Henry
stood prepared to expend $75,000in the
city of Sacramento in equipping the road,
electrically, under the provisions of the
agreement. He was anxious to begin the
work and to have the road in running
order within the time specified. He was
confronted, however, at the outset, with
the positive refasal on the part of the share-
holders to surrender to him the possession
of the road, or to permit him to carry out
his contract.

In this dilemma he presents the matter
fairly and squarely to the Board of Tras-
tees, in the hope that, by so doing, he
mlgbt be better able to determine pre-
cisely what remedy he should invoke to
compel the shareholders to live up to their
agreement and to secure for the citizens of
Sacramento the benefits of a* modern first-
class electric street railway. By the ex-
penditure of Mr. Henry’s money on the
road, the company’s property would be
greatly enhanced in value, and the security
afforded the company’s bondholders, instead
of being impaired or in any manner
affected injuriounsly, would be increased
and enlarged to an extent corresponding to
the additional rolling stock, motive power,
machinery, ete.

Naturally, Mr. Henry was desirous of
proceeding carefully in & matter involving
so much to himself and the people of Sac-
ramento. It was only on the 20th instant
that the refusal of the shareholders to com-
ply with their agreement was made final.
Mr. Henry could not decide in a moment
what course he ought to pursue; but inas-
much as the ordinance in question con-
tained the provisions requiring its accept-
ance in writing by the Central Street Rail-
way Company within ten days, and inas-
much e&s that company had declined to
accept it, he now asked the Board to extend
the time within which the company might
file its acceptance, for a period of thirty
days from date, that he might in the mean-
time devise the best means of enforcing his
contract with the shareholders, and thus
enable him to furnish the city of Sacra-
mento with the street railroad so much de-
sired, as he believed, by all its people.
This result is now prevented only by the
action of the company’'s stockholders, in
violation of their contract.

Mr. Johnson then asked that the Board
pass an ordinance extending for thirtydays
the time within which they should accept
the refusal of the electric company.

All the members agreed to this, the rules
were sospended and the ordinance read
twice and passed.

A DIFFERENCE OF OPINION.

The Mayor's and Trustee McLaughlin’s
Views on Collecting Water Rates.

It will be remembered thata couple of
months ago Mayor Comstock and Trustee
McLaughlin voted to discharge one of the
water collectors. Since then the receipts
have fallen off about one half. At yester-
day’s session of the Trustees, Mr. McLaugh-
lin wanted to know whether or not the col-
lection smade by the Clerk of the Water
Works were falling off or being increased
since the discharge of one of the clerks.

The Mayor said the collections were not
as large as usual, but he beiieved the em-
ploves were at fanlt, and that if they bad
attended to their duty they would have
succeeded in making better returns. He
was told by a lady that she went down to
the Clerk’s office last Thursday and found
the office locked.

WANT IORE IﬂlEY

DISCONTERT AMONG THE STREET-CAR
EXTRAMEN.

They Say They Were Not Properly Paid
for Their Over-Time and
Make Threats.

TheCentral Street Railway did a thriving
business during the fair weeks and employ-
ment was given to a large number of men
as extra conductors and driversin order to
handle the ciowds. These extramen, it is
understood, were promised the same wages
as the regular men, and everything ran
along smoothly.

Bat the fair is over now and the relations
between the company and the extramen

are not so harmonious.

The temporary employes aré fiot growl-
ing about having to give up their jobs, but
they claim that the company has not
acted fairly nor lawfully with them as re-
gards wages. Twelve hours constitute a
day’s work for streei-car men, and for all
work done over that time they are paid at
the rate of thirty cents an hour. In this
case the regular men all received their
usual wages, as well as the thirty cents an
hour for over-time.

But not so with the extramen.

When they presented their demands they

were informed that they would be allowed
but fifteen cents an hour for over-time.
Then there was & howl. They refused to
accept this amount and painted on their
banner, “Thirty cents or nothing.”

CONSULTING THE LAW.

A committee from the extramen was
busy yesterday ascertaining what course
should be taken to right their wrongs. A
little sum in arithmetic convinced them
that to sue for the amount due them would
be useless, for the reason that it did not
?mount to enough to pay an attorney’s
ee.

