Philadelphia, September 24th.—It has
been arranged to have "California on
Wheels" visited by the Grocers' and Ex-
porters' Exchange iv a Body to-morrow.
The exhibition is very favorably received
by all classes.

"It has now been 205 days siDce we left
San Francisco, in that lime passing through
twenty-three States and Territories, travel-
ing 9,554 miles: have exhibited in 103
towns and cities and have to-day reached
the grand total of 1,003,000 visitors, not in-
cluding our special days."

THE RAISIN MARKET.

New York. September 24th.—According
to the Commercial Bulletin, which is closely
watching the raisin market, the sales of
California raisins for future delivery have
been larger thus far than during the corre-
sponding period last year. In the East
orders are scattered over a wide territory.
The Western trade has ordered very lib-
erally. Jobbers have resold to a consid-
erable extent, thus the earl}*receipts will
pass almost directly into the retailers'
hands.

WORLD'S FAIR.

The Executire Committee Highly Pleased

Chicago, September 24tb.—The Execu-
tive Committee of the World's Fair Na-
tional Committee adjourned this evening,
subject to call. This afternoon the com-
mittee drove to Washington Park, accom-
panied by Director-General Davis and Sec-
retary of Agriculture Rusk.

After an elaborate inspection it was the
unanimous decision of those present tbat a
better location could not have been se-
cured.

With the Site Chosen.

Commissioner Martindale explained the
features of the site, pointing ont par-
ticularly the means of communication.
There aie five different railroads on the
west, an elevated road, two cable lines and
four horse-car lines directly west and
north, besides boulevards and railroad and
like facilities on tbe east side.

Before separating, the committee took
under consideration a number of important
suggestions made by President Palmer,
Commissioner DeYoung. of California,
Commissioner-at-Large McDonald and
others.

Secretary Rnsk has submitted memor-
anda of numerous valuable suggestions for
the conduct of the exposition, etc. The
Secretary asks especial attention to the sug-
gestions relating to tbe food exhibit, which
is of the utmost importance, in his judg-
ment. He spoke at some length of what
tbe exhibits should include, and says they
should be grouped by themselves in one
great building—a food hall—and should be
so arranged that each intelligent visitor
may carry away a useful lesson.

The Classification Committee met and
organized to-day. This is one of the most
important committees of the National Com-
mission. As nothing further can be done
by the local Directors in the way of plan-
ning buildings until tbe scope and general
plan of the exposition is laid out, the
committee appointed a sub-committee con-
sisting ofCommssioners Dere of Illinois,
DeYoung of California, McClellan of Penn-
sylvania. Ryan of North Dakota, and Hoist
of Florida, who will meet day and night
until they complete the general plan of the
exposition.

GERMAN CATHOLICS.

ResolnMon Favoring the Formation of

Pittsburg, September 24th. —The Ger-
man Catholics held an important meeting
this morning. At the last Congress of
Catholics it was suggested tbat all Catholic
Societies throughout the United States be
gathered into one great, strong, national
and patriotic band. In accordance with
tbis suggestion the following was adopted :

Whereas, In view of the proceedings at the
German Catholic Congress at Coblentz.Uermany,
and with the conviction well defined that the
organization of the German Catholic youth in
the I'nited States will be uot only a means to
foster religion aud morality, but a necessity to
oppose the heresy ofmany people,

Resolved, That it is the wish of this congress
that in every German Catholic parish in this
country young men's societies be founded for
such aims as will be best for local needs ; that
in tbe German Catholic centers of the I'nited
States tbe centralization of such local societies
be effected, under such regulations as suit the
surroundings and circumstances; that the cen-
tral organization, which does already exist in
Chicago, be offered the thanks of this Congress
for its zealous wore in its circles, and tbat its
constitution be recommended as an example to
emulated.

LABOR TROUBLES.

The Union Pacitlc Switchmen at Denver
Quit Work.

Denver, September 24th.—For some
time the Union Pacific at this point
has been having trouble with their
switchmen. The blockade in the yards
has been a matter of serious
detriment. It is asserted that one of
tbe chief difficulties bas been tbe disposi-
tion on tbe part of the switchmen to keep
the yards blocked in order to exact "tips"
from shippers.

