RAST OF THE ROCKIES.

Probability That Congress Will Adjourn
Soms Day This Week.

DESTRUCTIVE FIRE IN C4ICAGO.

Eight Men Killed in a Railroad
Accident—A California Lady
Asphyxiated — Etc,

[SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

DISASTROUS WRECK.

The Negligence of an Operator Causes
the Death of Eight FPeople.

ZaxesviLLE (Ohio), September 2Sth.—
About 1 o'clock this morning a dissstrceus
freight wreck occurred on the Baltimore
and Ohio, near Piessant Vailey, 2 short
distance west of this city. Orders were
given to esst and west-bound freights to
pass at Black Hand, but the cperator of
that place failed to deliver the order to the
east-bound train. Leter he saw his mis-
take, and telegraphed the operator here
that there wounid be wreck pretty soon, and
ieft his post. He is a mere boy.

Bbth engines and a number of cars filled
with merchandise were piled np in great
confusion. Eight men were killed—John
Buckingham, engineer; Wm. Fresstone,
fireman ; Freeman Keller, brakeman ; John
Cochrane, Ben Smart, Glen Bush, George
W. Stoneburner, Tom McCreary, and one
unknown.

Epgineer John Kemp had a leg cut off
and fireman Wilson was badly hurt. Thoese
not employed on the train were beating
their way from Columbus.

The trains met on a sharp curve and the
west-bound train had just emerged from a
viece of woods, so that neither was checked
in epeed. The engines crashed together
with awfnl force, and freight cars to the
number of twenty-five were piled up to a
height of twenty-five or thirty feet.

There was alsc & coslision on Barnes-
ville hill, on the Baltimore and Ohio, be-
tween an express and passenger train. The
railway officials state that no one was hart,
but both engines and the express cars were
rained.

THE TRAIN JUMPED A TRESTLE.

Crarrox (Pa ), September 23 h.—A freight
train on the Pittsburg and Western leaped
a trestle at Shepperville this morning, kill-
ing fireman Eider and brakeman Shrecken-
gost and fatally injuring engineer Woods.

DAMAGING FLAMES,

A Large Packing-House in Chicago De-
stroyed by Fire,

Cnicac), September 28:h.—The Anglo-
American Packing Company’s establish-
ment at the stock yards was damaged by
fire early this morning to the extent of
$650,000, The fire was ong of the worst
the depar{ment ever had to deal with. The
alarm was furned in just before 2 ¢'clock,
when flames were seeu in the packing-
room. When the first engines arrived the
rcom was a masg of flames, Water had
little effect on the grease-soaked floors and
the fire soon reached a room where thirty-
two tanks of lard were located.  These ex-
ploded one after another, and the melted
lard added fresh fuel to the flames. The
heat was so intense that the firemen were
forced back and compelled to work from a
distance.

The flames then spread to the cooling-
room, where the carcasses of nearly 7,000
hogs were stored. They burned like oil.
Water seemed useless, and the twenty en-
gine companies at work made little head-
way. DMore engines were summoned, but
two hours after the fire started the roof fell
in and the flames seemed to spread more
rapidly than ever. The huundred streams
of water being poured on the fire appeared
to bave no effect.

About this time the flames reached a lot
of saltpetre, and the flames from this
stifled the firemen, overcoming several of
them. The fire marshals directed all the
efforts of their men to preventing a spread
of the flames from the Apglo-American
plart. Within a short distance of the es-
tablishmeut are several other large packing
houses, and for a time it was feared the
flamnes would communicate to them. The
firemen succeeded, however, in controlling

it.

At 6 o'clock this morning it was seen to
be impossible to extinguish the burning
pork, and water was thrown on it to keep
the fire down as much as possible. It will
have to burn out, and probably it will be a
day or two before entirely extinguished.

The fire department succeeded in saving
the other portion of the Anglo-American
plant from other sericus damage. The loss
is entirely covered by insurance.

The company that had been conducting
the business was compesed of Englishmen.

ecently, however, a new company was

formed, known as the Fowler Bros. (lim-
ited). It was incorporated in England
with a capitalization of £750,000, with a
proposal to acquire the business of several
firms here and elsewhere,

CONGRESS,

The Present Week Will Probably End
the Session.

WasHiseTON, September 28:h.—How
much time the Senate will consume in the
discussion of the conference report on the
tariff cannot be stated accurately, but the
leaders on both sides think a vote can be
reached on Tuesday. The final adjourn-
ment will come a day after the report is
disposed of. In addition to the tariff bill
the general deficiency bill is the only other
measure likely to secure the attention of
the Senate. That is now pending in the
Honse.

With the exception of the conference re-
port on the general deficiency bill the
House has completed its labors, and waits
upon the Senate. Whiie waiting, some
measure may be taken from the calendar
and passed. An effort may be made to
pass two shipping bills sent over by the
Senate, but this will be strongly resented
by the Democrats, and uniess a special pro-
vision is made for their consideration the
effort is likely to fail.

FIFTY-FIRST SESSION.

Results of the Labors of Our fenators
and Representatives,

WasHINGTON, September 28th.—In two
or three days the long session of the Fifty-
first Congress will come to an end. It has
been almost the longest ever held.
Although the first session of the Fifty-first
Congress lasted until October 20th, the
present session, by reason of longer daily
sessions, has far exceeded it in working
time, and the amount of legislative work
actually accomplished has been extraordi-
nary, viewed in the light of the previous
Congress. The record so far is: Bills and
joint resolutions introduced in the House
and Senate 12,402, against 15,496, the first
session of the last Congress, which, in this
matter, far excelled all previous records;
reports.made, House 3.215; Senate 1,817, no

CONDITION OF IRELAND,

The Cabinet Pays Little Heed
Cries of Distress.

