THE VALUE OF WATEB.
CITIZEN SHIELDS' STHONG FAITH 111

Brought Upon Dry Lands, He Argues

That Population and Wealth
Would Follow.

Eds. Recokd-Ukios : In my last com-
munication I gave a conversation with a
much-reepec;ed farmer of this county on
the question of forming au irrigation
district. I discussed the question of rela-

tive cost of windmills, horse-power and
steam pumps, but not at all minutely. The
narration of that conversation, however, I

have since remembered was essentially de-

fective and left the question iv the lurch,
whereas a single remark at the close, which
I had forgotten, places the conversation
and the subject on belter and more practi-
cal grounds.

Allowme space, please, to clear the sub-
ject at this time. The remark Imade was
this: '"But suppose the running water

could be placed on the land practically free
forever?'

He replied, 'That might do" (or, "That
would be a different question";: I do not
give the exact language, but its practical
meaning.

What I wish to represent is the fact that
the inigation question with us is one of
dollars aud cents iv an equal decree with
health and b?auly. If iue proposition
were to have, say the 2,000 farmers of this
county expend the large amount of money
necessary to build dani3, dig ditches, and
operate both, it would be instantly an-
awered, almost unat-imouily, in the nega-
tive—and ibis not only in conversation but
byvote3. The sum required is too large
and the lands would bs too nearly con-
sumed to bear the burden. In other
woids, no 2,000 men (guessed at) could
make the lands pay tor tbe introduction of
water. But if the land was subdivided
until 20.000 men should own tbe land, it
would be, as my farmer fritnd suggested to
another question, "a different matter."

Allowme to give a little history here of
irrigatiun in this county. We once had a
littleboom in real estate. It originated in
the discussion of the irrigation question,
though having a relation to the boom in
the southern part of the Slate, which it
was expected would be transferred to ours.
The little boom lasted while the irrigation
question was a^iiated, and died with its
cessation. There is nothing unnatural in
this succession of events. Water increases
production; production increases values;
water and increased production gives new
life and business and prosperity. These
constitute a true boom.

During our little agitation the furthest
point reached was a visit from the proper
agent of the Deep Gulch Mining Company
of El Daredo county. The only published
interview with this agent was about as
follows: "Is it the purpose of your com-
pany to introduce water for irrigation pur-
poses into this county?"' The reply was:
"Ifenough takers of water to justify its in-
troduction can be found, we are ready to
introduce it."

This is plain business talk, and if it had
been followed by a subdivision of our lands
it would have been introduced then and
our county would have been cultivated by
several thousand more people than it is to-
day.

I then made the practical proposition
that he (the farmer) must divide now, and
sell part now and part as property rises by |
virtue of improvements and increase of
population. The people from here to
Florin, say, must meet* an<! agree to sub-
divide their lands—ihe first tier fairly
facing the railroad, with roads between the
subdivisions (laid out), reaching to the sec-
ond tier, and continue through the second
to the third, and even the lourth tier if
necessary. I intended only to use this lo-
cali!/--3 an illustration. The same remark
woulu apply to all the land between this
city and Folsom and between these sec-
tions toward the Cosumnes.

After three years of holding my nose to
the grindstone, Ican see no other practical
way of accomplishing this great end. We
are" doubtless somewhat nearer there by
the drifting process, and some day we
shall no doubt be driven into port by a
providential wind, which also willturn

our mills to give us water!
But the spirit of tbe times beckons us

forward. We may not wait for the next
generation to <lo what we can do better.
There is dancer that our children willin-
herit our staying qual ties, and thus our
history shall be that of other semi-t,

peoples who have waited for food, physical
and intellectual, to grow by Nature's un-
assisted powers, i therefore propose that
tbesi! divisions be made. That when a suffi-
cient number has been surveyed to justify
introduction of wa'er, that they be uliered
for saie at a valuation that shall cover the
cost of its introduction. That these sur-
veys be marked with numbers so that they
can be seen by examination, and the roads
for an outlet be plainly marked on the
ground.

Until this is done, we shall have nothing
to work upon. Xo definite proposition
can be made to bring in settlers and cult-
ivators; no one can .-elect a place according
to his tastes, riot quantities of land accord-
ing to his purpose in life. No basis can be
given fur the introduction of water (we
have tried this, and know whereof we
affirm) by capital, and we can promise no
one that water will be brought in by an
irrigation district. s>o far as I can see, we
can offer no one a home with access to

roads and railroads, with a promise of
employment, according to taste, in dairy-
ing, in stock-raising, in small fruit or in

horticulture.
The remedy is to subdivide and mark the

surveys; then ofler the land for sale and
work" cultivators. If the land is lit for
small baits, the labor fit for raising these
willpurchase it.

OUT-DOOR GROUNDS.
The Athletic Club Will Have Them at

East Park.
Acommittee from the Sacramento Ath-

letic Club visited East Park yesterday, and
had a conference with Colonel Cowles, the
lessee of that place, ia regard to the con-
struction of a foot-racing track for tke ex-
clusive use of the club. The committee
stated that it was the clnb's inteDtion to
make the grounds attractive when once
laid out, and have them adopted as one of
the official racing tracks for the Pacific
Coast Amateur Athletic Association. The
latter organization gives field-days several
times a year, and it is the intention to have
one of these in Sacramento, independent
of the State Fair guues.

TOWN LAST NIGHT.
AN ENLIVENING EPISODE IN CHINA-

One Mongolian Gambler Grab* Another's

Purse and Gets Away—Three Shots

Tired at His Pursuer.

In the first place, Stcpleton wa3 indi-
rectly responsible for the defeat of hi3club.
Had he played his position properly in the

third inning the Ojklands would have
scored no runs, instead cf five. The firs.

two chances afforded him in the inning
were very poorly handled, and each time

the runner was safe at the initial.
One of the errors was on an easy, bound-

in? ground hit by Sweeney, and the other
was a muff cf a bail thrown to first by Go-
dar. To be sure, tbe throw was not a per-
fect one, being a littlehigh, bat still a lirst
baseman is supposed to reach a ball a few
inches above his bead. Those who are fa-
miliar with Stapleton's playing know that
high-thrown balls are his weakness, and he
should do some practice work and get a
few "pointers" from Dooley on how to
handle them. Had these two errors been
avoided, the Oikland side would have been
retired without a run, as Duncan, the third
man to the bat, knocked a fly ball to Rob-
erts.

The third inning took conquerable of the
ginger out of the S<tcramentos' playing, and
Oakland won the contest easily by a score
of 9 to -1

In the fourth inning DuDgan and Staple-
ton collided ou first base, and the latter
had bis foot so 'oadly Fpraiued that he was
compelled to retire from the field. There-
upon Hike Fisher, who was on the bencb
as extraman, went out into right field, Mo-
Hale took Bowman's place bebind the bat,
and Bowman guarded the initial. Fisher
was a target fur the crowd, aud they gave
him quite a rally when he made his ap-
pearance. But he surprised the spectators
by playing his position well and batting
effectively. The first time up he made a
neat sacrifice hit, which allowed Bowman
to score. At the next opportunity to bat,
he drove the ball hard into center field, but
little Sweeney gathered it in neatly.

The Oakland* played ball all through the
contest, and did some effective batting
when it was most needed. Dooley played
a magnificent game at first base, and
Sweeney's work in center-field was a near
approach to the marvelous. He is prob-
ably the most dashing outfielder in the
League, though not as reliable as Roberts.
