Th: Rain-Storm is Genmeral a'l Over
the Stats.

COSTLY FIRE AT RHONERVILLE.

The Spckane Basebzll Club Wins!
the Northwestern League
Championship.

{SPECTAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

APPROACH OF WINTER,

The Present Storm General Throughout
the State.

AvUBURN, September 29th.—It commenced
raining herg abont 8 o'clock last evening
and has rafned at intervals ever since, with
more or less thunder and lighining. The
grapes in the lower part of the county will
be greatly injured.

VacaviLpLg, September 20ih,—Rain com-
menced falling shortly after dark last night,
and up te 7 o'clock this morning .28 ot an
inch of rain were recorded. Some damage
probably has been dome to grapes and
peaches out drying, bat it will be slight.

NorrH SAN Juaw, September 29th.—The
first rain of consequence since last June
commenced last evening and has been con-
tinuing steadily ever since. The weather
for the past week up to yesterday was ex-
czedingly warm. The rain is gladly wel-
comed.

RED Brurr, September 29th.—It rained
last night and to-day, and is threatening
more rain. Sheaving grain and hay haul-
ing are stopped. Unless it rains a good
deal worse, no material damage will be
done. The farmers grerejoining at prospect
of putting in grain. There has been some
damage to raisin and wine grapes.

OrovIiLLE, September 29:h.—It com-
menced raining here at 10 o'ciock last night
and continued until noon. Over half an
inch of rain has fallen. It is still cloudy
and threatening. But little damage can be
done in this vicinity.

MarysviLLE, September 29:h.—Eighty-
three one-hundredths of an inch of rain
fell here during last might. It is still
cloudy, with indicaiions of more rain.
Hops hava nearly all been taken care of.
The raisin crop is liable to suffer if the rain
continues for any length of time.

Sax Dirco, September 29th.—Rain has
been falling since 6 o'clock last evening.
Rain is reported in El Cajon and vicinity,

DowxsIEVILLE, September 29th.—There
has been a generous rainfall all over the
mountaine, Itis most welcome to lay the
dust and purify the atmosphere.

NEvapa, September 29th.—One inch of
rain fell last night, and the storm still con-
tinues.,

S1ssoN, September 29th.—A general rain
throughout this section started in early
this moruning and still coniinues.

Cortoxwoop, September 29.h.—The first
general rain of the season began last night
and has continued all day.

SANTA BARBARA, September 29th.—One
and a half inches of rain fell last night.
The weather is still threatening. There is
considerable damage to beans and pampas
plumes,

Corxixne, September 29:h,—The first rain
of the season commenced at 3 o'clock this
morning and still continues.

GiLroy, September 29th.—Rain com-
menced faliing Saturday night, continuing
Sunday and to-day, in light drizzling show-
ers, aggregating .33 of an inch. Little dam-
?ge is reported thus far to grapes and

Tuits.

HowLLisTER, September 29th,— Nearly
half an inch of rain fell last night and to-
day, with a prospect of more to-night. The
grain is all thrashed, hay baled and fruit
gathered. The rain, therefore, has done
but little damage.

Peravrvya, September 29:h.—A light rain
commenced falling here this afternoon.

MarTiNEZ, September 29:h.—Half an
inch of rain has fallen here. Late grapes
are considerably damaged.

HeaLpsBURG, September 20:h —Rain fell
last night and to-day. No damage has
been done to the fruit crop yet, though
much damage is feared if the rain con-
tinues.

Nara, September 29th,—A heavy shower
of rain fell last night, and the outlook is for
more. Immense damage to the grape crop
will resnlt if the storm continues long.

ELvERANO, September 29:h.—Rain set in
this afternoon, and there is anxietly among
the vineyardists for fear of damage to the
grapes, as picking has just begun.

San Dieco, Sszptember 26th.—1It has
been raining in this county for several
days in an intermittent fashion, and the
raisin-growers of the Cajon, Sweetwater,
and other fruit valleys are in a gloomy
mood, and say that if clear weather does
not come soon it will result in the loss of
over $100,000 and the raisin crop, which
promised to be nearly double the output of
last year, be reduced fo an average. The
prezent storm is the heaviest ever znown
in San Diego during September.

Tracy, September 29:h —Half an inch of
rain fell last night, and since noon there
has been a regular downpour of 1.20 inches,
It is still raining. Over 20,000 ‘sacks of
grain are out in this county, mostly covered
with straw, and 1,000 tons of hay in stacks.

FIRE-BUGS CAPTURED.

