PRACTICALLY IMPRACTiCAL.

SURVEYOR BOYD'S FIGURES ON THE
DRAINAGE CANAL. 5

Only 5.7 et Fall in Twenty-one Miles
at 7 Water—Attorney John-
n’s New Opinion.

The drainage canal scheme is apparently
in its death throes.

At one of the conferences between the
Supervisorsand City Trustees, County Sar-
veyor Bovd was instructed to makea thor-
ough examination of the country through
which the canal runs, and make a report to
the Board regarding the fall between Sac-
ramento city and Snodgrass slough, where
the canal terminates.

While Mr. Boyd was thus engaged, the
Supervisors became involved in a wrangle
with various nersons opposed to the canal
scheme, ss to their legal powers in the
premises. They employed Grove L John-
son as special counsel to astist District At-
torney Bruner in elucidaling the law to
them. These attorneys agresd that the
Board had the power {o appropriate money

from the general road fund with which to
rejuvenate the old canal, provided, how-
ever, it was made to appear that the money
was being expended for the protection of
roads only. S.8olon Holl, asattorney for the
opposition, admitted that this was the only
way the Board could ge! around it.

The Supervisors met azain yesterday and
with reluctance brought up the canal sub-
ject egain. They did it reluctantly, be-
cause just before the meeting was called to
order, attorney Johnson beckoned them
into Licensa Collector Dolan’s office, and
read to them a new opinion which he had
written, to the effect that the Supervisors
had no right to tcuch the canal—that it be-
longed to the city; also, that if the general
road fund was exhausted it could not be
replenished from the general fund cof the
county.

_But this was not the blow that altogether
disposed of the drainage canal scheme.

It was after the Board had adjourned its
star-chamber meeting and met in regular
session. County Surveyor Boyd, who had
been occupying a cosy seat near the book-
case, arose immediately after roll-call and
presented his report on the survey of the
canal. This report showed virtually that
the canal project is impractical, and also
showed that if the Board had taken the
Recorp Urrox's advice and had this ques-
tion of practicabilitv settled before plung-
ing into the legal depths of the case, a
great desl of time, money and trouble
would have been saved.

Mr. Boyd's report was as follows:

SACRAMENTO, September 29, 1890,

To the Honorable Board of Supervisors of Sacra-
mento County—GENTLEMEN : Having completed
a rurvey of the Drainage Canal leadiug from
Sacramento City to Snodgrass slough, meade
with a view of determining the difference in
elevation between the terminal points of said
canal, and also between the terminal points and
such intermediate points as were accessible, 1
beg leave to submit the following as the result
of that survey :

From the bottom of the brick sewer at its out-
let at Sixth and Y streets, to the following-
named points, the difference in elevation is as
follows:

1. To a point 300 feet south of the sewer outlet
there is a rise in the bed of the canal of 2.3 feet.

2. To the bed of the canal where it crosses the
Riverside road, there is a fall of 1.5 feet, or a fall
from the bed of the caaal 300 feet south of the
sewer outlet to the crossing at the Riverside
road of 3.6 feet.

8. To the surface of the water in Munger's
Lake, a rise of 0.6 feet. :

4. To the bed of the canal where it crosses the
Pocket road, a fall of 27 feet. g

5. To the bed of the canal where it crossesthe
Freeport road, a fall of 3.3 feet. :

6. To the bed of the canal east of Freeport, a
fall of 2 9 feet. :

7. To the bed of the canal where it crossesthe
Georgetown and Richland road, a fall of 8.3
feet.

8. To the bed ot the canal north of the flood-
gate in the Anderson levee, a fallof 83 feet.

9. To mean low tide at the Pierson Dis'riet
pump-house, & fall ef 5.7 feet. :

10. To high-water mark of 1889-80 at the
Plerson District pump-house, & rise of 5.5 feet.

Owing to the fact that no record is kept of
tides for the entire year, at or near the outlet of
the canal, the fall from the bottom of the sewer
to mean low tide may be subject to change.
The fall, as noted above, of 5 7 feet, being 1or
mean low tide of September, 1890.

CITY ENGINEER PIERSON’'S REPORT ON
ITS CONDITION.

A Soft Spot at the Foot of T Street—How
the Channel Was Deepened
Last Winter.

When the high water in tha river began
to recede & few months ago it was discov-
ered by City Eogineer Pierson that there
was « spot in the levee at the footof T
street where the embankment rested par-
tially upon a bed of quicksand, and consid-
erable erosion had been caused by the cur-
rent last winter. The matier was brought
to the attention of the City Trustees at the
time, but action thereon was deferred until
a more thorcugh examination of the spot
could be made.

