
THE TRUE GENTLEMAN.
As Be Was Understood by Ordinal

Newman.
This is Cardinal Newman's definition of

b gentleman. The remarkable passage
occurs in his "IX. Discourses Addressed to
the Catholics in Dublin :"

It is almost a definition of a gentleman
to say that he is one who never inflicts
pain. This description is both refined and,
80 far as it goes, accurate. He is mainly
occupied in merely removing the obstacleswhich hinder the free and unembarrassedaction of those about him, and he concurs
in their movements rather than takes the
initiative himself. His benefits may be
considered as parallel to what are called
comforts or conveniences in arrangements
of a personal nature —like an easy-chair or
a good fire, which do their part in dis-
pelling cold and fatigue, though nature
provides both means for rest and animal
heat without them. The true gentleman,
in like manner, carefully avoids whatever
may cause a jar or a joit in the minds of
those with whom he is cast —all clashing
of opinion, cr collision of feeling, all re-
straint, or suspicion, or gloom, or resent-
ment; his great concern beiug to make
every one at their ease and at home. He
has his eyes on all his company; he is
tender toward the bashful, gentle toward
the distant, and merciful toward the ab-
surd. He can recollect to whom he is
srea'cing; he guards against unseasonable
allu-iions, or topics which may irritate,- he
is seldom prominent in conversation, aad
never wearisome. He makes light of
favors when he does them, and seems to be
receiving when he is conferring.

H • ne\ crfpenks of himself except when
compelled, never defends himself by a
mere retort; he has no ears for slander or
gossip, is scrupulous in imputing motives
to those who interfere with him, and in-
terprets everything for the best. He is
never mean or little in his disputes, never
take* unfair advantage, never mistakes
personalities or sharp sayings for argu-
m£n', or insinuates evil which he dare not
say out. From a long-sighted prudence
he observes the maxim of the ancient stge,
that we should ever conduct ourselves to-
ward our enemy as if he were one day (a
be our friend. He has too much sense to
be atironted at iusults; he is too well em-
ployed to remember injuries and too indo-
lent to bear malice. He is patient, for-
bearing and resigned on philosophical
principles; he submits to paiu because it is
inevitable to bereavement, because it is
irreparable, and to death because it is his
destiny. If he engages in controversy of
any kind, bin disciplined intellect pre-
serves him from the blundering discourtesy
of better, perhaps, but less educated mind«,
who, like blunt weapon*, tear and hack
instead of cutting clean, who mistake the
point in argument, waste their strength on
trifles, misconceive their adversary and
leave the question more involved than
tliey find it. He may be right or wron<*

in his opinion, but he is too clear-headed
to be unjust; he is as simple as he is forc-
ible, auJ as brief as he is decisive.

Nowhere shall we find greater candor
consideration, indulgence; he throws him-
self into the minds of bis opponents, he
accounts for their mistakes. He knows
the weakness of human reason as well as
its strength, its province and its limits. If
he be an unbeliever, he will be too pro-
found and Large-minded to ridicule religion
or to act against it; he is too wise to be a
dogmatist or fanatic in his infidelity. He
respects piety and devotion ; he even sup-
ports institutions as venerable, beautiful or
useful, to which lie does not assent; he
honors the ministers of religion, and it
contents him to decline its mysteries with-
out assailing or denouncing them. He is
a friend of religious toleration, and that
not onlybecause his philosophy has taught
him to look on all forms of faith with an
impartial eye, but also from the gentle-
ness and effeminacy of feeling, which is
the attendant on civilization. Not that
he may not hold a religion, too, in his
own way, even when he is not a Christian.
In that case his religion is one of imagina-
tion and sentiment; it is the embodiment
of those ideas of the sublime, majestic and
beautiful, without which there can be no
lari;e philosophy.

Sometimes he acknowledges the being of
God, sometimes he invests an unknown
principle or qualities with the attributes
of perfection. And his deduction of his
reason or creation of his fancy he makes
the occasion of such excellent thoughts,
and the starting point of so varied and
systematic a teaching, that he even seems
like a disciple of Christianity itself. From
the very accuracy and steadiness of his
logical powers he is able to see what senti-
ments are consistent in those who hoiJ any
religious doctrine at all, and he appears to
others to feel and to hold a whole circle of
theological truth, which exist in his mind
not otherwise than as a number of deduc-
tions.

h are some of the lineaments of the
ethical character which the cultivated in-
tellect will form, apart Groai the religious
principle. They are seen within the pale
of the church and without it, in holy men
and in profligate; they form the beau ideal
of the world; they partly assist and partly
distort the development of the Catholic.
They may subserve the education of a St.
Franci? <Ie S.U^s or .; Cardinal !'<<!<-: they
maybe the limits of contemplation of a
Shaftesbury or a < ;iM>on. Basil and Julian
were fellow-etndents at the schools of
Athens; the one became the saint and
doctor of the church, the other her scoff-
ing and relentless foe.

