COUNTY BOSINESS.

THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS AND THE
TAX LEVY.

A Wrangle Over the Road Fund—Print-
ing the Registers -The Twelfth-
btreet Bridge.

The Board of Supervisors met yesterday
morning for the October session, all mem-
bers being present except Mr. Greer.

The first matter taken up was the peli-
tion of residents of Grand island for the
formation of a new road district, to include
the entire island.

Supervisor Tebbets stated that the peti-
tion had been filed over 2 month ago, and
that through an oversight the Board had
neglected to atterd to the matter at the last
session. He believed that the Board was
in favor of the proposition, but he was
afraid that it was too late now. The law

deciares that a district cannot be changed
inside of thirty days before a general elec-
tion, as he understood it. -

District Attorney Bruner, who was pres-
ent, read the the law to the Board, and de-
clared that it was impessible now to legally
graut the petition,

Under Sheriff Ccons stated, also, that
aside from the legal obstacles, there were
other things, such as the changing of town-
ship lines, which made the desired change
impractical at the present time,

On motion of Mr. Tebbets, the petition
was denied for the reasons stated.

PRINTING THE REGISTERS.,

Bids for printing the Great and Precinct
Registers were opened. There were found
to be only two bids—these of H. 8.
Crocker & Co. and A. J. Jobnston & Co —
and both of these firms agreed to do the
worlk at the rate of 16 cents per name.

Mr. Tebbets looked troubled. He said
he could not understand why it was that
there were only two bids. Another thing
that bothered him was the fact that at the
last election the Board head fixed the rateof
printing the registers at 9 cents per name.
It wae a peculiar predicament to be placed
in, and he called upon District Atiorney
Bruner to help them oat.

Mr. Bruner said there was no need of his
giving an opinion, as he had given the
Board advice once before on this subject
and it had not been heeded.

G. M. Mott of H. 8. Crocker & Co. asked
Mr. Tebbets if it were not a fact that the
Board bad only fixed a rate of 9 cents per
name for great registers, and Mr. Tebbets
replied that such was the case. Mr. Mott
then pointed out that the advertisement for
bids called for both great registers and pre-
cinct registers. This, he said, made a dif-
ference. In making his bid he bhad in-
cluded both. Ifthe Board only wanted the
great register, the bid woun!d not have been
in excess of 9 cents.

A. J.Johnston gave it as his opinion that
the bids were cheaper than any other print-
ing house in the Siate would do the work
for. They were at the rete of 6 cents per
name cheaper than was being paid in San
Francisco. .

After somie further discussion the bids
were referred to the Committee on Con-
tracts.

LEVEES AND ROADS,

Two communications from parties living
on Andrus Island, requesting the Board to
assist in raising and widening roads which
were on the top of levers, occasioned con-
siderable discussion.

Supervisor Bates said, in his opinion, the
people down in those swamp land districts
were getting very bold in their demands
upon the Supervisors to reclaim their lands.

e intimated that they only wanted the
county to build their levees for them under
the pretense of fixing the roads.

Sol. Runyon, who bappened to be pres-
ent, said he was well acquainted with the
roads menticned in the communications,
and added that he was also familiar with
about forty miles more of road that was in
an equally bad condition.

It would be useless, he said, no matter
who paid for the work, to patch up the
levees and roads in spots. The only way
to do was to start in at one end and make
a complete job. Mr. Runyon referred to
his oft-repeated declaration that he was op-
posed tc the expenditure of the county's
money for the reclamation of private prop-
erty, and said that a meeting had been held
recently at his place, at which preparatory
steps were taken for the improvement of
the levees in general. Of course, when the
work was under way, the Bupervisors
might see fit to attend to fixing the roads
on top of these levees. DBaut if it was the in-
tention of tne petitioners to ask the county
to build levees he was opposed to it.

Mr. Tebbets agreed with the speaker, and
moved that the matter be referred to the
Commiltee on Roads and Bridges. The
motion was carried.

BY THE LIGHT OF THE MOON.

J.C. Baumgarten appeared before the
Board, and complained that John Klotz
had in the dead of night put a culvert
through the levee recently built in Road
District No. 12, without authority, and to
the injury of others.

