PRESIDENT HARBISON AT HOME.

He Attends Services at the First Presby-
terian Church.

Indianapolis, October 12th.—The Presi-
dential party arrived early this morning
from St. Louis. The President's daughter,
Mrs. McKee, and her husband, together
with baby McKee, welcomed the Chief Ex-
ecutive. Beyond these and the reporters
there was no one to welcome him, the
President having earnestly requested this.
The President inquired at once after Justice
Miller's condition, and seemed relieved to
hear that he still lived. I He went to the
borne of Mr. McKee, and the remainder of
the party, excepting Private Secretary Hal-
ford, went to the Hotel Denison. After
breakfast the President attended services at
his old church, the First Presbyterian, and
after service greeted many old friends. He
dined with Secretary Tracy, and later the
party, accompanied by ex-Senator McDon-
ald, drove about the city.

The party had supper at Mrs. McKee's
residence, after which many visitors called
informally '.upon the President. At 10
o'clock the party repaired to their private
car and retired. The train leaves at 6
o'clock in the morning for the east.

JUSTICE MILLER.

His Death Hourly Expected hy the Phy-
sicians.

Washington, October 12th.—There has
been littlechange in Justice Miller's con-
dition since early this morning. AU day
the physicians and watchers have been
gathered aronnd his bedside, momentarily
expecting a dissolution, and it has only
been owing to his wonderful vitality that
he lived through the day. The physicians
say he has been dying all dsy, and that
the end is hot far off. During the day his
respiration had grown shorter, the pulse
increased and the lungs constantly filled
with phlegm, rendering breathing ex-
tremely difficult.

This afternoon, when Dr. Lincoln re-
lieved Dr. Cooke, he noticed a marked
change ie the patient's condition, and
knew then that he was beyond medical
assistance.

During the day and evening a large
number of persons called. Only the
Justices of the Supreme Court were ad
mitted to the sick room. Telegrams were
received during the day that Mrs. Touzalin
and Mra. Corkbill, daughters of the jurist,
had left Omaha and would arrive here to-
morrow night.

Mrs. Harrison and Chief Justice Fuller
were among the callers, each remaining
several hours.

At one o'clock tbis (Monday) morning
Justice Miller was sinking rapidly and his
breathing becomes more difficult. It is
hardly possible at times to tell whether he
is alive or dead, so feeble is the respira-
tion.

At 2 a. m. Justice Miller was still alive.

UNITED STATES SUPREME COURT.

The October Term Will Open To-day
With Very Important Business

Washington, October 12th.—The October
teim of the Supreme Court begins to-mor-
row. -The familiar form of its oldest mem-
ber, Justice Miller, willbe missing. Should
he die before Court convenes to-morrow,
an adjournment will be at once taken out
of respect to his memory. The coming
term will be a busy ODe. A number of
interstate cases willbe pressed for hearing.
Notice has already been given that an effort
will be made tn impeach the constitution-
ality of the New York electrocution law,
on the ground that it is a "cruel and un-
usual punishment.'' An appeal in the
case of the imprisoned Chicago Anarchists
will also came up. The liquor laws of the
various States, however, will furnish Ihe
largest number of cases of general interest.
The Court will early be given an oppor-
tunity, in a case brought from Kansas,
to reaffirm its doctrine laid down in the
original packet decision. There are also
some from other States.

KNOWN IN CHICAGO.

The Husband of Mrs. Field a Former
Resident of That City.

Chicagd, October 12th.—The publication
here of the arrest of Mrs. Millerand M'9.
Field in New York for bringing to the
country a large amount of money, alleged
to be the proceeds of a swindling scheme
worked by their husbands in England,
created much interest here, where both the
men and their wives are well known.

A gentleman acquainted with them to-
day said that Field is about 54 years old.
He came here thirty years ago from New
York State, and went into newspaper work,
and was for a time editor of the Journal.
Finally he got into the insurance business,
at which he continued a number of years.
He left here a year ago, and up to the pub-
lication to-day of the story nothing has
been heard of him.

Miller is cot so well known, but stood
quite well. It was known, however, that
he was connected with the famous fraud,
the ''bucket-shop scheme,'" the collapse of
which a ft-w years ago created a stir.
Miller's wit's is a niece of Governor Yates
of Illinois.

No details are at hand of the nature of
the alleged swindling scheme in England.

A REGULAR DEATH-TRAP.

Two Victims or the Hotel Fire in Clflcago
Identified.

