Upson Rides a Mile in 3:05 -Leadbetter
Breaks a Record.
A number of bicycie enthusiasts met at
Agricultural Park yesterday morning with
the object in view of breaking some of the
track records. The course was in poor
condition, however, although Mr. Gardner
had made every effort to have the track
bard and smooth. About 11 o'clock the
strong wind which had been blowing
moderated somewhat, and it was de-
termined to make the trials,
Mr. Leadbetter had been training during
the week with a view of breaking the
quarter-mile Pacific coast record of 37 sec-
onds. He made two altempts at it, and
then gave it up for the day, his best effort
being 39 seconds. With & good track and
favorable conditions hie feels sure that the
record is within his reach.
Mr. Rivett then tried the gqnarter, but his
training had been for riding longer dis-
tances and he was only able to make it in
41} seconds. Bernard then made a quarter
on his safety in 44 Rivett reduced his
track record of 3:00, made last Sunday, to
3:064; but the new record was destined
to be short-lived, as Upson also had an
ambiiion in that direction, and imme-
diately upon Riveit’s finishing he made his
trial and rode the mile in 3:05, which is a
record that will be found bard 1o beat on a
slow track. Upson rode his first half mile
very fast, making it in 1:23—the fastest
time & half mile bad ever been ridden on
the track, making a record for that dis-
tance.
