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THE HYDROPHOBIA SCARE.

‘The Resulis Obtained Here Have No
Scientific Value Whatever.

Every one who has studied the subject
acknowledges that hydrophobia, if, indeed,
it exists at all in the human subject, is at
least a very rare disease, says the Medical
Record. Compare this fact with the al-
most countless number of persons who are
bitten from year to year by dogs supposed
to be rabid. If statistics were collected on
this point the results would prove that
there is no more apparent relation of
cause and effect between the bite of a dog
and hydrophobia than between an acci-
dental sneeze and a stroke of lightning.

And yet what dowe read in the newspapers
in connection with the present hydropho-
bia scare? Judging from these accounts it
would be fair to assume that the commu-
nity was as much exposed to hydrophobia
as to typhoid fever, pneumonia or any
other of the ordinary common diseases.
Scarcely a day passes that some new cases
of dog-bitten patients do not present them-
selves in the terrible plight of fear of a
horrible death. It does not make any
difierence, apparently, whether or not it is
known that the dog was mad ; the patient
gets the benefit of the doubt, and the so-
called preventive does its perfect work.
And the cry is still they come.

Scientifically speaking, it is stiil to be
proved that this inoculation of hydro-
phobia virus has ever prevented an attack
of hydrophobia or modified its course.
And where are the cases of hydrophobia
said to be dying or dead throughout the
country? What has become of those
which have been abandoned to their fate
as beyond the reach of the preventive
treatment? Surely such are interesting
enough to warrant detailed records in
scientific journals. And yet we never hear
of them except in sensational reports con-
nected with the booming of the inocula-
tion theory, and the popularization of spe-
cial hospitals in which the alleged won-
derful treatment is practiced. We say
this in no captious spirit of criticism, but
in the true interests of handreds who may
become unnecessarily alarmed and may be
in despair of timely assistance. All things
being equal, they can, from the present
outlock, afford to take the chances of
treatment by the family physician. We
can certainly hold him responsible for any
marked increase in the mortality statistics
from this dreadful disease in case he fails
in the performance of his duty. Then,
again, if any of the thousands of physi-
cians may meet with a single case in a life-
time of practice we may obtain some im-
partial records of the etiology, symptoms,
diagnosis, pathology and treatment, and
thereby obtain a much-needed natural his-
tory of hydrophobia. Science always
favors inquiry and honors the conscien-
tious investigator. All praise, then, to the
man who has done the most work in that
direction. His theory is an admirable
one, but it is still much too far above
ground. The house is on stilts instead of
solid rock. Until the foundation is more
sure'y laid the country is reasonably safe.
The man, woman or child who may be
bitten by dog, horse, cow or hen may still
live—at least he or she has a much better
chance for so doing than the cffending ani-
mals, even without further inoculation.

of approbation.” When it was replied
that even an auvergnat required sleep,
and that his “marks of approbation” would
be snores, he would exclaim, “Then I will
pay him extra for night work, and I will
pour out such esprit that he will keep as
wide awake as a hawk.”

Dressing was with Gautier a matter of
serious moment. He spent much time
over his toilet, delighted in perfumed
baths and sweet odors, and detested the
modern costume of man. The idea that
he grew older was infinitely saddening to
him. One day he took his daughter to
the portrait of himself painted by Chatil-
lon. “That is how I looked at 28, he
said. “That is how I should like you to
remember me; and if I could I would de-
stroy all the other more or less hideous
portraits which have been taken of me.
Physically a man is truly himself at 30.
After that he begins to descend the other
side of the hill. Usually reputation comes
iate, and by that time there is nothing
left of one but a body worn and deformed
by the fatigues and troubles of life. After
30 a man should never have his portrait
taken.”

He had no fixed hours for work, and he
wrote very irregularly. There were not
even in the house any arrangements for
writing. When he wanted to work he
would place two bocks on the first table he
came 1o, by way of making a desk, and his
preparations were made. Often neither
pens nor ink could be found, and he fre-
quently had to send to the nearest shop for
a quire of note paper. He needed neither
silence nor solitude; indeed, he rather
liked to be interrupted. When his daugh-
ter went in to see how he was getting on,
he would show a number of half-sheets of
note paper filled with his fine, neat hand-
writing. “See,” he would say, “how nicely
that is written. Notice how the e’s are
all carefully looped, despite that they are
so small. There are no erasures; the sen-
tences run off the end of my pen already
shaped and corrected. The erasures are
made in my head.” One only of his books
was unknown to his children. That, of
course, was “Mademoiselle de Maupin.”
“I forbid you nothing,” he said to his
daughter when he piaced the volume in
the bookcase; “and I do not even lock up
the book. I only ask you to please me by
not reading it. I should feel awkward
and constrained toward you if you had
read it.”

Shakespeare’s Ghost,

We cannot doubt that Shakespeare, like
his contemporaries, believed in ghosts,
while we do not. How, then, can we say
that he is true to nature, when he makes
Hamlet or Brutus or Macbeth see ghosts,
talk with them, and thereby in all re-
spects believe in them? Skeptical argu-
ments against the reality of ghosts were
not unknown to Shakespeare’s contempo-
raries. He must have read them himself
in Plutarch’s “Brutus,” but we cannot sup-
pose that those arguments had more effect
on him than on Brutus himself. And we
cannot escape from the difficulty by saying
that the superstition being natural to the
poet and to the men of his time, it was
natural that he should make the person-
ages of his plays subject to it. For the
groundwork of ail our study of Shake-
speare assumes that he was not merely of
an age, but for all time.

What we do say is that the men of
Shakespeare’s age believed in ghosts be-
cause they had seen them, and we for the
same reason disbelieve in them. We have,
like Coleridge, seen too many. Plenty of
ghosts have been and still are seen, but the
sight has been verified by investigators
with habits of mind derived from the prac-
tice of the Baconian method of examining
facts. (hosts have been verified, and like
many other phenomena once so mysterious
as to be supposed to be of supernatural or
preternatural origin, they have been found
to have their place under known laws of
nature. They have been ascertained to be,
in metaphysical phrase, subjectively but
not objectively real. They come not un-
der the laws of the bodily eyes and of
optics, but under those of the imagination:
and it is imagination which can and does
give the brain most of the impressions of
bodily sight and sound when a ghost is
seen. We say most of these, because
among the distinctions between a real and
a sham—that is, a pretended, dressed-up—
ghost is this, that the real ghost does not
such

strike terror as does the sham, nor
does it tell his hearers what he did not
know before. Itis true that in many well-
autbenticated ghost stories of our own

time even, there isan element of unex-
plained coincidence, which still seems to
give them a supernatural appearance; but
these too, the friends of “Physical Re-
believe that they shall one day
bring under ordinary natural law.—Zhe
Quarterly Revew. ;
