Dens in Kew York.

OPIUM DENS RAIDED.

Fifty-Seven Victims of the Curse Cap-
tured in New York.

NEw York, October 2ist.—A scene strange
for New York attracted the attention of the
Tombs Police Court this morning. Fifty-seven
women, all white, with the exception of two
negroes and one of Chinese-American parent-
age, were escorted by twenty policemen. The
women were all found in Chinese opium dens
last night. An afternoon paper, which is ordi-
narily pro-Chinese, d:scribed their appearance
as follows: *“‘lheir intimate relations with the
Chinese seemed not only to cause them to lose
their own self-respect, but also take on in part
the nature of the celestials, The two colored
girlsiried to laugh in a shame-faced sort of
way. The horde was marched in before the bar,
Some were launghing and very few were crying.
The most looked defiant. They brought wiih
them out of the pen the distinct odor of opium.
One-third of the entire Jot wore hats, while
four-fifths showed the effects of opiui smok-
ing. About two-thirds were sent to jail. They
ate opium pills while waiting for the van.”

A concerted raid was made by the police on
opium dens last night. The officers were posted
at the front and rear and at the ends of a street,
and Chinatown was at once in a ferment. The
first place attacked was 6 Dover street. The
white women who live with the Chinamen, and
whose antics have caused complaints from the
poor, respectable tenants of the neighborhood.
were frightened by the appearanesz of the ds-
tectives, and ran out into the streets like rats
irom a house on fire, and in attempting to get
away from the police in the houscs they ran
into the police at the intersections of the streets
and were arrested, Chinatown had seen many
reids, but none like this. The women were all
young, the most of them oniy half dressed, and
some evidently had retired for the night,

The Chinamen scampered out of the rooms
unheeded by the detectives, but the women
were anxious to hide. They crawled under the
bunks and slammed closet doors in the police-
men's faces. They were shoved out and whiie
some ran into the street others attempted to es-
cape by way of therope. Some of the girls wept,
and some laughed and seemed to think it a good
joke. The most of them were half-stupid with
opinm. The girls whoran into the street at first
did not stop to dress, bl the Cihinamen brought
out wraps to them, with which they covered
their haif-naked bodies. One tall, slender,
iood-lmking girl came boldly down stairs with
ceys in her nand. She did mnot live in the
house, she said, but at 10 Dover streeet, and was
around on a visit to a friend. She wascorratied,
too, however, and led off weeping. Secveral
women were caught on the roof esthey were
trying to pass over to the adjoining roofs.

The next house, west of No 6, was also full of
girle. They had been warned, however, by the
fate of the others, and insteed of running into
the street, they locked and barred the doors and
put out the lights, and all atiempts to force the
doors were unavailing. The police had no war-
rants anyway, and the giris refused to open upon
the orders of the police. A watch was kept
upon the front and rear entrances to the houses,
and the police passed on to No.10. The girls
found here were driven out into the street.
During the chase several girls were seen run-
ning to the roof, but were not seen afterward.
80 'n was concluded they escaped over the
roofs.

OHIO POLITICS.

Governor Hill of New York Addresses
the Citizens of Canton.

CANTON (0.), October 21st.—Governor Hill was
greeted on his arrival hare to-day by & large
throng. 7o0-night, after a large torchlight pro-
cession of Democratic clubs, he spoke to a
crowd of 3,000 people at the Rink. Many were
unable to obtain admission.

Governor Hill said in part: ‘““An important po-
litical campaign is thatupon which the country
has entered. The question presented to our
voters is not whether the next House of Repre-
sentatives shell be Republican or Democratic,
but whether the nature of our Federal Govern-
ment is to be radieally modified and the integ-
rity of our institutions successfully threatened.
The great issue is the record of the Republican
gar y in its b:ief control of Congress. No paity

as more recklessly defied precedents, more
boastfully overturned traditiors, more seriously
unveiled private rights, more arbitrarily en-
croached upon the prerogatives of States, or
more tyrannically used the power of a partisan
majority, The animating motive of its acts
seems to have been only the perpetuation of its
OWIl power.

“The party has increased its majority in the
House of Representatives by arbitrarily eject-
ing Democrats from their seats; stolen the rep-
resentation of one State in the Senate; admittcd
to the Union States whose only claim to admis-
sion is that they will swell the Republican ma-
jorities; denied representatien to Democratic
‘Territories much better qualified for statehood
in point of population and resources; ignored
the rights of the meajority by tvrannical meth-
ods and the ruling ot the Speaker cf the House:
squandered the Treasury surplus by extravagant
appropriations to conciliate particular interests;
enacted a tarift bill which will supply corrup-
tion funds for the election; conducted a census
denounced everywhere as worthless, and man-
ipulated for counting Republican population :
up and l'emccratic populations down; has
threatened the enactment cf a force bill which
will put an _end to State authority in certifica-
tion of Federal elections, and make Congress
not a representation of the people, but a crea-
ture of whatever men the Federal officers may
chose to put in.

