Yesterday's dispatches confirm the news
of serious trouble in Armenia, and new
tales are told of Turkish atrocities and
Armenian ridings. The latest advices are
that the Porte has set on the merciless
Kurds to butcher the Armenians. It is
not improbable. On Saturday the Rkcord-
UNION at considerable length sketched j
the issues that have brought on these diffi-
culties. While it was shown that the Ar-
menians are not wholly blameless for pres-

ent bloodshed, the Turks have not even a j

shadow of excuse for their cruel treatment'

of their Christian subjects.
The Mahometans have never, in fact,

lieeu at peace with the Armenians. Hatred :

ot "'intiiieldogs" is a cardinal doctrine of i
faith with the followers of the prophet.
They have one point of agreement from
which they never depart, and that is con-

tinued persistent effort to crowd the
"Gi.iour" from Turkish ground, no matter
whether he be < hristian, Hebrew or unbe-
liever in fdiths. In short, the rule of the

A
further investigation showed that seine
six;y horses are now quartered tnere in I
comfortable stalls. Anione them is the I
second queen of the turf,' the Palo Alto
wonder, Sunol.

Many reporis have been current ever
3iuce Marvin's arrival thit she was very i

gauuted, and showed the eliects of her
Eastern campaign. That all dppend3 uuon
hovr people look at her and with what
kind ofspectacles.

As seen, when stripped in her stall yes-
;erday, Sunoi never looked belter in ber
life. It will be remembered that when she
weat in 2:10J last fall over the Bay District
tract, htr coat was lusterless. owing to her
having been clipped early in the day at
the suggestion of some friends of Marvin,
who thuught it would increase her chances
of success. Since her arrival from the
East some ten days ago she haa again been
under the clippers, but there is all the dif-
ference in her appearance after the opera-
tion last year and ber looks now. Her
coat is as fie as satin; she looks in the
most perfect health, and nowhere does she
show any ill effects from her trips East.
Much has been said about her Lervonsness,
but yesterday in her stall she was as cool as
a cucumber and could be handled like au
old cart-hor=e. Oa looks alone she has
vastly improved, and if these no for inv-
thing she is a much better mare in LB9O
than she was in 1889, though she has not
lawered her 1889 record of 2:10i, notwith-
standiofc she tied it at Chicago.

He became) |
indeed, proficient in twenty-nine lan-
guages, exclusive of dialects.

Among Burton's other accomplishments

he was an expert swordsman, a fine shot,
an unapproachable horseman, and a splen-
did athlete. He began to make explora-
tions early in the fifties, and more, prob-
ably, than any man of his age influenced
strange and semi-barbarous peoples to

adopt civilization in whole or in part. He

possessed the rare faculty of ingratiating
himself with tribes unapproachable by
others, and of winning over savage and !
half-civilized peoples and of acquiring!
their language. This gave him wonder-
ful power over them, which he invariably
used for their betterment. He left his ex-1

plorations on several occasions to serve his
country in her battles. With Speke he
made in 1856 the famous expedition to the
lake regions of Central Alrica, and subse- j
quently repeated the expedition with
Grant as a companion.

Burton's discoveries were of the highest
value to geographical science, and all the j

Teat scientific associations of the world at j

allrelated to geographical discovery ac- ;
knowledged his services by tender of dis-
tinctive honors and membership. In 1860
Captain Burton visited California and j
traveled extensively over our continent, |
and subsequently traveled in South Amer- j
ica to some extent. England employed I
liiniin various perilous and trustworthy j
enterprises and expeditions and he filled a j
number of important official posts, being at !
the time of his death English Consul at \
Trieste. He was the author of many val- :

liable works.
It is to be said that England scarcely j

rewarded Burton as his great services !
merited. He deserved from that country

in his old age houors ?nd trusts far su-
perior to the rather common officialstation 1
in which he died.
