RUNAWAY ACCIDENTS.

A Child Killed and Her Parents “everely
Injured.

PORTLAND (Or.), October 23th.—This morning
as Richard Morton, accompanied by his wife
and their 13 months-old daughter Maud, was
driving alcng Canyon road in & buggy on their
Way to this city, a runaway team came up from
behind at full speed and plunged into the
buggy. The occupants were thrown out and
the team ran over them. Morton and his wife
escaped with a few bruises, but the child re-
ceived irjuries from which it soon died. The
buggy was smashed to pieces.

CHico, Oectober 29:h.—Miss Jennie Eliot,
daughter of W. Eliot, a prominent farmer near
Chico, was thrown from her buggy last evening
and severely injured. The horse became
frightened at a passing train. The injuries of
t\hu yvoung lady are severe, though not fatal.
She pluckily held on totbe reins while being
dragged under the buggy and succeeded im
8topping the horse and saving her life.

Serious ¥orest Fires.

BAN RAFAEL, October 29th.—For the past ten
<days a forest fire has been raging ou the Coast
Range mountains between here and Bolinas, A
tract comprising over $000 acres has been
buraed over, and the fice is still burning in an
easterly direction Eight bridgeson the road
between San Rafacl aud Bolinas have been
burned down. 7The mail is being carried across
Mz, Tamalpais by pony express.  Over 200 men
are engaged in fightiug the fire. The telephone
and telegraph lines to Bolinas are down.

Carson’s Chinatown Burned.

CARsox (Nev ), October 29th.—A fire in China-
town yesierday caused a loss of $10,00, The
property destroyed was insured for $4,000. The
fire broke out in the center of the Chinese quar-
ter and caused great excitement among the
Chinamen.

The buildings were looted by a rough class of
characters, and chickens, ducks, geese and
other things stolen.

Grain Elevator Burned.

WALLA WaALLA (Wash.), October 29th.—At an
early hour this morning the Northern Pacific
wheat clevator at Eureka Junction, on Hunt's
line, twenty miles west of here, was totally
consnmeda by fire, together with 60,000 bushels
of wheat. IL is thought the fire was set by
tramps sleeping in the basement. The total loss
is §100,600, fully insured.

Freight Train Wrecked.

PENDLETON (Or), October 29th.—A freight
train on the Union Pacific was wrecked near
here last night. Two exgines were attached to
the train and the axle of one of the engnes
broke, piling up both engines and a number of
freight cars. The track was torp up for some
distance, and traics both ways were delayed
several honrs,

HERBERT STANLEYX.

Lieutenant Troup Does Not fpeak Very
Flatteriogly of the Explorer.

BosToN, October 29.h.—Lieutenant Troup, in
his interview with a reporter about Major Bart-
telot, commander of Stanley’s rear guard, made
the following statemeunt: ‘‘Mr. Stanley lras seen
fit to specify two things which Major Barttelot
did which ca'led forth censure from him., One
was the shootiog of a Zauzibar porter for steal-
ing meat, and another was the flogging of a
Soudanese shldier for a breach of discipline
Now Stavley has that all mixed up. The EBou-
danese sol.ier was shot for desertion and for
stealing & gun and ten rounds of amunition,
and the Zaozibarian was flogged for stealing
meat. Had I interfered, Msj)r Barttelot woald
have been justifled in shooting me on the spot.
He was in command, not I. While that was ot
a military expedition, it was ab.olutely neces-
sary to have good discipline, and good discii line
required but one head, one commander. Bart-
telot was celected by Stanley, and I reiterate my
charge that Stanley was primariiy responsible
for any biunders made.

“Mi1. Stanley is a great explorer, but he went
into this for fame and what he could g<t out of
it. He has no more philanthropy than my boot.
I will go further and say that the expedition
was in the nature of a speculation, and not a
philauthropic relief movement. The capitalists
who backed it were after the ivory which Emin
Pasha was supposed to have collec ed. The
officers of the expedition had a promise of a cer-
tain share of the big snpply of ivory which was
expected, as a reward for their services.

“Emin Pasha’s release was a secondary con-
sideration entirely. He didn’t want to be re-
leased. He had been up there ten or twelve
years and held his own ail right.

“This fact explains the entire situation, and
the expedition nust necessarily lose some of
the glamour which surrounds it when it is
known that greed for fame and riches, instead
of humanity, prompted the movement.” |

EVADES TSE UHARGES,

LoxpoN, Cctober 20th.—In an interview in the
Telegraph, Sianley stil! indulges in innuendo,
and «vades the ctarge that re left the scum of
his men with Barttelot. He declares that the
bad state of the rear column was due to occur-
rences too horrible to deseribe.

Now, the man hearing his wife cry,
looked out of the window. Seeing what was
happening, click went his rifle, and Barttelot
was killed. R-member, sir, this man was not a
slave; he was an independent chief who had
! come to camp to make money.”

LIEUTENANT BAERT TALKS,

BrusseLs, Cctober 29th.—*I have just had an
interview with the Belgian, Lieuterant Baert,
who was Typpo Tio's secretary at the time of
the Emin relief expedit‘on. He was a fre-
quent visitor at Barttelot’s camp, and was Pres-
ident of the Stanley Falls court-martial, which
tried Sanga, Barttelot's murderer. Baert rays
that Stanley’s statement that any English jury
wouid have sacquitted Sanga seems to be an
impeachment of the court-martial’s fairness.

be real f ct isthat during the tiial Sanga
himself alleged no other motive for murderin
Barttelot than that Barttelot, being disturbcs
during the night of July 17th by Manyema
musical reve's, which he hadstrictly forbidden,
issnes from his tent, where Bonny also slept,
and discoveied that the noise was made by
Sanga's wife. He raised a stick against her,
whereupon Sanga in unpremeditated auvger,
thrust his gun sgainst against Barttelot's
breast and fired. He wasso c'ose that Bartte-
Jot's clothes were fourd burned on his body.
This was the version of all the eye-witnes:es,
corroborated by Sanga himself,

Lieuts nant Baert believes that Stanley’s state-
ment, that he could by certain revelations
blast other reputions, must be an allusion to
the extraordinary charge brought against
Jamieson, Bariellot’s cead friend, namely, that
at Kassogo, Jamieson purchased a black boy
and encouraged the Manyemas to kill and eat
him simply tor the pleasure of witnessing can-
nibalism. Baert does not believe a single word
of this story, although Jami- son’s sketch-book
! contained sketches of cannibel practices, but he
: gives this as a probable exp ansation of Stan-
ley’s assertions.
