FOOD AND SPORT.

Prospective Results of the Mongolian
Pheasant Plant.

Five pairs of the Mongolian pheasants
brought from Oregon on Tuesday by Deputy
Game and Fish Commissioner Bhelby |
were taken out to the Rancho de! Paso by
that officer, and liberated in a willow
thicket on Arcade creek, close by Superin-
tendent Mackey’s residence. All the birds
appeared to be strong except two of the

younger ones, which were a little weak
after their close confinement for several
days.

X Recorp-Ux1oN reporter accompanied
Mr. Shelby, and several hours were spent
in noting the manner in which the birds
acted. Although raised in confinement
—having been hatched oyt by domestic

hens—they were very wilg, and werge no
' . v ata t w k. awhihi
Sooner given iuci. onorty then Loy exhib-

ited precisely the same characteristics as
displayed by those bred in the wild state.
Doe of the birds, on being turred loose,
Aag up the creek for a long distance, and
Fred Gotobed went with his Gordon setter
dog to drive the pheasant back to where
the other birds were. The bird hid in the
long grass, and the dog, catching the scent
at a considerable distance, made a stanch
“point”’ on the game. The latter lay so
close that it was approached within three
feet before it took wing.

Mr. Shelby states, however, that on
their native heath these pheasants will run
before man or dog until they strike the
best cover, and they will lie until kicked
out of the grass. Seven years ago less than
twenty pairs of pheasants were put out in
Oregon, and now the country swarms with
them. They raise three and sometimes
four broods a year. As soon as the young
are able to get about pretty lively they are
tarned over by the hen to the care of the
rooster, who looks after them while the
former lays anotbher nest fall of eggs and
hatches cut another family. The rearing
of families seems to be, with the pheasants,
very much as in the case of the proverbial
poor man—strictly a matter of business.

According to Mr. Shelby’s calculations,
if the five pairs of pheasanis now on the
Haggin grant in this county should meet
with no ill fortune, the natural increase in
three years would be about a quarter of a
million, and in five years there would be
pbeasants almost from Siskivou to San
Diego. The birds are considered a great
delicacy as food, and readily sell for $1
each in the market.

HIS FIRST OFFENSE.

The Governor Pardons a Young Inmate
of the State Prison,

The Goveror granted a pardon yesterday
to Edward C. Waterlow, who was convict-
ed of forgery in Santa Clara county in
March of this year, and sentenced to im-
prisonment for one year. The Governor
gives the following reasons for exercising
Executive clemency:

“The facts of Waterlow’s crime are as
follows: Being out of employment and
money, and having become somewhat ad-
dicted to the use of intoxicants, he made
out a fictitious check for $250 and deposited
it with a saloon-keeper as security for a
loan of $5. The saloon-keeper endeavoring
to cash the check, discovered its worthless-
ness and had Walerlow arrested and
charged with forgery, and the young man
being frightened and not wishing to cause
any more notoriety than possible, pleaded
guilty to the oharge,

“District Attorney Burchard writes as fol-
lows: ‘I believe 1 could not have con-
yicted him before a jury. A misdemeanor
would have been ciaimed by a good lawyer,
and a jury might well have accepted such
a plea. He is quite young, intelligent, and
bears marks of & good moral culture—bar-
ring the act itself, ; :

“His parents are well-to-do and highly
respectable people living in New York City.
This is the first departure from the path of
rectitude by any member of the family,
and the mother is nearly crazed with grief
by her son’s disgrace.”

ject of corresponcence and instruments for Cal-
ifornia voluntary observers and the entire man-
agement thereef in charge of fergeant Barwick
at Bacramento, who has made a special study
of the climate of California, has ample time to
devote thereto, and who will be able, it is
hoped, to conduct the matter with energy and,
it is thought, in the best interests of the State.
The necessary action will be taken by this
office to intorm .im ¢f this decision, and to
give him instructions covering the question,
Very respectfu'ly, W. A, GLASSFORD,
Eecond Lieutenant 8ignal Corps.

