Dillen and 0'Brien Tender:d a Recep-
tion in New York.

THE CONGRESSIONAL ELECTIONS.

Terrible Tragedy in Minnesota Gver
Disputed Land — Clearing-
House Returns.

[SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THE RECORD-UNION.]

DILLON AND O’BRIEN.

Governor Hill and Mayor Grant Welcome
Them to New York.

NEW YORK, November 2d.—William O'Brien
and wife, T. D. Sullivan and wife, Joha Diilon
and Timothy Harrington arrived this morning
on the steamer Le champagne. A Reception
Comm ‘ee representing the various Irich socie-
ties met them at quarantine, and when the
steamer arrived at the dock a reception was
held, after which the visitors went to the Hofl-
man House.

Governor Hill was one of the first to ¢all upon
themm. He warmly welcomed them to the city
and Ftate, expressed sympathy with their
cause and signed his name to the address of
welcome prepared by the Irish societies. Mayor
Grant did the rame. Eugene Kelly and Josepsc
O’Donahue were also among the callers.

In a talk with newspaper men O’Brien said
that out of forty by elections held in Great Brit-
ain since the assembling of the present Parlia-
ment, fourteen had been won by the Home
Rule party. This was a fair indication of the
feeline of the Irish people on the question. He
believed the Tories would be forced to dissolve
Purliament sooner than they anticipated.

O’Brien also read an address on the situation

of Irish affairs and the purport of the visit of
himself and fellow-travelers to America. **We
are coming to America,” the address said, “by
a desire and with the approval of Parnell and
the Irish Parliamentary party.”
_ O’Brien stated that there was absolute unity
in the ranks of the Parliamentary party and
among the people. The taunt of the instability
of purpose could no longer be thrown at Ire-
land. Speaking of the experience of Dillon and
himself, O'Brien said thev were well watched
by the police and spies. When they took the
special train at Limerick the police took an-
other special train in order to keep them con-
tinually in sight. Yet, they were caught map-
ping. Neither bribes nor threats induced any
one to tell the police of their departure, and
Balfour's system of espionage was wasted.

““The Government cannot trust its own serv-
ants,”” continued O'Brien. ‘“Why, on the day
before we were arrested, Dillon wrote me in-
forining me what was going to take place.
Although it was su}}posed tobe a Castle secret.

*“We waited in Tipperary so long as there
seemed the Jeast chauce of forcing & prompt
disposal of the charge as soon. As the tactics of
the Government were quite clear, we took ieave
to tumble their elaborate house of cards about
their ears, and came away to appeal to America
against Balfour’s ignoble dodge for starving out
a tenantry whom he has failed to intimidate.
We will, of course, return the moment our busi-
ness is finished. If we shall have In the mean-
time received the mesans of preserving the
Irish ranks unbroken until the general elec-
tion, we will not begrudge Balfour whatever
comfort he can derive from keepirg us in jail
for our success.

“The essence of the Tory policy in Ireland is
land purchase on the landlords’ own terms. To
effeet this “the tenants’ combination had to be
stamped out. The tenants once smashed and
disorganized, under terror of coercion, a cabinet
of landlords and landlord tribunals could
arrange the rest at will. It was with a view to
crushing the tenants’ combinations that all
prosecutiors, batonings and police outrages
took place, and it was to prevent this that the
Irish representatives came here.

“The London Times has exultantiy calcu-
lated,”” continues the address, *that Balfour’'s
policy has cost the tenants’ defense fund £50,000
a year, and that it cost us £20,000 more to build
new Tipperary. They calculated that the Irish
pecple at home,who last year subscribed £60,000
for the evicted tenants’ fund would not be able
to come to the rescue this year, and that we
must therefore appeal to America. Hence the
Tipperary arrests on the eve of our departure.
If the tenants would be broken by the terrorism
of starvation, the Government could carry
whatever land purchase scheme they pieased,
and go to the country with a triumph over the
success of coercior. On the other hand, if Bal-
four has to face the general election with a con-
fession that the landlords’ syndicates, with all
their power, fail to break the spirit of a coup'e
of dozen bodies of Irish tenantry, sfter all these
years of merciless repression, the coercion
policy, already disliked, will be overwhelmed
at the polls.

“For the J)resent, the guestion of & national
fighting fund end charitable fund are wholly
separate. The danger of a famine along the
western portion of the seaboard is unques-
tionably real and Lorrible. The Irish party are
watching the situation with the utmost solici-
tude. 71he biil which they have called for, sus-
pending evictions for non-payment of rent on
small holdings, combined with a more liberal
administration of the poor laws, would go
to avert any danger of a general famine. The
opinion of the Irish party is that any general
American furd poured into Ireland at this time
would probably have the effect of confirming
Balfour in his policy of leaving the reliet of dis-
tress to private initiative, and afterwards boast-
ing that the distress was imaginary—while
large sums disbursed with an imperfect knowl-
edge of the circumstances of the country would
inevitably find its way into the pockets of the
landiords, whom the prospects of American
alms would encourage to extort rent from their
famishea tenantry.

This evening the Parliamentary Fund Associ-
ation gave a reception to 1the delegates at the
Hoffman House, about 200 invited guests being
present. Among them were Eugene Kelly,
Hon. Robert Roosevelt, Judges Morgan, O'Brien
and Fitzgerald, Mayor Grant, ex-Mayor Grace,
Bourke Cochran, General O'Birne and Presi-
dent Gleason of the Municipal Council of the
National League.

