THE ELECTION.

At this writing we are unable to ascertain
Precisely what is the result of the election.
But in ¢he East there appears to have
wisen a tidal wave of the Democracy that
will sweep into Congress a handsome ma-
gority for the Democratic party.

In this State it is a fair assumption that
#he Republicans have carried the State by
=@ good majority, and that both the Legis-
Hature and the Executive branches
of Government will be Republican. But
this assumption may be overthrown by
ghe returns which are vexatiously delayed,
and in San Fraocisco shamefully so. In
#his county the Republican ticket has pre-
vailed, with the exception of three or
four of its nominees.

In the city but two of the opposition
«andidates are elected. In several cases
mutil the official count is had the actual
wesult will not be known.

It is too early to speculate upon the rea-
=ons for the apparent sweeping changes at
ghe East, but it is probable that when the
inquiry is instituted, it will be found that
ihe reformation of the tariff schedule lies
at the bottom of the revolution; that the
people have been led to believe that they
were to pay more for supplies than hereto-
fore, without any beneficial results in cases
where, in fact, there has beerr an advance.
When the smoke of the battle has cleared
away, however, a clear view of the causes
wunderlying the upheaval will be had, and
accurate conelusions can then be reached.

THE STORY LAW.

The Story system of counting votes was
tested for the first time in a State election
It proved a signal failure,

on Tuesday.
not because it is not in theory sound, but
from the fact that for its smooth and rapid
operation it calls for clerical ability of an
order that is born only of long experience
and commercial or mathematical educa-
¢ion and training. If officers of Election |
Poards were all trained bookkeepers, the '
Story system could be carried out easily |
and with great benefit. But since it is
mot possible to so constitute the Boards,
the system cannot, we fear, be put into
effectnal operation.

In this city, with average Boards, as to
tompetency, it required twice the time to
count the votes that would have been con-
sumed under the old tally systera. The
Story plan is a system of book-
keeping, with the equivalent of
eash-book entries, of journalizing and
of lelger posting. To instruct a new set
of officers for each election, so as to carry
out the scheme of the new law, we fear is

eut of the question.

called science is merely a laborious and
pretentious idleness.” -

That is very plain talk, but it has been
needed, and it is peculiarly fitting that the
editor of the leading scientific journal of
the country should utter it. There is no
necessity for befogging scientific knowledge
with a terminology and a style so techni-
cal that they operate as barriers to popu-
lar comprehension. If scientists will only
pause to think upon the truth, they will
realize that what editor Youmans says is
substantially correct—that the judgment
and taste of the public in matters of sci-
ence are just as susceptible of cultivation
as in music and the fine arts, and that
scientific men owe it to themselves to see
that opportunity for this culture is not
withheld.

THE SMALL PRECINCT SYSTEM.

The wisdom of limiting the number of
voters in a precinct to 200 is undeniable ;
it has been now demonstrated, and no
man who has any regard whatever for the
elective franchise and free government
.will ask for a return to the old system, if
he has personal knowledge of the new.
The only reason that there was such de-
lay as was the rule Tuesday night, is that
the Story method of counting, as put in
practice, handicapped the small precinct
system. That was certainly true in Sac-
ramento, and from all indications it was
evidently true throughout the State.

If there is not, therefore, any intricate
system of counting interposed, then
by the system of small precincts speed
in counting ballots is promoted, but a
greater gain by far is the time afforded
voters in which to cast their ballots. The
polls being open for eleven hours, and the
elector: being divided as nearly as can be
done into groups of 200, there is allotted
more than three minutes to each voter in
which toe deposit his ballot.

The old-time crowding and pushing
about the polls is avoided under the new
system; the element that was wont to
block the way to the ballot-box and delay
voters is too small to be divided among
thirty odd precincts in such a city as this
and accomplish its vicious ends. Still
further virtues of the small precinct sys-
tem, and which the authorities have not
shown enthusiastic friendship for, are
that it enables the elector to know person-
ally or by research every other elector and
his qualifications _to vote, or his disqual-
ifications; the greater cost the system im-
poses upon the vicious men who buy votes;
the quiet it insures to the public, and con-
sequently the dignity it adds to the elec-
tive system; the aid it is to the timid
man who will not vote in a crowd, or put
himself at risk of any kind of inconveni-
ence or punishment in order to exercise
his right as a free man.

Unhampered by involved devices of
counting, standing alone and upon its own
merits, therefore, the small precinct sys-
tem 1s a great advance in securing cleanli-
ness in elections, full and fair expression of
the popular will, rapid counting and early
announcement of the results of ballot-
And in this last advantage resides
another. 'Where the tallies can be
early declared, the opportunities to alter
returns, manipulate ballots and adjust
counts to meet the ends of the un-
scrupulous, are very few. Such influences
profit by all night counts, large tally sheets,
the weariness of clerks, the multiplicity of
ballots and the great opportunity a long
count affords for criminally manipulating
ballots.

