
OUR VERNACULAR.
_otke struc.nre of the Present English

Language.
Until the conquest of England by Will-

iam, Duke of Nownandy, A. D. 10C6, the
Saxon language was spoken through-
out that Kingdom. William under-
took the difficult task of abolishing
the Saxon tongue; and, therefore, ordered
the youth of his newly-acquired dominion
to be instructed in the French language.
The pleadings in the Supreme Courts of
Judicature, the title deeds to estates, and
the laws of the land were written in Nor-
man-French, and no other language was
spoken at court. But the necessary inter-
course between the conquerers and the
conquered gave rise to the gradual forma-
tion of a dialect compounded of the Anglo-
Saxon and Norman-French, in order that
they might render themselves mutually
intelligible; and from this necessity arose
the structure of the present English lan-
guage, which has beeu so richly improved
by importations from the classical lan-
guages and from those spoken by the
southern nations of Europe. About 1150
may be dated the decline of pure Saxon.
Bit-hard 1., who died in 1199, was not
known to have uttered an English word.
About 1250 may be dated the beginning of
pure English. The psalms of David were
done in meter in 1310. Plays were per-
formed in English in 1328. Wills and
settlements were first written in English
in 1347. In 1381 Courtney, Bishop of
London, preached in English. It was not
until 13.5 that children in the schools of
England were taught the English, to the
exclusion of the French tongue. Evening
prayer was read for the first time in En-
glish in Edward Vl.'s chapel on the l.th
day of April, 1545.

Gower, Chaucer and Wickliffe arose at
the beginning of the latter half of the
fourteenth century, after which our
laujruiige underwent no further violent
eh n es; and as letrning advanced anl
manne s improved, it gradually assumed
the form in which it is exhibited to us in
those two works, which may be considered
the standards of pure English, our ver-
sion of the Bible and the writings of
{-hake-qieare.

The Cromwell Bible, so-called, printed
in 1053, is in the style now in use; conse-
quently our vernacular has undergone no
material change during two and a half
centuries.

About five-eighths of all the words in
the English language are derived from the
Anglo-Saxon. Of the sixty-six words
composing the Lord's Prayer all hut five
are Anglo-Faxon. Gtaj'_ "Elegy" con-
tains 1)91 words, _f which t'-e Anglo-Saxon
furnishes S2l, the Latin 125, the French
fifteen, the Italian seven and the Greek
twenty-three. The soliloquy of Hamlet
contains eighty-one words, of which all but
thirteen are Anglo-Saxon.

The English language consists of about
30,000 radical •» oris, of which Shakespeare
uses about 15,000, and is the vernacular of
125,000,000 of human beings.

MAKING SQUARE HOLES.

A Drilling Machine as Simple as it is
Ingenious.

A feat in mechanics has just been ac-
complished in the production of a ma-
chine by means of which square holes can
be drilled in metal. Hitherto it has only
been possible to drillround holes, but now
square holes, and, in fact, holes of complex
geometrical outline can be drilled as
easily as circular holes. There are two
machines for effecting this object, one of
which will only drill either round or
square holes, the other willdrillholes of
any shape. The first of these is the Ain-
ley-Oakes drilling machine, which in ap-
pearance resembles an ordinary drilling
machine. It has, however, a spindle com-
posed of three concentric parts, upon one
of which is a set of cams so arranged that
each cam, when brought into combination
with the part in which it works produces
at the cutter a hole of a given sire, each
calm producing a diflerent-sized hole. In
other words, in cutting a square hole the I
toe of the cutter describes a square. It is
not possible without drawings to ma .c the I
arrangement clear, but it may be stated I
generally that the mechanical details,
while very ingenious are very simple, and
the results very satisfactory.

The second machine is the Tyler-Ellis
drill, which is an outcome of the previous
apparatus. In the Tyler-Ellis machine
the spindle moves above the center of the
ball joint,and by an improved arrange-
ment of the working parts holes of any
conceivable mathematical outline can be
drilled. Another point of advantage in
the Tyler-Ellis drill is that it cuts clean
angles in the square holes, whereas the j
Ainley-Oakes drillleaves a slight fillingof I
metal in the angles, which have to be }
cleared out after the hole is drilled. It is j
curious to watch the machine forming a
four-sided hole in a plate of metal, but it I
does it in a very practical and effective |
manner. The value of these machines I
will be found inengineering workshops and I
shipbuilding yards, where great numbers I
of square holes are constantly required to
be made in various parts of machinery, I
and would be much more frequently made
were the means at hand for forming them.
It is stated that the cost of drillingsquare
holes is no greater than that of round
ones, although up to the present time the
cost bas been as one to 36—lhat is to say, a
square hole haa hitherto cost to make 3ti
times as much as a round one.

A Big Drink.
In V>?>l Marshal Tilly, the General of

the forces of the Catholic League, bad
been badly crippled by the loss of the bat-
tle of Beitenfeld, and he was compelled to
hasten to the relief of some of the imperial
cities ofhis party. These cities were be-
ing hard pressed by Gustavus Adolphus;
Sehweinfurt and Wurzburg, not very far
from Kothcnburp, had already fallen into
his hands; and in order to prevent his
further advance into Bavaria and toward
Munich, Tilly determined to occupy I
liothenbtirg. The town had declared for I
the Protestant League some time before I
this, and its citizens soldiery had been re- I
enforced by a detachment of the troops of
Gustavus, under the command of Cornet
Conrad yon Rinkenberg. The burghers
had great confidence in the strength of
their walls, nnd relied on the promises of
further assistance from the Kirn* of Swe-
den, who at that time was at Wurzburg.
The weakest point of the walls, at the
northeast corner, had been furiously bom-
barded by the cannon of Tilly's advance
\u25a0 ones, and upon his arrival he pressed the
siege with renewed vigor, threatening the
besieged with the same fate he had
dealt out to the town of Madgeburg a short
time before. Toward evening of the sec-
ond day the tower containing the powder-
magai-M, near the point most vigorously
assaulted, was blown up by a grenade, the
white (lag ofsurrender was then displayed,
and Tilly's forces took possession, refusing
any terms except the free paispge of tbe
Swedish contingent.

Tillyand his principal officers proceeded
to the Kathhau. hall, and summontd be-
fore him the Burgomaster and his col-
leagues. He condemned them to lie be-
headed, and the executioner was sum-
moned. Meanwhile the women aud chil-
dren of the town had been appealing
to Tilly and his officers (or mercy and I
leniency, and finally he relented and j
spared "the heads of the town fathers, but
levied mv __ \u25a0 heavy contribution from the
people, and made his occupancy of the
place, which lasted some weeks, so burden-
some, that the town never fully recovered
its former prosperous condition.

The K_the_il>urg legend relates that
Tilly'schange of mind about the exeeu- I
tion of the Burgomaster and his associates i

was brought about in this wise: While
waiting fur the executioner, the trembling I
Councilors ordered wine brought from the I
cellars and oflered to the officers. They
drank freely of the wine presented to them
in a large pokal (goblet) by the master of
the cellars. The generous wine warmed ,
the hearts of the (ienerals, and finally
Tillyoffered to pardon the Burgomaster
and his brethren if one of them would '
empty at a single draught the large pokal
from which they had been drinking. The
Councilor and ex-Burgomaster Nusch |

made the attempt, and althought the pokal_____ thirteen schoppen—fully six quarts-
he suoceeded. Tillykept his promise, ami
spared the lives of the Burgomasters. The
family -f Nusch was pensioned by the
town, and was given possession of the pokal,
the pension and the pokal being in posses-
sion of the family at this time.—Harper*
