TO BE PARDONED.
Oeorge Nelson Will To-Day be Liberated

From Kul- >n. Prison.
It was determined by Governor Water-

man yesterday to to-day grant a pardon to
George Nelson,the man who was convicted
and sent to the State Prison for a highway
robbery thai he did not commit.

A petition was laid before the Governor
by Warden Anil, signed by himself, Dis-
trict Attorney Bruner, Sheriff McMullen
and Superior Judge Armstrong. The testi-
mony taken at the trial, also a copy of
Bhinn's confession, as published in the
Record Union, were submitted lo Gov-
ernor Waterman.

Beside these documents there was a let-
ter, recently found, which was written
about the time the trial took place, con-
taining a full description of the watch
taken from CowDie at the lime of the rob-
bery, which corresponds exactly with the
watch recovered frcm Thorn and Shinn.
The other watch—the one taken from
Davis, who was with Cownie—was lately
recovered in Chicago, and is now on the
wav to this State.

IS AN ALLEY A STREET?

Auditor McKec Kofuses to Draw War-
rants for Improving the Former.

City Auditor McKee stated to the City

Trustees yesterday that he would refuse to
draw a warrant on the special street im-
provement fund for the purpose of paying
for one-fourth the ©cat of improving alleys.
The ordinance explicitly provided that the
money raised from the sale of the street
improvement bonds should be applied to
the improvement ofstreet*, and not other-
wise. The power to declare an alley a

street, that the owners of property fronting
on such alley might derive the benefit of
the one-fourth payment, was not, according
to the opinion of Hon. A. P. Catlin, vested
in the Board of Gitv Trustees. The bill
in question amounted to $418 99, and there
were a number of other alleys now being

improved, aud ifone-fourth of the oost was
to be paid by the city, the amount would
reach several thousand dollars, and such
expenditure would be a misappropriation
of the fand.

In conclusion Mr. McKee stated that be
would refuse to draw a warrant in fivor of
A. L. Bosa for one-fourth of the cost of
improving the alley between Fifth and
Sixth, J and X streets.

Trustee McLaughlin remarked that it
might be law, but was not justice, and he
would like to hear an opinion irom Judge
Catlin on the natter.

No action was taken by the Board in the
matter.

WOMEN IN SALOONS.
The Pastors' Union Discusses the New

aad Increasing Local Evil.

The City Pastors' Union held its regular

meeting in the Young Men's Christian As-
sociation Hall yesterday morning. There
were twelve ministers present, also C. N.

Crittentoa of New York City, who is now
conducting revival services in this city.

The discussion of the best method of

preventing young girls from visiting sa-
loons, and bow to reform them, was gen-
erally discussed.

A positive line of action was decided
upon, and a committee was appointed on
ways and means, to report at the next

meetinc. The psstors thought the oniy
way to break up the habit was by reaching
these persons with the gospel and regsne-
rating them.

Mr. Crittenton, the founder of the Flor-
ence Night Mission of New York City for
fallen women, addressed the ut.ion, stating
that from his experience the first step to-
ward the position of a fallen woman was
saloon drinking, and gave it as his judg-
ment that, unless checked, saloon drinking
by women would eventually lead to their
utter ruin.

Rev. Mr. Fallstedt of the Swedish Meth-
odist Church, was elected a meuiOer of the
union.

A Historical Discourse.
Probably no portion of the highly civil-

ized world is as littleknown as Australia,
to the people of California. Our citizenß
will have a historical and descriptive lec-
ture on the "Great South Continent," at
the Congregational Church, next Friday
night, by Thomas B. Merry, an old Sacra-
mentan, now residing in Oregon. He was
employed on the local staff of the old
Union in 1803 61, and edited the Bee in
18ti5, durirg the latter year of the elder
McClatchy's term as Sheriff of this county.
In 1888 Mr. Merry was appointed a Commis-
sioner on the p^rt of the United States to the
Melbourne Centennial Exposition, by Pres-
ident Cleveland. He remained there seven
months, and made a subsequent visit
thither ia the forepart of the present year.
The first part of his lecture is devoted to an
exposure of the atrocities of ths British
Penal Colony system, while the latter half
is descriptive of a new English-speaking
people and the advances in civilization.
During the course of the lee ure Mr. Merry
wii!recite Lindsay Gordon's magnificent
poem of the "Dying Stockrider," the story
ofa brave man perishing from thirst. Mr.
Merry is a rare wit, a fluent and engaging
speaker and a fine reader, and gives an
evening of rich entertainment to all who
attend hi.-< lectures. His subject is one of
great interest and his lecture upon it is full
of anecdote, information and graphic de-
scription.

SIDEWALK STANDS.
Ane t-tty lrusit'CM ut'i-aru u»i nicy

Must be Removed.
Street Commissioner McLaughlin yester-

day called the attention of the Board to
two eating-stands located on the sidewalk
on the ecst side cf Third street, between X
and L, and stated that he had notified the
owners to remove the stands but they had
not done ao.

Mayor Comstock said he was opposed to
having the sidewalks blocked by stands of
any kind and was in favor of having them
all removed.

Trustee McLaughlin said one bootblack-
stand on Seventh street was paying $5 a
month to the property-owner for the use of
the sidewalk, and another was paying $7 59.
He did not thißk anybody had the right to
rent any portion of the sidewalk.

Trustee Wolf concurred in Mr. Mc-
Laughlin's.views, and moved that the mat-
ter be referred to him. Itwas so ordered.

SLOW PROGRESS.

TEDIOUS WORK OF CANVASSING THE
ELECTION BETTORS.

Only Five Precincts Counted the Vlrst
Bay—Some Changes Made and

Protests Recorded.

