election. The purpose of that election
was to ascertain the will of the people con-
cerning, and their authority for, the issu-
ance of $100,000. of municipal bonds for
one-fourth payment for theimprovement of
streets, and it was clearly understood that
at least two streets should be paved to
Thirty-first street this year, and as many
others built up as possible. Had the
question of including alleys been embraced
in the proposition submitted, it certainly
would have been rejected by the people.
If the contention of alley claimants
should prevail, the spirit and letterof Or~
dinance 258 will be violated, and the
money raised under that law will be so di-
vided and scattered that none of the pur-
poses for which street improvement was
advocated will be accomplished in fullness.

GOVERNOR WATERMAN has pardoned
Nelson, the man who was convicted of
robbery near this city, on circumstantial
evidence only, and who has served over a
year in State Prison, though innocent. It
has developed beyond all doubt that Nel-
son is innocent of the crime laid at his
door, and the Governor has therefore
promptly set him at liberty. But there 1s
no way by which Nelson can obliterate the
record and judgment of infamy in the
archives of the Superior Court of this
county. There should be some provision
of law by which such unfortunate records

could be so Indorsed that their error could
be made patent to every man who exam-
ines the record. Of course the Legisla-
ture will recompense Nelson for the labor
he has given the State by compulsion.

that the ordinance required an impossi-
bility of him, and that it conferred upon
the police and property-owners an arbi-
trary power dangerous to the liberty of
the citizen. In the State Courts Chris-
tiansen did not succeed, they holding that
if the eleven owners signed the petition it
would comply with the law and insure the
license to the applicant, if he was worthy
to receive it. Christiansen accordingly
was remanded to custody, and came before
the United States Circuit Court at San
Francisco, Judge Sawyer presiding, on a
writ of habeas corpus, and the Court dis-
charged the prisoner on the ground that
the ordinance was discriminating, unequal
in its operation, because it 1éft the ques-
tion of the issuing of licenses to the arbi-
trary and unregulated will of the police
and property-owners, who could not be
punished for arbitrary discrimination or
held to account for dangerous use of the
power conferred.

Now comes the decision of the Supreme
Court of the United States reversing the
United States Circuit Court, and holding
that it is within the sovereign power of
the people, through their legislative me-
diums, to confer upon a board or body of
officers the power to grant or refuse li-
censes on certain conditions, and that no
rights of the defendant were infringed by
such exercise of authority in local police
regulation.

This is precisely the decision the
Recorp-UNioN anticipated would be
made. It comports with the celebrated
decision of the late Judge Sanderson, of
the Supreme Court of this State, in ex
parte Annie Smith, where he held for the
fullest exercise of the pelice powers of mu-
nicipal government and the bringing of
government as close to the people as pos-
sible. On the 16th of September the
REecorD-UNI0N, commenting upon the de-
cision of the United States Circuit Court
in the Christiansen case, expressed the be-
lief that the Court was in error. What
we then said, taking issue with the Court,
may be quoted now as a correct view of
the law: “The belief has obtained these
many vears that a muricipality authorized
to issue licenses may attach conditions to
the grants calculated to reasonably regu-
late the number of the places of business
and their frequency within certain areas,
as well as to attach other conditions, such
as indorsement by petition, the filing of a
bond, etc. Certainly Philadelphia has
proceeded in her license reforms upon that
basis, and the New York excise law has
been enforced for twenty-five years under
a similar gystem.

“The objection the learned Judge takes
to the ordinance requiring a given number
of signatures toa petition as a pondition
precedent to the granting of a license, is
that it confers upon a single individual—
as, the last person required upon the peti-
tion—an arbitrary power which is incon-
sistent with constitutional liberty. * * ¥
It is, then, a question whether requiring
a petition by a given number of property-
owners is a delegation of municipal anthor-
ity. We are compelled te think that it is
not, but that it is a regulating means to
inform the municipal mind as to the ad-
visability of issuing the license; that it is
not a delegation of power, but a method of
ascertaining the wishes of the people most
intimately and immediately to be affected
by the location of the business in their

midst.”

A GOOD VETO.

City Auditer McKee is unquestionably
righl-in his veto of the claim presented
against the street improvement fund for
tf\e paving of the alley between Fifth and
and Sixth, and J and K streets.

The people voted for issuance of the
bonds to create a street improvement fund,
upon a distinct and unambiguous proposi-
tion submitted to them by the Board of
Trustees, That was to borrow $100,000 to
pay one-fourth of the cost of improving
streets. The proclamation reads that the
fund shall be used for the improvement of
streets and for no other purpose. By no
possible torturing of language canan alley
be described as a street.

To pay out money of the street improve-
ment fund for the grading and vaving of
alley-ways would be to defeat the expressed
