Brilliant Reception Tendered Judge
iilan G. Tharman,

COLUMBUS IN GALA ATTIRE.

Leading Democrats Celebrate the

Seventy-seventh Anniversary of
the Ohio Statesman.

Columbus (0 ), November 13-h.—The
Capital of Ohio in the events of this day
has been a veritable Mecca of Demoaracy.
To this city has come Democrats of the
country at large to pay homage to the "Oid
Roman," Allen G. Thurman, on the occa-
sion of his 77th birth-day. Allday Mr.
Thurman has been the recipient of atten-
tions which few American statesmen have
erjoyed after their acknowledged retire-
ment from the arena of politics, and to
every caller, high or low, he has extended
with kindly smiles the genial hand of
good-fellowship.

The magnificence of the celebration to-
day and the banquet to-night is a token of
the esteem in which Judge Thurman is
held by the Democrats of Ohio and the
country at large. Throughout the tntire
day every incoming train brought Demo-
crats of prominence from all sections of
the United States, and to-night the scene
can be likened to no gathering more than
a National Convention.

One of the first to arrive this morning
was ez-Presi_ent Cleveland. He was ac-
corded a most enthusiastic reception by
thej citizens who gathered at the depot, his
progress through the streets to the Execu-
tive mansion being followed by a shouting
crowd. Throughout the day the ex-Presi-
dent shared with Judge Thurman the
felicitations of the Democratic leaders who
called to pay their respects.

The ex-President first went from the
depot to the Executive mansion, and dur-
ing the forenoon held a public reception at
the State House, a Presidential salute of
twenty-one guns being fired outside. From
early morning the corridors of the State
House were thronged with people.

Ex-Private Secretary Lamont, Governor
Campbell and many prominent Democrats
were present at the reception, in the course
of which the enthusiasm of the people
knew no bounds. The remark was often
heard from men, while shaking hands
with Mr. Cleveland, "You willbe our next
President."

At the conclusion of the reception Mr.
Cleveland drove to Judge Thurman's resi-
dence and congratulated him on his
seventy-seventh anniversary, assuring him
that the Democracy of the nation were re-
joiced at his continued vigor, and hoped
that he might yet be spared for ma_y
years of usefulness.

Judge Thurman replied that no years or
future sets ofyears could possibly increase
the warmth of congratulations he had re-
ceived to-dry from all parts of the United
States.'

Mr. Cleveland then returned to Governor
Campbell's mansion, where he and a few
friends were entertained at luncheon.

The banquet hall to-night was decorated
in a most beautiful manner. The celebra-
tion was under the auspices of the Thur-
man Club, which had charge of all ar-
rangements. Noticeable among the deco-
rations were large portraits of Cleveland
and Thurman.

Seldom have so many distinguished men
of any party assembled at one time in any
place, except on the occasion of a National
Convention. Among them were Senators
and ex-Senators, ex-Congressmen and
Congressmen-elect, Governors, ex-Govern-
ors and Governor elect, besides gentlemen
who have distinguished themselves in va-
rious channels of public and private life.

Shortly after 8 o'clock ex-President Cleve-
land and Judge Thurman entered the room,
Mr. Cleveland supporting his venerable
companion, who, further assisted by a cane,
walked slowly up the hall. A" mighty
cheer, repeated, greeted the two distin-
guished guests, continuing until tbe Chair-
man motioned the guests to take their
seats. After the party was seated,
every man arose again and waved
the traditional red bandana handkerchief
in honor of the Old Roman.

Mr. Thurman bowed slightly to his one
thousand admirers, and Mr. Cleveland did
likewise, as cheers for him rent the air.

At the conclusion of the banquet, Chair-
man Lentz, of the Thurman Club, made a
brief speech, introducing the toast-maker,
Congressman Outhwaite. When Mr.Outh-
waite delivered a brief eulogy, Judge Thur-
man's guests arose to their feet again and
the scene of wild enthusiasm was one -that
would have swelled with pride the heart of
any human being.

