The Town of Tiburon Destroyed by
* Fire—A Tacoma Smuggler
Surrenders.

THE RAILROAD DISASTER.

Further Particulars of the Wreck on the
Oregon.

SaLemM, November 15th.—Further par-
ticnlars of the accident to the California
express last night reached here to-day. The
accident happened at the north end of the
long trestle crossing “what is known as
Lake Labash, about a bhalf-mile north of
the Chemawa Indian Training School, five
miles from Salem.

The trestle must have given away assoon
as the engine siruck it, and the traiz and
the trestle all went down together. The
engine was overturned and halfibaried al-
most in the mad.

Then followed the first-class dev coach,
which was saved from going over by
alighting with the front end onan old
tree broken off about even with the trestle.

Fellowing this were the tender, madl,
bageage and express cars, twisted and
broken entirely out of shape.

The seats in the car were every one
broken to splinters, and the partitiors in
the car were broken into thousands of
pieces.

Then-followed the smoker, the seats in
which were nearly all broken. Next was
the tourist sleeper.

Engineer John McFadden, fireman Fin-
neal and an unknown man riding on the
front platform were killed. In all, abouta
dozen were seriously injured. Nearly
every passenger on the train was injured.
Conductor Cousar and C. Griebel were
badly wounded.

HOW THE NISHT WAS PASSED,

Fires were built near the wreck to keep
the wounded from chilling through in the
cold fog. Laid out on the ground were the
mangled corpses recovered from the wreck.
Reclining on improvised beds about the
fires were the wounded, who had been
taken from coaches, while standing about,
tendering what assistance they could, were
those less seriously wounded, and arcund
these and everywhere were the crocwds who
had come to help or from curiosity. In
the coaches, slanting on the fallen trestle
work, were the same scenes, every available
cushion being occupied by some unfortu-
nate one more or less injured. Assoon as
the doctors from Salem arrived, at abeut
11:15 o'clock, they set about dressing the
wounds and administering to the needs of
the injured.

THE NEWS AT SALEM.

The first news of the disaster that reached
Salem came by an Indian student of the
Chemawa school, who arrived a little be-
fore 9 o'clock, having ridden in. He said
a hundred people were killed. Immedi-
ately every physician in the cityand a
large number of helpers were summoned
and taken to the scene. Every available
rig in the city was taken within a few min-
utes and hundreds were socn upon the
spot. A relief train was also ordered im-
mediately from Albany—a part of the Al-
bany Express that passed over the deadly
trestle only a few minuntes before the ill-
fated train went down.

At once a wrecking obstruction train was
started out from Portland which will clear
the wreck and repair the break as speedily
as possible. The length of the bridge is
about six hundred feet. T'he trestle work
there is from sixteen to twenty feet high.
It is supposed the engineer felt the trestle
give way as soon as his engine struck it.
He gave one short whistle and set the
brakes. The train moved ahead about fifty
yards, and went down in less than a min-
ute.

The scenes at Salem following last
night's disaster are most” mournful. At
8:30 this morning a train arrived from the
wreck bearing the killed and wounded, and
hundreds of Salem people were in attend-
ance to help carry them on stretchers to the
Willamette Hotel, which was converted
into a hospital for the time being. Under-
takers’ vans stood at the depot grounds
with their suggestive receptacles, while a
long file of men only slightly crippled
walked slowly toward the hotel, supported
on each side by helpful citizens or railway
employes.

Men and women with faces blackened,
bloody and bruised, were carried out on
stretchers apparently unconscious or rest-
ing after the horrors of the night.

CARING FOR THE INJURED.

Porrraxp, November 13th.—A special
train bearing those slightly injured arrived
here this afternoon. They were taken to

The number of in-
jured passengers brought here is twenty-
four. It cannot be determined what caused
the wreck until an official investigation is
had.

An interview was had with Marshal Mc-
Garry by an Associated Press reporter. He
is about the worst injured of all the living
victims of the wreck, having at least ten
d:ifferent wounds, and being badly disfig-
ured. He said: “The first notiee I had of
the impending accident was three distinct
chugs in rapid succession, and then came
the crash. In a moment I was hurned
about unceremoniously, and finally struck
on the top of my head and became uncon-
scious.”

ANOTHER VICTIM DIES.

PortrLaND, November 13th—Just as the
relief train bearing the wounded from the
scene of the wreck to this city arrived in
East Portland, C. Greibel, of Milwaukee,
Wis., traveling agent for the Val. Blatz
Brewing Company, expired, making the
number of dead five. Greibel had both
legsbroken and his body was badly crushed,
also receiving injuries about his head.
The body was taken to the Morgue.

Captain Ednell, of San Francisco, who
had both legs broken, was taken to the
Hotel Portland, where he is being cared
for. The remainder of the wounded were
taken to the different hospitals.

It is thought by the surgeons that Cap-
tain C. E. Bowden, of Tacoma, who 1s at
the Good Samaritan Hospital, cannot re-
cover. He is suffering from concussion of
the spine. He was accompanied by two
little daughters, one of whom, Ida, suf-
fered a broken arm and a dislocated shoul-
der. The party were on their way to Aus-
tralia.

VERDICT OF THE CORONER'S JURY.

SarLEym, November 135th.—The verdict of
the Coroner’s jury is lengthy, but in sub-
stance it exonerates the memory of the
enginéers and the firemen from blame and
finds that the bridge was unsafe and that
the company was responsible for such un-
safety.

FOUL MURDER,

The Horribly Mangled Body of a Man
Found in Seattle.

SeartLE (Wash.), November 13th.—The
body of an unknown man was found this
morning on the shores of Lake Washing-
ton, at the end of the Madison cable line,
by two boys who were out hunting. The
body was that of & man who would weigh
at least 200 pounds. The head and chest
were covered with an armful of hay, and
when taken away by the Coroner showed
the man’s throat to be cut from ear to ear,
a depressioe of the skull on a line with the
right eye to the ear and a hole in the fore-
head, penetrating the skull. They must
have been inflcied with a sharp hammer
or revolver in the hands of an assassin.
It was plain that the unfortunate man had
been murdered by robbers. When found
a bloody razor was tightly clasped in the
dead man’s right hend. It was evidently
the intention of the murderers to give the
impression that the man had committed
suicide, but the deadly work was too plain
for the Coroner’s jury, who, with twenty-
five or fifty men, went to see the remains,
and decided that the man kad been mur-
dered.

THE BODY IDENTIFIED.

SeATTLE, November 13th.—Late to-night
the body of the man who was found mur-
dered on the shore of Lake Washington
was identified as that of Olaf Ellington, a
cook in a West Side brickyard. He had
with him $900,which his murderers secured.
The detectives claim to have a positive clve
to the murderers, and are now on the trail
