
THE CITY'S VOTE.

ITS CAHVASS IS COXPLETED BY THE
BOARD OF SUPERVISORS.

The Result Does Not Seriously Affect the

Tote of Any Candidate—De-
vine Elected.

To-day's table of election returns com-
pletes the city vote. As several days will
be required in which to canvass the returns
of the county precincts, there will be no
further publications oi the table until the
county canvass shall be completed, when

the fullreturns willbe given.
There weie no chaDges made by the can-

vassers yesterday of sufficient magnitude
to affect lhe result in the cases of any of

the candidates. James B. Devine held his

lead of 32 votes over C. W. Baker for Jus-
tice of the Peace throughout the canvass of
the city returns, and hence is safe.

In the fifth preciDet of the Fourth Dis-

trict(Guthrie's) the tally list gave Rhoads,
for Coanty Clerk, 55 votes, bat the can-
vassers found he was entitled tobut 45.
He says, however, that in his own figuring
on the result he has claimed only 45 votes
there.

A DEMOCBATIC PROTEST.

When the returns from the twelfth pre-
cinct of the Third District were opeued
there was found inclosed the following pro-
test:

To Inspectors and Judaea: lam directed by the
Democratic State Central Committee to notify
you that the bailots cast in this county and en-
titled "Citizen-' Republican Ticket" and those
entitled "Citizens' Eemocr-tic Tickel" caunot
be counted for any Associate Justice of the Su-
preme Court, because each ballot is a vote for
three Associate Justice? of the Supreme Court,
no one of whom is to fill an unexpired term.
Therelore three persons are voted for to fill full
terms, of which there are but two, and the bal-
lot cannot be counted for auy one of the three.
(Section 1202, Political Code.)

Divorce Proceedings After Twelve Years'
.'Married I.ile.

"Ihave sued for a divoice, and have ab-
solutely nothing with which to support
myself and two little children. I took in
sewing and worked as long as I could, but
bed to give up about a week ago.''

Mrs. Susie J. Coflman gave the above
testimony in Judge Van Fleet's Court yes-
terday, in answer to questions by her attor-
ney. Grove L Johnson. She went on to
state that she and Col!man were married
twelve ye.-.rs ago, and for several years
lived happily together. During recent
year?, however, he had continually abused
and maltreated her until she could stand it
no longer, and t.vo weeks ago she began
proceedings lor divorce. She was about to
become a mother now, and was absolutely
without funds.

The husband took the witness stand and
testified that he was a mechanic and earned
about $65 a month. He said he was will-
ing to provide for the support of his wift-
and chiidren, but owing to a nnmher of
debts whtch he had to meet could not do
it. He denied lhat these deb!s were con-
tracted for the purpose of obstructing pro-
ceedings for alimony.

Judge Van Fleet ordered that tbe de-
fendant paj $40 per month alimony. and
he was taxed $:!0 in addition for Court DO*-!

GLACKEN'S TROUBLES.

The Suits of His Wife and Father-ln-
Law Called Up.

The divorce suit of Josephine J. Glacken
vs. Juhn J. Glacken—who, it will be re-
membered, killed Mrs. Glacken's brother,
ToDy Menke, recently in a bloody duel,
and was himself nearly killed—was called
in Judge Van Fleet's Court yesterday.

Grove L. Johnson, who appeared as at-
torney for Glacken, demurred to the com-
plaint on the ground that it was defective.
He read the complaint, which was in fact
tbat for something like five yearj past lhe
dtfendant bad been extremely cruel to her;
bad been limiting, profane and violent,
etc. Mr. Johnson pointed out that portions
of the complaint were ambiguous, but
Judge Van Fleet held the complaint good,
and overruled tbe dem:irrtr.

In Ibe sarin' Court, the suit of A. Menke,
Tony Menkes father, aiainst GlackeD, for
the recovery of some hop land, came up
for bearing. Attorney Johnson demurred
to tbe complaint in this case too, on the
ground tbat it did not state facts sufficient
to constitute cause of action, and also on
Ihe ground that the property sued for was
not properly described. Judge Van Fleet
examined ibe complaint and took tbe
matier under advisement.

EXECUTIVE CLEMENCY.

SUCCESSFULLY INVOKED IN BEHALF
OF SEVERAL PRISONERS.

A Review of the Leading Facts of the
Clark-Wainwright Tragedy by

Judge McFarlacd,

The Governor did a brisk business in the
pardon line yesterday. He directed that
four persons be discharged from prison,
and also commuted the sentences of two
others, one of whom is C. R. Clark, who in
1885 killed a man named Wainwright
who had married his (Clark's) divorced
wife.

