Second—We think the homes of the
people of Sacramento are perhaps of nof so
much importance as the aforesaid sand
bank, therefore the work shounld be
stopped, as no material damage could be
anticipated in the event of the gverflow of
the city, which can be readily shown by
the annals of the years 1852.3

Third—Mr. Norris intends to hold each
and every member of the Board personglly
responsibie for said damage, and not wish-
ing to be reduced to absolute poverty, we
advize that the work be immediately
stopped.

Fourth—And—by far the most weighty
reason of all—we are informed by Mr.
Rightmire, the contractor, that all of said
work has been completed, therefore, your
committee believes that the work should
be stopped immediately.

GRS A singular and sensational affair
occurred in this city on the 20th of Novem-
er.

The past summer has been an unusually
favorable one for the growth and develop-
ment of oranges and lemons in this city
and vicinity. The trees are all beavily
laden with fruit, which is now takingon
that beautiful golden hue which makes an
orange orchard in full bearing an cbject of
such warm admiration.

Both oranges and lemons have attained
an unusual size this season, snd—uniike
the fruit produced in some portions of the
southern citrus belt—it is perfectly free
from all taint of smut. :

There is now scarcely @ garden in Sacra-
mento that is not ornamented by from one
to a dozen orange or lemon trees, most of
which are loaded down with fruit. Sacra-
mento should be well represented at the
approaching Citrus Fair, wherever it may
be held; and in order to do so, citizens
should not pick and dispose of their choice
fruit too early in the season, as is generally
done. 3

There are now oranges enough grewn in
this city and county to mezke up a dis-
play sufficiently large to constitute an
exhibition in itself; and if the fair should
be held in San Francisco this winter there
is no reason why Sacramento county
should not have as fine an exhibit as any
in Northern California.

A LONG FELT WANT.

Tenth street is now a magnificent thor-
oughfare, from the Capitol building clear
down to Y street. This was & much
needed improvement, as Tenth street is the
most convenieat for funerals moving to-
ward the City Cemetery, and is the street
mostly used by those wishing to resch the
Riverside road. Contractor Parker did the
work from N to R, and Ewing is finishing
up the balance.

From Front to Tenth, on O, has been
completed for some time, and the work
speaks for itself. It was the first job under-
taken by the Citizens’ Company, and they
naturally feel proud of it, as it has proved
itself to bea most excellent and durable
piece of work. o

The contract for grading and graveling
Eieverth, from H to I, has been let to con-
tractor Hughes, and work will be com-
menced immediately. It is also under-
stood that Y street (on top of the levee)
is to be graveled from Tenth to Twenty-
eighth very soon. This will £il another
long-felt want, as this street connpects with
the lower Stockton road, snd by patting it

QUITE A CHANGE.

“Now that you have seen about all that

is to be seen,’’ said Mr. Luhrs to his com-
panion, as they headed foer home, “‘vou will
observe what a complete transformation
has teken place. Last year—Ilast winter, I
mean—people from outside the city could
not get into town and we could not get out.
The cutlets were nothing less than run-
ping streams of mud. What have we got
this year? Why, there are N and L streets
to connect with the Jackson and Brighton
road; Twelfth street to connect with the
Auburn recad on the north; Tenth
street to connect with the upper Stockton
road, and the roads in from Gerber's and
the hospital—in fact, we will have no
trouble from this source at all this year,
and, as I saig a while ego, it will mean
thousands of lars to Sacramento. Now,
another thing : did you notice as we drove
along how many improvements were going
on? New buildings going up everywhere,
iots being graded, off-prcperty values ris-
ing, and new streets being opened up. I
attribute all that totheimprovementof the
streets. I tell you, sir, it is the key-notg of
advancement in a city like this.”
And, indeed. Mr, Luhrs spcke the truth.
The Sunpay Uxsroxy man had noticed the
improvements mentioned, and had counted
exactly thirty-eight new building that were
in course of construction in the residence
portion of the city.

CITRUS FAIRS.

