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MURDEROUS REDSKINS.

ConflictLng Reports Regarding tbe Sit-
nation at the Front.

PLOT TO MASSACRE THE TROOPS.

No Abatement of the Excitement

Among the Settlers—More

Troops Ordered Oat.

(SPECIAL DISPATCHES TO THI BECCBI-TKIOR. 1

Omaha, Xovember 23J.—A special from
a correspondent of the Bee at the Pine
Ridge Agency, received at a late hour last
night, contains the most Btartling news yet
received. It is to the effect that William
McGau. formerly a Government scout and
now a rancher, arrived at the agency last
evening with a story of a plot to massacre
the soldiers under General Brooke. He
enjoys a wide friendship among the In-
dians, and a conple of nights ago stopped at
their camp. When supposed to be asleep
he was really awake and listening to tbe
plans outlined by the bucks.

The place where they hold the ghost
dance is a narrow valley, on two sides of
which are dense clumps of trees. The In-
dians planned to keep up the dance unti 1

the soldiers interfered. Then a devilisL
plot would be put into execution. The
dance would be kept np in the middle' of a
natural amphitheater, and when the sol
diers defiled down the valley between the
trees hundreds of Indians, who would be
concealed therein, would mow them down
with rifles.

ilcGau says they talked this matter over
in the most calculating manner, figuring
just how they could dispose of their braves
so as to insure the killing of every soldier.
McGau, as soon as he could get away, has-
tened to the agency to inform General
Brooke of the awful projected trap for him.
Tbi3 story removed trout the minds of the
officers the least doubt of the blood-thirsty
spirit that takes possession of the Indians.

ARRANGING AKOTHER PLOT.

Chicago, Xovember 23d.—General Miles
this afternoon received a telegram from one
of his officers at Kosebud saying that in-
formation had been received that the hos-
tile-Indians are moving from Pass creek to-
ward Pine Ridge in two parlies. This news
comes from Indians who have returned
from Pine Ridge, and believed to be relia-
ble. It is reported that they are going to
the Pine Ridge Agency to get the Indians
there to talk to the commanding officer in
their behalf, the intention being for Chief
Two Strike to stab the General, as a signal
for a general attack by hi3band.

The officer adds that there seems to be no
doubt thai the leaders mean war, and are
only using Prophet Short Ball as a pretext
to keep the Indians together.

General Miles says the troops have been
fully advised of this and other reports, and
due precaution willbe taken.

General Miles also read this evening a
letter from Poplar Creek Agency from Cap-
tain Huggins. The Indians, he says, are
better armed to-day than ever before. Sit-
ting Bull's messenger, White Cut, stopped
there a week ago on his way back from
Canada. He reported to the Poplar creek
Indians that the Indians north of the line
were richer and more prosperous than those
who had come buck to this country after
the Custer affair. White Cut also gave or-
ders here that if a hostile shot was fired at
any time in Dakota or elsewhere, all the
Indians everywhere must rise and do what
damage they con'd, and join Sitting Bull
and Kicking Bear in the Black Hills.

White Cut furthermore told them that
the conditions are now more favorable for
an Indian war than ever before, as there
are great drovee of cattle all through the
country where the buffalo used to be.

The scout told the Captain that he thinks
Sitting Bull wants to assemble a large force
of warriors next spring as even if the
expected divine assistance should not
come, he could stand the troops off for a
while, and possibly win some battles and
then escape into British Columbia, as he
did before, where he would be safe and
could make a treaty with the United States
again.

Captain Huggins says the reports from
the Fort Belknap Agency indicate that the
Indians there are also in a very excited
state. XSm\

MORE TROOPS FOR THE FROSTIER.

St. Locis, November 23d.—General Mer-
rill, c immanding the Department of the
Missouri, in accordance with orders re-
ceived from Washington, to-day started
the seventh regiment of cavalry and a com-
pany of artillery with a ba'tery of four
guns from Fort Riley to the scene of the
troubles in Dakota by a special train.

f Bismarck (N D.), November 23d—Con-
siderable excitement was caused last night
by an assault committed by an Indian on
Miss Wright, a stenographer employed in
the Capitol. While on her way home in
the evening she was accosted by an Indian,
and when she tried to evade him he struck
her on the head and knocked her down.
No motive for the assault is known, and it
is probable he was drunk. Miss Wright's
injuries are not serious.

