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IN FOREIGN LANDS.

VICTORIA'S SPEECH.

Measures Suggested for Ameliorating
Ireland's Condition.

London, November 25th.—Immediately
after the Commons was called to order to-
day the Queen's speech was read.

The speech declares the relations of her
Majesty's Government with the various
foreign powers are unchanged, and con-
tinues: "The general condition of Ireland
has sensibly improved uuder the sanitary
legislation which you have applied to it:
but Ihave learned, withdeep regret, that a
serious deficiency iv the potato crop in cer-
tain parts threatens a recurrence of those
periods of severe distress to which the
population of the western counties is
peculiarly exposed by the industrial and
economic conditions under which they live.
Itrust the measures of my Government may
mitigate the immediate evil and diniish the
probability of its returning. It appears to
be desirable, fjr the increase of content-
ment and the diminution of political dis-
turbances throughout Ire'.i-nd, to iake
measures fcr augmenting the number of
owners engaged in the actual culriva'ion of
the land. A measure having this object in
view willbe laid before you.

'Yourattention will be invited to the ex-
pediency of alleviating the burden which
tbe law of compulsory education has.
within recent years, imposed upon the
poorer portions of the people.

"In case time for further legislation
should be found, I have directed the prep-
aration of bills for the enactment of a re-
form in the system of county government
of Ireland analagous to that put iv opera-
tion for Great Britain: for the establish-
ment of distinct councils; for the extension
of facilities for purchasing small parcels of
land in Great Britain; for amending the
iaw in respect to the compensation r-ayablc
by employers in case of injury to persons
in their employment: for consolidating and
amending the laws relating to public
health; for the appointment of public trus-
tees, and for increasing the security of
friendly societies ar,d savings banks."

There was a full attendance at the open-
insr of the session of the Commons, i'ar-
nell was present and took the seat he
usually occupies, bat soon retired to the
lobby.

When the Deputy Speaker read letters
announcing the conviction of Dillon and
O'Brien, Parnell reappeared, and from the
extreme end of the benches pushed his
way forward to a seat on the third beech.

Shortly after Parnell appeared. Gladstone
entered the House and was greeted with
loud cheers.

After the reading of the Queen's speech,
Balfour gave notice that he would intro-
duce four bills relating to Ireland.

Gladstone gave notice of the introduction
of a bill to remove the disability which
prevents Ca'holics from occupying the of-
fices of Lord Chancellor of Eugland and
Lord Lieutenant of Ireland.

Slaney moved a resolution s'mply thank-
ing the Queen for the address.

Gladstone, referring to Smith's announce-
ment of the Government's intention to take
up the whole time of the House until Gov-
ernment bills were read a second time, to
important matters, asked if the Commons
was to understand that there was nothing
in the differences with the United States
regarding Behring Sea? Ought the recent
persecutions in the Turkish Empire be
treated with Eilence? Had the relations of
the Government towatd the Emiu relief
expedition been such as to make it the duty
of the Ministers to ascertain ths truth of
the statements that compromised the repu-
tation ot Engltsh people for humanity?
Referring to Ireland, be said it was unfor-
tunate that the Government is not content
with stating the impoverished condition of
the country, but thought itnecessary to com-
pliment themselves about the improvement.
Membersof'heopposition were bound toex-
Dress their dissent. The list ofmeasures in
the speech place the Government iv no
responsible position. Was the House to
wait indefinitely to iecrn how they in-
tended to deal with the greatest question?

Smith, replying, declared that the Gov-
ernment had strong hopes that the Behring
Sea negotiations would be successful. The
Government took what measnies were
practicable to abate the sufferings of the
persecuted people in Turkey. The Govern-
ment had no right to institute an inquiry
in the African matter, as the expedition
was purely voluntary. Ample measures

would be taken to meet the distress in Ire-
land.

After a few minor members had spoken,
the,address was agreed to.

This is the first time m fifteen vesrs
that the address has been agreed to on the
day of the opening of Parliament. The
sudden ending is explained by the fact that
Gladstone intimated to-day that he would
give no countenance to any amendment to
the address if Parnell was re-elected to the
leadership.

Gladstone Predicts Disaster to the

Irish Cause—Qneen Victoria's

Address to Parliament.

PARNELL CHEERED.

The Irish Leader Declares that He Will
>"ot Retire.

London, November 25:h.—At a meeting
of the Irish Home Rule members cf Par-
liament, held to-day before the opening of
the session of the Common 3, Parnell was
present. He was loudly cheered as he en-
tered the room. A motion was made that
Parnell be re-elected Chairman of the Irish
Parliamentary party and it was carried
unanimously. It was announced that Par-
nell willretain tbe leadership at the ex-
press desire of his followers.

Parnell made an address to the meeting,
in which he thanked his followers for his
re-election. He said it was for the Irish
members to decide whether he should lead.
If their decision had been negative, or if
there had bepn any diversity of opinion, he
would cheerfully have withdrawn from
public life. Nothing but a conviction that
his c.V.lrv.j-rues desired still to utilize his
services in their common cause induced
him to resume the position in which his
altered circumstances exposed him and
them to the attacks of their opponents.

