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TEACHERS IN COUACIL.

SECOND DAY'S PROCEEDINGS OF THE
COUNTY INSTITUTE.

Kindergarten Tots Give an Interesting

Exhjbition—School Methods
Freely Discussed.

The County Teachers’ Institnte reassem-
bled at 9:30 A. x. yesterday and was called
to order by Superintendent Howard. After
roll-call Miss Hattie Wilson gave a grace-
ful rendition of “Miserere.”

Miss M. Alys Pallman then exhibited to
the admiring andience various accomplish-
ments of kindergarten “tots.”” First they
represented the blacksmith shoeing his
horse; but instead of the horse's hoof, each
tot took the foot of its neighbor and bam-
mered upon it. Then the children were
given bells, with which they kept perfect
time to music played on the piano. The
“Motion Song,”’ which followed, well illus-
trated children’s imitative faculties, giving
by various gestures of the little hands and
arms what older persons would have to ex-
press in words, and at the same time lay-
ing a foundation for fuiure exercises in
calisthenics.

Charles V. Osborne read a paper on
“Pedagogics,” in which he dwelt with em-

hasis on the impractical manner of teach-
ing children. He said that higher educa-
tion, without a practical use of the same,
was not necessary to good citizenship. The
nation lIcoks, not to its highly educated
men for advice, but o its practical, reason-
ing men.” The duty of the teacher is. not
to cram the youthful mind with iects, but
to teach the child to think for himself and
to rely upon himself. Tell the child
how, and he will not ask why There is too
much cramming and too little unfolding
in the present school system. The hope of
promotion keeps up & temporary, but not
a lasting, interest in studies. Narrow the
many text-book facts down toafew and
enlarge upon the few; then the child will
become a thinking being instead of a ma-
chine for remembering. In speaking of
school government, Mr. Oshorne said that
as a rule, only poor teachers have poor
government. The bringing in of bugs,
throwing spit-balls, ete., did not refizct
upon the scholars, but upon the teachers.
Guard against too much government, but
good order is the sine gua non of success.

A short recess was declared, afier which
E. P. Howe, Jr., gave the teachers some
good ideas in regard to the collecting and
preservation of insects. Have plenty of
specimens and an ordinary cabinet in
which to preserve them. Let the children
learn to notice and compare, being sure of
each insect’s habits ; note the injurious in-
sects and their destructive qualities. Mr,
Howe thinks the study of entomology a
great benefit to children in the country,
and if the teachers would all do their duty,
the bugs would have his heartfeit sym-
pathy.

Superintendent Fizher, of Alameda, re-
gretted the lack of entomology-teaching in
the schools. He thought a few of the more
destructive and of the more useful insects
could be taken and understood in every
school. Mr. Fisher then spoke in a most
vivid and impressive manner of ‘‘Patriot-
ism in the Public Schools.” Patriotism
cannot be taught as one of the studies.
People are patriotic because they love
everything connected with the land in
which they were born or in which their
childhood was spent. Their country is en-
deared to them from the many struggles
which it has undergone and fhe victories it
has won. Itisnot to American children
that American teachers should teach pa-
triotism, bat to foreigners coming to make
homes and gain liberty in the land of the
free. Mr. Fisher would have the American
flag waving over every school-house in the
land, and he would have its significance
explained many times.

Mrs. E. B. Purnell responded with a few
fitting remarks. -She said that patriotism
did not consist of a boisterous celebration
on the Fourth of July—it was born of a
¢ deeper feeling. Patriotism has been mani-
fested in all ages. Miltiades and his heroes
of Marathon, Oliver Cromwell, William
the Silent—all these were patriots of other
countries. Webster and Washington were
true patriots of America.

AFTERNOON SESSION,

In the afternoon Miss Mabel Barnes fa-
vored the andience with & vocal sclo. Lit-
tle Annie Laughlin recited in 2 most capti-
vatinzg manner, and was loudly encored.

Superintendent Fisher spcke at some
length, defining “The Relation of Trustees
and School Officers to the Public Schools.”
His remarks would have been of greater
benefit had more Trustees been present.
Only two being on hand, they were called
upon for their opinions in regard to the
subject.

Mr. Welty, of Pacific District, stated that
he always allowed the teacher to run the
school sccording to her own ideas.

Someone then remaked that “the trouble
we hear about must be caused by Trustees’
wives.”’

Mr. Welty couldn’t say as to that, but
thought Trustees “pretty good fellows.”
He then went on to state that he was very
much interested in education, and had
been trying for a long time to revise the
English language, there being no reason
why such a difference should exist in
“mansion” and ‘“mention,” ‘‘gem” and
“jam,” etc. He thought a reconstructiou
of the English ianguage would save a vast
amount of money in the teaching of it.

Mr. Lipowi'z thought the idea a good
one, although *‘a chestnut,” and that
“‘wife”’ should be spelled *“yf."”

Mr. Simons, an ex-teacher, spoke a few
encouraging words to the teachers, narrat-
ing some of his early experiences.

Mr. Jackson was next callied upon, and
replied: “I came rot here to talk.”

A few minutes were given to recreation.
Miss Mary Quinn favored the assemblage
with a piano solo.

Mr. J. H. Pond ened to with
great attention whi ding **Pride in Our
Vocation.”

Speaking of ccliege education, Mr. Pond
wished to correct the false but populiar idea
that it is of no use in a business life. There
must be natural abilitv, bat when to that is
added a thorough education, it is reason-
able to suppose that the result will be
eminently satisfactory, If study givesas a
return nothing but the pleasure derived
from the peruosel of books, then it would
more than pay every oune (0 obtain a college
education.

