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TEACHERS' INSTITUTE.

PROCEEDINGS AT THE LAST DAY'S
CONSULTATION.

An Explanation of How Some Teachers
Fauil—The Importance of Teaching
“#Civil Government.”

The County Teachers’ Institute reassem-
bled yesterday morning at the Capital
Grammar School.

The morning work opened with an ad-
dress by Prof. Dickinson, relating to the
“Teaching of Science in the Public
Schoois.”” The Professor said the subject
had not been given suflicient consideration
on account of a lack of sunitable apparatus.
He then went on to show how experiments
might be performed with materials always
at hand. Nature herself should be called
upon to furnish the apparatus; every-day
occurrences would illustrate the grandest
principles of physics.

WHY SOME FAIL.

Superintendent Fisher continued the
work by ashort address on ‘‘Relation of
the Teacher to Her School.” He said that
the reason wby many teachers fail is be-
cause they haven’t the ‘“‘faculty of compre-
hending the situalion in which they are
oftentimes placed,” a lack of being able to
cheerfully accommodate one’s self to one'’s
circumstances.

Miss F. de Laguna gave the teachers a
rare treat in “The Study of a Poem.” *‘Sir
Launfaul's Vision' was chosen, and the
exquisite lines seemed transiated into
many varied and beautifal meanings, and
the words of each line to reflect the
changes undergone since the beginning of
language.

Miss Mildred Obarr read a very good
paper on the “‘Kindergarten” and what it
endeavors to do for the little ones. Mem-
bers of the Free Kindergarten were then
brought in and illustrated some of the
beautiful-and useful things they were being
taught. Their singing was esvecially good,
and members of the Institute wished to
make them a little gift of remembrance,
nothwithstanding their teachers’ remons-
trance.

CIVIL GOVERNMENT.

After 2 short intermission Miss Ritta
Conclaugh rendered a difficult piano solo.

Suoperintendent P. M. ¥isher spoke at
length uwpon the importance of teaching
civil government in schools. He wounld
have it taught to the older pupils, the duties
and responsibilities of the American citi-
zen being emphasized. Mr. Fisher thought
the coming generation of citizens would
learn their rights and privilges soon
enongh. The benefit to be derived from
having a night school where such things
might be taught, was demonstrated. It
was not altogether that American boys and
men should learn these things, but it is
necessary that foreigners wishing to be-
come citizens should be well aware of the
laws of the land.

Mrs. E. B. Purnell thought there was no
reason why giris and women should not be
instructed in the Constitation as well as
boys and men; there weculd in all prob
ability come a time when the preamble, in
saying “We, the people of the United
States,” etc., would include women as well.
Miss Marett and Miss Watson made a few
remarks pertaining to the discussion.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

In the afternoon little Maud Blue played
some stirring national airs and was loudly
applauded, and Mrs. Condo gave a very in-
teresting recitation.

Rev. R. M. Stevenson spoke of ‘‘Personal
Inflaence of Teachers. He said that
children are instructed more by the teach-
er's personality and love of learning; that
text-book knowledge wiil become indis-
tinct a few years after leaving school, but
the impression made by the teacher would
be lasting as live itself. In recalling some
boyhood memories, Mr. Stevenson gave
iraphic descriptions of his earlier teachers;

ow 9ne, by his attire, gave the impression
of exactness; another, of earnestness; some
of kindness, and still, in recalling others,
he saw nothing but their crabbedness.

Superintendent Fisher and Professor
Dickinson, being obliged to leave, the In-
stitute members declared a vote of thanks
be given them for their earnestness in car-
rying on the work.

ARITHMETICAL

Professor M. 8. Lipowitz's discussion of
“Arithmetical Signs and Symbols” proved
extremely interesting. It has been found
by consulting old manuscripts and mar-
bles,that the early Egyptians were familiar
with many forms of mathematics; it is also
evident in the construction of pyramids and
other of their works. The Gresks,although
geometricians by nature, stiil had a system
of their own for counting, etc. Still earlier
than these were the Hindoos, versed in the
mysteries of mathematics. He spoke also
upon the mathematical symbols of the
Chinese, in conclusion.

A recess was then taken, after which Mies
Campbell sang a charming solo.

SULLIVAN, WRIGHT AND QUIKLAN
HELD FOR TAKING IT.

A Strong Case NMade Out Against Them
at the Preliminary Examination
Yesterday at Brighton,

The preliminary examination of John
Sullivan, William Wright and D. Quinlan,
charged with rcbbing Jay H. Page of $60
at Brighton on Thursday last, took place
before Justice of the Peace Foster, of
Brighton, yesterday.

