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EAST OF THE ROCKIES.

TERRIBLE ACCIDENT.

Over Fifty People Injured by the Col-
lapse ol a Grand Stand

New York, November 27th.—A terrible
accident occurred at Eastern Park, Brook-
lyn, before the Yale-Princeton football
game to-day. The b:g free stand on the
eastern side of the grounds suddenly col-
lapsed, carrying down the entire load of
human beings." It is estimated there were
more than 2,000 people in the structure at
the time. Itwas

A SCENE OF INDESCRIBABLE CONFCSIOh",

And a panic followed the crash. The oc-
cupants were mostly men. A great maior-
ty of them were students from Yale and

Princeton. There were also many women.
They all lay in a confused and strug-

gling mass upon the ground. Many were
completely buried under the wreckage.
The screams, shrieks ahd groans were
awful, and many fainted away from the
injuries they received.

In an instant there was a general rush
for that part of the field, and a score of po-
licemen were soon engaged in pulling the
maimed and wounded from the wreck.
Other 3lent assistance, and within ten min-
utes the whole place was cleared.

At first it was feared that some were
killed, but this proved unfounded. A
great many persons, however, were severely
hurt, and broken limbs and bruised heads
and bodies were numerous. The many-
friends of the people had them carried
away before their names could be learned.

THE INJURED.

Among those whose names were learned
are: Charles Wilson, ankle dislocated:
Cadets John A. Quilltr and Perm Darney,
of the MilitaryInstitute at Peekskill, backs
badly sprained; Emery B. liemington of
Princeton, '95, leg broken; a Yale ma:i,
name not learned, concussion of the spine;
two Rutger's College students, heads
bruised and cut; JohD Monroe of Prince-
ton, contusion of the legs; S. G. Dunning
of Princeton, '91, broken ankle; George A.
Wylie. thigh broken; Jas. McGlore. inter-
nal injuries; F. S. Keeler of Columbia, '91,
broken wrist; John Weed of Yale, injured
internally; Stephen P. Shear ot Yale, arm
broken; John Carrutheri of the Wesleyan
University, badly cut about the head;

Eldridge of Princeton, '91, both legs
badly injured; Ceviley, of Princeton,
'94, concussion of the brain—very serious:
Edward Moran oi Yale, leg broken;
McKean of Princeton^ fractured left:
Bradley of PrincetcD, 92, both legs badiy
hurt; H. W. Fuller, scalp-wound; George
A. Johnson, concussion of the spine.

A lot of boys, whose names were not
learned, who stood upon the top row of the
bleachers, were badly bruised and cut. The
only ladies hurt were two Brooklyn
women.

The lowest estimate puts the Lumber of
people injured at fifty, while others place
it as high as sixty or more.

FAULTY STRUCTURE.

The stand was evidently in a most unsafe
condition, for the broken timbers showed
many of them to be rotted nearly in two.
The whole structure was of the most flimsy
affair imaeinable. Every one claimed that
a very superficial examination of the struc-
ture would show it utterly insufficient to
hold the crowd which would occupy it.

YALE VS. PRINCETON.

The Latter K.-i-ily Defeated by the For-
mer in a Game of Football.

New York. November 27th.—The cham-
pionship football game between Princeton
and Yale, which was contested on the
Eastern Park grounds, at Brooklyn to-day,
was won by Yale—32 to 0. The game was
witnessed by 25,000 persons, who had re-
covered from the depression caused by the
accident of a couple of hours before, and
manifested their enthusiasm in every con-
ceivable manner. Nearly all the different
colleges in the East were represented
among the coachers. Their sympathies
were evenly divided.

The game was a great one. but the
Princeton eleven was over-matched. Their
rush line seemed mere striplings compared
with Yale, and frequently used bad judg-
ment.

When the first half was ended Yale had
scored sixteen and Princeton nothing.
When the second halfbegan no one was in
doubt about the result and a gloom had
fallen over the Princeton contingent.
Their eleven seemed incapable of stop-
ping the irresistible rush of Yale. In thir-
teen minutes Yale had increased their
score to twenty-eight, and thereafter only
exerted themselves t> shut out the Prince-
tons, succeeding well, a3 the score tells.

SERIOUS ENDING.

Indiaicapolis, November 27th. — The
Butler Eleven defeated the Peru Univer-
sity in a game of football to-day, winning
the State championship. The victorious
team, to celebrate, to-night made tbe rounds
of the city in a tally-ho coach. The king
bDlt of the vehicle broke, and the occu-
pants were precipitated to the ground. One
was fatally and tive painfully injured.