They then sought legal advice re%ardmg
the proper manner in which to bring a
criminal action against the company.
Under the law passed by the Legislature in
1887 it is made compulsory for street-car
corporations to work their men but twelve
hours a day, and for all over that time 30
cents an hour must be paid.

“*We won’t go to the expense of sning for
our money,” said one of the extramen to a
REecorp-UN1ON reporter yesterday after-
noon, “"but we will cause them to remember
us. We can prosecute them for violating
the law, and it will cost them more to get
out of it than it would to have paid us in
the first place. We were worked on an
average of fifteen hours a day all daring
the fair, and I tell you those extra three
hounrs were the hardest part of the day’s
work.”

ONE OF THE STOCKHOLDERS TALKS,

A reporter interviewed L. L. Lewis, one
of the stockholders of the Central line, in
regard to the matter last evening.

“*Well,"” said Mr. Lewis, “They are fool-
ish if they are going to kick up a row like
that. The result will be that they won’t
get anything now. Personally, I was in
favor of paying them all 30 cents an hour
over-time, because I knew they worked
hard, and I think they deserved it. Bat
I'm not the whole company, you knbw.
Some of the extramen came to me with
their complaints, and I advised them to
just keep quiet until the Directors bad a
meeting and I thought they would get
their money—it would be all right. But I
guess they haven't taken my advice. They
are acting very foolishly now, by raising a
row. The whole thing don’t amount to
over $20, and I'm sure the company would
rather pay it than have trouble. Butit
will not be bulldozed—you can rest assured
of that. These men wxll get the worst of
going to law about it.

With reference to the State law in re-
gard to employes of street-car corporations,
Mr. Lewis said he was well aware that
there was such a law, but he did not think
it worth the paper it was written on. “It
was gotten up,” he said, by those San
Francisco hoodlums after the strikes down
there, and I have had opinions from law-
yers that it is no law at all.”

POLICEMEN'S SALARIES.
Fifteen Members of the Old Force to
Sue fer AN the Money.

From April 1, 1888, to April 1, 1889, the
city had a police force of fifteen men, all
of whose terms—under the custom in
vogue of electing officers annually—ex-
pired April 1, 18%0. But the Police Com-
missioners, acting under a special law
passed by the Legislature at that time,
elected a force of twenty-five men in April,
1889, among whom were the fifteen men
who had served the preceding year. The

Supreme Court has decided that the special
Act was unconstitutional, and that only
fifteen men should have been appointed.
While awaiting this decision the city did
not pay the salaries of her policemen last
vear.

Now fifteen of the men who were re-

recover the money remaining in the police
salary fund for the pay of the old number
of policemen. They are the men who
served during the preceding term, and
seem to think that they are entitled to the
money. The claim will probably be made
that, inasmuch as the special Act was not
constitutional, there was no election in
1889, and that they shonid be regarded as
hold-overs.

At yesterday’s session of the City Trus-
tees attorney Charles T. Jones appeared be-
fore the Board and stated thut he was
about to bring suit in behalf of the fifteen
“original’’ police officers for their salaries
from April, 1889, to April. 1890. He pro-
posed, however, to notity the Trustees and
find out whether or not they would sub-
mit that question to their attorneys. He
said he believed they would concede that
the fifteen men were entitled to their sal-
aries, and the cost of a suit would thus be
avoided.

The Board agreed to meet some evening
dt mng the week and have a consultation
with Mr. Jones, ‘Hon. Grove L. Johnson
and City Attorney Hart on the subject.

There is a law which provides that
policemen regularly chosen shall hold
their positions antil discharged for good
cause, after a proper hearing and on
charges filed with the Police Commmission-
ers. If the fifteen men who served in 1889
should plead this Act in substantiation of
their claim, and the Courts should sustain
it, it would seem to open up a long line of
similar claims by policemen who were
dropped at the end of each year without a
hearing, and against whom no charges
were preferred.

There are those who "hcld that all the
twenty-five men chosen in 1889 were ap-
peinted on equsl footing, regardless of the
fact that some of their nt mber had served
the ;»recelllnz year, and that the $100 a
month raised by taxation for fifteen men
among them

should be apportioned

equally.