Several days ago the Switchmen's Griev-
ance Commit:ee demanded the removal of
Assistant Superintendent Burns, making
several charges against bim. Burns was
suspended pending investigation, but the
charges beine disproved. General Superin-
tendent Meek to day reinstaled him, and
notified the men unwilling to work cordi-
ally with Burns must leave the services of
tbe company to-day at noon.

At 1 o'clock this afternoon not one of the
120 men employed in the yard appeared.
The company "soon secured thirty men,
and has given the strikers until to-morrow
to decide what to do. Should they deter-
mine to stay out, the officials of the road
willget a complete new force. They do
not anticipate an extension of the trouble
to other points on tbe system.

The Sidewalk Collapsed.
Chicago, September 24th.—Thousands

of curious people gathered at the Lutheran
Church, at Johnstone and Nineteenth
streets, to-day to witness the funerals of
three girls killed in the wreck on Sunday.
When the doors were opened a rush for
entrance caused a terrific jam. Suddenly
a section of the sidewalk collapsed and
over a hundred people dropped several
feet. The crowd, frenzied with excite-
ment, pushed ir, among tbem and in an
instant tne whole was a mass of scram-
bling, shrieking people. Fortunately no
one was seriously injured, but many re-
ceived ugly bruise 3and scratches.

The City of Colon.
New York, September 24th.—A strange

coincidence at the moment when the city
of Colon was being nearly destroyed by
fire, was that the International Society of
Paris was thinking Of improving it on a
large plan, and the Colombian newspapers
were discussing the value of land ami
buildings at Colon. The Aspinwall Xl
Mwcio estimated the land, including that
occupied by the Canal Company, at $33,-
--712,500. A strong opposition has recently
been developed against the new plan oi ac-
tion proposed by Wyse.

Two Chinamen Arrested.
Minneapolis (Minn.). September 24tb.—

Two Chinamen who arrived from the
West tbis morning were arrested on suspi-
cion of being implicated in the recent bank
robbery at The Dalles, Oregon, where a
tunnel was dug under the vault. This
afternoon a dispatch in reply from Port-
land said tbe money bad been rtcovered
and one arrest made. As it appeared
tbat there was no desire to proscute the
prisoners, they will be released to-morrow.

English Athletes.

New York, September 241h.—A team of
six prominent athletes from Salford. a
suburb of Manchester, England, arrived to-
day on the steamship Majestic They will
compete with the crack American athletes
of New York, Chicago. Buffalo, Detroit,
Boston aud Philadelphia. Their names are
W. M. Morgan, N. D. Morgan, T. L. Nich-
olas, J. L Nicholas, H. Hardwick, G. H.
Morris and E. W. Harry. The last-named
is the cross-couutry champion of Eugland.
The otaers are equally good men.

Conference of Railroad Hen.

Chicago, September 24th.—The Journal
says that General Manager Stubbs, of the
Southern Pacific and General Manager Mel-
len of the Union Pacific have been holding
mysterious conferences here for two days.
They decline to make known the object,
but among railroad men generally it is be-
lieved they are trying to patch up the dif-
ferences between their roads over an agree-
ment and connection at Ogden.

Cni.is Destroyed.
Ashland (Wis.), September 24th.—Tbe

recent wind and hail-storm in Huron
county, Mich , devastated a section one
mile wide and sixteen miles long. Every
spear of grass and grain was beaten down
and destroyed. Ice covered the ground six
to eight inches deep. This is just at harv-
est time and 200 farmers are in danger of
starvation. They have made au appeal to
the public for aid.

Heavy Rainfall in Arkansas.
New Orleans, September 24th.—A dis-

patch from Helena, Ark., says that a
tremendous rainfall yesterday caused a
flood throngh the middle of the city like
that at Hot Springs the night before. Much
damage was done to property, and many
people are temporarily driven from their
homes. The rainfall for the past forty-
eight hours has been over 16 inches.

Congress of Mining Engineers.
New York, September 24th.—Many for-

eign delegates to the International Confer-
ence of Ironmen have arrived, but many
more willcome os the Servia. The Ameri-
can Institute of Mining Engineers will
hold "s opening session Monday and Tues-
day, and the members of tbe British insti-
tution will begin work on Wednesday.

THE MORMON Oil I'd!.

President Woodruff Advises His Follow. -
ers to Obey the Laws.