Loxpox, September 23th.—The Cgbinet
was to have met eariy in October for the
express purpose of taking into considera-
tion the condition of Ireland, the influence
of public opinion in condemnation of the
carelessness of the Government in the face
of the reports of widespread distress being
felt to be too strong to be ignored.

The least excuse, however, serves to give
the Minis'ry warrant to go on doing noth-
ing but maliciously oppressing the Irish
people and their leaders, and the report of
the Finaacial Secretary of the Treasary
has been received by Lerd Salisbury as
sufficient reason for continued inaction,
and has caused him to postpone conven-
ing the Ministers. They will probably
not meet now until just betore the reas-
sembling of Parliament in the latter part
of November.

The report limits the area of the potato
blight to the western district of Ulster and
Connaught and tbe southwestern part of
Munster, while, according to his state-
ment, fair crops and general prosperity
prevail elsewhere throughout Ireland.

It is scarcely necessary to tell you that
such a report as this is not generally cred-
ited, althoungh it is received in Government
circles as just the sort that is usefal at this
juncture. It is the policy of the Conserva-
tives to minimiz= the reportes of the distress
in Ireland as much as possible, and thus
the estimates of the Tory unewspapers are
so put as to show that the potato blight
does not affect more than one-twentieth
part of the population of the distressed dis-
tricts, the relief of whorm, it is asserted, is
already within the scope of the Ilccal
boards.

The Parnellites are busily preparing an
organized system of relisf, which is ex-
pected to be in full working order before
the terrible resuits of the threatened famine
reach their culmination.

They are waiting, however, for some
clear indication of what projects the Gov-
ernment has in hand, and look for a Cabi-
net meeting and some humane action by
the Ministers.

THE ISLAND OF CUBA.

An Insurrection of the Worst Kind

Looked For.

Loxpox, September 28th.—The Madrid
newspepers assert that an insurrection of
the worst description may be looked for
ere long in Cuba, unless prompt steps be
taken to remedy the evils existing there.
The re:pectable population is growing
more and more impatient under the pres-
ent condition of affairs, and it would not
be surprising to see the lone-star flag again
raised by an organized band of insurgents.

One newspaper goes so far as to say that
preperations for the insurrection are well
under way, and that arms and ammunition
are being procured under cover in America
and Europe. A noted Cuban exile, who
was active in the last insurrection, recently
departed suddenly from his home in Paris
to New York, and the Sranish Minister is
much exercised over this and other om-
inous incidents.

Spain is in no financial condition for a
costly war in Cuba or any other part of the
world, and sffairs on the isiand are viewed
with great anxiety. An insurrection as
formidable as that of twenty years ago
would stand a much greater chance of suc-
cess to-day than at that time.

The Czar’s Life in Danger.

St. PETERSBURG, September 28th.—An-
other attempt has been made upon the life
of the Czar, This time the conspirators
planned to wreck a train by which it was
believed the Czar intended to travel from
St. Petersburg to Warsaw. Obstractions
were Placed upon the track in the shape of
two sleepers, which were tightly wedged
in between the rails, The train, which
was_suppesed to be carrying the Czar,
crashed into the impeding sleepers, and
was thrown from the track. No details of
the outrage have been obtained, and it is
not known whether any arrests were made
in connection with the affair.

Michael Davitt Dined.

NEw York, September 28th.—A Dunla
cable from London says: Davitt and his
colleagues on the Labor World were enter-
tained at dinner to-night by a member of
the United Democratic Club. Davitt
avoided all reference to current political
topics, and said: “I undertake never to do
as an editor that which I would be afraid to
do as a gentleman.”

No Attempt to Assassinate Diaz,

New Orvreaxs, September 28th.—A Pic-

TO COURTLAND BY WHEEL.

A Group of Bicyclists Make the Round
Trip in Pretty Good Shape.

UNLUCKY SEATTLE.

Several Hundred Feet of Wharf and &
Warchouse Uestroyed by Fire,

SEATTLE, September 25th.—A fire broke
ou* at 8:30 o’clock to-ni in the outward
end of Harrington & Sy 's warehouse, on
a pier 500 feet feet long, between the foot of
Yesler avenue and Main street, and before
it could be extinguished destroyed one-half
of the warehouse aod wharf and an equal
part of the Hatfield wharf adjsining,

The fire was first dizeovered by & watch-
man, who saw the flames bursting through
the roof immedietely over where a hun-
dred tons of bhey were siored. The alarm
brought out the entire fire department, but
before it arrived 200 feet of the wharf and
the one adjoining were in flames., Hard
work by the department extinguished the
flames after half an hour.

ANOTEER DICK CASE.,

Suit Against a Notary Public for Falsely
Certifying to a Decuamegnt.

Los AxceLes, September 23th.—Suit has
been brought in the Superior Court of this
city by Edward Hatton against A, C,
Holmes, a Notary Pablic of this city, and
against Henry Hamilton and George Han-
son, his boadsmen, for $1,000 dan:ages for
making a fraudulent edknowledgment.
This case is very similar to the Dick swin-
die, recently perpetrated in San Francisco.

The complaint recites that on December
3, 1889, the defendant took acknowledge-
ment of a person who falzely represented
herself to be Mrs. Maria J. Keifer to a
mortgage purporting to be executed to
plaintiff by herself and hasband, J. W,
Keifer, uponfcertain real estate, to secure a
debt of $1,000 and in‘erest set forth as due
plairtiff from them.

The complaint elieges that the mortgage
was false and a forged instrument, of
which Mrs, Keiferand her husband had no
knowledge, and that the peison who signed
and acknowledged the same was not Mrs,
Keifer at all, but some other person.