Devilish Ingenuity of Youths Caught at
Napa,

Nars, September 29th.—James Filamant,
son of the well-known olive-grower, only
20 years old, was arrested to-night on three
separate charges of arson and placed in the
County Jail. The officers are now looking
for Lee Horrell, aged 17, for two charges of
arson. Last Friday detective John Cuartin
of San Francisco, accompanied by Special
Agent W. F. Sewell of the Home Mutual
Insurance Company, arrived at Napa and
began looking into the origin of the numer-
ous fires which the town has been subject
to during the last two years.

They would then go home
and to bed.

Flamant is charged with setting fire to
H. J. Baddley's residence, temporarily un-
occupied, two years ago; to the public
school-house last July,and to a cottage
owned by August Mulier on August 10th.
In only the firsi:-named case was the at-
tempt successful. Seven or eight other at-
tempts are also credited to him, but no
positive evidence is procurable.

The Horrell boy is charged with aiding
in the two last-named fires.

After his arrest Flamant confessed to
setting fire to Baddlsy's house and the
Muller house, but denied having bad any-
thing to do with the school-house fire.

FELL FROM A BOAT.

Strange Drowning of an Expert Swimmer
at San Diego.

PAID FOR THEIR FOQLLY,

Rough Experiences of the Four Escaped
Folsom Convicts,

At the last meeting of the Prison Direct-
ors at Folsom one of the four convicts who
recently escaped from the peniteatiary,
but were recaptured at Ozden, told the fol-
lowing story of the experiences of himself
and comrades arfter leaving the prison, as
published in the Telegraph :

He said the plan was made about a year
ago, and it was their intention to get away
to Europel They commenced drilling
through the floor on the 11th of December,
and they did not get through the same
until March 17ith of this year. They hid
in the bushes the first day, and in the
night walked to Newcastle. They ate raw
potatoes and sweet corn on the second day.
One of ithem found a pair of overalls and
put them on. The others wore pants made
of their blankets,

They bhad five dollars in the party, and
with 1t they bought overalls, They walked
to Ogden, after having stolen a ride of 400
miles on the railroad. They ate fruit and
vegetables at meal times. They found
work at Ogden for two days. Their story
of what they went through reads like a
fairy tale, and is no doubt greatly exag-
gerated by them. They suffered greatly
for food while away.

A STRANGE STORY.

A Man Who Claims to Have Found a
Buried Fortune.
[From Napa Regitser, September 23d.]

Some weeks ago a man named James
McAnally was confined in the County Jail
for a petty offense, and was afterwardsin
the County Infirmary. McAnally was gen-
erally credited as being a little *‘off,” as he
carried a wide-mouthed vial containing a
concoction of mercury and other ingredi-
ents, with which he claimed he could find
buried money. He further said that he
was searching for a pot of money wkhich a
friend of his had buried. Soon after thus
planting his treasure the friend had lost his
memory and could not tell .exactly where
the gold was buried, though by his actions
he gave a clne to the vicinity. The owner
of the buried coin has since died.

When discharged McAnally setout to look
for the money, and Tus2sday Jailer Wall
Kennedy received a letter from him dated
and posimarked at Sacramento, stating that
he had found the money, amounting to
$1,700, and expected soon to go East. He
also wrote Wall that if there was anvthing
he (Wall) wanted to write him and he
would get it and send it to him.

Wall has elready answered the letter and
asked McAnally to lend bim $10, thinking
that he weuld thus find out if the money
had really been found.

TRUCKEE ICE.

The Remnant of Last Wicter's Crop
Likely to Go East.
[Truckee Republican, September 28th.]

The season for ice shipment is drawing
to a close and the ice magnates are able to
fizure out the ceason’s business. At the
opening of spring the ice-houses along the
river contained about 70000 tons of ice.
There iz now on haund about 13 000 tons, of
which about 8,000 tons will be required to
supply the coast demanad for the remainder
of the season. There is a demand for ice
in the East, and it is expected that several
thousand tons will be shipped in that di-
rection within the next few weeks.

The ice crop East was very short last
winter, hence this unnsual call for Sierra
Nevada ice. The consequence is that in
all probability there will not be more than
a thousand tons on hand when the new
crop commences to be harvested. The
sales of natural ice this year exc ed by 10,-
000 tons the sales of any former year.
Notwithstanding the increased out-put and
rivelry of the ice machines, the demand
for the natural product keeps increasing
eVery year.

{SPRTIAL DISPATCHES TO THS RECORD-UNION.]