This was done by Engineer Pierson a few
days ago, and yesterday hLe submitted his
report to the Trustees, explaining the na-
ture and extent of the injury done to the

embankment and recommending that cer-
tain work be done to restore it and prevent
further damage. Not the least important
statement contained in the report is that in
reference to the deepening of the river
channel at that point. Mr. Pierson’s in-
spection revealed the fact that the deposite
in the bed of the river opposite the lower
end of the city were scoured out by last
winter’'s freshet to such an extent that,
where last summer there was ten feet of
water, there is now thirty feet. The report
is as follows:

SACRAMENTO, September 29, 1890.

To the Homorable Board of City Trustecs—GEN-
TLEMEN: Having made a preliminary survey
and examination of the levee at the footof V
street, I herewith present this report upon its
condition. It was discovered soon after the
high water had receded that considerable dam-
sge had heen done to the ievee at this point
and steps were taken to determine the extent
and cause in order to apply the proper remedy.
By repeated and careful soundings it is found
that the channel of the river at the point
named, and for a long distance below, has been
deepened, until there is now at the low stage of
water & depth of thirly feet of water, One year
ago there was less than ten fecet, showinga
seouring of the channel of twenty feet in depth.
All indications go to show that this was cansed

Thi rk has been
aimost entirely demolished and carried away,
ouly one or two piles and a small portion of the
upper jetty remaining to show where the work
was done.

It is immediately at the upper jetty that the
deep cutting of the channel begins. This has
undermined the foundation of the levee and
caused the breaking off and sliding out eof the
slope and outer face of it, until some 6,50 cubic
vards of earth forming the slope has been car-
ried away in addition to the pi'es and jetties, a
distance of 240 feet. The cutting at its greatest
width has extended back nearly to th2 crown
of the levee, and presents a verticel face about
fourteen feet in hight from the water's edge, and
from here extending on a slope of 45° angle to a
depth of thirty feet at a point thirty feet out
from the water’s edge.

The levee, resting as it does on a foundation
of qi sand along this part of the river front,
is cs{u'lni‘;y liable to sccidents of this kind, and
can best be protected by adding weight to the
foundation in the for >rial that cannot
be washed out by any of current likely to
be experienced.

T OENCPLL WATTERS.

CONTRACTS LET FOR IMPROVING A
RUMBER OF BLOCKS.

No Money for the Policemen of 1889—
Some Low Lots Ordered Filled
by the City.

At yesterday’s session of the Bosard of
City Trustees the Chief Engineer of the
Water Works reported that 37,655,000 gal-
lons of water were pumped daring the
past week. The Holly engine was in op-
eration 96 hours and the C. P. 110 hours.

A communication was submitted to the
Board by Jchn Eitel, signed by property-
owners on Fourtesnth street, between N
and O, asking thal the specifications for
grading the sireet be changed so that paved
gutters aund granite crosswaiks at the alleys
would not be required. No action was
taken on the petition.

W. R. Campbell, who resides on Sixth

street, between Q and R. wanted to know
why the Board ordered him to lay a side-
walk in front of his property and did nct
order others in the same block to do the
same.

Trustee McLaughlin said the rest of the
property-owners were goiug to paut down
sidewalks, and Mr. Campbell would have
to do the same.

WOODEN STRUCTURES.

J. C. Tubhs asked permission to construct
two wooden closets on the northeast corner
of Bixih and I streets.

The request was referred to the Chief
Engineer of the Fire Department, and if he
repuris favorably the Board will allow Mr.
Tuabbs to erect the buildings.

A FEW COMPLAINTS.

Some property owners on N street, from
Third to Fifth, siated to the Doard that the
contractor had not hauled the cobbles off
the street, as he had promised to do, and
they did not propose to pay for the grading
ofllhe street until he did the work prop-
erly.

Complaint was made about some low lois
at Fourth and N streets, and Trostee Me-
Laughlin sta'ed that he was tired notifying
the owners to have them filled. On his
motion the City Engineer was ordered to
survey the property apd have the lots filled
up to the grade at the expense of the own-
ers,

who served from 1889 to 1890.

Mayor Comstock replied thet the Board
had consulted with its attorneys and had
come to the conclusion that the city was
not obliged to pay the salaries, and would
stand a suit.

STREETS AND ALLEYS.

Bids for grading the following streets
were received and opened: Twelfth, Thir-
teenth and Fourteenth streets, frora N to
0, the intersection of Twenty-second and

The Citizens’ Street Improvement Com-
pany was awarded the contract for im-
proving Thirteenth street, from N to O.

Mr. McLaughlin criticised the Mayor's
position as an econcmist, and claimed that
the facts did not bear him out in his asser-
tions.

Mayor Comstock said that possibly in
some instances he might have been firmer
in insisting on reforms, but he was con-
scious of having done his duty as far as he
had gone.

Mr. Wolf heid that the Waterworks of-
fice was doing very well before one of the
two collectors was discharged, and if they
had been left alone good results would
have foliowed. As to the proposed ordi-
nance before the Board, he thought it
should be changed somewhat.