COAST OF LABRADOR.
An Invitini; Country for the Hunter and

Angler.

William SCeyle Habersham, who made
an exten?ive salmon tir-hing tour through-
out Northern Canada ami alone the Labra-
dor coast, gavi! a reporter <juite au inter-
esting account of his tour in <;ue*t of tlie
big fish of the Northern waters, besides
some general information concerning the
section viaitol.

Mr. Habersham is one of the oldest
salmon fishermen in the country, having
itfaed iv ' anada waters for jean before
the war, making annual tri;-s to that por-
tion of the country. In late yean, how-
ever, he has tailed t<> make this trip. Last
year he wa> presented with a compliment-
ary permit by the Quebei Government to
fish 600 mile* of tln> Labrador coa-t, a
most nnusoal compliment, and presented to
Mr. Habersham only because of
lished reputation in that sectii a as an ex-
pert salmon fisherman.

These rights to fish the salmon waters

hare become very valuable <>i" i.ite yi
and are much sought after by sportsmen,
large stinis frenuently being paid for the
privilege. Mr. Habersham availed him-
self of this opportunity to indulge in nil
fayorite sport again, and though advanced
in years he did not hesitate to undergo the
hardships of camp life in the land near
the frigid zone.

Mr. Habersham left Savannah in the
early part of the rammer, and by Jane Let
was in the Restigouehe river, where he
killed a number of tine salmon, some of
them being over twenty-live pounds in
might-

Mr. Habersham left the Restigooche for
the Kiniouski river on June 12th, where
he was in the very heart of the salmon
country. In speaking of this country, its
characteristics, its splendid fishing grounds
and its easy accessibility, Mr. Habersham
said: ,

Looking at the map, any one banting
for sport, recreation or health willsee at a

glance how accessible t!;is point on the
Gulfof St. Lawreuce is. Leaving Savan-
nah you can take the Boston steamer, and
at Boston the St. John's boat, and on ar-

rival there the Intercolonial read carries
you in ten to twelve hours to Rimouski.
There you take the steamer, and in three
hours you are on the north chore, coast of

Labrador. Every three or four miles you
pass salmon rivers bursting through shores
covered with snow and ice, W a came in con-
tact with icebergs, floating ice and wham
Here, the loth of June, nearly every
river's source was frozen up. You can not

realize such a change in three day*.
There £fl no place to be reached in so short
a time from Quebec as St. John's, where
you can literally 1*frozen up. This north
shore seems to be a stray piece of the North
Pole. With a permit'from the Depart-
ment of Crown Lands at Quebec, for the
merest trifle,you can get the finest salmon
fishing iv the world. Only a dozen rivers

have been leased. There are plenty left.
Very little is known of this coast. The

.Hudson Bay Company has its posts alj

along,"trading with the Indians who come
down from the far North with fur. At
these posts you see the rarest fure—fox
skins that bring fabulous prices. Allare
sent to London, some bringing $100 and
$200 apiece. At many points where there
are no posts you can get the rarest furs
from the Esquimau tribe. Last winter
was a very bad one for trapping, the snow
being very deep all the season.

The steamer touched allalong the coast,
going as far as the NatashquaD, immortal-
ized in print by Billy Florence, who, with
his companions the Duke of Beaufort, Sir
John Reid and others, killed any quantity
of salmon there some years since. A few
of Jhese rivers yield the largest salmon.
At the Moisic we took on board fish weigh-
ing 50 pounds on our return trip, and
picked up, before we got back, some 3,000
salmon.

Inside of us, between us and the shore,
we saw a thrasher, about thirty or forty
feet long, playing, leaping into the air and
throwing hiniself down flat, as it were, as
if to crush by his weight some object.
This is the way they destroy the whale—
falling on him. The one we saw threw
himself down in this manner a dozen
times. It is said the sword-fish accom-
panies thrm, and when they fall on top
the sword-fish stabs him from below.