Road Overseer Hack substantiated this,
saying that he had given Klotz no authority
in the matter.

The Supervisors present each disclaimed
having authorized Klotz to do it, and then
Mr, Tebb2ts made a motion that Klotz be
ordered to remove the culvert at once, and
if he did not, that the Road Overseer be in-
structed to commence suit for damages
against him. It was decided, however, not
to put this in force until Supervisor Greer,
the only absentee, could be seen, in order
to learn whether or not he had permitted
the work to be done.

A report was received from the Election
Board of Swamp Land District 213, "an-
nouncing that at the recent election held
in that district Sol. Runyon, P. Crew and
G. A. Knott were elected Trustees.

It was found, however, that the report
did not set forth certain necessary fac's,
and it was sent back to the Election Board
for correction.

REPLANKING THE BRIDGE

At the atternoon session bids for replank-
ing the Twelfth-sireet bridge were opened.
They were as follows: E. A. Bovyer,
$4.150; R. W. Parker, $3,700; G. B. Dean,
$2,860 (provided he be allowed to use the
new planks recently put on the bridge);
Silas Carle, $3.751 and $4,375; E. E. Barry
& Co., $29 75 per thousand feet, if allowed
to lay the new planking over the old, and
$30 per thousand if required to remove the
old planking.

Contractor Barry addressed the Board in
behalf of his bid. He said that although
it appeared higher than the others, he be-
lieved it was the cheapest. He proposed
laying the planks diagonally, and would
make other improvements calculated to
make the bridge more darable than if re-
paired in the ordinary msnner.

The Board, however, decided to refer the
whole matter to the Committee on Con-
tracts.

The Ameriean Bridge and Building Com-
pany was allowed an extension of thirty
days on its contract to complete the water
tower at the County Hospital.

Auditor F. T. Johnson submitted his
annnal report, which was placed on file.

THE TAX LEVY,

The Board then proceeded with the
adoption of the tax levy for the ensming
year, The apporiionment for last year was
as follows: State tax, 722 cents; general
tund, 20.2 cents; school fund, 10 cents;
hospital fund, 11 cents; county bonds of
1859, 2.5 cents. county bonds of 1872,53
cents; county bonds of 1884,1 cent; county
bonds "of 1888,"1 cent; C. P. R. R. bond
fund, 1 8 cents; couunty road fund, 25 cents.
The levy agreed upon yesterday shows a
reduction in nearly every instance. The
Board agreed that the State tax should be
58 cents; the gereral fund, 202 cents;
school fand, 10 cents; hospital fund, 9 cents;
county bonds of 1859, 3 4 cents; bonds of
1872, 51 cents; bonds of 1884, 1 4 cents;
bonds of 1888, 11 cents, and C. P. R. R.
bond fund, 1 9 cents.

All was harmony on these. Bat when
the next item—the cw;xpt)l' road fand—

eached there was a hitch.

'.Ssu;ervisor Bates moved that the county
road fund be reduced to fifteen cents, but
Mr. Tebbets objected. He declared that
there were bills enough outstanding now
to eat up what would come from a fifteen-
cent tax. He moved zs an amendment

t it be made twenty cents.
mi vote resulted in & tie, Ross and Bates
voting against the amendment, and_Teb-
bets and Black for it. The vote on Bates
original motion resulted the same way.

hen a long wrangle ensued between
Supervisors Bates and Tebbets, in which
both made speeches in rapid succession.
After an hour of haggling, Mr. Bates
finally agreed to the twenty-cent tax ad-
vocated by Mr. Tebbets, and peace
reigned again. This completed the work

Mr. Woif dieputed this, and declared that
the city and county owned them jointly—
they both helped to build them.

There was quite a lengthy discussion on
the subject, snd il was finally referred to
the District Attorney for an opinion.

The Board then adjourned until this
morniog.

MISSINEG MINING STOCK.

A Robbery at the Mansion Bouse Neatly
Traced.

One day last weck the room of Mrs. B.
F. Graves, at the Mansion House on Sev-
enth street, was entered, and a number of
mining stock certificates and some jewelry
taken.