Chicago, October 12th—The bodies of
two men burned in the Putnam Hotel fire
early this morning, believed to be those of
Easton and Berger, were identified to-day
as those of Tom Powler and H. K. Sams.
The origin of the fire is now a mystery, as
the hotel people positively assert that there
was no lamp in the ball. Tbe place was a
regular fire-trap. The halls are narrow and
crooked, and the stairway is in the center
of the building. Very little fire was suf-
ficient to make enough smoke to render ttfte
halls impassable. The only fire-escape on
the building was outside ofthe windows of
rooms occupied by oneof the lodgers.whom
the other unfortunates had to arouse before
they could get out of the burning hall.
Few availed themselves of it, however, as
the firemen were very quick with the lad-
ders. Had it not oeen for the brave work
of the firemen, others would undoubtedly

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ENDED HIJ LIFE.

A Wealthy New-Yorker Blow* Out Hi§

Drains.
New York, October 12th.—Walton O.

Kernocban, a wealthy young man, who
occupied bachelor apartments in the Delta
Club, blew out his brains in his room at an
eatly hour this morning. His friends
think he was temporarily insane on ac-
count of insomnia, from which he bad
been suffering several weeks. The young
man was something of a hypochondriac,
snd for months has been under treatment
for numerous disorders, most of which his
friends S9y were imaginary. His father,
John A."Kernochan, who died three
years ago, was a prominent financier of
this city, and owners ofbig milling interests.
Walton and his brother had been engaged
in various business industries and both
were very wealthy.

The "Daughters of the American Revo-
lution" to Preserve Historical Spots.

Washington, October 12th.—An organi-
zation has been perfected here to be known
88 the "Daughters of the American Revo-
lution." The object is to secure and pre-
serve the historical spots of the American
Revolution, and erect thereon suitable
monuments to the memory of the heroic
deeds of men and women who aided in the

Revolution and cm'ted a constitutional
government in Amer tea. Mrs. Benjamin
Harrison has been elected President-Gen-
eral, and Mrs. Flora Adsms Darling, Vice-
President at-Large in chk rge of the organi-
zation. A list of other officers was also
elected.

The first undertaking of the society will
be the completion of the monument to
Mary Washington, the motbe." of President
George Washington, and every American
is asked to send a contribution. The 11th
of Oc:ober has been set apart a.* a perma-
nent anniversary or meeting d-»y of the
society in commemoration of tbe discovery
of America, and requesting a spetia! build-
ing or space be set aside in tbe World's
Fair for relics and other things illustrative
of the period of the Revolution, ihe exhi-
bitions be brought here alter the fair and
made permanent.

Floods in Virginia.
Wheeling (W. Va), October 12:b.—A

tremendous rain-storm in this vicinity this
evening did much damage. In Caldwell's
Run valley many families are flooded out.
Many cattle were drowned and much prop-
erty "destroyed. All railroads suffere-d se-
verely, the road-beds and bridges being
washed out.

It is further asserted that
said uuauthorized statistics so furnished
have been carefully garbled, in order to
suit the Democratic purpose and make of
seeming truth an actual lalsehood.

Drowned in the Lake.

Chicago, October 12th.—The bodies of
Annie V. Dallas and that of a young man
known as Lawrence Mcßeth, the woman's
lover, were found in the lake this morning.
The woman is of questionable character.
The young man's real name is said to be
Beath. He is from Canada, and has been
an actor. At one time be was with Frank
Mayo's "Davy Crockett,"' aud attain with
the " Silver King" combination. The
couple were last seen a week ago at their
room on Clark street. They had a quarrel,
and left the house together late at night.

Work of Masked Ruffians.

Washington (Pa.), October 12th.—Mrs.
Elizabeth Sanders, toll-gate keeper aod
Postmistress at Toledo, Pa., who was shot
by masked ruffians on Friday night, died
to-day. Three men are under arrest, and
the officials say they are undoubtediy the
right ones. Tbey intended to plunder the
house, but the brave woman, who was a
soldier's widow, resisted and tired an in-
effectual shot at them. They returned the
tire, mortally wounding her, and fled.

Colored Peoplo in Liberia.
New Yoke, October 12th.—James Jamie-

sou, who recently returned from Liberia,
says : "Itwill be wise to stop the trans-
portation of colored people to Liberia. I
have been trading with Liberia for years,
and Is^y without hesitation that in Africa
there is little use for the American negro.
He is quite as likely to catch a deadly
fever as the white man, and succumb to it
more certainly."

MURDEROUS SEAMEN.