RELIGIOUS WORKERS,

Third Annual Session of the Protestant
Episcopal Missicnary Council.

PITTsBURG, October 21st.—The third annual
session of the Protestant Episcopal Missionary
Council began here to-day. Eighteea Bishops,
twelve Missionary Bishops, and twenty-three
ministers, representivg all the Protestant
Episcopal Churches of the country were present.

The report of the Board of Manage:s states
that the plan to erect a mission house in New
York to be the Society’s headquariers had pro-
gressed favorably, and §200 000 had been sub-
scribed. The total amount paid in with icter-
est, for sccount of the Missionary Earollment
Fund for the relief of disabled c'ergymen, or
widows and orphans of ¢lergymen, and to estab-
lish schools and churches among the negroes
and Indians, 1s $124,022 up to date.

On the 1st of June the contributions applica-
ble for domestic missions and the appropria-
tions for 1890-91, were $154,975, or $13,113 in excess
of the contributions to June 1st of the previous
year.

The gross receipts of the Society for the year
amounted to §731,671, of which $54,823 were the
proceeds of legacies. The amount in the ag-
gregate of contributions was $322084, of which
$147,736 was designated for domestic missions,
incluging work among the colored people, and
$122 467 for foreign missions, leaving at the
discretion of the Board §51 870, which was
equally divided between domestic and foreign
missions,

NEW YORK, Octoter 2ist.—The Brotherhood
baseball players, at a meeting this morning,
drew up a communication addressed to the
Players League Dircetois, expressing confidence
in whatever action that body might take.

Many of the States ~how a More Favor-
able Yleld.

CHICAGO, October 21st.—The Farmers' Revicw
will say this week that a careful examination
ot the estimates furnished by their correspound-
ents reveals the tact that the corn crop is turn-
ing out somewhat better than expected. The
crop in Michigan and Wiscomsin is larger than
Jast vear, Minanesota and Dakota almost as
large. The other States, esg)euially Kansas and
Nebraska, show considerable shortage. In sev-
eral counties in Kansas and Nebraska corn is
nearly a total failure.

The Review gives estimates on the production
in I'linois, Indiana, Ohio, Kentucky. Missouri,
Kansas, Wisconsin, Michigan, lowa, Nebraska,
Minnesota and the Dakotas, and says that after
dedueting from the gro:s product a larze per-
centage ofunmerchantable cora, the estimate
of the totd! marketable in the States named, is
825,925,253 bushels. The condition of the crop
in the remaining States, not covered by the re-
port, is estimated at about 85 per cent. of the

A TRAINING SHIP.

The following memorial was presented:
To the United States Senate and House of Repre-
gentatives: Your memorialists, the Chamber of
(ommerce of San Franeisco, resoectfully call
your attention to the urgent necessity for the
establishment of & naval trainiog-shio a! this
port. The national policy, so happily. inau-
gurated in the construction of a modern navy,
a part of which will be lanoched on the Pacific
coast, necessitates provision for the _manuning
of our ships with seamen of American nativity.
The difficulty in obtaining naval crews is more
pronounced here than ou the Atlantic coast,
while at Pacific coast poris there 1s abundant
material to supply & naval training-ship with
American bovs anuxious tolearn the profession
under the control of the Government, and from
which naval ships fit'ing out at the Mare Island
naval station ean draw a portion of the comple-
ment of seamen.
Especially adapted to this purpose there floats
at the Mare Island naval station the steam
sloop Hartford, 1n herself a striking object les-
sSOn to American seamen.
Your memorialists earnestly pray that your
honorable body will make the necessary apnro-
priation authorizing the fitting of the Hartford
for the purpose, and instructing the honorable
Secretary of the Navy to place her at the an-
chorage off this city, properly officered and de-
tailed for this servive.
American seamen for American ships are a
necessity 0 urgent that no argum-nt is neces-
sary. Confident that Copgress will recognize
the propriety ot according us the prayer of our
memorial, we subscribe ourselves with high re-
spect.

DEFENSE OF THE HARBOR,

The following was presented by the steam-
ship sailors in San Francisco to the President
ana members of the Chamber of Commerce in
San Francisco :

Mr. President and Gentlemen: In consideration
of the defen:eless condition of the port of San
Fiancisco and the coast of California, it has be-
come evident to all patriotic c¢i izens that some-
thing has to be done for the defense of our city
and State.