INSTRUCTIONS TO SERGEANT BARWICK.

WASHINGTON, October 25th.

The Observer, Signal Service, Sacramento, Cal.—
Sir: 1am directed by the Chief Signal Officer
to inclose herewith a copy of a letter dated Oc-
tober 9, 1890, in which he directs that the ac-
countability for Signal Service property in the
hands of voluntary observers throughout Cali-
fornia be vested 1n you. :

The Observer of this service at San Francisco,
Cal., has this day been instructed to invoice to
you such property as he may be accountable
for, His invoices shoud be accompanied by
memorandum receipts of the voluutary ob-
servers, and bonds, whenever he may have the
latter on file. As a rule, however, the bonds
are filed at thisoffice.

Please receipt to him for all property satisfac-
torily accounted for, by memorandum receipt
or otherwise,

You will also request the voluntary observers
to forward to you their semi-annual return of
property, form No. 26 E, a supply of which has
been sent to you.

The inclosed circulars will give you an idea
of the policy of this office, in the matter of se-
curing additional obseivers.

The State is, as a rule, well covered with sta
tions; no special effort will theretore be made to
increase the present number, except in locali-
ties where there are no stations within a radius
of fifty miles, or located so as to 1ender reports
of special value.

It will be impracticable in a matter of this
character to lay down definite rules for your
guidance, or to set forth, except in a gencral
way, the scope of your duties in regard to volun-
untary observers.

The following outline will, it is believed,
cover your duties in this respect for the present,
viz:

1. To account for the property now in the
haads of voluntary observers, and that which
may be issued to them in future.

2. To conduct correspondence necessary in
replacing broken instruments.

3. To do all preliminary work relative to se-
curing new stations in California, and subse-
quently in forwarding instruments to such new
stations.

In dealing with co-eperating observers of this
Service the Chief Signal Officer trusts that you
will bear in mind the importance of serving all
portions of the State with equal zeal and energy
and also ot the necessity of treating each ob-
server with courtesy and consideration.

You will look over the field and report
whether it will be feasible to extend the duties
set forth above, so as to include an examination
of voluntary observers’ monthly reports by you,
before they are forwarded to this office. It s
thought that you might desire to tabulate and
retain data of temperature, rainfall, etc., at
your station for puplication in the State Agri-
cultural Society's Report.

It is not intended, however, to burden you
with extra labor; therefore, if sucrh =& feature
would in any way tax you too heavily it need
not be considered.

Save the Trees.

Garden and Forest has warmly advocated
saving the last grove of giant sequoias,
“the big trees,” in Tulare county, Cal.,
and both houses of Congress have passed
unanimously a bill setting apart the grove
forever as a public park. The Act secures
also the springs of streams that flow through
the park, and provides for the preservation
of the timber and natural objects, for the
protectien of the fish and game, and for
the maintenance of the park in its natural
condition.

Garden and Forest now asks why a simi-
lar reservation should not be made of a
tract of the redwood forest in the Coast
Range. The trees are so valuable that
they are rapidly falling under the ax, and
trees almost as interesting as the big trees,
and even more beautiful, will disappear. It
hopes, also, that the committees wiil report
the Yosemite Park bill, and undoubtedly
in reserving these noble tracts from de-
struction Congress might be sure of uni-
versal public approval.

The public interest in foresty, which has
been faithfully and forcibly fostered by
Garden and Forest, has arisen happily in
time to save much that ought to be saved,
but could be saved only by a strong ex-
pression of opinion. The great beauty and
the universal enjoyment of the parks which
have been laid out within recent years
have shown what an immense benefit and
delight a little forethought may secure to
our children. The reservation of Niagara,
in New York, and the earnest struggle for
the Adirondack forest, are fruits of the
spirit which has been awakened, and
whether the parks are vast tracts in the
wilderness or breathing spaces in the city,
the feeling which reserves them, and
which in turn they develop and encourage,
is a source of the purest public pleasure.