An address of welcome was real by James A.
O'Gorman, expressing the deepest sympathy of
all true Irish-Americans and all liberal Ameri-
cans for the Irish cause. It was signed by Gov-
ernor Hill, Mayor Grant and the chief officers
of the Irish societies. Each of the delegates
spoke briefly.

Dillon made a stirring appeal for aid, and
picturea the condition of his own constituency.

(' Brien said he asked that his men be not
struck down in the last hour of a winning ba.-
tle, when American hearts and purses cou.d
save them.

T. D. Sullivan said sympatky for the cause
was growing in England, and prejudice passing
away.

STATE OF TERROR.

Fire Bugs and Burglars Infest a Wash-
ington Town.

DAyTON (Wash.), November zd.—An attempt
was made to burn the Central school building
yesterday morning at 3:15 0'clock. The first to
reach the building tound a large can of ¢ al oil
in the hall ot the northern wing, which was
blazing furiously. The oil was thrown out and
the fire extinguished before great damage was
done.

Five houses were entered by burglars during
the night and about $50stolen. Ex-Mayor Kim-
ball. while chasing a burglar who had been in
his room, discovered the fire at the school-house.
It 1s thought the burglar-and the fire fiend is
one person, and suspicion points to a resident of
the town. He will probably be arrested Mon-
day, and, if guilty, vigilantes will surely hang
him to the nearest electric light po'e. No less
than $600 have been stolen from citizens during
the past two weeks, and the town has several
times been threatered by fire bugs.

The Indians arrested a mouth ago have
threatened to destroy the town within “fifty
suns,” and citizens are on the watch for danger.

ANOTHER MYSTERY.

A Case Which Closely Resembles the
Murder of Benwell.

NEW YORK, November 2d —The strong sup-
rt for the theory of the famous Bu:chell case
as found a pareliel in the alleged suicideofa
wealthy Engiishman at Yonkers. Benwell, who
had money, was lured to this country, robbed
and murdered. James E. Edgar, a wealthy Lon-
don druggist. was lured to this country and has
been found dead, penniless, in a Yonkers hotel.
To-day Captain Mangers of Yonkers applied to
the New York police department for assistance
on the case, and Inspecior Byrne detailed two
of his most competeut men on the task of un-
raveling the mys ery.

In
the room was a note to the proprietor signed
with the assumed name of ‘‘George Smith,”
asking pardon for the inconvenience he was
causing, and saying that the inhumanity of a
few persons bad driven him to death. 4

Perry H. Sumner, a New York broker, identi-
fied the body as that of James H. Edgar. The
strange conduct of George H. Edgar, & nephew
of the deceased, and his subsequent disappear-
ance, the fact that the valice carried by the
Englishman is mi*ng, and the absence of any
bottle or flask which could have contained
poison are the chief-points upon whicn the the-
ories and operations of the police are based.

An American Humiliated in Italy.

While Charles Dougherty, a son of the
silver-tongued orator, was Secretary of
Legation in Rome during Cleveland’s ad-
ministration, an American citizen was
compeiled to put up with an imposition
from the Italian Government which has
never till new bzen recorded in print. An
American gentleman purchased a house in
the Eternal City from an English resi-
dent who was moving to a villa in the
outskirts. Not lowg after the American
had become the owner he discovered
buried in the garden a couple of statues,
evidently antique, and rather the worse
for wear. As he knew little and cared
less about such things, he resolved to sell

| them and accordingly made his discovery

known. To his surprise the Italian Gov-
ernment sent to him for the marbles. He
explained that he had bought the prop-
erty. The Government told him he might
keep the property, but he must give up
the statues. He consulted the English-
man from whom he had bonght the house
and grounds, and the Englishman had told
him that he had made a similar discovery
and had sold his “treasure trove” without
opposition from the authorities. “Go and
see your Minister,” said the Epglishman.

Among the many articles of interest in
the new Natural History Museum at
Vienna perhaps nothing has been more
discussed than an old Mexican relic which
is preserved with great care under glass.

his relic, which is now known as the
field badge of King Montezuma, had lain
for 300 vears in the Aiabrase collection,
where it was at first catalogued as
a Moorish hat of long, heavy, glistening
green and gold feathers.

One investigator held that it was an In-
dian hat, another an Indian apron; but
in 1820 it was at last known to be a Mexi-
can badge of high rank, and through
Ferdinand Hochstetter it was proved to
be the genuine field decoration of King
Montezuma, captured by Cortez in 1520,
after the battle of Otumba.

This battle was followed by the wild
flight of the Mexicans, and the robbing of
the land by Cortez, who sent the standard
and wardrobe of the King. with much
gold, to the Emperor Charles V. of Spain.
The latter gave the standard to Pope
Clement VII,, who sent it to Grand Duke
Ferdinand of Tyrgl, for the Ambrase col-
lection.

It is shaped like a fan, and is made from
tail-feathers of the bird of paradise, which
have a glitter like gold over their red,
green and blue colors. The moths had
partly destroyed it, but of the 500 original
feathers only forty-one were much injured,
and those have been replaced by new ones,
and the former beauty is fully restored.

French Physicians Favor a Device for

Parrs, November 2d.—Physicians look
with faver upon the invention for relieving
deafness, which was recently introduced
here by H. A. Wales of Bridgeport, Conn.,
apd say it is undonbtedly the highest de-
velopment which science has reached
towards aiding the deaf.