There was a great deal said recently
about the heavy cost to the people of set-
ting up and officering so many precinct
election boards. But the cost, no matter
what it is, is a bagatelle compared to the
incalculable benefits of the small precinct
system. Cost cuts no figure whatever in
schemes that are intended to secure the
integrity of the ballot box, the freedom of
the voter, honest counts and true returns.
It is rumored that because of the element
of heavy cost an effort will be made in the
approaching legislative session to raise the
precinct limit to four hundred voters. If
any such attempt is made, it can be relied
upon as having its genesis in vicious in-
fluences, and as being prompted by those
who wish to profit by the fears and the
timidity of some voters, the cupidity of
others, and the opportunity to commit
crimes against the ballot-box.

SCATINI DIES FROM TNE EFFECTS OF
FREDIAKI'S THRUST.

The Police Succeed in Capturing the
Siayer—It Was All Over a Bill

for Limes.

Gnisseppe Scatini, the Italian who was
stabbed Tuesday evening by Odoardo
Frediani, at the corner of Second and L
streets, died last evening at 5:30 o'clock in
his room at the Garibaldi House, from the
effects of the cut he received in the ab-
domen, and his body now lies at the
Morgue.

Shortly after the stabbing Scatini's
friends carried him to a doctor’s office, at
the cormer of Second and K streets, for
treatment. The doctor probed the wound,
and finding that the instrument would not
penetrate farther than about three-quar-
ters of an inch, concluded that the wound
was not fatal.

Scatini, however, was hurt worst than
the doctor believed and during yesterdsy
he sank rapidly, and never rallied.

Frediani, the knife wielder, is well known

about town, baving been a peddler of limes
for a number ot years. Immediately after
doing the cutting Frediani fled, and the of-
ficers feared that he had left the city. They
searched high and low for him duaring
Tuesday night, and telegrams were sent to
San Francisco and other places he was
likely to go to.

Last evening, however, the officers be-
came possessed of facts which led them to
suspect that Frediani was hiding in a hounse
on Second street, between Q and R, and
plans were laid for his capture. About 8:30
o'clock officers Arlington, Farrell, Wagner
and McLaoghlin sarrounded the house,
and one of them rapped upon the door.

Frediani was inside, and immediately
realized his danger.

He rushed to the rear part of the house
and, opening a window, jumped out and
tried to hidein a clump of bushes which
grew near the house. The officers discov-
ered him, though, and pounced upon him.
Frediani struggled, but there were too
many of them for him, and he was com-
pelled to march off to the city prison,

He was charged with murder.

Frediani declines to taik about the affair,
his only explanation being that Scatini
owed him money for limes, and not only
refused to pay it, but abused him for ask-
ing for his money.

Other witnesses say that the two Italians

quarreled in a saloon about the lime bill.
Scatini then walked out, and a few minutes
later, while he was conversing with an ac-
quaintance on the corner of Second and L,
Frediani approached, and, without a word,
struck at him with a dirk-knife. Scatini
threw up his left arm to ward off the blow
and the knife penetrated it near the sheul-
der. Quick as a flash Frediani struck
agaip, this time inflicting the wound in
the abdomen which caused his death last
night.
Guisseppe Scatini was a native of Italy,
unmarried, and about 35 years of age. An
autopsy will be made upon the remains to-
day, and ‘this evening Coroner Clark will
hold an inquest.

Carp and Cews,

Some time ago the Superintendent of
the Census addressed to me some inquiries
concerning the German carp, which I re-
ceived when our Government made its dis-
tribution of those fish. I replied in goofl
faith te the best of my poor ability, but no
acknowledgment has been made of my an-
swer, whereof I conclude that they have
been thrown ott by theofficial at whose re-
quest they were made. I am confident
that they centaininformation which sheuld
not be lost, and therefore inclose them with
the blank which called them forth, hoping
they may see the light in the columns of
your valuable paper, to whose readers I
trust I am not altogether a stranger :

In 1878 I placed fourcarp in a pond one-
eighth of an acre in extent, which I had
prepared especially for their reception, at
an expense which I camnot now estimate.
They grew so rapidly that in five years the
pond was too small for them. They were
unable to turn around in it; their backs
were out of water and they could get no
food, but such as I fed them. This con-
sisted principally of cabbage, fed them in
summer in its natural state, in colder
weather in the form of sauerkraut. This
food was suggested by the Teutonic origin
of the fish, and they throve finely upon it.
The parts in the ice and those exposed
above it were frozen perfectly solid, but
the fish did not appear to have suffered at
all from this, for when they thawed eut in
the spring they were as lively as ever.

Having attained such a size that it was
impossible to keep then longer in the
pond, and knowing that the species subsist
almost entirely on vegetable food, I turned
them outin a pasture with my cows as
soon as the grass was started well. It is an
interesting fact regarding their readiness
to adapt their habits to their' situatien,
that they easily learned, by observing their
companions, to keep the flies off by a
dextreus switching of the tail. They
throve almost as well as when in the pond,
but becoming unruly amd frequently
breaking bounds into meadows, grain
fields and neighbors’ lands, I was obliged
to kill them. The greater portion of the
carcasses was sold ata fair price in the
nearest market, while I kept a little for
my own use,

“As “an article of food,” I consider the
carp quite valuable. For a little goes a
great way, indeed quite around a long
table, as one mouthful suffices each person,
unless he be to the manner of German
carp eating born. I do not cousider the
experiment as having been profitable on
the whole. The Government need not be
at the trouble of sending me more carp.—