The Board of Supervisors yesterday be-
gan the work of making an official canvass
of the returns of the late election. Before
proceeding to do so, the Board elected
Walter W. Greer and Lincoln White to
serve as special clerks. Several of the
candidates on the ditlerent tickets were
present looking after their respective inter-
ests, or were represented by attorneys.

The return of the first precinct of the
First Supervisor District revealed several
clerical errors, the existence of which had,
however, been known by candidates. The
clerks of ths Canvassing Board found that
W. B. Hamilton had gained 27 votes, and
his Republican opponent, W. W. Rhoads,
had lost 16, making a diflerence of 43 in
the former's favor.

The same alleged error made a like dif-
ference in the vote forSheriff and Assessor,
McMullen and Sims being the losers.

Baker, for City Justice of the Peace, losi
10 votes, and Devine gained 8.

When the Board decided to return the
figures made by the canvassing clerks, Mr.
Rhoads entered a written protest thereto,
which was placed on file.

Landis, the Prohibition candidate for the
Assembly, had been given by the election
clerks the votes cast for Fisher, the Demo-
cratic candidate, and an equal number
were given to Mr. Bruner, who did not run
in that district at all.

When the noon hour arrived the Board
had not quite concluded the canvass of the
returns from the First Precinct.

After a test of an hour and a half the
crowd reassembled in the Board-room, and
the clerks resumed their labors on the tally
sheets.

Before doing so, however. Supervisor
Ross raised his voice and said the Demo-
crats had been lecturing him during the
recess aoout the Board having two Repub-
lican clerks to do the work of canvassing,
and no one to represent the Democratic
candidates.

Supervisor Bates intimated that the patri-
archal Chairman of the Board w*s not
posted. "Why," said he, 'Lincoln White
isn't a Republican!"

"Isn't he?" asked Mr. Ross. "Then what
is hi-?''

"Why," replied Bates,"he's a—a—an In-
dependent, I reckon—sort of naif-Repub-
lican end half-Democrat."

Everybody laughed, and the count went
on. When the clerks came to count the
tally-list of the second precinct they found
no tallies at all, but after much trouble dis- 'covered how the totals were arrived at, and
they appeared to be generally correct.

Frank Johnson, for Recorder, was found
to have 178 votes, instead of 174, as the
total gave him.

G. C. McMallen asked the Board to have
its minutes show that he protested against
the count of that district, as the sheets did
not have the proper system of tallies to
correspond with the totals that appeared.

A similar protest waa made by Hiram
W. Johnson on behalf of William B.
Hamilton.

The tally isheet of the third precinct
showed in one place tbat 270 ballots had
been cast, while the sworn certificate of the
officers of election placed it at 240. It was
found that the precinct register, on which
a4l the names of those voting were sup-
posed to have been checked off, showed
that 254 persons had voted out of the 290
registered. This sheet was badly mixed.

The clerks, however, were satisfied that
the totals were all right,and the announce-
ment of tbe result was made by the Chair-
man of the Board.

NEARING THE CONCLUSION.
_ Ex-Judge Hagnlre's Argument la she

Boycott Case.
The suit of Jamea McClatchy & Co. ts.

M*Kay and others—the boycott case—was
resumed before Superior Judge Armstrong,
yesterday.

Add. C. HinksDn, one of tVsj attorneys
for the plaintiffs, occupied tbe entire fore-

i noon session in his argument. He cited
voluminous authorities, in addition to
thoee referred to by his associate. Judge
Densoo, to support the theory that the de-
fendants were violating the law in attempt-
ing to detract patronage from the See. He
maintained tbat no law that bad ever been
passed justified such action, and that the
laws of every country in the world insured
a business man some protection in his
rights of property. If one man or set of
men, be said, have the right to interfere
with another the result would be demoral-
izing in the extreme. He claimed that it
was not the true principle of liberty. Lib-
erty did not mean license to any one and
restriction to another.

At the afternoon session, ex Judge James
G. Magnire, one of the attorneys for the
defense, began his argument. He held
that the plaintiffs had not proved the con-
spiracy alleged in the complaint. He then
proceeded to analyze the whole difficulty
which brought about the present warfare
between the trades uaiens and the Bte.
The employes of that journal, he said, had
a right to become dissatisfied with their
conditione; they had a right, even, to make
unreasonable requests of their employers,
but itdid uot necessarily follow that those
employers should accede to those requests.
The rights of both were equal. The
plaintiffs had a perfect right to discharge
their stereotyper. without giviDg any rea-
sons why they did so—and, on the other
hand, the printers hud an equil right to
quit work because the stereotyper had been
discharged, or for any other reason. There
were no contracts between the employers
aod employes. His clients, he said, did
not claim auy privileges that were not
afforded the plaintiffs.

After they quit work they went to the
plaintiffs' customers and requested that
they withdraw their advertisements from
the paper — and they threatened thet,
should the customer refuse to withdraw
his patronge, they, the defendants, would
withdraw their patronage from such cus-
tome-. This was a right, Ju^g; Ma.;ulre
said, that was given to ev;-ry American
citizen by the Constitution. Their patron-
age belonged to them, and they could with-
draw it from one person and bestow it
upon another without offering any reason
whatever for such action. It might be
termed a "boycott" or anything else, but
it was their right just the same. Aboycott,
he said, was nothing more or less than an
appeal to the moral sease of a community.

Judge Maguire had not concluded his
agrument when the hour far adjournment
arrived, and the Court decided to hold an
evening session.

Judge Masnire concluded his argument
last night, and Judge Armstrong announced
that he would take the case under advise-
ment.