Itwas five minutes before the ovation sub-
sided sufficiently to allow Judge Thurman
to respond.

JUDGE THCr.MAN's SPEECH.
Judge Thurman responded to the toast,

"Our Guests." He said, in the beginning,
that he was not here to-night to make an
elaborate speech. He was here to express
his heartfelt appreciation ofthe honor they
have so kindly seen fit to do him, to tbauk
with his whole soul bis neighbors, fellow-
citizens of Ohio, and the distinguished
gentlemen from other States, for their
mark of friendship and e3teem.

"Iam here," said he, "at the age of 77,
to repeat my testimony so often given of
my confidence in the beneficent effects of
free institutions and my tirm belief of their
duration on this continent, and their grad-
ual but certain extension over other and
larger portions of the globe. Short as has
mv life been, in comparison with the lives
of nations, it has been lone enough for
me to see my native land, under free insti-
tutions, increase in population more than
seven-fold; in wealth, in a very far greater
degree; in extent of territory, more than
double its own: in the general well-being

aDd prosperity of the people and in educa-
tional advantages and religious privileges
without rival in the world, while its mag-
nificent works of internal improvement, its
wonderful agricultural resources, its great
mines and factories, and its marvelous
means of communications, creations of
science and skill, have surpassed anything
before known by the human race, and in
these same 77 years the constitution of
nearly every Government in Europe has
been ameliorated by the introduction ofa
more liberal principle.

"Cential and South America have be-
come Republics. Canada and Australia
are substantially Republics, without the
came. Even in the far East Japan be-
comes more free and liberal each year, and
more marvelous yet, light seems to be
breaking over benighted Africa, and men
are predicting, without exciting ridicule,
ber redemption from her barbarous sleep
of centuries. Iv a word, freedom seems to
be gradually circumnavigating the globe,
and a proud thought for" us, the polar star
of tbe navigation, is our own Republic of
the United States.'

Judge Thurman spoke feelingly of the
uniform kindness and honors bestowed
upon him by the people of Ohio from boy-
hood to old age, and spoke of all the dis-
tinguished lawyers and statesmen of Ohio
and other sections of the country whom
he had known during his career. In con-
clusion he said:

"Before I conclude, there is one state-
ment which I feel it my duty to make. In
one of our town papers a few days ago I
saw my name suggested as that of a proper
candidate for the Presidency or Vice-Presi-
dency in 1592. I regretted very much to
see the sugsestion, for, appearing in a pa-
per known to be very friendly to me, and
published in the place of my" residence, it
might naturally be suspected by strangers
that it was inspired, or at least approved by
me. But such was not the tact. My
friends, let me say to you in all sincerity,
and without the least mental reservation,
that Iam not nor shall I ever again be a
candidate ior office. I have been sufficient-
ly honored by my party, and neither ask
nor desire any further honor than contin-
ued friendship and good will.

"Gentlemen, ycu have gladdened the
heart and brightened the footsteps of an
old man, your devoted friend, in his de-
scent of tbe hill of life, where he has al-
most reached its foot. May God bless yoc
all, is his earnest prayer."

EX-PRESIDENT CLEVELAND.
Ex-President Cievland next responded to

the toast, "American Citizenship." He
said in part: "Ifollow the promptings of
a heart fullof devotion and veneration, as
I tender from the Democrats of tbe great
State of New York her tribute of atfection
for the man whom we honor to-Dight. I
am commissioned to claim for my State
her full share of the glory which has been
shed upon the American name and char-
acter by one whose career and example
cannot be pre-empted, and whose renown
cannot be limited in ownership to the
neighbors and friends of any locality. We
rsjoice in the e.tample afforded on this oc-
casion of genuine American citizenship,
revealed to us as a safe and infalliblein-
terpreter of duty in all emergencies, of a
long and honorable public career, and it is
an unfailing guide to usefulness and fame.