Governor Waterman, in giving his rea-
sons for commuting Clark's sentence from
life imprisonment to ten years, stated that
he had received letters from A.L. Hart, J.
T. Carey and other lawyers engaged on
either side of the case, favoring the appli-
cation, and also a statement from Judge T.
B. McFarland, who was presiding Judge
at the time of Clark's conviction and
passed sentence upon him. Inasmuch as
tDe letter of Judge McFarland embodies
the chief fads, connected with a tragedy
which caused considerable stir at tbe time
—but has now been almost forgotten—it is
given below. The Judge wrote:

Mr. Clark was tried before me while Superior
Judge of Sacramento, some four or five years
ago, and was convicted of murder lor shooting
and killingone Wainwright, who had recently
married Clark's wife. M hile as a Judge I would
net hare been warranted iv granting a new
trial on the grounds tbat the evidence did not
justify the verdict, still I COB-MI doubM of
C ark's guilt. There was, however, a substau-
tial coiitlict of evidence, and iv such a ease,
where no error of law has been committed,
neither a trial Court nor an appellate Court cau
set aside a verdict without a plaiu usurpation of
power. Clark was a hard-workiug and respect-
able man. was not of tee criminal classes, and
had always borne a good reputation » • *Ue had at oue time been opposed to the mar-
riage ofhis sister-in-law witn Wainright, but
lie seems to have become recon: ikd to it and
assisted at the marriage ceremouy aud ontiib-
uted to its expeuse.

On the day after the wedding (I think it was
the next day) Clark entered his owu room, iv
which were seated his wile and also Wainncht
aud his bride and one or two others. He t. sti-
lled that he had been cleaning his pistol, which
he usually kept in a box in a coruer
of the room opposite the door at
which he entertd. After he entered
the room he took out his pistol, with the inten-
tion, as h- said, ot putting the pistol in the box.
He certainly, at that time, did not poiut the pis-
tol, o: make auy hostile demonstration toward
any oue. He walked past Wainwright, who sat
near the door, but wben he took out the pistol
Mrs. Wainwright became alarmed, aud, utter-
ing a scream, jumped through a window audou
to the veranda.

Wainwright then suddenly approached Clark
from behind, seized him. and a Quick, fierce
stiuagie ensued between them. During this
struggle the pit toi was discharged and Wain-
wright was killed.

(lark said that the sudden attack of Wain-
wright from the rear confused and dazed him,
and that in his endeavor to protect himself from
au assault which he did not fully understand,
the pistel being in his hand at the time of the
attack, went offaccidentally.

At all tvents, it always seemed doubtful tome
if there was any intent tokili.orifthe elements
of murder appeared in the ail-,ir. * * * I
earnestly hope that the application may re-
ceive the favorable consideration of your Ex-
cellent y.

THE OTHER CASES.
Hugh ourant,0urant, who was convicted of rob-

bery :r. Sierra county in 188G, and sen-
tenced to 40 jears' imprisonment, was
granted a pardon because the Governor be-
lieved him innocent—one of the best rea-
sons that could be advanced.

Archie Flavirger was last year convicted
of hurglery in the second degree in Shasta
and sentenced to four years. Tbe evidence
against him was circumstantial, the guilty
parlies have since been found, and Flavin-
gtr was innccent. Hence his pardon.

Charles Fitzgerald was convicted of rob-
bery in Santa Clara in 1889, and went up
tor two years. The real culprit has since
made affidavit that Filzgerald was inno-
cent, and it appears that this was another
case of "somebody must be convicted.''
The Governor very properly orders his
pardon.

Edward Jones was sentenced to 250 days
\u25a0in August last for having visited a house of
ill fame in San Francisco. This was such
a flagrant assault upon the rights and priv-
ileges of an American youth that he had
no trouble in securing any number of
names to his petilion fcr "pardon. Tbe
Governor, in granting bis prayer, says:
"The circumstances attending Jones'
trouble have been fully explained to me,
and I consider bim entitled to clemency."

The ten years' sentence of Thomas Lan-
gan, for manslaughter, commuted in San
Francisco in 1888, was reduced to five
years.

THE LATE A. H. ESTELL.
Bis Remains Will be Brought Here To-

Day for Burial.
As will be seen by tbe following tele-

grams, the remains of the late Alfred Hen-
derson Estell, who died a; Reno, Nev , on
Thursday evening, will be brought here
for burial, in accordance with lhe wishes of
the many friends of the deceased in this
city, where he spent so many years of his
life, and which place he regarded as his
home. E. G. Blessing telegraphed to Theo-
dore Winters late on Thursday night to
know if this could not be done, and re-
ceived the following reply :

Bue, and whatever you and they decide upon
willbe done. The remains are in a casket, and
can be forwarded or buried here.