Views of a Gentleman Who Has Had Ex-
perience.

Eps. Suspay Unrox: I agree with you
upon the proposition of holding the Citrus
Fair East. What benefit do we derive by
bolding it in California? There is not a
man, womsn or child here but that knows
we produce fine semi-tropical fruits. Itis
our Eastern friends we wish to convince
that they may come and live with us. The

inducements we hold out to them is our cli-
mate and glorious, profitable productions.
“California on Wheels”’ has given tbem a
sample of what we produce, and the past
year having been such a profitable one in
the deciduous fruits, they having been
shipped all over the union, now let us fol-
low the immense advantage so gained by
showing them our fall and winier products.
The small exhibit made at Columbus in
1837 did us more good in the way of in-
decing immigration to the State than five
hundred fairs held within the State. We
have located several parties, and I bave
met numbers of others that were induced
togome here by what they saw at that ex-
hibit.

Now that immigration isonce more lock-
ing towards this State instead of Washing-
ington and Oregon, we can, with a united
effort and a grand exhibit of semi-tropical
fruits, such as can be made, in Chicago or
Kansas City, turn the tide to California, and
once again started and here we can hold
them, as we have gained such knowledge
in fruit culture that we can comvince our
Eastern brethren of i:s prefitable produc-
tion, but in my judgment it is a waste of
money to held a citrus fair in this State
—in comparison to the advan.age gained
by holding it East—and from my rast ex-
perience here and East I think I know
whereof I speak, and I am willing to give
my mite and render what assistance I can
towards the enterprise.

By the time the clubs were about to be-
gin the second contest, a large crowd of
people had gathered in the grand stand, in-
cluding many ladies, most of whom prob-
ably realized that it was their last oppor-
tunity to witness a week-day ball game.

Judge Armstrong’s Boycott Decision
Severely Criticised—Speeches By
Labor Union Men.

There were fully a thousand persons
present at the Armory Hall meeting last
night, held under the auspices of the
Federated Trades of this city. Nearly all
of those present were mechanics or laborers,
but there was a fair sprinkling of pro-
fessional and business men, and a few
ladies,

The meeting was called to order by A. B.
Sanbern, President of the Couacil of
Federated Trades, who announced the fol-
lowing Vice Presidents and Secretaries:
W. W. Cuathbert, J. J. Garrison, Edward
Payne, John Zittinger, J. Henley, Jas. M¢

cretaries, Otto Bell and H. H. Daley.
Mr. Sanborn opened the proceedings ina
brief but vigorously-worded speech. He
said they bad met for the purpose of in-
forming the workingmen of the city as to
some ¢t the differences that haa arisen be-
tween the Bee publishers and the Typo-
graphical Union. That paper, he said, had
for some time past been the recognized
enemy of organized labor. While pre-
tending to be the latter's friend, it
had stabbed it in the back whenever
it could. The differences culminated when
its Union employes were told to sever their
coaneciion with the Typographical Union
or leave its employ. They chose the latter
alternative. They bad not, he said, intimi-
dated, bulidez.d cr overawed any one.
They bad not attempted to interfere with
the men whom the Bee had brought from
abroad to fill their places, and to whom he
applied the terms “rats’” and “scabs.”
Ail that paper had to do to stop the diffi-
calty to-morrow, he said, was to Unionize
its office. Contrary to its published state-
ments, not a doliar had been contributed
from apy source outside the local organiza-
tion for the support of the men who had
left the Bee The Trades Unions, he de-
clared, bad weaged an honorable warfare;
ont ther hand the Bee had whined like
a whipped schcolboy, and had gone toa
Judge of the Superior Court crying out for
him to save them.
He quoted from the Constitution of the
State to show to what rights citizens were
entitled, and then reviewed the proceedings
in the boycott case and Judge Armstrong’s
decision, which latter he dencunced as
“the most damnable injunction that had
ever is;ued from any Court of justice.” A
search of the records of the country for a
period of 200 years, he seid, would fail to
find its parallel. 1t was the duty of work-
ingmen to protest aj st the outrage, and
to show that they are not cowering curs to
be coerced by any iliegal order of Court.
They wonld ocbey the law, but would resist
the most infamous outrage ever perpetrated
by any Court.
Throughout his remarks the speaker was
frequently applauded.
The next speaker was C. M. Harrison, a
member of the Sacramento Typographical
Union. He spoke at considerable length,
reviewing the circumstances leading up to
the present difficuity betwgen the Bee and
its emploves, and exhibited a section of
stereotype-plate mastter, and explained the
position of the Typographical Union re-
garding its use. The Bee, he ssid, had
struck organized labor a slap in the face,
the consequence of which its managers
had not realized. It was a thrust at all
classes of labor—the machinists, the tin-
ners, the plasterers, the carpenters, the
teamsters. He then severely criticised the
quality of matter published in that paper
and dencupced it es unfit reading. There
are no better friends of capital, he said,
than the members of the Trades Unions.
His remarks were also applauded.