To-day advices from Standing Rock con-
tinued favorable. Rations were issued
yesterday, and Agent McLaughlin reports
that only a small number of bucks are
away. The military authorities' connt
shows that a large number did not appear,
however, and to day a scouting t arty
crossed tbe river to the east side to look up
the wandering Indians. All the schools at
the Agency are closed on account of the ex-
cited state of the reds. At a council yester-
day the friendly chiefs avowed allegiance
to the Agent, and reiterated their opposi-
tion to Sitting Bull and the Messiah doc-
trines.

TOWNS DESERTED.

St. Pall, November 23d.—A Pioneer
Press Pierce (S. D.) special says: A corre-

: spondeut just returned from Fort Bennett
reports that the officers say that no imme-
diate trouble is feared. The Indians are
skirmishing around in small parties, and
the rest are going to join tbe ghost dances.
The towns of Litbeau and Fairbanks are
absolutely deserted, but the report that
seven whites have been killed near the
former place is groundless.

St. Paul. November 23 J.—A Pioneer

Press special from Blunt (8. D.) says: Gen-

eral Bowers and the members of the Mid-
land Pacific survey, at work eighty miles
west of Pierce, reached here this atiernoon.
They say the Indians are in a frenzied con-
dition, and liable to commit murder at any
time. Friday night fifiyIndians surround-
ed the survey camp, burst into the tent and
took possession, All were wellarmed, and
could have massacred the w"ole outfit, but
after a pow-wow left, telling the whites to
be many miles away before sunrise. The
Indians on the Winnebago have left to join
the ghost dances at Rosebud.
F.EO.CEST FROM CHEYESNE FOE PROTECTION.

Washington, November 23d.—Secretaiy
Proctor has received no information from
the Indian troubles other than that already
made public. Besides the Seventh Regi-
ment of Cavalry, which li9S been started
from Fort Riieyj the Sixth Regiment, now
scattered in Arizona and New Mexico, has
been ordered to assemble and be forwarded
to Pine Ridge.

During the day the Secretary received a
letter from Mayor Buffalo of Wyoming,
complaining that there was only a small
company of infantry in that vicinity, and
that the frontiersmen are certain that if the
Indians break away from the reservation
that wili be one of the first points they
will make for. He demanded arms and
ammunition, or other protection. The
Secretary ordered the matter looked into.

The agent at Pine Ridge, who yesterday
requested authority to employ an addi-
tional lot of Indian police, has been author-
ized to employ fifiy-five as scouts for the
same duties, the limitof Indian police hav-
ing been reached.

INDIANS DESERT THE RESERVATION.

St. Paul. November 231.—The Pioneer

ported that Indian warriors nnmbsringr ;"•>,>
have cut loose from the reservation below
U3 and are heading westward. Considera-
ble excitement exists throughout the coun-
try.

INDIANS CHANGING THEIB TACTICS.
Chicago. November 231. —Late to-night

General Miles said he had advices from
General Brocke saying that the turbulent
Indians are evidently changing their
minds, and instead of making an stack
are more submissive. What this meant
could noi be told, nut the natural treachery
of the Indians is not being lost sight of
by the officials. The longer they refrain

\u25a0from hostilities the better it is for the
army, which can be concentrated to better
advantage.

The General also received a dispatch to-
night from the Sherifl of Nelson county,
North Dakota, saying that a friendly In-
dian brought information that two hun-
dred bucks had left the Devil's Lake Res-
ervation.

Colonel Cody (Baflalo Bill) left to-night
for Omaha, and will go thence to Rush-
ville. Before leaving tonight he said the
question of an outbreak was problematical,
lf the grass were four inches high he
would expect it every night: as it is. the
season is against an uprising. However,
with the fanatical bucks dancing the ghost
dance, there is no telling into what fever
they may work themselves. There will, it
appears, certainly be trouble unless the
dances are stopped. On the other hand,
interference by the soldiers may precipi-
tate war, so it looked bad either way.

GENEP.AL BROOKE FEARS TROUBLE.

Chicago, November 23d.—The Pine Ridge
military authorities admit tonight that a
numerous band from Rosebud is en route
to Pine Ridge. The dancers are coming
into the agency to-day in squads, prepar-
ing to draw rations to-morrow. Much
loud talk is heard. The Indians mainly
disclaim any hostile intentions. This atti-
tude, however, does not satisfy General
Brooke or Agent Royer.