The Press Association states if Parnell
persists in retaining the public leadership
of the Irish party, Gladstone will refuse to
countenance any amendment to the address
in reply to the Queen's speech, and will
immediately return to Hawarden and not
appear in Parliament until the Christmas
holidays.

Parnell held a conference with Justin
McCarthy this forenoon in the Parliament
building. Parnell handed McCarthy a
bundle of papers containing memoranda
for his guidance as Sessional Chairman of
the Irish party.

Dublin, November 25th.—The Freeman's
Journal says the report lhat Parnell is to
retire is absolutely without foundation.

Tbe Express states that Gladstone hinted
to Pjrnell it would be better for the Irish
cause ifhe would not attend the coming
session of Parliament.

P.irnell's friends say they will not allow
him to absent himself.

Gladstone's advice.
London, November 25:h.—At the request

of Gladstone, Morley has communicated to
Parnell a letter written Mondsy to Morley
by Gladstone. In it Mr. Gladstone says:
"After using all the means of observation
and reflection in my power I arrived at the
conclusion that, notwithstanding the splen-
did services rendered by Parnell to his
country, his continuance at tbe present
moment in the leadership would be pro-
ductive of consequences disastrous in the
highest degree to Ireland."

Gladstone adds further, as an expansion
of his conclusions, that Parnell's continu-
ance es leader would not only place many
friends of the Irish cause in a position of
great embarrassment, but would render his
(Gladstone's) retention of the leadership of
the Liberal party, based as it had been
mainly on the prosecution of the Irish
cause, almost a nullity.

These views, he says, he had expressed
personally to McCarthy, which ex-
pansion bt his views he had begged Mc-
Carthy to regard as confidential ifhe found
that Parnell contemplated spontaneous
action, but he also begged that McCarthy
would make known to the Irish party at
to day's meeting that such was his cocclu-
sion if he should find that Parnei! has not
in contemplation any step of the nature in-
dicated. He wrote to Morley in case Mc-
Carthy should be unable to communicate
with Parnell.

In conclusion, Gladstone says: "I have
thought it best to put this in terms simple
and direct, much as I should have liked
to alleviate the personal nature of the situ-
ation as respec's the manner of conveying
what my public duty has made it an obli-
gation to say."

It is learned that Gladstone had an in-
terview with Parnell before tbe publication
of the letter, and urged him to retire.

Tbe lf-tter caused intense excitement in
the lobbies.

liberals stampeding.

At the meeting of the Nationals to-night
nothing was done, and another was ar-
ranged for to-morrow. Several Liberal
candidates announced their withdrawal
from tbe campaign, foreseeing defeat.

The Parnelhtes openly assert that they
wiil stick by Parnell. even if they delay
Home Rule fifteen years.

Gladstone is annoyed because Parnell at
tbe meeting did not mention the interview
with Morley, acd he resents keenly Par-
nell's disregard of his protest. The Con-
servatists and Unionis's gleefully chat over
the split in the Opposition. The Liberal
newspapers in many instances comment
on strongest terms upon Parnell flouting
Gladstone and his contempt for the Lib-
eral allies.

niainirg the Jews.
London, November 25*h.—Tbe London

Weekly Dispatch, in the course of a remark-
able article on the late financial situation,
says: There is little doubt that the finan-
cial difficulties of Baring Bros, who are
Russia's bankers, were immediately caused
by the Jews, who-te hatred of Russia is an
excuse for it. Being aware of Messrs.
Barings' rec'rless speculations, they dealt
the blow, hoping the Barings would be
forced to failure, and thereby Russia lose
several millions aud have all ber iinuncial
arrangements thrown into confusion.

Emperor William's Sarcasm.
Berlin November 25th.—The Empe:or

William, in the course of a conversation
after a Parliamentary dinner last evening
by Caprivi. condemned all dogmatic dis-
cussion and animadverted upon the futility
of social Democratic Congresses. His
Majesty made a number of pointed re-
marks respecting politicians who do noth-
ing but criticise. He is assumed to have
alluded to a prominent critic of measures
introduced by the Government.

Financial Crisis.
Buenos Ayres, November 25.h —The

premium on gold bas advanced from 225
to 250 and closed at the latter figure. A
financial crisis prevails. Several credit
houses are closed. There was a tumult on
the Bourse, and the police were caiied to
quell the disturbance.

Police vs. Socialists.
Berlin, November 25;h. — A street

demonstration of Socialists was held ct
Bochum to day. Tbe police were called
upon to disperse the crowd, and in the
melee several persons were injured. The
police captured the red flag.

After the Nihilists.
Paris, November 26th.— Numerous war-

rants have been issued for the sima'laneous
search of the houses of Russian refugees.
The report is current that the authorities
are preparing for the general expulsion of
militant Nihilists.