In ancient times the crown of laurel was
awarded to the teacher, as the.one who had
done the most for mankind. Should not
the teacher, then, feel a pride iu his voca-
tion?

Miss Carrie Wooster's paper on ““Defects
in the Course of Study” showed some well-
developed ideas. They agree with those of
many other teachers. Miss Wooster be-
lieves there are too many studies, and too
little time given to finish them. Itis both
a detriment to the pupils and burden to the
teachers. Take a longer time in which to
learn the required studies, and learn them
thoroughly.

Superintendent B. F. Howard closed the
afternoon with scme remarks relsting to
Miss Wooster's subject. g

MOUNTAIN WATER.

The Blue Lakes Enterprise Apparently
Assuming Shape.

Now that the question of an increased
water supply for this city is being talked
of, the following statement from the Con-
tra Costa Gazette may not be without inter-
est to pecple in this vicipity: “At a
special meeting of the Stockton Board of
Trade last Fridav evening J. 8. Emery, of
the Blue Lakes Water Company, presented
an outline of the prcject of thal company
for supplying Stockton, Oakland and other
cities with fresh water from the Blue Lakes
of Alpine county. Mr. Emery said that it
was proposed to start with 100,000 shares of
stock, but only one-half of this amount
would be issned, and it would be assessed
at $6 a share. With the $300,000_thus
raised the bonded indebtedness would be
taken up and the corporation would then
place a mortgage for 5,000,000 on the prop-
erty at 5 per cent. interest, payable in fifty
years. The bonds could be floated at par.
“It was further stated that the pressure
at Stockton would be equal to a vertical
column of 920 feat high and would be suffi-
cient for water-power purposes. Mr. Emery
explained that the company preferred to
lay its mains to the city and contract to
supply so much water daily and let the
city make the rates and provide for its dis-
tribution. Mr. Emery said that he thought
it would take about a year to get the water
to Stockton. A committee of five was ap-
pointed by the Bosrd of Trade to confer
with Mr: Emery and his associates acd ar-
range for a future public meeting for the
purpose of consultation.

“The above project is of especial interest
to Martinez and the other towns along the
waier front of Contra Costa county, asin
all probability the mains will be laid along
the line of the Southern Pacific Company.
It would insure a bountiful su?ply of good
water, and be an incentive to the establish-
ment of manufactories on the water front.”

An adjourned meeting of the Citizens’

The committee as selected wes unani-
mously approved, and the mesting ad-
journed.

The Executive Commuiittee then assem-
bled, and selected officers as fo'lows: Jos.
Steffens, President; W.[D. Knights, Secre-
tary; William Beckman, Treasurer.

In assuming the chair Mr, Steffens stated
that he proposed to devote all of the time
necessary to essist in making the ball the
grandest that has ever béen held in the
State. The most prominent men in San
Francisco were anxious that the affair be
a success, and promised considerable finan-
cial aid. They promised to do all in their
power to assist the Sacramento committee
in making arrangements, and it might be a
good idea to hold some consuitations with
the San Francisco committee.

Mr. Coleman suggested that in addition
to the invitations, an elegant souvenir be
gotton up.

On motion of Mr. Ennis, the price of
tickets was fixed at $10.

Considerable discussion ensued as to
whether or not the number of ladies en-
titled to accompany each gentleman should
be limited. Mr. Ennis thonght that it was
not the proper thing for a gentleman to
escort half a dozen ladies or more. The
number of the fair sex should be re-
stricted.

Mr. Hubbard expressed similar views.
and thouzht a gentleman ought not to be
accompanied by more than two ladies.

Mr. Leake held very different viaws.
There could not be any too many ladies
present to suit him. He believed a gentle-
man ought to be privileged to take as many
ladies as he could get to go with him.

Mr. Heilbron thought so too. There
were many ladies who went simply to look
on and . witness the festivities, and they
should oot be excluded.

After considerable discussicn the matter
was finally postponed until another meet-
ing, when the full Execative Committee
would be present.

NOT GUILTY.

The Burglary Charge Against the Ather.
tous Not Sustained.

J. C. and Ed. Atherton were tried in
Judge Armstrong’'s Court yesterday on
charges of burglary. On the night of
October 6th they were arrested by special
officer Brady at Eighth and J streets, and
charged with having broken in the show-
window of D. M. Bishop's optician store,
in that vicinity, and abstricting therefrocm
several articles.

The officer’s storv was in brief, that be-
tween 2 and 3 o'clock in the morning,
while he was standing in the doorway of
Coolot's store, he saw two men on the side-
walk a short distance below and opposite
Bishop's store. They acted, hesaid,ina
suspicious manner, and he kept out of
sight and watched them. Presently he
heard the crash of breaking glass, and
started toward the men. They did not at-
tempt to ran away, but made some resist-
ance when he arrested them.

He took bis prisoners to the police sta-
tion and scarched them, but nothing was
found on them. Realurning to the scene of
arrest, he found the window broken, and
the proprietor said some of his goods were
gone. They instituted a search, and on
the sidewalk, at Eighth and J streets, found
the missing articles. The officer did not
see the Athertons break the window, but
the circumstantial evidence sgainst them
appeared to be strong. :

The prisoners testified that while they
were standing near Bishop's store some
man whom they had not before seen broke
the window and then rushed past them
down J street. Their theory is, that while
Brady was going to the police station the
guilty party went back and got the articles,
and left them where found.

J. E. D. Baldwin, the photographer, tes-
tified that the young men had been in his
employ, and that, so far as he knew, their
reputations for honesty were good.

The prosecution was conducted by Dis-
trict Attorney Bruner, and the prisoners
were defended by Charles N. Pust. The
case went to the jury at about 3 o'clock in
the afternoon, and were out less than ten
minutes.