Charles T. Jones, of this city, appeared
as attorney for Quinlan, hut the other two
were not represented by counsel. Assistant
District Attorney A. J. Bruner appeared
for the prosecution.

The evidence given at the examination
made out & pretty plain case against the
two, particalaerly Sullivan.

PAGE'S STORY.

Page, the victim, told his story, and was
corroborated by the station agent at Brigh-
ton. Page testified that he had been em-
ployed for some time by Mrs. Briges, who

has a ranch near Saulsbury station, and
had managed to save out of his wages

$72 50. With this amount he started
to walk to Secramento last Thurs-
day, and before arriving at

Perkins only took two drinks on the
road. Upon arriving at Brighton he went
into Mrs. Kirn's saloon, and there met Sul-
livan, Wright and Quinlan. He did not
know them, but invited them to drink,
which they did. They talked together, and
had two or three more drinks. Then all
four walked over to the station. Up to this
time Page said he had not felt the slightest
effect from the liquor.

But suddenly everything began to whirl
before his eyes, and he fell upon the station
platform in a stupor.

When he came to his senses again he
was minus all of his money.

ACCUSED THEM OF IT.

He immediately went back to Mrs. Kirn's
place and found Sullivan, Wright" and
Quinlan there. He accused them of having
robbed him, but they denied it.

The station agent in giving his testimony
said he saw Page in company with the trio
asthey approached the station. At thattime
Page seemed perfectly sober. A few moments
later, however, the witness noticed to his
surprise that Page was helplessly drunk,
or stupefied. The witness suspected that
Page’s companions meant him no good,
and he watched them as closely as he
could. Quinlan, he said, appeared to be
quite drunk, but the others were pertectly

sober. The station agent saw actions that
Jed him to believe that Page had been

robbed, and when the trio went back to

Mrs. Kirn’s, leaving Page at the station

the witness went over to the saloon and in

formed Mrs. Kirn of what he had seen.
THEY HID THE MONEY.

When Page accused the men of having
robbed him, Sulliven and Wright acted in
a suspicious mannper, and a few moments
later they went out into the tank-house in
the rear of the saloon. Mrs. Kirn says
she watched them, and saw Sullivan stoop-
ing as though he were hiding something.
After they ceme out she went into the
tank-house and found $40 in gold where
Sallivan had hidden it.

When the three men were arrested,
$12 35 was found upon Quinlan. The lat-
ter, however, declared that he had nothing
to do with the robbery, and stated that he
saw Sullivan take the money from Page.
He claimed that SBullivan banded him $20
after the robbery, and he was too drunk to
know anything about it. He maintained
that he was innocent of any intent to do
wrong, and his attorney, Mr. Jones, made
a strenuous plea for his release.

Justice Foster, however, held all three to
answer before the Superior Court in boads
of 31,000 each.

FOLICE COURT JOTS.

Surveyor-General's office, are beginning to
realize the fact that their presence will soon
be unnecessary, and are gocd-naturedly
vreparing to vacate and make room for
others,

They intend to have their books posted
up in good shape and put the work of
their respective positions in soch a condi-
tion that the new men will have no trouble
in understanding their daties.

Citizens who have had business relations
with the different offices are unanimous in
saying that they could not have wished to
meet a more polite and obliging set of men
than were employed in the building. A
request for information invariab!y found a

cheerful answer, and the accommodating
manners of the emploves tended to make
visitors feel as though it were a pleasure to
have them call.

A WORTHY CORPE,

In the offices which the local reporters
have been in the babit of frequenting, they
have always found a joliy and entertain-
ing set of men to deal with, who were
always ready to impart any information
they possessed, and willing to 2o out of
their way to accommodate the news-gath-
erers.

Executive Secretary Douvglass, besides
beicg a general favorite in the tuilding,
has been the steady friend of the reporters
who sought news in the Governor’'s cffice,
and his services were appreciated.

In the Secretary of State's office, Thomas
Egan has controlled tbe desk which the
scribes generally seek when in quest of an
item, and they have been almost invari-
ably accommodated. A dearth of office
news generally brings forth a heated de-
bate on the political issues of the day, and
Tom elways claims the victory. He in-
clines ‘“‘slightly” to the Democratic doc-
trines.

Gin was fermerly employed by Harlow,
dnd the latter stiil bad implicit confidence
in him, and still believes that *‘Charley,”
as Gin was called, was an innocent party
in the transaction. It is understood that
the object of continuing Gin's case indefin-
itely is to give the authorities a chance to
catch Gin's companion, who is the really
guilty party.