CNION FACIFIC.

The Address of President Adams Grates
Harshly on Sage's Nerves.

New York, November27th.—It isevident
that the Gould-Sage party did not enjoy
the farewell address of President Adams.
Sage, in an interview to day, said: "The
teiior of Adams' address was almost un-
called for. There has been no public criti-
cism of his management by any of the Di-
rectors, notwithstanding the fact that he
was runniDg the road to ruin. Mr. Ad-
ams says in his address that he has been
President for seven years, and during that
time the actir-ns of the Directors were
unanimous. That is simply saying that
Adams is responsible for the Union Pa-

cific's condition. He should explain how
it comes that the pay-roll was increased by
4,000 names in nine months, and what per-
sonal interest he had in the Kansas Smelt-
ing Works, in favor of which discrimina-
tion was made in the rates for shipping
bullion, and half a dozen other matters."'

THE MISSION" A SECRET.

New York. November 27th—C. H. H.
Clarke, Vice-President acd Manager of tbe
Missouri-Pacific, it is said, wa3 last night
summoned from St. Louis by Gould, but
Gould"would not say whether or not the
management of the Union Pacific system
was to be offered to him.

ADAMS _ THEORIST.

Nfw York, November 27.h.—To-morrow
the Tribune will print an interview with
Jay Gould in which he say.s that ex Presi-
dent Adams, of the Union Pacific, is a the-
orist, who conducted the many affairs of
the Union Pacific without the knowledge
of the Directors.

Gould said he learned when in Kansas
City that Adams personally owned coutrol
of the stock yards there, and while the
railroad was carrying iv their live stock at
the bare cost of transportation, the stocS-
yards earned $1,000,000 the past year. Such
action as this, Gould said, would never be
permitted under the new management. He
believed the Burlington and Rock Island
will both come into the plan for securing
better results from the western railway
business. No further changes, he said,
were to ba made in the Union Pacific.

ALL QUIET ON THE FRONTIER.

The Report of a Rattle Retween tbe In-
dians and Soldiers Denied.

Chicago, November 27th.—General Miles
this evening sail that to-day's advices from
General ilroyke were of a very satisfactory
nature. He confi-uis the report that Chief
Little Wound came into the Pine Ridge
Agency yesterday, and says that every hour
seems to lessen the strength of the dis-
affected Indians. Short Bull, of the Rose-
bud Agency, has also come in, and his
people, numbering nearly 2,500, are re-
porteJ as following.

The General considers Short Bull one of
the worst and most treacherous Indians iv
the Northwest.

The General to-day replied to Governor
Mellete's communication, informing him
that nothing would be left undone for the
protection ct life and property iv all locali-
ties where danger is apprehended.

A dispatch read by the Associated Pres3
this evening from General Manager Mellen
of the Northern Pacific Railroad said
that the report from Missoula, Mont., of
tuhting between the Indians and soldiers
was without foundation.

St. Paul, November 27th.—A Pioneer
Press special from Pierre, S. D., says: Two
ranchmen who came into town to-day re-
port having met a large band of Indians
some distance west, comiDg from the
Cheyenne country and heading for the
Pass creek camp. The belief is prevalent
among old frontiersmen that the Indians
are concentrating their forces and supplies
near the entrance to the Bad Lands.

A Juror Murdered,

New York, Nuvem'oer 27th.—At Wynn-
wood, I. T., when the roll-call on Tuesday
morning was answered in the Court-room
at Tishoningo, two peti-, jurors, Robert
Brown and GillieFactor, were arrested and
charged with the murder of William Al-
bertson. a Grand Juror. The scene of the
murder was about two hundred yards from
the Capitol, near the highway. When the
body WB3 found the hogs had eaten the
face entirely off. The body was literally
hacked to pieces with knives. When ar-
rested, the petit jurors' clothing was very
bloody and their hats also. They stoically
denied the charge.

Gold Medal lor President Harrison.
Washington. November 27lh.—Admiral

Three Boys Killed.

Hawley, aged ti, were
killed to-day by the caviDg in of an aban-
doned sand-bank in the western part of
the city, where five or six small boys were
digging a tunnel. An alarm was given by
the boys who escaped, and many men were
soon at work. The bodies of the three un-
fortunate boys were recovered in twenty
minutes, but life was gone.