Salt Lake (Utah), September 24tb.—
President Woodruff of the Mormon Church
to-day issued a manifesto in which, refer-
ring to the statement in tbe report of tne
Utah Commission that plural marriages
have been solemnized during the past year,
and that tbe leaders of the church have en-
couraged the continuance of polygamy, he
enters a sweeping denial that such things
have occurred.

President Woodruff further says that,
inasmuch as the law prohibiting polygamy
was pronounced constitutional by tbe Court
of last resort, he hereby declares his inten-
tion to submit to those laws, and use his
influence with the members of the church
to have them do likewise. There is noth-
ing in his teaching in tbe church or in the
teachings of bis associates during the time

'specified which can reasonably be con-
strued to encourage polygamy, and when
any elder has used the language which ap-
peared to convey such teachings he has
been promptly reproved.

The manifesto concludes : "I now pub-
licly declare that my advice to the Latter
Day Saints is to refrain from contracting
any marriage forbidden by the law of the
land."

fatal shooting.

11l Feeling Between Two Men Ends in a
Homicide.

Sisson (Cal ), September 24th.—Nate De-
Freese was shot by Frank Cochran at the
Lagrande Hotel to-day. DeFreese was
sitting in the offlce of the hotel, when
Cochran rode up on horseback with a
Winchester in his band. DeFreese, seeing
the gun, ran, followed by Cochran, who
bad dismounted. He fired two shots, one
of which struck DeFreese in the back,
passing oat at the left breast. Cochran,
after the shooting, mounted his horse and
rode off to tbe woods, pursued by Constable
Green. At a late hour he had not been
captured.

The above shooting is the outcome of
hard feelings existing for several days.
DeFreese died at 7:30 this evening.

The Dalles (Or.), September 24th.—Tbe
west-bound freight train of the Union
Pacific was wrecked yesterday by running
into a band of cattle at Cape Horn, eight
miles from this city. Eleven cars, contain-
ing grain and general merchandise, were
mashed. A tramp stealing a ride was bad-
ly injured.

A freight train ran into an open switch
on Main street this morning, and a number
of cars were ditched. Beyond delaying
trains several hours, no material damage
was done.

Lick's Remains.
Ban Fkancibco, September 24th.—Pro-

fessor Edward S. Holdeo telegraphs from
Mount Hamilton that so far as he knows it
is not now, nor has it ever been, proposed
by any person to remove the remains of
James Lick from the tomb in which they
now rest on Mount Hamilton. Professor
Holden also states that it is the intention

of the Repents to expend a large sum of
money in making tbe external surround-
ings of the tomb such as to convey an idea
of"the respect due to his memory.

Dynamite Bomb Found.

Los Angeles. September 24th.—Officer
Chase discovered this morning sn Spring
street a bomb. It was found to contain gun
cotton and dynamite. A chunk of lead
was found inside. The bomb was left at a
drug store on Main street and the matter
reported at police headquarters. The drug-
gist intrusted to make tbe investigation is
not yet ready to make his report.

Whereabouts of » Murderer.
Hollister, September 24th.—M. Soto,

the Mexican who stabbed hi9wile to death
in Monterey county last week, and who es-
caped on a stolen horse, is now hiding in
the mountains in this county, near San
Benito. He has beeu seen by various per-
sons, and is known to be" well ariued.
Sheriff Kent of this county has been after
him all week.

Injury to Grapes From Fog.
Napa, September 24th.—Owing to the

cold, toggy weather, grapes are ripening
very slowly and the vintage is much de-
layed. In many cases the fruit contains
only 20 per cent, of sugar, which makes
fermentation bad. Some varieties of grapes
are rotting.

DYNAMITE PLOT.

Michael Davitt Will Publish the Secrets

London, September 24th.—Michael Da-
vitt willbegin in the Labor World to-mor-
row a remarkable series of disclosures to
the effect that the political eveDts that
began with tbe dynamite explosions at the
House of Parliament, the Nelson monu-
ment at Trafalgar Square and the under-
ground railway some years ago, and ended
with the Parnell Commission, was the re-
sult of a deep-laid conspiracy on the part
ofthe Government to connect Parnell with
these outrages, and to destroy him and his
movement together.