JOHM MORLEY.
He Tells the Londouners Something |

About Ireland,

Loxpox, September 29:h.—John Morley
spoke at St. Helens to-nightto a large audi-
ence. Iie gave a gravhic accoant of his
experiences during the recent tour of Ire-
land. He gave instances illustrating the
arbitrary and tyrannical methods of the
Irish authorities,

A week ago John Dillon went to address
his constituents in East Mayo. Dillon
found the platform of che i
rounded by the police and *: 3
was told that if he used illegal langnage 1t
would be the magistrate’s duty to disperse
the meeling.

This simply meant that the meagistrate
would be the judge a3 to whether Dillon’s
language was legal or illegal, and in the
second place—what apreared almost incred-
ible—it meant that if Dillen used lang
that the magistrate considered illegal
wes the magistrate’s duty to disperse the
meeting with baton and rifle.

The Tipperary prosecations, said riey,
had cruelly blighted the hopes 6f the
Unionists and given the lie to their rose-
colored pictures. The proceedings of the
last fortnight in Tipperary would have the
inevitable effect of rallying every National-
ist, lay and clerical, and once more closing
Nationalist ranks. He (Morley) had been
criticised for going to Ireland. Balfour
would neither go to Ireland himeelf nor let
anyone else go. He (Morley) went to Tip-
perary because he felt that the proceedings
there¢ marked the turning poiat in the
great battle, and because he felt that the
Government was going to drive & nail into
its own coffin, and he wanted to see the
first blow of the hammer.

When he arrived at Tipperary the gath-
ering of people was few in number and no
obstruction was offered. He never saw
such an act of folly as the attitude of the
autborities. Colonel Caddell stated in the
Court-room that it was one of the most
disorderly gatherings he ever witnessed.
Three or four English ladies who occupied
front seats in the Court-room laughed at
the absurdity of Caddell’s statement. It
had been asserted that he (Morley) and his
companions were followed to the Court-
house entrance by an immense multitude.
This he absolutely denied. At no time did
the armed men defending the Court-house
number less than three to one against the
civilians. It was as insignificant and
harmless a crowd &s he had ever seen in
his life.

The police refused admittance to towns-
mean, and he saw a solicitor flung violently
from the gates and assaunlted. O’Brien
went out with Dillon and Harrison and
protested against the exclusion of the peo-
ple. The poiice drew their batons without
a shadow of provocation, and blood began
to flow freely.

He saw no stones thrown. He would
undertake to say that a couple of English
consiables would have done everything
necessary to guard the access to the Court.
Harrison went out to the constables and
expostulated, but the only reply was a blow
on his head causing the bloscdto flow. He
(Moriey) saw a constable strike reporter
Keating a murderous blow on the mouth,
dralviviug blood and knocking him from the
wall.

Outside the gates the police used their
batons ferociously upon the heads and
bodies of the defenseless townsmen,
several of whom were brought in dripping
with blood.

He (Morley) went to Colenel Caddell and
told him he oughtto open the gates and
admit the people. Then he went into the
Court-room, vui found nobody there ex-
cept two resident magistrates and a few
reporters. After the gates were opened
and everybody who wished to enter ad-
mitted the Court-room was not filled,
while the ‘“tumultous” throng, of which
Colonel Caddell had spokean, was as quiet
and orderly as if in church.

The rioting was wholly on one side. If
Caddell acted in the first place as he did in
deference to his (Morley's) wishes there
would not have been a tittie of disorder.
The whole thing was a clumsy blunder.
But to commit a blunder when dealing
with armed men was a crime. If Balfour
produced in the Commons what was pub-
lished as an official version of the affair he
(Morley) would riddle it to pieces in ten
minutes. The resort to batons was & de-
plorable, lawless and cowardly outrage.
Balfcur’s system was responsible for these
scenes,

Through three and a half years Balfour
defended every act of the Execulive;
through thick and thin, right or wrong,
Balfour always refused to institute an ef-
fective public inquiry., He always denied
the truth of charges made against the police.
He always refused to believe the word of
an Irish member ¢f Parliament, and thus
the Irish people have been left wholly at
the mercy of the authorities, without any
supervision, without help and without
bope.

No wonder the Irish people did not re-
spect the law! No wonder they hated the
Government which inspired such abuse of
executive force.

IRISH ARRESTS.

Timothy Healey Addresses the Court in
Behalf of the Defendants,

DusLixN, September 29th.—In the case of
Dillen, O’Brien and others to-day Timothy
Healey addressed the Ccurt on behalf of
defendants. He referred to the refusal of
the magistrates to consider the propriety
of Shannon withdrawing from the case,
end announced that in view of this the de-
fendants would apply to the High Court of
Justice at Dublin to-morrow for a writ to
prohibit the present magistrates from pro-
ceeding 1n the case, on the ground of bias
against the defendants.