Among the celebrated rivers is the
Goodbout. We saw the guardian of it,
Mr. Comeau, who killed fifty-eight salmon
in one day, and SCO in eighteen running
days, and that after the best of the season
hail passed. For sport all you have to do
is to take at Quebec, or St. Johns, a boat
and two Indians, a permit and your sup-
per, and you can stop and fish. There is
hardly a point where you can't get snow
or ice to pack your fish, and the steamer

passes by every fortnight, or you can have
your yacht and go or come as you like.
There are safe harbors every few miles, as
the coast is lined by islands.

Here you will find a river full of win-
nonish, or what are called landlocked sal-
mon, as well as the Atlantic salmon, both
open to go to the sea if they like. This
disposes of the idea that the landlocked
salmon of Maine and other inland lakes
attain no size because they are cut off from
the sea. These fish on these rivers, where
they can go to the ocean, are no larger
than on the lakes where they cannot go.
The traveler who is fond of scenery will
find this entire coast grand and pictur-
esque. You see rivers pitching down over
the hills covered with snow, sheets of
foam, backed up by the mountains that
line the shore. Trout-fishing such as
would astonish one from the States, can be
had all along the coast. Fish run from
two to five pounds, and occasionally seven
to eight pounds. A little back in the
lakes you get a fish much larger, running
from ten to twenty and thirty pounds,
called by different names there, known in
the States as lakers, or lake trout.

For the man with his gun this is the
paradise for hunting. Wild beasts of all
kind^ abound. Bear and reindeer can be
had as well as smaller animals. In truth,
you could not set your foot at random on
any part of this coast without finding food
for your fly and gun.

Mr. Habershan laid especial stress upon
the fact that the Labrador coast is so easily
accessible, whereas Savannahians and
Southerners generally suppose it tobe about
as difficultto reach as the North Pole. Alit-
tle study of the map will show the fallacy
of this idea. One can leave Savannah on
the steamer for Boston, and within thirty-
six hours after landing at that place be in
the heart of the salmon country, amid the
summer snow and ice.

Mr. Habersham said that the report that
he had been appointed a Commissioner by
the Canadian Government to settle a
boundary dispute in connection with the
salmon fisheries was unfounded. He had
simply been tendered a complimentary
permit by the Government, which he had
accepted.

HARD RIDING IN THE EAST.

Some Almost Incredible Feats That Have
Been Performed by Tartars.

I>uring the last century when long jour-
neys, called riding posts, were much in
vogue in Europe among the aristocracy
and wealthy sporting men, a match was
made between Mr. Shafts and Mr. May-
well for 1,000 guineas, Mr. Shafts .to find a
man who would ride 100 miles per day for
twenty-seven consecutive days.

There was a great deal of money bet on
this thing, principally against it bein^'
done. It was well known, however, that
distances of SOO to 1,200 or even 1,500
miles had frequently been covered at the
rate of from 100 to 120 or even 150 miles
per diem, but the knowing ones thought
that the enormous distance of 2,700 miles
at 100 miles per day would be likely to
break any horseman down.
John Woodcock, who was selected to ride
by Mr. Shafts, performed the feat without
aDy extra fatigue or punishment. He
(Bed thirty horses, and rode three or four
of them each day.

In Turkey the Sultan's mails and dis-
patches from outlying provinces used to
be carried by Tartars riding post with re-
lays of horses changed every twenty or
thirty mile?, and are now in some parts of
the country where telegraph has not been
established. The same man in charge
went the whole distance. These couriers
wuuld often perform great feats of en-
durance. From Bagdad to Constantino-
ple is 1,000 miles, not over a level or roll-
ing prairie, but frequently crossing moun-
tain ranges, along precipices, across tor-
rents etc., anil there is not a mile of made
road the whole way, yet the ordinary
time the Tartars took to perform the dis-
tance was a fortnight, and on urgent occa-
sions it has been, done in twelve days and
even in eleven days.

There is no doubt whatever about this,
because the route through Asia Minor,
from the Persian UulfjWas, in former days,
before the Red Sea route was established,
often used by officers and others who did
p.'jt mind rough travel and were in a hurry
to get home or to get out to India, and
they often rode with the Tartars from end
to end, besides which the British resident
a! Bagdad, or rather the residency, was
for more than a century in the habit of
transmitting dispatches from India to Con-
stantinople and Kurope by these same
carriers. As much as ISO miles per day
has often been done for eight or ten days
by the Tart:ir-. They only rested four
hours out of the twenty-four, and pushed
on the rest of the time at a rate ofsix or
tin iuik-s an hour.