The matter was reported to the police,
and the case was pat in the hands of officer
Arlington. The officer worked diligently

on the case, and did some very clever de-
tective work. He learned enough to satisfy
him that a lodger in the house, a painter
by trade, was the guiity party. The indi-
vidual was shadowed, and on Friday morn-
ing he left for S8an Francisco.

On that day some of the stolen stock was
disposed of to a San Francisco broker.
The suspected party returned to this city
Friday night, but went down to the Bay
again the next day—aud on that day the
refmaiuder of the stolen steck was disposed
of.

Word was sent to Chief of Police Crow-
ley and the latter cbtained from the broker
a fall description of the party who had
disposed of the stock to him. This de-
scription tallied exacily with the painter,
and on yesterday Chief Crowley arrested
the man. He gave his name there as J. J.
Murphy.

A warrant was issued yesterday for the
man's arrest by the local autborities, and
Sheriff McMuilen will go down to-day to
bring bim up.

BOLD ROBBERY.

A C(itizen Knocked Dowa on Second
Street and Plundered.

About 11 o'clock on Sunday nighta
gentleman named C. Mandel, who was
passing along Secoud street, between K
and L, was knocked down and robbed
near the engine-house. One of his assail-
ants dealt him a powerful blow in the pit

of the stomach, which laid him out, and
rendered it an easy matter to rob him.

They plundered bim of his valuable gold
watch and a diamcnd stud. The victim
was badly injured, and was still suffering
yesterday from the effects of the blow re-
ceived.

A singular thing about the affair is that
yesterday a young lad entered the jewelry
store of H. Steinman and offered the watch
for sale. Mr. Steinman at once recognized
the watch as one sold by him to Mr,
Mandel, and concluded not to return it to
the lad. The latter, who resides in
this city with his parents, claimsthata
man gave him the watch to dispose of, and
that he knows nothing of its history nor of
the robbery.

THE CURTAIN DROPS.

End of the Police Salary Farce Enacted
at the City Hall.
At yesterday’s session of the City Trus-
tees, when the demands of the police offi-
cers and the Mayor, Police Judge and Chief
of Police for salaries came up for action,
Trustee McLaughlin said he would with-
draw his objzctions to allowing the claims
if the Mayor and Chief of Police would
state that no gambling was carried on in

this city during the S:ate Fair.

Trustee Wolf said he did not blame the
police officers, for he considered they were
acting under the instructions of one higher
in authority.

The Mayor moved that all of the salaries
be allowed, but Trusiee McLaughlin said
he wanted the matter discussed more fully.
After considerable talk, Mr. McLaughlin
withdrew his objzction, and the sums were
ordered paid.

CITY LEGISLATION.

A STRING OF COMPLAINANTS BEFORE
THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES.

Monthly Reports of City Officials—Im-
provement of Alleys—Demand for
Damages Allowed.

At yesterday’s session of the City Trus-
tees City Collector George A.Putnam sub-
mitted the following statement of licenses
sold for the quarter ending September 30th:
Licenses sold, 37.346 50; fees collected, $40;
dog licenses sold, $477; total, $7,863 50; city
licenses on hand October 1st, 1890, $9,423;
dog licenses, $523.

The Chief Eagineer of the Water Works
reported that during the week 29,931,000
gallons of water were pumped. The Holly
engine worked 81} hours and the Stevens
88% hours.

R. H. Singleton, Superintendent of the
City Cemetery, submitted his report for
September as follows: Number of deaths,
39; stilloorn, 2; brought here for interment,
18; total number interred, 59, as follows:
City Cemetery 26, New Helvetia 16, St.

Joseph 8, New Masonic 1,sent 1 each to
Stockton, Roseville, Lincoln, Chico and
Folsom, to Woodland 2; collected from the
sale of lots, $156 50; permits, $83; vault
dues, $2 50; exhumation permits, $10; total,
$262.

Harbormaster N. A. Kidder reported the
collection of harbor dues to the amount of
$150.

Poundmaster O’Neill reported having
impounded seven horses, six cOWS, one
goat and sixty-six dogs, making a total of
eighty. Although he impounded but
sixty-six dogs, he states that he killed
sixty-six, and redeemed twelve. Evi-
dently he is more skilled in dog-killing
than in mathematics.