The Captain of the Sau Juan Compelled

to Iron Two of His Crew.
San Francisco, October 12th. — The |

steamer San Juan arrived from Panama
to-day with two men in irons. One of
these, a coal passer named McCormick,
was suspended at Acapulco by chief engin-
eer Duncan for neglect of duty, owing to
drunkenness. That night he armed him-
self with a hammer aud attempted to brain
Duncan while in his berth. Duncan re-
ceived a blow on his shoulder, but closed
with McCormick. and with the aid of the
surgeon, who had heard the noise ot the
struggle, disarmed and ironed him.

The other prisoner is the second cook,
Richardson, who quarreled with third
cook Shaeffer and attacked bim from be-
hind with a clever, inflicting two terrible
wounds in the b*ck of his head. Shaeffer
may die. The men will be turned over the
United States authorities to morrow.

PROBABLY SUICIDED.

The Clothes of a Missing Man Found on
the Hank* of tbe Tuolumne.

Modesto, October 12th.—An item an-
nouncing the disappearance of Thomas
Rinebart since the morning before caused
uneasiness among his friends. Search was
instituted this morning. Thomas Lee found
the coat and hat of the deceased on the
bank of the Tuolumne river, about a mile
from Modesto, and foot prints showed
where Rinebart went into the water. He
had been sick for some time, which affected
his brain, and a month ago took an over-
dose of laudanum, but was resuscitated by
the doctors. No doubt is uttered of his
having suicided, and parties have been
dragging the river all day, but have not yet
found the body. Rinebart has a wife and
seven children. He was til'cy-three years
old, and was very poor.

FROM CENTRAL AMERICA.

The Situation at Guatemala Still in an
Unsettled Condition.

San Francisco, October 12'h —By the
steamer San Juan news comes that the
warring Central Americans are still in a
very unsettled condition.

General Moran, the refugee who left this
city by the Coloma on her last trip, is a pris-
oner at the capita! of Guatemala, ifhe has
not been shot as a revolutionist. He was
booked for San Salvador, but at San Jose
de Guatemala telegraphed to General Etzta
to know if it would be safe for him to visit
the capital of Guatemala. The answer
was in the affirmative, but no sooner did
he leave the steamer than he was arrested
and thrown into prison, and the informa-
tion given the San Juan on her trip up was
that he stood a very poor chance of escap-
ing from being shot as a revolutionist.

An Wid Resident Drowned.
Redwood City, October 12th.—James

Pease, tbe oldest resident in San Mateo
county, was drowned here this afternooD.
He was under the influence of liquor, and
in clambering into a row-boat from a sail-
boat tell into a slough and stuck in the
mud. The body was found half an hour
later by boys. The Coroner will hold an
inquest. Please claimed to be 98 years old,

.and that he came to California in 1818. He
deserted from the ship Hudson Bay at
San Francisco bay, and took refuge at the
Mission Dolores. The statement is dis-
credited, but documents prove that he was
in the State in 1835. He acted as General
Fremont's guide in Santa Clara in 1846.
He leaves two sons.

1 lie Lake Connty Tragedy.
Calistoga. October 12th.—The Coroner's

jury to-day found that McGuire, the man
who was shot while raiding Riches saloon
last night, came to his death at the hands
of parties unknown. Henry Arkaro was
arrested, being identified by Mrs. Riche as
one of the raides. Mrs. Riche is still
alive, but will probably die. Mr. Riche
will recover. Ricbe testified at the inquest
that neither he nor his wifefired a shot,
as neither were armed at the time, and the
raiders commenced'shooting as soon as
they entered the room.

NEWFOUNDLAND FISHERIES.
I

Effort to bo Made for a Treaty With the

United States.

New York, October 12th.—A Ila-ald
Washington special says: R. Bond, Colo-
ma 1 Secretary of Newfoundland, has
been here for a week or more prepar-
ing the way for negotiating a fishery
treaty between Newfoundland and the
United States. He has been instructed by
the British Foreign Office and by the New-
foundland Government to submit the pro-
posal to Sir Julian Pauncefote for
a tariff arrangement whereby American
fishermen may obtain all the bait they
want, and have all the privileges of trad-
ing, selling fish, oil, etc., and getting sup-
plies without other charges than the light-
house dues, etc., employed. In return all
we ask is that the produce of the New-
foundland fisheries and crude minerals
from that country, such as copper and iron
ore, shall be admitted duty free into the
United States.

IRELAND'S CAUSE.