It was therefore resolved by the steamship
sailors to petition your honorable bedy and a'l
public-spirited citizens for your assistance and
support in organizing a Naval Keserve, to be
part of the National Guard of California, to con-
sist of practical seamen over 21 years of age,
American citizens, to be officered by owners
and officers of merchant steamers in California.
We respectfully suzgest for your consideration
the formation of one vattalion, to consist of four
companies of 100 men in each. The battalion
to be commanded by & Commander. Each com-
pany to be officered by a Lieutenant Com-
mander, one First Lientensant, one Seeond Lieu-
tenant, four Sergeants and eight Corporals.
We would farther suggest that a cadet com-
pany be attached to the battalion, to eonsist of
yvoutbs of Ameriean birth.
Hoping this wiil meet with your serious con-
sideration and that it will prove a valuable
aux liary to the State forees, we remain respect-
fully yours, the steamehip sailors of fan Fran-
cisco.

tion encouraging the formation of & eompany
for this purpose.

Resolved, That copies of these resolutions be
addressed to the commercial organizations at
Pacific eoast ports requesting their aid in obtain-
ing this much needed boon to Pacific coast ma-
rine commerce.

STATE BOARD OF TRADE.

Proceedings of the Meeting Held at San
Francisco.

SaN Fraxcisco, October 21st.—The State Board
of Trade met th:s afternoon at 1 o’cloek, Presi-
dent E.J. Gregory in the chair. General Mana-
ger John Q. Brown acted as Secretary.

John P. Irish, on the part of the committee
ay pointed to meet with the Pacific Coast Board
of Commerce, reported that the Board had con-
sideted and acted upon matters of great mo-
ment to the people of California. especially that
of transportation. He gave in detail the work of
the Pacific Board of Commeree. which, he said,
would develop into a mighty power in a short
time.

The report of the Auditing Committee for the
last quarter showed a balance-on hand of §1,-
792 97. A supplement tothe report was read,
recommending the merging of the positions-ef
Collector and Superintendent of the rooms into
one position, making Mr Macdonald's salary
£75 instead of 350, and making a saving of {85 a
month. The report and recommesdations of
the Auditing Committee were adopted.

W. H, Milis reported that W. B. Hyde, Super-
intendent of Caiifornia on Wheels had resigned
his posi‘ion. The car would come back by way
of Buflalo, instead of showing through Csnada,
as the latter country wished to impose duties
on the articles it contained. From Detroit the
cars will be brought back to San Francisco by
way of the Northern Pacific.

Mr, Mills addressed the Board, giving a de-
seription of the poor concition of affairs in
North Dakeota, ss related to him by a friend,
who lately traveled through there. Two hun-
dred thousand people have just discovered that
the country is unsuitable for tillage. He had
been informed by Mr. Colliter of Tacoma that
the Northwestern States were receiving from
4.000 to 5,000 people a day from the Dakotas.
The car would come tnrough that part of the
country, when the inhabitants of North Dakota
could see the maguificent products of Califor-
nia. Mr. Mills suggested sending two men
familiar with the resources of California, to
meet the car on the borders of Dakota, to talk
to the visitors. The expense would amount to
$150, but this outlay would be richly repaid.
The suggestion was ad-pted, and Mr. Mills, as
Chairman of the committee, was given author-
ity to appoint sueh men. 3

Mr. Fisk of Yalo county announced his tem-

rary withdrawal from the Board, as the

ard of Supervisors of ihat county were un-
willing to affiliate. He hoped. however, that
at their next meeting he would be able to in-
duce them to change the.r minds.

Mr. Mills read some figures from his address
before the State Fair in Sacramento last month,
showing that the amount of mortgages on prop
erty in California was at the present time
§168,000,000, 33,000,000 of wbich was on San
Francisco real estste. Less than §60,000,000
was on city property, leaving more than §100,-
000,000 mortgages on country property.

Barbara murderer, were placed on the train at
Ventura aud taken to Los Angeles for safe keep-
iog.

ft is reported here to-night that the mother of
the murdered girl is dyiog on account of the
tragedy, and that her father is nearly crazed.

THE MOON.

Surprising Effects Given in a Recent
Photograph.

NEW YorK, October 21st.—The Herald says: A
photograph of the moon, taken in March last by
the Brothers Henry at the Paris Observatery,
and published in Nature of the 9th inst , seems
to eclipse all previous delineations of the lunar
surface. It ineludes the central region of the
sat: llite. It is astonishing how many details on
the moon’s surface are brought to light, The
photograph shows striking marks of former vol-
canic activity occurring probably before the
mocon had become cool or rigid, when the Junar
tides excited by the earth’s attraction must have
been vastly more destructive than our highest
tides. In some pictures recently taken at the
Lick Observatory, Professor Holaen reports that
parallel walls on the moon, whose tops are only
about 200 yards wide, and which are not more
than 200 yards apart, are plainly visible. If we
shall ever have as good a picture of the planet
Mars the vexed question of its “‘cana's,” its
seas and snowy poles, as well as its habits, will
be greatly simplified.