"In the presence and atmosphere of these
reflections we should not miss the lesson
they commend to us, or fail to renew our
appreciation of the value of this citizenship,
and revive our apprehension of the senti-
ments and conditions in which it has its
rise and growth. First of all, we should be
profoundly grateful that the elements
which make up the strength and vigor of
American citizenship are so naturally re-
lated to our situation and are so simple.
Here the plain people of the land are rulers.
Their investiture of power is only accom-
panied with conditions that they should
love their country; that they should jeal-
ously guard and protect its interests and
fair fame, and tbat all the intelligence with
which they are endowed should be de-
voted to an understanding cf its needs and
a promotion of its welfare.

"It should never be forgotten that the
influence which more than all other things
has made our people the safe depositaries
of governmental power, and which has
furnished the surest guarantee of the
strength and perpetuity of a Republic, has
its source in the American home. Here
our patriotism is born and entwines itself
with the growth of filiallove, and here our
children are taught the story of our free-
dom and independence. But above all,
h«te in the bracing and wholesome atmos-
phere of uncomplaining frugality and
economy, the mortal and moral attributes
of our people have been firmly knit and
invigorated. Never could it be said of any
country so truly as of ours that the per-
manency of its institutions depends upon
its homes.

"I have spoken of frugality and ecDn-
omy as important factors in American life.
I find no fault with the accumulation of
wealth, and am glad to see energy and en-
terprise receive their fair reward. But I
believe our Government, in its natural in-
tegrity, is suited to a frugal and econom-
ical people, and Ibelieve it is safest in the
hands of those who have been made strong
and self-reliant in their citizenship by self-
denial and by the surrounding of enforced
economy.

"When, therefore, men in high places of
trust, charged with the responsibility of
making and executing our laws, not only
condemn but flippantly deride cheapness
and economy within the homes of our
people, and when the expenditures of the
Government are reckless and wasteful, we
may be sure that something is wrong with
us. and that a condition exists which calls
for a vigorous and resentful Sefense of
Americanism by every man worthy to be
called an American citizen.

"Upon the question of cheapness and
economy, whether it relates to individuals
or to operations of the Government, the
Democratic party, true to its creed, willun-
alterably remain attached to our plain and
frugal people when the question is raised
whether our people shall have the neces-
saries ot life at a cheaper rate. We are not
ashamed to confess ourselves in full sym-
pathy with the demand for cheaper coats,
acd we are not disturbed by the hint that
this seems necessarily to iuvolve a cheaper
man or woman.

"When the promoters ofa party measure
which invades every home in the land
with higher price 3 declares that the cheap
and nasty go together, and that this whole
system of cheap things is a badge of pov-
erty—tor cheap merchandise means cheap
men, and cheap men means a cheap conn-
try—we indignantly repudiate such an in-
terpretation of American sentiment. And
when another one, high in party councils,
who has become notorious as an advocate
of a contrivance to perpetrate partisan
supremacy by outrageous interference
with the suffrages of the people, an-
nounces that the cry for cheapness is un-
American, we scornfully reply thai his
speech does not indicate the slightest con-
ception of true Americanism.

"I will not refer to other utterances of
like import from similar sources. I con-
tent myself with recalling the moat promi-
nent and significant. The wonder is that
these things were addressed by Americans
to Americans. What was tbe occasion of
these condemnations, these epithets? It is
hard to speak patiently as we answer.
Step by step a vast number of our people
had been led on, following blindly in the
path of the party. They have been filled
with hate and sectional prejudice; they
have been cajoled with misrepresentations
and false promises; they have beeu cor-
rupted with money and by appeals to their
selfishness, and all these things led up to
their final betrayal to satisfy demands of
those who supplied the fund for tbeir cor-
ruption. This betrayal was palpable, and
it was impossible to deny or conceal the
fact that the pretended relief tendered to
the people in fulfillment of the promise to
lighten the burdens of their life, made by
tbe party intrusted with the Government,
wbj but a scheme to pay debts incurred by
the purchase ol party success, while it
increased the improverishment of the
masses.