On the receipt of the latter telecram Mr
Blessing and otber friends of the deceased
secured an apartment at tbe Capital Hotel
for the reception of the body. The latter
will be received at the depot and taken to
the h-. tei, where it wililie until 2 o'clcck
to-morrow, when the funeral will take
place therefrom. The casket will be open
from 10 o'clock a m. to-morrow until 12
o'clock noon, when the remains may be
viewed by friends of the deceased.

Deceased was a nephew of James Estell,
a prominent citizen of early days in this
State, and who for several years was War-
den of the San Quentin Prison, when the
management of lhat institution cut a very
prominent figure in the politics of Califor-
nia. In the hurriedly-made mention yes-
terday of the various official positions held
by Mr. Estell, omission was maOe of the
tact that he was elected Sheriff ot Sacra-
mento county and served one term as the
successor to M. M. Drew.

Information was received last evening to
the ellect that tbe remains would arrive at
the dppot this evening at 5:25. They will
be taken immediately to the hotel.

THE NEW RAILROAD SCHEDULE.
Charges In the Oveilaud and Oregon

Lines to be Made To-Morrow.
The changes in the overland trains

announced to go ittj effect to-morrow
morning, will begin at the lastern end of
the Central Pacific line, at Ogden; there-
fore the trains to arrive to-morrow and
next day will come iv on their present
time schedule. The changes will affect
quite a number of trains. As heretofore
stated, the overland express (designated
as No. 1), will leave for'the East at 12:05
p. m. (aoon), instead of 7:40 p. m.. and will
carry the second class passengers.

The other overland express, carrying

first-class passengers, that has been leav-
ing at 12:10 midni-hf for the Esst. will
leave one hour earlier.

Coming westward, the second-class over-
land will arrive al 2:25 a. m , icstead of
5:25 p m. Passengers will breakfast here,
and the train will leave for San Francisco
at S:4O a. m. (This train will take the
place of the local train to San Francisco.)

On the Oregon line, the train from
Portland which has heretofore arrived at
3:40 a. m., will arrive at 5:25 a. m , and
leave for San Francisco at 6:15.

The train for Lathrop and Los Angeles
\u25a0vhieh formerly left here at 5:30 p. m , will
leave at 4:30.

The train from Knight's Landing and
Davisville will arrive at 7:10 a. m.. instead
of 7:25.

After the Colfax local arrives here to-
day it wiil be disconiinned for the winter.

AMATEUR BOXERS

Satterwhite Declines the Proposition to
Meet Mr, Johnson,

Referring to the proposition recently
made by tbe Sacramento Athletic Club for
a boxing match between J. W. Satterwhite
of the Olympics, and William Johnson oi
this city, the San Francisco Safari of last
evening says:

"J. W. Satterwhite. the champion ama-
teur middle-weight boxer of tbe coast, who
defeated Johnson of the Sacramento club
in the tournament, has declined the propo-
sition of the Sacramento club. He is sur-
prised at his own victory over Johnson, as
he had only been taking lessons for a short
time, and went into the tournament mere
to see what he was actually worth thau to
win tbe championship. He is not afraid of
Jobnson, but is finishing his law studies at
the Hastings Law College, and does uot
feel like giving them up to train for a ring
record. McCord may, however, go to Sac-
ramento and box Johnson.

'We suggest as a good programme of
sport that the Sacramenlo club arrange a
number of contests open to all clubs, il"
McCord and Johnson agree to meet. Spell-
man and Boulo, who contested in the ban-
tam-weight class at the tournament,.will
accept an crier from Sacramento, and
George Green, who refused to enter the
tournament, says he will meet James Lucy
ofthe Lurline club if the Sacramento club
says so.

"A welter-weight contest might be ar-
ranged between Laflerly of the Olympics
and O'Xeill of tbe Sacramento, or either of
them with William Gallagher of the Acme
club or H. Gallagher of the Luriine club,
all good men. M. Sullivan of the Acme
club and Ward ofthe Olympic would prob-
ably agree to a heavy-weight coutest. If
the Sacramento club should decide to give
such an sll'-ir a big crowd would go up
from this city."

The Youthful Willows Elopers to he

In response to the telegram sent by Chief

Drew to Willows announcing the arrest
hereof a young man acd a littlegirl who
had eloped from that place, Dr. W. A. Sea-
horn, editor of the Willows Journal, came
to this city last evening, armed with the
authority of a Deputy Sheriff, to take the
runaways back there.

Dr. Seahorn says his parents reared the
young man, who has always been regarded
us feebleminded. He is a hard-working,
steady youth, and will be properly looked
after. The girl, who is but 13 years old,
will be returned to the home of George
Johnson and wile, who had adopted her.
They are persons of considerable means,
and she will inherit their estate. The
Johnsons intend sending the child to a
convent, where she may be properly in-
structed for a good and useful life.