Charles Grainbreth, ex President of the
San Francisco Council of Federated Trades,
was then introduced. His speech was gen-
eral in scope, and was confined to a discus-
sion of the relations between employer and
employed. He expressed the belief that
Judge Armstrong’'s decision would be re-
versed by the Supreme Court, and advised
his hearers not to give up the boycott; that
better days are coming for the working-
men.

Samuel McKee, a member of the San
Francisco Molders’ Union, foillowed in a
long, temperate and argumentative speech.
He said the striking printers of Sacramento
had the sympathy of all the labor organi-
zations in San Francisco in their present
struggle. Strikes cut two ways, and should
be resorted to only jn extreme cases. When
men were forced to strike they should do
it in a way that would make it felt. The
barder they struck, the socner the strike
would be ended. They all want to live
within the law. Workingmen are not law-
breakers, for they need the law's protection,
and could not expect 1o have it if they de-
nied it to otbers. They do not always get
it, however—it goes to the cther fellows.

If 2 workingmean went out, he said, and
destroved his neighbor's property—his
tangible property, like his house—the law
would pay him for the loss and punish the
destroyer. That wasright. But the work-
ingman's weges are his property, a kind of
property which the employer can destroy
by speaking one word. Then, if the work-
ingman complains, the employer appeals to
the courts, and the other gets thrown into
jail. It was to guardagainstthisinequality
in the law’s usages that lsboring men or-

S
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ganize, \When men strike the strong arm
of the law is brought in play to protect

property, but there is nothingto protect the
employes’ property—their wages.

Uniess workingmen combined to loock
out for their own interests, unrestricted im-
migration would force wages here as low
as in Europe.

During its pendence the men had a
right to remonstrate with others against
taking their places, but when- they do so
the employer goes into Court and gets an
injunction to restrain them therefrom.
Tnere is ne intimidation or threat in-
volved, and he did not believe that even
Judge Armstrong would so decide when he
should conie to bear the boycott case on its
werits, If mien cannot exercise that small
privilege, where is their liberty?

““Let Judge Armstrong's decision stand,”
he said. “Let it be obeyed until the case is
fully tried, and then it will not stand. The
case has only been decided on a8 demurrer,
and when it comes before the same Judge
again on its merits the plaintiffs will not
beable to sustain their sweepingallegatiovs
What one man has a right to, several have
a right to do.”

Mr. McEay then read from recent de-
cisions of Judges Garber and Waliace of
San Francisco in cases involving the *‘con-
spiracy’’ point es recards boycotting, and
claimed that they held opposite views to
those of Judge Armstrong. In the Wal-
lace decision was this sentence: *A con-
spiracy, the object of which is to do a law-
ful act, is a legal absurdity.” :

He then gave a history of the molders
strike in San Francisco, and declared that
the employers were psying higher wages
to the men in their shops than }}!E.V were
pasing to the union men, while nearly
every piece of work they undertook Js
roined through the incapacity of the work-
men, He made & strong appeal to all la-
horize men to organize.