The fear is- now that many dancers will
decline to come to the agency for rations,
but organize incursions into the country
bordering on the reservation. In order
that this phase of the question may be
properly met, General Brooke has ordered
a large body of troops from Omaha and
other points to Rushville. Troops at other
points are under marching orders, to be
ready to cut off any raiding parties that
may leave the reservation.

FOLSOM AND VICINITY.
Oranges Ripenin_ in That Vicinity—Stage-

The public school at Orange Vale is in a
most satisfactory condition just now. There
are twenty-three pupils enrolled.

The dairy men who are in the habit of
taking their cattle to pasture on the Cosum-
nes river are not finding feed so plentiful as
usual. They say there are not any corn fields
of any description to be had for feed any
where down that way, when before there
was no trouble at all to get one. The
scarcity of feed is owing to the continued
high water last spring.

We understand that the necessary fix-
tures and machinery for a sawmill have
been ordered from one of the large foun-
dries, for use at the lumber boom near the
prison. In a short time the work of build-
ing a place to accommodate the machinery
and carry on the work it is to do will be
commence!. The mill will be in working
order about tbe first of the year if no un-
foreseen accident occurs to prevent the
same.

A Solano county paper reports the re-
ceipt ofsome ripe oranges this week, and
says they are the first reported in the State.
Two weeks ago we were shown some ripe
oranges by Pet Currier, grown in his yard
here. We have now ou our table a beauti-
ful cluster of five oranges, presented to us
by him, which hung ripe on the tree several
days ago. Sacramento county is entitled
to "the honor of the first ripe oranges this
year, and Folsom is the place they came
from.

CARBONDALE.
Operations in the New Coal District in

Amador County.
[Folsom Telegraph, November 22d.l

C'arbondaie is the name of the latest
boom town on the list. It is.situated in
Amador county, abont twenty miles from
Folsom. The parties interested in the new
town are nearly all residents of Sacramento
county. On Sunday a Telegraph reporter
was over there and found the town had
made good headway, and there is no doubt
but that in a few months it will be a pros-
perous little burg. It is located on the line
of the lone railroad, and has every advant-
age possible to help it along. The com-
pany are at work sinking a shaft for coal,
which they eipect to strike at a depth of
sixty feet. They have found coal in several
places at a depth of from fiftyto sixty feet.
The coal tbey found is of an extra fine
quality.

Tbey have also found the finest quality
of glass eand yet discovered in the country,
and from thisthey intend to make bottle3,
window glass and all articles made in tbe
glassware line. They have also an inex-
baustable bank of pottery clay of superior
quality, from which anything in this line
can be made. They have been burning a
large lot of brick, which they finished last
week. With these brick they intend to
erect a number of houses. Several build-
ings have been already put up on the town
site. Tbe owners of the town site are en-
ergetic and determined to build up the
place, and offer good inducements to any-
one who wilt go there and build.

The houses they are building have been
constructed of wood, but are put up in
such a manner that when sufficient bricks
are available, brick walls can be built
around the wooden structure. Tbe town
i« sitoated in what is known a= Buckeye
valley. There are very fine ranches in the
immediate vicinity, and everything is
favorable to the founding of a thriving
town in a short time.

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EAST OF THE ROCKIES.

FOSIOFFICE DEPARTMENT.

Recommendations Made by the Post-
m aster-General.

Washington. November 23d.—The forth-
coming annual report of Postmaster-Gen-
eral Wanamaker will_be, undoubtedly, the
most interesting and valuable of any issued
for many years past. Mr. Wanamaker has
not only faithfuliy set down the operations
of the department during the past fiscal
year, but he evidently has given the mail
"service a great deal oi" earnest thought.
His treatment of the leading subjects
which he discusses is conspicuously able.

The limited postal telegraph scheme is
exhaustively discussed. He shows that
the telegraph is no longer a luxury, but a
great and growing necessity, and essential
te the very life of the business world.

The peopie, he believes, have a right not
only jo a better service, but a cheaper
service, and he argues that the exclusive
management of this great engine, which
furnishes motive power for the commerce
of the world, should not be permitted in
the hands of a few millionaires, whose
sole interest in it is to get the largest re-
turns from the smallest possible outlay.
He shows that the scheme which has been
recommended to Congress is entirely feas-
ible and should be pressed to a final con-
summation.