Fatal Boiler Explosion.
St. Johns (N. B), November 25th.—The

boilers in the mill of O. D. Sutton at South
Bay, exploded this morning. Six were
killed and a number were fatally injured.
Tne mill took fire and was burned to the
ground.

Earthquakes and Floods.

Vienna. November 25'.h.—A sharp frost
prevails throughout Bohemia. The floods
general !y are subsiding, but tbe Danube
and Kibe are still rising. Two violent
shocks of earthquake were felt at Pressburg
today.

Jonathan Charles Frederick Dead.
New Orleans, November 25th. — A

steamship from Bent-field, Nicaragua,
brings news of the death of Jonathan
Charles Frederick. Chief of the Morquito
Reservation.

Italian Elections.
Rome. Novembei 25th.— In Sunday's

elections the Government secured 305 seats,
the opposition 41, radicals 36, doubtful 0.

Expulsion of Jews.
St. Petersburg, November 25th.—Gen-

eral Vannoski, Minister of War, has or-
dered the expulsion of Jews from Caucacus.

Crown of Luxembourg.
Luxembourg, November 25;h.—The offi-

cial acceptance by the Duke of Nassau of
the crown of Luxembourg is published.

STILL DANCIXG.

The Alessiah-Crazed Indians Said to Re
Spreading.

Lawrence (Kan ), November 25th.—Joe
Abner. a Cheyenne Indian, from the Chey-
enne and Arapahoe Reservation, I.T., says
the Messiah craze has taken hold of the
Indians there, and they are arming and be-
coming very restless. A Sioux, acting as a
missionary, has come from the north to
teach the new religion to the southern
tribes. He preaches to them that anyone
who does not believe in the new religion
wiU be destroyed, and so works upon the
imaginations of these people that they fall
prostrate to the ground, and while lying
there the missionary pretends to cast some
spell on them, and when they atise they
declare they have seen the new Christ, anil
at ence join in the ghost dance. The new
relition has also spread to the Kiowas, Co-
manches aud Apaches.

CASADIAS BOrSDARY TO TIE PROTECTED.
Winnipeg, November 25th.—Private in-

formation has been received from the Do-
minion capital that the military forces here
are ordered to be in readiness to proceed to
the international boundary to prevent any
American Indians, who are thought about
to go on the warpath, from crossing into
British territory or inciting the British In-
dians to join the uprising.

TROOPS GETTING READY.
Alruqcerque (N.M.), November 25tb.—

General Carra, commanding at Fort Win-
gate, has irsued orders to get the Siith
Cavalry ready for transportation to South
Dakota. The Quartermaster-General tele-
graphed the officers ofthe Atlantic and Pa-
cificRoad here to have a special train ready
to leave to-night.

CHEYEITSES QUIET.
Pierre (S. D ), November 251h.—A party

of Pierre people has returned from Fort
Bennett, vrbere they witnessed the issuance
of rations to the Indians. They emphat-
ically deny that there is any danger of an
outoreak at the Cheyenne Agency, although
ghost dancing is still kept up to some ex-
tent.

SITTING BUIJ. WILL RESIST.
Minneapolis, November 25th.—The Ti i

fame's Standing Rock special says: Two
scouts returned to day to Fort Ystes from a
visit to Sitting Bull's camp. They found
Sitting Bull and his adherents very ugly.
He told them he understood the soldiers
were coming to take him, but he had his
iunners out. and on tbe first news of the
soldiers he and his people would leave.
They have abandoned the men's houses,
said he, and will not return to them or to
the agency. The supposition here is that
if Sitting Buil hears of serious trouble at
Pino Ridge, or if the military attempt to
take him, he and his followers will make
at once for the lower agencies, thereby de-
claring war.

STEALING CATTLE.
Minneapolis, November 25;h—The TH-

bune'r special from Pierre says that every-
thing is quiet at the Cheyenne Agency.

At the hostile camp on Cherry Creek yes-
terday, however, several turbulent Indians
ciptured an entire herd of cattle, and, taking
them to their camp, issued them to suit
themselves. The white man in charge
dared to make no resistance.

THE CRAZE SPREADING.
Kansas City, November 25th.—A special

from Arkansas City tells of excitement
among the Indians in that territory over
the Messiah craze. A delegation of Pon-
ces, Onteos. Missouris and lowas returned
to tbe reservations to day from a pilgrim-
age to the Cheyecnes. where they learned
all the latest news of the Messiah. These
Indians dwell on adjoining reservations,
and will inaugurate ghost dances on Fri-
day.

A PLUNDERING EjPEDITrON.

Omaha, November 25th.—A special from
Pine Ridge says: It is learned to night that
Indians are en route from Rosebud, six
hundred strong, plundering the deserted
settlers' houses along the route, all killing
cattle and feasting on fresh beef.

Seventy-five Cheyennes were enlisted as
sccu'.s by General Brooke tonight. A
wa'ch is being kept over Red Cloud's band,
as it is feared that small raiding parties are
preparing to start from his camp.