IN FOREIGN LANDS.

IX THE COMMON'S

Balfour Introduces an Irish Land
Bill.

Londos. November 27th.—In the Com-
mons to-day, bpencer asked the Govern-
ment, in view of the recent financial crisis,
to introduce a bill to amend the Bank Act
by providing for the issue of £1 notes.

Balfour introduced the Irisa land bill.
He said the Government's policy was the
same as in 1559, bnt for simplicity the bill
had been cut in half. BMb. portions, how-
ever, were practically the same as in the
bill of ISS9. Oue variation ol" the present
bill from that of last year was that it met
in some degree Parneli's views in regard lo
the privilege of purchase. It excluded all
purely grazing farms, and farms whose
tenants did not reside on them. The limit
cf twenty years' purchase, which was the
objection to the billof the last session, has
been removed.

In regard to increasing the power of the
local authorities, Balfour said it would be
absurd to leave communities under incite-
ment of agitators to determine whether
they should adopt the remedy of gome to
the root of agrarian discontent. If they
were to give local control in any form it
ought to be by a plebiscite of rate-payers,
enabling them under the safe-guards of
the ballot to vote upon the question of
granting a contingent portion of the guar-
autee fund for each county.

Labouchere moved an amendment against
pledging tbe Imperial credit for ihe pur-
chase of land until the country s' mid give
consent at a general election. R t. toted,

Gladstone, Harcourt and Morley walked
out before the vote was taken. Parnell aud
all the Parnellite members voted with the
Government.

The bill was then given a first reading,
amid the cheers of the Government sup-
porters.

When the Parnellites were flocking into
the division lobby to vote on Labouchere's
amendment, there was a sudden move-
ment, apparently instigated by Healy, who,
with Sexton and a number of others,
turned back and abstained from voting,
while Parnell, Powers and thirty others
supported the Government. After the
House rose, a hurried meeting of the Na-
tionalists was called in the conference
room. Parnell was not present, and great
secrecy was observed as to what was done

THE IRISH CAUSE.

Davitt Says It Is Doomed if Parnell Re-
tains the Leader-hip.

Dublin, November 27th.—The Freeman's
Journal suggests T. P. O'Connor's return
from America be hastened, and that the
Nationalists wait until be arrives before
taking definite aciion in the matter of the
Irish leadership.

The same paper says it appears that a ma-
jority at yesterday's Nationalist meetings
in London favored the retirement of Par-
nell.

AN APPEAL TO THE IRISH RACE.

London. November 27th. —Davitt will
publish in the Lnhnr World to-morrow an
appeal to the Irish race at home and abroad.
In this appeal he implores the people to
rise and show themselves equal to the pres-
ent emergency, and says that if Parnell re-
mains at the head of the party there can be
no hope of saving the cau?e of Ireland.
The Irish party, he says, contains more
than one man who is capable of leading it
to victory, and there is sufficient patriotism
in ihe pany to follow a leader chosen from
its own ranks by a majority of its members.
In conclusion, he says that whatever de-
cision may be made the Irish cause is im-
perishable, and he asks the people to pray
to God that wisdom and courage may guide
those upon whom Ireland's hopes are cen-
tered.

HEALEY AND PARNELL IN CONFERENCE.
London, November 27th. — Timothy

Healy and Parnell had a conference to day.
The feeling among the Nationalist members
is more favorable to Parneli than yester-
day, and the opinion prevails that they will
sustain him.

Healy was very reticent, and refused to
say anything about the Irish leaders' in-
tentions. Parneil appears to be in buoyant
spirits and splendid healih.

A noticeable incident occurred in the
Commons when Parneil went to vote on
Labouchere's amendment. Parnell had to
pass the Liberal benches, and his late
allies studiously ignored him.

It is sta-ed that if Parnell remains in the
leadership, Sexton and other Irish mem-
bers will offer themselves for re-electi-jn,
in order to test the feeling of the electors.

PARNELL DETERMINED TO REMAIN.
London, November 27th. —The Press As-

sociation says that Parnell considers that
he has been unfairly treated by some ol
his colleagues, who practically owe their
position to him. He also leels strongly
about Gladstone's attitude, and is more de-
termined than eve- to remain. IfMon-
day's meeting opposes him he will appeal
to the Irish people.

The Dublin Freemayi's Journal says: Par-
nell will issue a manifesto to the Irish peo-
ple, aad meanwhile asks them to suspend
judgment.