Davitt goes to the root of the matter, pro-
ceeding to divulge the secret of the dyna-
mite conspiracy. He showed that it was
only after hiring James McDermott that
the dynamite campaign really began. He
says, "We shall establish by undisputable
evidence all cbarees now made, namely,
that James McDermott, of Brooklyn,
organized the dynamite in Cork and
Liverpool in the year ISS3, by
the aid of money furnished to him
by the British Consnl-General and
officials in Dublin Castle; that McDermott
supplied the dynamite to his dupes, Feath-
erstone. Deasy and others, and then be-
trayed them to the police, using the dyna-
mite in their possession as proof of their
guilt: that McDernao.t, by his own confes-
sion and over his own signature, admitted
that he was cognizant of and a party to
the dynamite outrage which occurred in
London; that the French head of the Irish
constabulary detectives was involved with
McDermott in the dynamite scheme in
Ireland.

THE LEWD ARISTOCRACY.
An Oxtord Dean Rebukes the Well-Born

Youth of England.

There is excitement and deep indigna-
tion in the rauks of the British aristocrat: v.
The dean of Christ Church College, Ox-
ford, has insinuated that it is going down
to the lowest abyss ofdegradation, and car-
rying with it the honor and greatness of
England. The severe disciplinarian, an-
noyed by the frequent cases of intoxication
anil lewdness reported to him, "called up"
some recently arrived Eton collegians, all
of wham are sons of lords, baronets, em-
bassadors and representatives of wealth
generally. Said he: "Students of Christ
Church—l wish Icould say young gentle-
men—the time has come to call you to
very serious account. It pains me to re-
ceive reports that you so behave your-
selves within the precincts of this seat of
learning—whence have arisen some of
England's greatest and noblest men—as to
be called a nuisance and disturbers of the
common peace. Your brawls and indis-
cretions scandalize the residents, whose
wives and daughters fear you a^ they
would savage animals of the lower order.

"You consider that because you are the
sons of nobility you are entitled to ex-
travagant liberty, to be distended to vul-
gar license. You are laboring under a
delusion from which you may have a very
rude awakening. This college is not in-
tended for well-born dunces such as you.

"You are uot contentwith manly recrea-
tions such as your forefathers delighted to
enjoy—the pleasures of the field, of the
river, of home. You court fiercer and dis-
reputable pleasures—drinking to excess in
public places, to show your quality, it is
said; gambling in gilded parlors, to show
how wealthy you are; following after
women, whose presence by the side ot your
mothers and sisters you wouldresent as
contagious contact. Yet you do not hesi-
tate to place yourself on a level with them
and laya foundation for degradation which
must followyou through life.

"What husbands and fathers of the
future.' It is such as you who have de-
moralized tutors and guardians who have
toadied to wealth and position for personal
benefit. You should be examples to the
poor and struggling. You are, Irepeat,
only a disgrace."

THE BVRCHKLL TRIAL.
Growing Sentiua-nt That the Prlsuner

Will Not be I'onvirifii.
Woodstock (ont.).Brpietuber Hth —TheBurchell trial was continued this morning.

Tbe prisoner slept well and was op in time
to perform his usual careful toilet beforebeing called to lace the Judge and jury.
He was ready and watting tor f.'ie Sheriff
when the latter arrived in a hack, k had
been reported that Barchell was haud-
cuited on the way to and from the Court-room, but such is no: tbe case. He is tbe
quietest, most-easy going prisoner any
jailer evet had to io With, and neither
complains nor gives trouble m any way.

There was the usual great crowd at the
Town Hall entrance to see him pa>s, and
bis appearance was warmly critidaad by
many. Burchell baa raisi.i op In this
community two clearly defined parties,
one in bis favor and the other against him.
The latter party are more numerous, and
they are having tbeir own wav pretty well
during the presentation ot the case ior tbe
prosecution. But th» prisoner's friends are
stalwart, and convinced either that lie is
innocent or tbat it will be impossible to
prove him guil y.

There was a great crowd in the Court-
room, including over 100 ladies. Tbe
prisoner's wile and sistertu-law were not
present, Mrs. Burchell being too nervous
aud iil to stand the strain cf watching the
proceedings.

Dr. Taylor, the physician who called to
see Benwell's body when found in the
swamp, testified tbe clothing was fn in to
the ground. It had lain there four of live
days. His examination showed tbat Ben-
well died of wounds in the head su located
that it c n d not be suicie'e.