It is likely the last has not been heard of
the collision between the police and the
people in front of the Court-house at Tip-
perary last Thursday. Itis reported the
Government intends to prosecute many of
the persons who were present for inciticg a
riot.

BUROJOHELL CONVICTED.

The Jury Says It Was Murder in the
First Degree.

WoonsTock (Canada), September 29th.—
This was the last day of the famous Bar-
chell murder trial. The arguments of
counsel consumed the entire day.

Blackstock, for the defense, spoke five
hours. Hereflected on the alleged reckless
method of the prosecution, and apparently
careless manner in which witnesses for the
crown seemed ready to swear away a man’s
life. His summing up of the evidence
bearing on Burchell’s identity was strong,
Discussing the moral character of his
client, he said he must admit his utter in-
ability to point an explanation of the
course observed by Burchell, which would
ba consistent with his innocence of dishon-
est purposes. The only explanation of
Burchell's statements to Pelley and Ben-
well, inducing them to come cut there,
which Blackstock could offer was that
Burchell expected to secure through them
money to ensble him to go into business
and make gcod his promises. He de-
pounced the manner of conducting the
identification of the prisoner as disgraceful.
The time would come when the m{stery
surrounding the crime would be cleared
away. He closed with a touchinf refer-
ence to the devotion of Mrs. Barchell.

Osler closed the case for the Crown. He
reviewed the story in deteil and analyzed
Burchell’s negotiations with Benwell into
one fact—a plan to entrap young Benwell
into Canada on representations that he
knew would be shown to be falsq the mo-
ment he arrived in Canada. The motive
was to secure £300, He detailed Burchell’'s

dealings with Pelley, and said the outcome

of all this frand and de.ception could be but
one thing, and that was at the Blenheim
swamp. ;

The Judge in his charge to the jury re-
viewed the many points in the case, and at
length he pointed out the difference be-
tween direct and circumstantial evidence,
showing that the latter when conclusive
was far more reliable. He reverted to ihe
fetters written by the prisoner to Benwell's
father. What was the object of these let-
ters? All was deception, and the prisoner
must have known that Benwell would
never write such letters to his father.

The condition of the clothing on the body
when fonnd digproved the theory of the
defense that the murder was for plunder.
Every mark on the clothing was removed,
and had it not been for the finding of a
cigar-holder, Benwell's death would always
have remained & mystery.

The jury retired at 9:3) this evening, and
returned with a verdict of guilty of murder
in the first degree.

FAITE IN FARNELL.
The People of Ireland Believe He Will
Eventually Succeed.

CHICcAGO, September 20th.—At the Palmer
House- to-night a complimentary dinne
was given to W. J. Hynes, the well-known
Chicago lawyer, who for a long time has
taken a conspicuous part in Irish aflairs in
this country, and who has just returned
from a visit to Ireland.

The dinner was given by’ M. E Stone,
W. K. Sullivan, John R. Walsh, Judges
Prendergast and Moran and a number of
other friends of Hynes, over one hundred
in all.

In the course of an after dinner speech
Hynpes gave a review of his observations in
Ireland, and said he met*no man of ‘‘na-
tional sentiments' in Ireland who had not
implicit faith in Parnell and confidence in
the ultimate success of his movement to
secure home rule. Hynes said that up to
the advent of Parnell's movement he be-
lieved in the efficacy only of organized
force honorably employed “for the attai
ment of Ireland’s autonomy.” But si
the inanguration of Parnecll's policy
hed his undivided support. No one, he
said, who had made a personal visit to
Ireland, and seen the condition of the peo-
ple, could regard ihe landlord as anything
but a bird of prey.

Speaking of the failure of the potato crop,
he said that from personal observation he
knew there was no exaggeration in the re-
port, and that absolute starvation followed
the failure of this crop. In conclusion
Mr. Hynes spoke of the uniform courtesy
and consideration with which he had been
received by Members of Parliament and
those prominentin the Irish cause.

RAILROAD CIRCLES,

Attempt to Bring About a Consolidation
of Western Rallroad Interests.

CHicAGO, September 29:h.—Commenting
on ihe recent move of the Santa Fe Rail-
road in seeuring oenival of the Colorado
Midland, the Tribune this morning pojuts
out the fact that the Santa Fe already hLas
an independent line to the Pacific coast,
which is suffizient for all purposes, and
which would he injured by prejecting an-
other line.

Chicago and the Pacific coast, and it is more
tban probable that Jay Gould is a silent
partner in the scheme.”