Chief ot Police Drew filed his monthly
report, showing that 225 arrests had been
made, thirty-seven lodgers accommodated,
and 1,504 meals furnished.

A ROUND OF COMPLAINTS.

W. A. Anderson asked the Board if it
had received any official notice that a
wooden structure was about to be erected
on Fifth and L streets, in violation of the
fire limit ordinance. On receiving a nega-
tive answer, he stated thet a party was
about to remove a two story wooden house
at Fifih and L streets, and Mr. Shay, who
lived next door to the lot on which the
building was to be placed, wauted the
Board to prevent such a violation of the
ordinance.

Trustee McLaughlin said he understood
that the building was not to be removed
off the lot, but merely placed nearer Mr,
Sharp’s house.

Mr. Anderson claimed that the ordi-
nence would be violated just as much by
moving the house a few feet as though it
were brought from a long distance.

Action on the matter was laid over cne
week, in order that the Board might get an
opinion from the City Attorney.

G. J. Cross presented a petition signed by
property-owners and residents near the Y-
street canal, complaining of its foul con-
dition, and the matter was taken under
consideration.

A number of property owners on N
street, from Third to Fifth, complained
that the street was not yet graded properly.

George Lichardt wanted to know why
the Board did not enforce the orders it
passed. He stated that no attention had
been paid to the order of the Board to
construct a sidewalk on L street, from
Twenty-second to Twenty-third, and also
on Twenty-third from K to L. No action
was taken.

CHURCHMAN BECOMING WEARY.

T. C. Churchman asked when the Board
was going to open the streetsin the vicin-
ity of Thirtieth and E. They promised to
do so a dozen times, but as yet nothing
had been done. The matter was referred
to the Street Comymissioner.

A remonstrance against grading Third
street, from Q to R, was referred to the
Street Commissioner.

DEMAND FOR DAMAGES ALLOWED.

Charles Witpen presented a claim for
$250 for damages sustaired by him in con-
sequence of his buggy toppling off the
bridge crossing the Y-street canal at
Twenty-first street.

An order wes passed allowiog Mr. Wit-
pen $125, it being understood that the
Board of Supervisors would pay the re-
maining half.

STREETS, BIDEWALKS AND ALLEYS.

Kesidents of O street, between Twenty-
first and Twenty-second, who had graded
that block by private contract, asked that
they be allowed the same rebate on the ex-
pense thereof as was allowed others—that
is, that the city pay one-fourth the ex-
pense.

The Board decided that the request be
allowed.

It was ordered that N street, from
Twenty-ninth to Thirtieth, be graded and
graveled.

Petitions for a sidewalk on Twenty-sixth
street, from H to J, and a croasing at
Twenty-fourth and M streets, were referred
to the Street Commissioner,

The contract for improving the alley be-
tween F and G, Seventh and Eighth streets.
and constructing & sewer therein, was
awarded to Bassett & Tuohey, at $1 13 per
front foot.

An order was made that a sewer be laid
in the alley between O and P, Seventh and
Eighth streets.

A KICK AT THE POUNDMASTER.

A communicatiop was reag.from Joseph
Lang and others, residents south of R and
east of Fourteenth streets, complaining
that cows and poultry are permitted to
roam about to the annoyance of the people
residing in thet neighborhood. They com-
plained that the Poundmaster, for some®
reason, favored certain individuals,

The Mayor was authorized to inquire
into the matter.

ABOUT WATER RATES.

The Mayor and Trustee McLaughlin Have
a Spat Over the Subject.

Traostee McLaughlin yesterday called up
his resolution providing for the appoint-
ment of two edditional water collectors for
the First and Second Supervisor Districts;
that these collectors be paid $100 each per
month for their services, and report daily
to the Chief Water Clerk, the latter to re-
port weekly to the Trustees. The resolu-
tion also provided that if any sums be lost
to the city through the failure of the clerks
to collect the same, such sums shall be de-
ducted from the salaries of the collectors.
Also that the office of Water Inspector be

abolished.
The Mayor remarked that I or

Brissell would make a good water collector
and could at the same time actas 3
Mr. McLaughlin said be had v with

the Mayor to cut off one collector, in the
interest of economy, but had become satis-
fied that that action wasa failure, There were

many thousands of dollars delinquent. and
the money should be collected. He did not

think it right to compel people to go to the
Water-works office to pay their water rates.
They weuld rather pay somebody to collect
the money and relieve them of the annoy-

ance.'