T. P. Gill Pays the Commission Come to

This Country Simply to State the Case.
New York, October 12th.—T. P. Gill,

who arrived on the Alaska to-day, says
that the escape of Dillon and O'Brien was
planned before he left Ireland, because the
National League believed Balfour intended
to lengthen the trial so as to prevent their
coining to America. He thinks they were
taken to the continent on Murphy's yacht.
A cable received by Gill today says that
they did not catch the Bourgogne, but they
may sail on the Normandie Wednesday.

Gill says that Parnell inspired the plan
of escape. He adds: "We came to state
the case ofIreland to the American people,
and not to appeal for charity. There is an
immense conspiracy to destroy tbe National
party in Ireland. Within "the last four

I years 5,000 persons have been imprisoned

for alleged political offenses, acd I may
say one-third of the Irish party have been
put in jail from time to time."

Ifone were to believe the sensational
statements of sundry '• Paris correspond-
ents" the champagne vineyards arc on the
eve of being destroyed by the rhuVoxera
lastalnx, and in another year or two there
willbe no more champagne. Of course,
there will always be plenty of sparkling
wine, for any wive may he manipulated so
as to be rendered etlervescent: but l>e-
tween genuine champagne and the ordi-
nary manufactured rta HMHIWI there ex-
ists even a greater difference than l>etween
a water whi ii nature herself impregnates
witlicarbonic acid gat) and a water irltOM
sparkling properties are due entirely to
artificial means. True champagne owes

:. its effervescence to its own saccharine,
• hence its superiority as a beverage asd it*
value as a ti*iicin cases of neuralgia, nnn-
N^a and irtlumza. Must the gourmet then
indeed bid ir farewell? The following
facts and figures derived from reliable
sourves will throw some light on tbe
matte*:

Tha champagne vineyards* yield, on ac
average, nearly I0"M0,006 gaßataaof wipe
every year. Only n portion of thU i< con-
verted into iin m fi inferior
growths supplying ordinary table wine i'..r
the inhabitants of tlie district-?icept in
yean of Ljtv.it scarcity, when they are
utilized by snine of the shippers. At the
present time there are about 7^#XK),OOO
bottles <>f sparkling chacipairne in the cel-
lars ofthe shipping hoases, who, mojeover,

hold a stock of over l)009,<000 gallons of
wine in cask. The annual sales, however,
average 29.000,000 botttefl) as the* the
stocks in hand, large as they may seem,
only represent between four and live years'
consumption. If, therefore, the cham-
pagne vineyards were on the point of be-
ing annihilated the wine might, her une
altogether unobtainable, either for love or
money, before the close ofthe century.

Bnt it is by no means certain that the
vineyards are abont to be destroyed. We
have been told tines without number that
there would soon be no more rognar
brandy, the phylloxera having devasted
the Cbarente vinelande. and the stocks of
the distillers being nearly exhausted.
Statements to this effect, emanating from
our Consular agents, have been printed in
blue books, and largely quoted by the
newspaper press. But events have failed
to confirm these assertions. No one can
deny the serious ravages of the phylloxera
in the Charente vineyards, but the latter
have been largely replanted and are now
steadily recovering, for during the last few
years they have yieldedat each vintage an
average of 44,000,000 gallons of wine, the
whole of which has been couverted intj
brandy. There is, therefore, no likelihood
of the supply of cognac failing, though, of
course, a well-matured spirit is now more
expensive than it was in the old days. In
a like way the depredations of the phyllox-
era have been stayed in the Medoc. Oue
need only turn to the official statistics
issued by the French Government to see
that the MedOC vintage ol" 1887, 1888 and
1889 were among the most plentiful on

record.
The success which has attended the

efforts of the Medoc and Charente vine
growers will probably wait upon the efforts
now being made in the champagne eonu-
trv. The champagne houses are extremely
wealthy. They have not spent all their
millions in supporting tieneral iloulanger,
and one may ex|*ct that they will render
considerable )>ecuniary assistance to the
proprietors of theioil. The vineyards are
about !50,000 acres in extent, and not more
than 5,000 acres are owned by the ship-
ping firms—all the remaining vineyards
being in the hands of comparatively small
growers. The task cf contending against
the phylloxera is an expensive one, but it
is so evidently the interest of the shippers
to support the growers that whatever
funds may prove necessary will certainly
be forthcoming. Indeed, syndicates and
commissions are already at work, and the
entire Department of Marne is being or-
ganized in view of offering an energetic
resistance to the scourge.