"The people were at last aroused and de-
manded an explanation. The leaders of
the party which was caught in the act of
robbery, and which was arraigned by the
people for a violation of its trust, were
forced by their sad predicament to a
desperate expedient. To attempt toreverse
the current of true Americanism, and to
discredit it of the most honorably senti-
ments belonging to American manhood,
were the disgraceful tasks ot those who in-
sulted our people by the announcement of
the doctrine that to desire cheapness was to
love naatiness, and to practice economy
and frugality waa un-American. Thus do

i we plainly ?ee that when tbe path pointed

out by patriotism and American citizenship
is forsaken by the party in power for
schemes of selfishness and unscrupulous
conspiracies for partisan success, it course
leads to unjust favoritism, neglect of the
interests of the masses.

"But this is a time when faith in our
countrymen shouid be fully re-established.
The noise of the recent political revolution
is stiil heard through the land. The peo-
ple have just demonstrated that there was
a point beyond where they cannot be led
by blind partisanship, and that they are
quite competent to examine and correctly
decide political questions concerning their
rights and their welfare. They have un-
mercifully resented every attack upou true
American manhood, and have taught the
party leaders that, though slow to anger,
they take terrible revenge when betrayed.
They permit us to forgive our honored
gue3t for all the cheap coats he has ever
worn, for they have declared them to be
in fashion. They have aiso decreed tha:
the decalogue has a place in our politics,
for they have enforced the command.
'Thou sball not steal.' and have rendered
emphatic verdict against those who have
borne false witness.

"Who can now doubt our countrymen's
appreciation of that trait so well illustrated
in the character of Allen G. Thurman,
which prompted him throushout his long
career, at all times and in all circum-
stances, and without regard to personal j
consequences, to do things which his con- |
science and judgment approved, and which
seemed to him to be in the interests of his
country and in accordance with his Demo- I
cratic faith?

"Our rejoicing and his are increased as
we also celebrate to-night the triumph of
the Democratic principles for which he
fought and fell but two short years aao,
and to complete our joy and his, we are
permitted to indulge iv true Democratic
enthusiasm over the steadfastness and de-
votion to its creed exhibited by our party,
which, knowing no discouragement, has j
fought to victory the people's cause.

"We shall fail in the obligation to cur j
fellow countrymen if we slide conscience
and duty by ignoble partisanship, but shall '
meet every patriotic expec:ation if we fol-
low the guidance of true and honest Dem-
ocracy, illumined by the light of genuine
American citizenship."

General Thomas Ewing responded to
"The Democratic Party." In relation to
future public economy, in the course of
his speech he said : "Since the war the \great industries of the countiy have been
becoming concentrated in the hands of a
few great corporations, created by the peo-
ple and subject to their control. Tuf-i
vast powers are rapidly multiplying the
millionaires and destroying the industrial
independence of the masses.

'As Democrais, iv the broadest sensp.
we must check this growing evil so far as
the means lie within the legitimate powers j
of the Government. Our taxation, local
and national, aggregates over eight hun- i
dred millions per year. To put an enorm-
-0-S tax burden on wealth instead of the
labor of the country wiil tend strongly to
the wholesome and just distribution of the
annual net increases which labor and capi-
tal combined produce

"We must go back to a rational tariff
policy. The Republican party has enacted
a tarifffor piotection only, leaving sixty-
three millions of consumers to be plun-
dered by protected manufacturers."

General Ewing further said that the
Federal income and inheritance taxes
should be. and he believed will be, restored
by the Democracy. They should be im-
posed in raising revenues by both State
and Federal governments. Small incomes
and inheritances should be wholly exempt,
and the tax should be graduated so as to
increase with the amount of inheritance or
income. Railroad and municipal corpora-
tions, he said, should be regulated by the
States to rescue the masses from undue ex-
action.