The report willshow that the deficiency
this year i3in the neighborhood of six
million dollars. It willalso show that the
service is carrying many heavy and un-
necessary burdens, from which it should
be speedily released, but the le'.iefmust,
unfortunately, come through Congress. It
is shown that during the last twenty years
there has been no material changes in the
rates paid the railroad companies for car-
rying the mails, and yet within that time
there has been a gradual decrease in freight
rates amounting to at least 20 per cent.

Mr. Wanamaker applied his knowledge
of arithmetic to this tact, and he finds that
if the railroads were compelled to make to
the Government the same concessions it
has within the last twenty years made
to the freight shippers the saving to the
people would be about four and a half
million of dollars. This saving alone
would place the service nearly up <n a self-
sustaining basis. The postal service is com-
pelled to carry the mail burden of all the
other departments of the Government
without compensation. If the other de-
partments were compelled to pay postage
on matter sent by them through the mails,
the revenues of" the postal service would
be increased thereby by about eight mill-
ion dollars.

And then another million dollars is lost
to the Government through the carrying
of fake advertising sheets as sample copies,
at the same rates as are charged legitimate
newspapers. It is not the purpose of the
publishers of these fake sheets to increase
their circulation, aa one might suppose,
but the only mission in the lifeof these
sheets is to advertise schemes of one
character or another by which the public
may be made to part with their money.

Still another burden is borne in carry-
ing paper covered novels at newspaper
rates. Each number consists of a sample
complete story, and the only evidence of
its being a serial publication is the state-
ment to that effect on the cover. The law
provides that a printed book shall pay
postage at the rate of one cent for each
ounce, and yet these publishers succeed in
evading the law. and so, instead of paying
book rates, they pay only newspaper rates
—one cent per pound. Yet Congress al-
lows the Government to be robbed of at
least a million dollars every year iv this
way.

Mr. Wanamaker points out just how
the Government is annually defrauaed of
many millions of dollars. It is the plain
duty" of Congress to stop the leaks at once.
The report discusses at some length the
question of a reduction of the letter post-
age to one- cent. Mr. Wanamaker does
not think, however, that the time has quite
arrived when a reduction would be ad-
visable; should Congress think otherwise,
however, he would offer no special objec-
tion.

New York, November 23i.—Dr. Lester
Miller, cousin of Senator Warren Miller,
claims to have discovered a lymph for the
cure of consumption several years ago,
and says: "The only reason my discovery
has not become generally known is be-
cause I did not have the funds to push it,
but I have continued to use it on all my
consumptive patients. In preparing my
virus the system differs somewhat from
that of Koch. My method in brief is to
take virus from an animal affected with
genuine tuberculosis, and by special cul-
tivation, the details of which I do not care
to disclose now, I prepare it something
after the manner in which the vaccine used
to prevent small-pox is prepared. Iintro-
duce the virus into the consumptive with a
hypodermic syringe, and its effect is the
same as that which Koch claims for his
lymph, which is tokill microbes which
have fastened themselves to the langs. I
do not claim, to be able to effect an entire
cure if the microbes have been allowed to
mutilate the lung, but until the disease has
advanced to this stage, I do claim to be
able to effect an entire cure.'

The Farmers' Alliance will Cut a Figure

in Future Legislation.

Promineur R.-publicans who were id tne
White House this morning called the
President's attention to the fact that nearly
all the financial troubles of the year came
from the country, where experiments in
the direction of legislative business have
been tried of the class now proposed by the
Farmers' Alliance.

Nearly everything sought to be accom-
plished by the Alliance in the way offinan-
cial legislation has been opposed by the
Democratic leaders. It is not possible for
any party to attempt to fully satisfy the
legislative demands of the Alliance. The
Democrats willbe the first victims of that
organization. The Alliance will make its

first demands upon this party, and the fail-
ure to satisfy them will lead to a sj lit ia
tbe Democratic stronaholds in the South.

The more thoughtful Democrats re^a-.'.
tbe future as one charged with serious re-
sponsibilities. Senator Cockerell says the
next House will have before it a moM sen
ons task. The tariff le.i.'la-tion wiil have
to be revised. There wiil be no deficit ney
this year. 'Tbe talk about this year's de-
ficiency is all humbug, but next year I
think " there will be a decided
one. Under the McKinley bill there
will be a marked decrease in the
revenues. The pensions for the nrxt
year will be in tbe neighborhood of $150,-
OOii.COO. and wiil reach in a short lime

r $19 000,000. To meet all
these requirements there must be new !e_-
islarion. It is possible that this legislation
will be arranged through tbe modification
of tbe present tariff, so that the revenues
will ba increaaed through the increase of
importations."