Labourchere has written Parnell urging
him to withdraw.

Earl Spencer, in a speech tonight, while
eulogizing Parnell's work, said the opinion
of the Lib9rals is ckarly against Parnell's
continuance as a leader. Ifhe did not re-
tire the Irish cause would be thrown back,
and would be a mighty misfortune to Ire-
land and the empire.

The Neva again appeals to Parnell to ac-
cept Lord Spencer's calm advice, and not
give his lollowers the painful duty of re-
electing him.

One of Parnell's closest personal friends
declares that he regards the movement to
expel him as a Radical revenge for his sup-
port of the royal grants last summer, and
tbat he will resist to the last this attempt
to destroy the independence of tne Irish
party, and make them a mere appendage to
the Liberal party.

GLADSTONE HOLDS THE KEY.

Elmira (ST. V.), November 27th.—Dillon
and Harrison, the Irish Parliamentary en-
voys, sp"?nt the day in this city, and started
early this evening for Cincinnati. The
Gladstone Parnell episode cast a gloom
over them, and it was evident that their
tpiri's were not as buoyant as they were a
few days ago. Dillon said that the situa-
tion is a grave one. but nothing has oc-
curred to alter the rights cr wrongs of the
Irish cause. In regard to the course to be
pursued to meet Gladstone's objections to
Parneil, tbe visitots intimated that no mat-
ter how much love and abiding faith they
stillreposed in the Irish leader, the 'grand
oid man" has the key to the situation, and
his wishes must be respected.

THE SITUATION GROWING SERIOUS.

New York, November 27th.—Tbe Wurl<Ts
London special says: The crisis arising
over Parnell's leadership still remains the
sole topic of conversation in political
circles. The business ot Parliament has
practically collapsed. If any change has
come over the situation to-day, as far as
the Iri=h party is concerned, it has been
adverse to Parnell. The feeling among his
own colleague? is undoubtedly hardening
towards him. Jhe more they study the
situation the more they appear to feel that
his retirement is the lesser of two evils.

Many proposals have been made to him
for a compromise, which the whole party
could accept, but he maintains his original

Position that there is no middle course, and
c must stand or fall by the vote of the

party.
It was suggested to him to-day by several

prominent politicians that he should retire
only in name for a few months, himself
nominate an Executive Committee, with
McCarthy at its head, to manage the busi-
ness of the party, and tbat he should re-
turn when the present storm has blown

over. But Parneil will have no conai.ro-
niise so far.

Summing the sitc.ation to-night, it ap-
pears undoubtedly a fact that unless Par-
nell agrees to compromise on some such
lines as above indicated, and unless the
delfgates to America unanimously support
his retention, a motion will be carried at
Monday's meeting deposing him.

IT COMES TOO LATE.
New York. November 27th —A .*?•'*•

London special says: 'T am given to un-
derstand that Parnell has communicated
certain facts to the Irish Parliamentary
party, which, if made known to the world,
would materially modify the o;
formed as to his private conduct, and
would convince most of the Liberals that
there is no justification for the demand for
his withdrawal from the Irish leadership.

"This suggestion has been conveyed to
the Liberal leaders. whos<» obvious reily is
that it comes too late; that the verdl.-: li-
the divorce Court was not a surprise. It
was a verdict that the defending knew the
whole of the cvi ience which was to be
given against them, and that hy entering
no appearance or defense they admitted i:s
accuracy.''

HEAVY SIOK-IS.

Snow Falll >g ITeavily Throughout
Furnpe.

Cabisbas, November 27th.—The damage
by fioods is enornnus. Hundreds of sheep-
keepers are ruined. Hundreds of th.iu-
sands of dollars wiil be required for public
repairs alone. A terrific storm is raging
on the Black Sea.

HEAVY SNOW STORM.

Lobdok, November 27*h.—There is a
heavy snow-storm in the channel. A large
steamer is ashire at F-ilkstone.

Severe frosts and heavy snow is re-
ported throughout Europe. In Paris the
si;ow is several inches deep. Many r.i:'.-
road lines in Austria and southern Kutsia
have partly suspended operations because
of snow blockades.