On cross examination, the doctor became
considerably "rattled," as it was shown
that his evidence before the Corouer as lo
the character and appearance of the
wounds and probable time they were in-
dicted, did not coincide with that just
given.

Dr. Wilford was the next witness. He
described the appearance of tbe body as it
lay in the undertaking establishment, and
its preparation for the post-mortem. In
two or three points on cross-examination
he favored the prisoner. The shirt on the
body was rather ciean and still, seeming in
conflict with the theory that it bad been
out in a rain-storm all night. Appear-
ances indicate that the body bad not fallen
in the position found, but tbat it bad been
placed there.

Recess till evening.

In the evening Pelley was recalled and
recognized Burchel-'s several letters, which
were put in evidence.

Grigg. the Princeton sexton, was ques-
tioned as to the attempt, as be suspected,
to open the grave and steal Benwell's body.
He was unable to identify the persons
whom he frightened away. "

Frank Pierce, teller in a bank at Niagara
Falls, related how Burchell came iuto the
hauk ou February 20th. and said he was an
agent of tbe British Government buying
horses in Canada, and deposited $152, in-
cluding eleven English sovereigns. This
point the Crown makes, tbat it agrees with
tbe statement of Pelley, that Benwell (the
murdered man) had a handful ofsovereigns
with him.

An important diacoTery was made by the
detectives today. Burchell's attorneys lay
great stress on the fact that F. C. Benwell
registered at the Commercial Hotel at
Bantford on January 13th. To day two
young men of Brantford confessed tbat
they made the entry for a joke. Tbis ia
considered a heavy blow on Burchell.

Mexico's Finances.
New Orleans. September 24th.—The

message of President Diaz on the opening
of Congress has been received here. He
said: "The financial situation continues to
improve. The receipts of the Treasury
during the last fiscal year exceeded $s*>,-
--000,000, the receipts lrom the frontier and
maritime Custom House reaching $24,000,-
--000. This shows tbe magnificent impulse
that mercantile traffichas received, since,
without increasing the tariff, the Custom
Houses now collect $9,000,000 more than
four years ago. Tbe economic situation of
the country is becoming daily more solid,
and if. as is to be expected, tbe Republic
continues to develop its elements of wealth,
the day willsoon come when the require-
ments of the estimates will be equaled by
the revenues."

Floods in France.
Paris, September 24th.—Further reports

of the damage by rl.iods are received. Tha
towu of Antionay and the surrounding
country are inundated by an overflow from
the Cance and Deame rivers. The dam-
age is enormous. Factories are destroyed,
bridges swept away and railways impassa-
ble. In Annonay a manufacturer and sev-
eral men were drowned.

Irish Nationalists.
London, September 24th—It is under-

stood Parnell will shortly call a Convention
of Irish Nationalists.

Parnell has finally decided it would be
unwise to send anyone to America in the
place of O'Brien and Dillon, as they will
be able to carry out the original plan in any
event.

Sydney Labor Congress.
Sydney. September 24th.—The Labor

Congress finished its work to-day, after de-
ciding to make a final appeal to tbe em-
ployers to hold a conference with tha
men. The Congress adhered to the de-
cision to call out tbe employes in the wool
trade. It is doubtfnl, however, whether
the men will respond.

Monarchial Principles.
Paris, September 24th.—Comte de P**ris

writes Senator Bocher regarding the Bou-
langist revolution, justifying the course be
took and advising his friends to waste no
time in recriminations, but affirm clearly
their faith in monarchial principles and
unite for a continuance of tbe struggle.

Sentences Reversed.
Dublin, September 24th —At Water-

ford Assizes to-day Judge Waters reversed
the three months' imprisonment at hard
labor pronounced upon Fisher, editor of
the Muuster Express, and Redmond, editor
of the Waterford News. The two editors
were committed under the Crimes Act.

Sentenced to Hard Labor.
Viinna, September 24 th.—The suit of

Baron Yon Scuddier agaiost the Vaderland
for accusing him of having accepted bribes,
ended in a conviction of the editor, who
was sentenced to eight months' imprison-
ment at hard labor.

Fatal Explosion.

London, September 24lh.—An explosion
occurred on the steamer Pandora at New-
castle. Twelve persons were fatally