Mr. Wolf was oppcsed to making cne
man the burden of Inspector. He
wantad all the collectors authorized to act
as Inspector, or none.

At this juncture quite a lively spat en-
sued between the Mayor and Trustee Mec-
Laughlin regarding their respective records
as economists. Some hard hits were ex-
changed. the Mayor intimating that the
Street Commissioner had ordered certain
things dooe, and articles purchased, at un-
reasonably high prices. :

Mr. McLaughlin challenged an inquiry
into his official acts.

After some furiher squabbling the Mayor
and Trustee Wolf voted to lay the resolu-
tion over one week, so that certain changes
might be made therein.

EBREAST OF TH® TIMES.

THE CENTRAL STREET RAILWAY WILL
RUN BY ELECTRICITY.

The City Trustees Grant the Franchise
Asked for by the Stockholders
in the Company.

Mayor Comsiock, at yesterday’s session
of the City Trustees, read an amendment
to the former franchise which, as granted
to the Central Street Railway Company, at
the request of Mr. J. H. Henry, was refused
by the stockholders. It was similar to the
the last amendment granted, but with the
following adidition:

This ordinauce is granted and nccre(fted upon
the express provision that the Board of Trus
tees of the City of Sacramento shall bave the
power at any time to inquire into the fact as to
whether the said system, or the practical opera-
tion thereof, is a public nuiSance, or dangerous
to persons and vehicles, and the City of Sacra-
mento express'y reserves the right to take all
necessary legal measures whenever, in the
judgment of the Board of Trusteesof said city,
itmay become a public nuisance, to secure the
abatement o! such nuisance; and the said com-
pany shall, within ninety days after any judg
ment or decree to that effect shall become final,
and after the service upon it of written notice,
remove such poles and wires &s may be & nui-
sanca or dangerous to life and property, and to
put thestreets through which they were placed
in the same coudition ia which they
row are, at the expense of said com-
pany, under the superintendence of
the street Commissioner. In case the same
is not done by the company in the time limited
therefor, then the Board ot Trustees may cause
the same to be done, and the expense thereof
shall be paid by said company and the city
shall have a lien upon said street railway
within its limits for said judgment. Iucasea
jodgment shall at any t:me be obtained to
avate or remove any public ruisance created by
its electric system of poles or wires, the city of
Sacrameuto shail be entitled to recover from
said company a reasonable attorney's fee, not
exceeding §1,000, for thejservices of its attorney
paid by it, and such attorney's fee shall be en-
tered in the judgment and shall be paid by the
company. The said company shall have the
right to acept permission and privilege hereby
granted, and agree to comply with aliof the
conditions upon which the same are granted
within ten days after the passage of tais ordi-
nance, and sha'l file siid acceptance with the
clerk of the Board of Trustees of sa:d city,
otherwise this ordinance sha!l be null an

void. .

E. K. Alsip stated thal the amendment
would be eatisfactory to the Directors of
the company, and upon its passags the
road would be transferred to Mr. Henry.
The latter had stated that he was satisfied
with the amendment.

Mayor Comstock suzgested that the rules
be suspended, and the ordinance read twice
and passed.

Trustee McLaughlin was favorably in-
clined, as was also Trustee Wolf. They
wanted it understood, however, that the
matter would never be brought up again in
the shape of arequest for farther privileges.

Onroil-call the amendment was carried

by a unanimous vote,
. L. L. Lewis, represeating Mr. Henry,
informed the Board that the extra advertis-
ing in connection with the granting of the
franchise would be met by him.

E. K. Alsip, after having consulted with
the Board of Directors of the Central
Street Riilway Company, filed a wrilten
acceptance of the ordinance, agreeing to
comply with all the conditions upon which
the rights were granted.