The real champagne vineyards, itshould
be noted, are confined to the Department
of the Marne, and, so far, the phylloxera
has not been found in any one of them.
But it has been detected at Trelonp, in the
Aisne, within ">OO yards of the border of
the Marne, and it is this which has caused
the panic. There are numerous extensive
nurseries at Treloup, whence the growers
of the Marne have for many years been
accustomed to obtain young vines to re-
place such plants in their own vineyards
that were either dead or past hearing. As
a consequence, it is thought highly prob-
able that the young vines purchased at
Treloup during the last twelve mouths
may have disseminated the phylloxera
through the vineyards of the river and the
mountain alike—possibly even over the
slopes of Ay and Ilautvillers, Bouzy and
Verzenay, and a dozen other localities
whence the best varieties of raw cham-
pagne are derived. Jf such prove the case,
the situation will he very serious; but at

the present season it is impossible to ar-
rive at any certainty on the point. The
phylloxera virtually disappears during the
autumn and winter mouths, and one will
not know until next May whether it has
really penetrated the champagne vine-
yards or not.

Meantime, all precautionary measures
willdoubtless be carried out, all the reme-
dies iudicated by the scientific research of
recent years will be brought into play,
and a large fund will be subscribed. If
the champagne growers and shippers are
only in earnest they may succeed in anni-
hilating the scourge even more promptly
than their confreres in the Medoc. For a
comparatively small sum, no doubt, they
might purchase the contaminated vine-
yards at Treloup and lay them waste,
burning every vine stock and impregnat-
ing the soil with the most approved
chemical preparations. This, of course,
would not remedy the harm which may
already have been done, but it would, at
least, tend to check further invasion. At
the present time one can only say of the
situation that it is undoubtedly a threat-
ening one; but, clearly enough, it is alto-
gether too soon even for Paris correspond-
ents to assert that there is to be no more
champagne.

London. October ll'ih.—M. Gitl'ard. the
inventor of the wonderful gun in which
liquefied gas 'a'rves as a noiseless bnt deadly
substitute for powder, is now in London.
Speaking of bis invention, be said: "I
won't tell yon of the experiments we have
been making at the Pari? Gas Company for
nearly twenty years for the compression of
steam and air and tlie liquefaction of gas,
but the Git'srd giui is the outcome. The
French Government bought the rights for
the title as a weapon of war, and the Colts
b ught tbe rights to the patents for £200,-
--•XiO. The rill--, of course, dilters first and
foremost from every gun in not requiring
powder. Liquefied gas is one of the most
powerful explosives known. If one drop
enters the breech ot the gun when the
trigger is pulled the bullet is sent with a
force equal to 500 pound pressure to the
square inch. By tlie turn ( ( a screw you
can regulate the speed ofthe bullet, which
leaves the barrel without noise, smoke,
smell, heat or recoil. There is no danger
of explosion, and the substitute for gun-
powder is infinitely cheaper, from 250 to
300 bullets brine tired oil at the cost of a
penny. Liquefied gas will revolutionize
all the present theories concerning steam
and other motive powers."

O'Connor anil Kemp.

London, October 12th —Wm. O'Connor
sailed yesterday on the I'mbria. He
looked in condition. Yesterday he com-
pleted the details of a match with Kemp
for next year in America for tbe sculling
championship of the world. O'Connor
gave Richard K. Fox $500 as his first de-
posit for the match. The American sculler
says he was never better in his life and
means to keep himself steady and try bis
hardest to win. O'Connor says he is back-
ing himself for Ihe coming race, which
will probably be rowed on some course in
California. Kemp will not leave Australia
for several weeks yet. He will take Neil-
son to train him.

O'Connor says that the people of Aus-
tralia think that Kemp ia a better man
than Btansbury, who beat O'Connor twice
this year, but be himself thinks Kemp tar
below the other man and feels confident of
winning.

Socialist Congreas.
Lili.e, October 12th. — The Socialist

Workmen's Congress, which represented
212 associations, composed mostly of fol-
lowers of Marx, opened here to-day.
Among delegates were representatives of
the English Eight-hour League. Tbe
Congress adopted resolutions congratulating
Socialists upon the expiration of the anti-
Socialist law, declaring in favor of an in-
ternational demonstration by the work-
men next May Day, and also ivfavor ofthe
international miners' strike at the earliest
possible moment.

Grand Duke Nicholas Insane.
Lokdok, October 12th.—It has been

learned that at the close of the Russian
military maneuvers iv Yolhynia, Grand
Duke Nicholas, who had chief command,
suddenly became insane, from the effects of
a disease from which he has long suffered.

The
physicians declare bis condition hopeless.