Mr. Porter says: "The most surprising
j fact that the forthcomitig cet.sus will estab-

I lish i3the stupendous growth of tbe urban
population—the migration of the agriculi-
uial population to the cities. The tea-
(ieccy of modern civilization is to mass the
population. An individual often sinks his
own will,his own property, his own happi-
ness, present and prospective, in tenement
houses of the city, when he mi.bt have

I been an-independent man, wiih a fair
| competence, had he been conleut with
! rural life. The pre eminent success of a
I few in the vast commercial enterprises, in
j the manufactures and in public -ffiiir.,
tempts those in tbe scattered homes lo go to
the centers of population, and hopefulness
keeps many oi' theiu there till they cannot
get away. As the result of this tendency
the eleventh census will show a tremen-
dous gain in city population.

"Duric„ the past decade this gain has
! beeu no less than 60 per cent. In speaking
roundly, it may be said that iv 17!>0 one-

] thirtieth of the population was lound in
cities of more thau sOOO population: in
181 0, one-twenty fiftb; in I*lo, and also in
1820. one-twentieih: in 1830, one-sixteenth;
in 1840, one-twelfth: in 1860, one-eighth:
in IS6O, one-seventh, 1-70, more than one-
fifth, in 1?S0, half-way between one-fifth
and one-quarter, and in 1890, nearly three-

: tenths.
"The eleventh census will show that in

! the State of Massachusetts fully 75 per
i cent of the population reside in cities.

"The phenomenal growth.iv population
j of our centers of industrial energy is mdi;-

-; cative of the rise of our great manufactur-
i ing industries during the last decade, and
] illustrates the fact tbat tbis country is now
! the foremost manufacturing, as well as the
! leading agricultural nation, in the world."

Speaking of the tllect of this urban
movement, Mr. Porter said : "The growth
of cities has undoubtedly decreased the
rate of increase in our population, as the
birth rate in our ciiie3 is notoriously low.
The influence of immigration is made

| the total during the last decade has been
i larger than ever before. The character of
i immigration has entirely changed in the
j last ten years. The immigration from the

! United Kingdom, Germany and Scandi-
navia, with t-eir large families and love

TRADE WITH AUSTRALIA.

i Report of Consul Connolly Regarding
Our Relations With the Colonies.

Washix«tos, November loth.—Consul
J. D. Connolly, at Auckland, New Zealand,

jhas submitted a report to the State Depart-
| ment in which he say*; "The total value
I of imports iron the Urited States during
I the year 1887, amounted to Jl 712,180, an
I increase over'the preceditt< year of 5
The value of exports to the United States
during the same period was JI.TOG S7O, thus
showing the balance of trade to be i-v.-V-'1'

in our favor at the close ot last year.
"As the Australasian colonies are grow-

ing in wealth and population, and, in con-
sequence their commercial importance is
correspondingly increasing, it might pot be
uninteresting to know the value of our
trade with New Z?aland for the last ten
years, viz, from ISSO to lHi'J, inclusive,
from figures just ieceived from theColouial
Government. I find the exports for tbe
period above referred to to be: Imports
from the United S'at°s. $17 'ISO 25*i; exports
to America, $16,338,060; thus leaving a bal-
ance to our ctedit for ten years' trade of
$1,541,193.

"Considering that there has been no
special elfort on our part to cultivate these
close commercial relations, which are be-
coming so necessary to the cultivation of
new markets for lhe surplus manufactures
of the United States, the above figures can-
not be considered unfavorable. I believe I
am justified in saying that if an earnes
effort was made towards extending oor
trade with these colonies our present trade
will more than double annually. Tbis,
however, can only be accomplished by
more frequent communication.''

GENEROCi GIFT.

Mrs. Alexander Will Build Commence-
ment Hall for Princeton College.