Negroes Demolish a Calaboose and Re-
lease the Prisoners.

Charleston (S. C.). November 23d. —A
negro riot to-day at Bishopville, Sumter
county, was caused by the arrest of a dis-
orderly negro. Troops have been ordered
there.

The only particulars learned are that the
two negroes arrested ves'erday were re-
leased Jo-day by friends, who battered
down the calaboose. The Sheriff reported
to the Governor that the situation was se-
rious, and a company of militia was or-
dered ready at Sumter.

This evening the, commander of the
company wired the Governor that he had
advices from the Sheriff that the white peo-
ple were great'y alarmed and there bad
been fighting, aad that the militiawould go
at once. Kotk&tg else is known.

Advices at midnight state that the trouble
at Bishopville is little but scare, caused by
the negroes resisting the officers. No-
body was killed and all is quiet.

Negroes Abused by Whiten.
Baton Rocge (La.), November 231—The

excitement in this vicinity caused by the
terrorizing and abuse of negrors by certain
whites in this parish the past week, is still
intense, many colored people leaving the
farms and coming to the city for protec-
tion. This morning cue of the men in-
formed the Sheriff of the names of some
of the white men who came to his house
and shot him. Some arrests have been
made and many more are expected to-mor-
row.

Washington, November 23d.— E. W.

Fox, a well-known journalist, died to-day.
He was born in Buffalo, went to St. Louis
in ISSO. and was the first President of the
St. Louis Board of Trade. He came to
Washington, in 13»5 an.! with Hon. Jeff
Chandler bought the National Republican,
of which he was managing editor until it
merged into the Post.

F. Henss'er, a well-known church mem-
ber and active in charitable work, suicided
to-day at her home in Harlem. lU-healtn
for some time past superinduced melan-
choly. She was the widow of Frederick
Henssler, late Professor of Mnsic in the
New York institution for the blind.

A Foothill Fruit "Ranch."
Referring to the profits of fruit-growing

in the foothills of Piacer county, the Au-

burn Republican says:
"W.S.Wilson's ranch between Auburn

and Newcastle affords a very good illustra-
tion of the profits to be derived from fruit-
growing in the foothills. Mr. Wilson h::s
about thirty acre 3of orchard and vines in
bearing. This past season his vines yielded
$2 000. In his orchard are 000 cherry trees,
five years old, of tbe Oregon and Tartarian
varieties, and those trees have this year
produced $2,000 worth of fruit. Peaches
are the principal fruit grown,and the whole
thirty acres have netted Mr. Wilson $7,000
tor the year 1890. These figures do not in-
clude his orange crop sold last spring at a
handsome profit.

"Varmints in El Dorado."
ThePlacerviile Democrat says the cattle-

men from the mountains are not the only
persons who bring in tales of wild animals
and their ravages. William Newel!, who
lives between Kelsey and (iarden Valley,
was in town Thursday, and stated that the
night previous a mountain lion had visited
his vicinity, and at the residence of Mr.
Titus captured and carried off a pig. A
disturbance was heard amond the pigs and
fowls about 2 o'clrck in the morning, and
when dayiight appeared it was found that
a pig had been captured.

The tracks of the lion were plainly dis-
cerned, and were those of a very large
animal. Coyotes abound in the vicinity,
and have approached so close to the school-
house that the children stone them. There
seems to be an unusual number of wild
animals about this season.

pressive laws, such as the one recently
passed in this State on the pernicious habit
ofcigarette smokin.. An incident report-
ed from Georgia, however, is calculated to
cause some boys addicted to the baleful
cigarette to pause and reflect. It appears
that a boy smoking one of the vile thines
called at a prominent business house and
applied for a place. His application was
refused, whereupon the proprietor said to
him: "The next time you want a place do
not go into a house smoking one of those
things.-' After the boy had gone the man
of business remarked: "Ineed several boys,
and I like that one's face, but Iwould not
employ any boy who smokes those things "
The episode carries its lesson with it, and
it is to be hoped that many of the large
and probably increasing number ofyouth-
ful cigarette smokers willprofit by it. If
business houses generally should adopt a
similar rule, the effect upon the disgust-
iug^ind dangerous cigarette habit would
be greater than that of laws which cannot
be practically enforced to any appreciable
extent.