Professor Koch's Treatment.
Bkrlix, November 27th.—The Pmt pub-

lishes a statement by Ur. Dam-lius, a col
league of Dr. Levy, in which he admits
that 500 marks was asked and paid for a
single injection of Keek's lymph. The
money was paid to Drs. Cornet and Den-
gel. Koch has declined a further supply
to either Levy or DeogeL

REFUSED ADMITTANCE IS FRANCE.
Paris, November 27th—The French

Government will nut allow the importa-
tion into France of Koch's lymph. The
retusal of the Customs officials on the
frontier to admit the lymph sent to Pasteur
by Koch is based on the ground that the
importation of medicines, the composition
of which is not known, is illegal, a law
prohibiting such imports being in exist-
ence.

Ukase Against Hebrews,

St. Petef.=bcf.<;, November 27th. —A
ukase has been issued ordering that no He-
brew shall henceforth be permitted to enter
the Greek Church unless his wife, children,
brothers and parents do the same. The ob-
ject is to put a stop to Ihe practice of thp
Hebrews to sacrifice one member of their
family to the Russian Church, thus secur-
ing a right to earn a livelihood f)r all. Ac-
cording to the new edict, unless all the
famiiy become Christians they may starve
together. As might be expected, the con-
versions to Christianity are now frequent.
The Hebrews are, however, prevented from
joiningeither Roman Catholic or Protest-
ant communions.

Vigorous Foreign Policy.
New York, November 27ih.—An Ottawa

special says: The Dominion Government
wiil shortly inaugurate a vigorous fortun
policy as the les Its of the McKinley bill.
Tbey* intend to establish commercial
agencies in the Southern and Central
American States to find out the prices Ca-
nadian products will bring in those coun-
tries, together with the prices of products
they can send to Canada. Reports wiil be
published monthly for the information of
merchants, farmers and manufacturers. In
addition, the Government will have regu-
lar steam communication with the places
mentioned and a monthly service to China,
Japan and Australia.

Debt of France.
Paris, November 27th.—Pelletar has

presented the Budget Oommittee report on
the financial situation of France, showing
tbe estimated debt of the country at 30,-
--300.513.594 francs nominal capital, and
22.824,043609 francs actual capi'al, nomi-
nal rate of interest 34b per cent., and
actual rate 4G2 per cent. This, continues
the report, is the largest public debt in the
world, but French credit is sufficiently
solid to allow French stock being reckoned
as 3 per cents.

General Rejoicing.
Brussels, November 27th.—Jansen to-

day introduced a bill providing for the ex-
tension of the suffrage bill, and was sup-
ported by the Government. This action
was a complete surprise. The Radicals are
greatly elated, and the workmen who in-
tended to inaugurate a general strike as a
part of the universal suffrage movement
have decided to remain at work. Tlie
stree's to-night Bre thronged with people
and the rejoicing is general.

A Rank Ordered Into Liquidation.
Paris, November 29th.—The Commer-

cial Tribunal has oidered the Bank dl.tat
to go into liquidation. Deputy Raynaud, j
the Managing Director, has absconded, and
is reported to have suicided. He is re-
ported to have gambled heavily in stocks,
and ottered 20 per cent, interest on depos-
its. The bank's liabilities are 400,000
francs.

Floods ln Ireland.
Dublin, November 27th.—The rivrr

Shannon has overflowed its banks at A;h-
lone, and the town is submerged. Hun-
dreds of acres of farm land are uuder
water, and the crops are destroyed. A
large number of cattle have perished.

Funds for Public Works.
Paris, November 27th.—The Chamber of

Deputies to-day. by a vote of 254 to 199,
granted a subvention of twelve million
francs for public works in Annam and
Tonquin.

Steamer Foundered.
London, November 27th.—The Norwe-

A Census to be Tnkeu of tho Amount
and Value of the Catch,

Sas Francisco, November 27tb.—Special
Agent C. W. Smiley of ihe Census Office
in Washington, wilh several assistants,
arrived in this city to day for the purpose

iof getting statistics of the Qsheries. An
ell rt is to be made to collect this informa-
tion in a manner thoroughly worthy of the
immense interests of this coast. Seventy-
live enumerators have been selected in
California, Washington ami Oregon, in-
cluding five in this city, who will enter im-
mediately upon their wor.'t.

The statistics desired will cover the capi-
tal invested, number of men employed and
amcuut and value of the catch, and will
relate not only to the fisheries proper, in-
cluding the whale fisheries, but to oysters,
lobsters, shrimps, shells etc.

The er.umerstors in this cily have
already entered upon their work, and will
visit the firms and individuals e-ipaged in
fishing for the purpose of securing infor-
mation.