Xew Yokk, November 13th.—A Tribune
Princeton (N. J.) special says : At the an-
nual fall meeting of the Board of Trustees
of Princeton University, heid to-day, Presi-
dent Patton announced the gift, of a new
building by Mrs. Harriet Crocktr Alexan-
der, daughter of ths late Charles Crocker of
California.

The new building wiil be used for com-
mencement exercises and all the higher
functions of university life. It wi!' ba the
finest, mo9t costly and best-equipped build-
ing of its kind belonging to any college in
the country. The best architects will be
consulted, and also the best taste and
precedent in a building of this style.

Several sites have been suggested, but
none ofthem are considered at all satisfac-
tory. The matter of loca'ion is rather a
pnzzle. The college has plenty of ground,
but as yet no convenient and commanding
site has been found which is available for a
building of this character. It is to be a
memorial of the Alexander family, fifteen
ofwhom have graduated at Princeton.

President Patton gracefully announced
the gift to the Trustees in the fallowing
words: "I think we all feel the need of
some suitable building for our commence-
ment exercises and other academic func-
tions. I have looked forward to the time
when, with the growth of the college and
the -development of the univers-
ity idea, we might reasonably hepe
that some benefactor would build
us a commencement hail which iv its
architecture and adornmenis would be a
worthy tribute to learning. Tee gilts of
women lo Princeton have been numerous,
notably those of Mrs. Robert L. Stuart of
New York and Mrs. David Brown of
Princeton. This act oiigineted solely and
spontaneously with Mra. Alexander, with
no solicitation from myself, her husband
or any one else.

THE IVETT MURDER.
The Chain of Evidence Being Closely

Woven About August OISMt,

Merced, November IStb.—To day an As-
sociated Press reporter colled at the Coro-
ner's office and was shown a pail of over-
alls, pants and shoes found In tbl
where August Olsen slept at his mother's
ranch. On examination, blood could be
seen with the naked eye ar.d wben the re-
porter looked through a lar^e magnifying
glass they looked us if they hud been used
by a butcher.

Olsen was asked bya detective if they
were his clothing, and he evaded tbe ques-
tion and did not reply. He wa: . Iso asked
what he did with the clothing he had on
while at Ivett's and could not Ull

Sheriff Warfield publicly announ
day that he would give a reward oi
and Mrs. Ivett would (.'ive $S,i 00 101 Ite
arrest and conviction of the mnrdi rer, and
a reward of $100 has been offered foi tbe
return of the hammer and pincers that
OLen claims to have lost on Friday night.

Another clue was diaoovered to day. The
detectives discovered tbe tracks ol a mule
and a horse near the Ivett ranch niul fol-
lowed the tracks about ten milts to a large
reservoir near Sag-amp, where they lost
the trail.

It is now thought that the murderer had
au accomplice, and that they de; ailed the
bloody weapon in this reservoir. The res-
ervoir will be drained as soon as possible.
The lake near Ivett s residence wiil also be
drained, as the weapon might be there.

This morning Olsen sent to .Modesto
and engaged a lawyer named Hogan, and
this afternoon he came to Merced, and in
company with District Attorney liiecken-
ridge, who had also been sent for, he went
over to Snelling.

Itis rumored that a klter written by one
of the suspected parties has beeu inter-
cepted that will create considerable ex-
citement when made public. The web of
circumstantial evidence seems to be being
woven closely around Aueust Olsen, but
as yet he has not been arrested, but may
be at any moment.

COSTYL BLAZE.
A Large F.'.ur-Story Building Burned at

the Hay.

San Francisco, November loth.—A large
fire broke out at the corner of Davis and
Sacramento strci-'s ab >ul 10:30 this evening.
About fifteen minutes after agent-oi alarm
was sounded, and all the engines in the
city, including the water town, went to
the scene. The fire was in a large four-
stoiy buiidiug, owned by S. Wange_h-_n
and occupied by H. Dutard, commission
merchant; Saroni it Co., candy manufac-
tory, and H. Leibes itCo . cigar factory.

The building was destroyed, the roof
floors falling in rapid succession.
