
THE MYSTERY OF THE REAR GUARD.

Those who are disposed to doubt Assad
Farau's story of the cruelties practiced
at Yambuya iv the camp of the rearguard
of the Emm Relief Expedition should ex-

amine into the testimony of Assad more
closely. The English journals champion-
ing the defense made for Rarttelot claim
that Assad is unworthy of belief; that he
is contradicted by the discrepancies be-
tween his affidavit and his unsworn state-
ments; that he was the interpreter for the
rear guard, and under the influence of Da-

tives at Yaiubuya; that, in short, as he is
not an Englishman, he is not to be be-
lieved against Englishmen.

It is a maxim of law that daily records,
made at the time of occurrence, and when
there was no expectation that they would
be used as evidence, are to be received as

strong props of the truth. Now it turns
out that Assad, as was his habit as to all
things transpiring during the expedition's
progress, kept a daily journal, wherein he
entered the minutest details of daily life in
the rear guard camp. These entries were
made hour by hour, day by day, before
Major Barttelot's death, and beforq and
after Stanley's return in search of the
guard.

This journal, bearing on its face all the
ear-marks of truth, fully sustains the
charges entered against Barttelot. Flog,
gings, according to this record, were al-
most constant, and Barttelot appears to

have taken fiendish delight in them. The
Major always had food in plenty, though
the men were starving. That Jameson
purchased a slave girl to be slaughtered,
to solve the question whether the tribes
were cannibals, Assad had reason enough
to believe. For he saw the handkerchiefs,
the medium of the alleged purchase, de-
livered, and the captive brought out and
executed. Though this giving of the
handkerchiefs may have lieen an innocent
act on the part of Jameson, as is contended
in defense of his memory, yet Assad's rec-
ord is not thereby discredited.

Assad's explanation concerning the vari-
ance between his affidavit, which is prac-

tically a copy of his journal, aud his oral
statement, is reasonable. He says that it
was thought best by tbe Emm Relief Com-
mittee that he should withhold informa-
tion about the expedition, and hence his
story as given the reporters is lacking the
facts set out in his journal.

Further concerning the incident of can-
nibalism, it is worthy of consideration
that Jameson's own relation of the matter,
written two week* prior to his death, is
damaging. He »ays that he gave six
handkerchiefs, and did see "the most hor-
rible scene I ever witnessed in my life."
He admits that he made sketches of the
cannibalism, not at the moment, but later
from memory. He admits that he did
not protest, but excuses himself that the
execution and all that followed were so
sudden that he was da/ed.

All in all there is something about the
history of that fatal camp that is horrify-
ing. The official records we fear will,
when received, disclose facts that will
shock the humane sense of the civilised
world, and reveal cruelties, tortures and
indignities that will make men blush for
their sex.

PROHIBITION AND RESTRICTION.

The Legislature is composed
largely of farmers. Most of them are
members of the Aliinice, and are likewise
Democrats or have been to date. Iv that
Legislature there has been introduced a
sweeping regulative and prohibitory law,
inhibiting the sale of lb-uors in less quan-

In the recent election
prohibition was directly voted upon in

In
Kansas the vote on prohibition was indi-
rect, and the party championing it was
defeated. In lowa the prohibition i-ue-s-

--tion was presented in the same way, and
the Prohibitionists tvere snowed under.

hibition i-t-* put forth their best eflorts,
sjient much money in prohibition litera-
ture aud tho party sent its best speakers

into those communities, which are States
where it has more likelihood of sti:

than in any other, if we except Georgia.
The Vuiec tbe Organ of tbe Prohibition

party, say. that through its agency alone
$40,000 were Beat into Nebraska to aid the

Prohibition contest, yet the result was a?

stated.
There is a great deal of wisdom in the

remark of the Minneapoli- Tasea that the

effect of the enactment of radical prohibi-

tion laws has been always lo cheek tem-

perance work. When the law comes, the

friends of reform stand back aud await

results, and the results have been dis_p-

pointments in the main, because the law

on the statute book silences tlieeducational

work of temperance and detracts from the
.power and the motives of the plea made

in the "name of intelligence and virtue.

This, our contemporary asserts, was pre-

cisely the effect in lowa after tbe State

procured her prohibitory law. But there

is no evidence of record that any such re-

sults have followed legislation to restrict
the influence of the saloons and their ex-

istence in the country.

The Charleston Ream and Courier is posi-

tive that Governor Hillwillmake a goc _
Senator, but finds in him no qual;J t

'iea fit-
ting him for the Presidency, jt declares
that Mr. Cleveland is. the only man in
sight who can lef/i tlie Democratic party
as a Presidential nominee. On the other
hand, the Atlanta Constitution, as Demo-
cratic as is its Charleston contemporary, is
equally positive that Governor Hill must
be selected as the Democratic nominee for
President. The New York Globe concurs
with the Nesm and Courier, saying that no
other man but Mr. Cleveland can be seri-
ously considered as in the race. The Sa-
vanna (Ga.) Ntwi takes the same view, and
says that no other Democrat now stands at
the head of the Presidential alley. The
Terre Haute (Ind.) Gazette echoes the
statement, as does the Chicago Herald and
the Richmond State. Allthese are repre-
sentative Democratic journals. The pro-

position of those pronouncing for Mr,

Cleveland runs about the same throughout
all the journalistic exponents of Demo-
cratic opinion. It fairly represents the
division of party sentiment concerning the
two men. The preponderance in favor of
Mr. Cleveland is one of emphasis, and is
characterized by a "willnot be refused"
tone that is significant. It indicates very
clearly what is the chief drift of thought
concerning Presidential timber for the
Democratic craft in 1892.

We admire the spirit of the women who
are expected to exhibit specimens of
their handiwork at the Chicago World's
Fair.

Why. if woman is permitted to enter tlie
competitive field of labor and invention,
should her exhibits be labeled with the
sex of the producer or creator of the idea,
or thing shown? The very act of marking
the sex of the exhibitor upon the article
begs for it some special consideration, and
this in itself is unfair to competitors. Why
not place a sign over the inventions and
exhibits of men—"The work of men"—as
well as over the work of women. Is there
not as much warrant in reason for the first
as the last designation ? The exhibits
should stand or fall upon their merits.
There should be neither discrimination for
nor against any exhibit because of the sex
of the exhibitor.

AS TO FACTS.

The Testimony Given In the Suit of the

Central Irrigation District Against

the Glenn Estate.

We publish below an editorial from the

Colusa Am of November 2d, edited by Will
S. Green, the engineer of the Central Irri-
gation District of Colusa connty. Mr.
Green is well known throughout the State,
was one of the parties litigant in the suit
mentioned in the editorial, between the

Central Irrigation District and the Glenn
estate, was interested in the testimony, is
responsible for his personal statements as
wellas those appearing in his paper, and
we have therefore deemed any information
from that source perfectly reliable. Itwill
be seen that Mr. Green declares tha; Mr.
Lu3k set up a plea on behalf of the Glenn
estate that on a tract of IGO acres it costs
$1 20 toproduce a cental of wheal; that as
the acreage increased the cost ofproducing
wheat decreased until it cost only 50 cents
per cental on large holdings. Mr. Green

says that on this theory alone the verdict
in favor of the Glenn estate was rendered.
Itwas upon these statements that the edi-
torial of the Record-Union of November
13th was based.

The communication, which follows the

editorial comments of the Sun, is from F.

C. Lusk, the chief attorney for the Glenn
estate. He declares that no such testi-
mony was introduced, and that no such
question was at issue in the case or was
considered by the jury in arriving at a
verdict. We print the editorial and the
communication and f.ir the present leave
the question of fact between Mr. Green and
Mr. Lusk:

[From the Colusa Sun. November 12th.]
It has been the theory that the smaller the

tract of laud tbe more valuable, and up to the
adoption of the present Constitution this was
the theory of assessment. That instrument un-
dertook to make the assessment equal in that
regard, but almost everywhere the large tracts
have the advantage. At the trialof the con-
demnation suit of Central Irrigation District
against the Glenn estate, the delendants set up
and proved a new state of facts, and on this
state of facts a new deal must be had ia the
matter of asse-sment. Mr. Lusk set up a plea
that on a K>o-acre tract it cost Jl 20 toproduce a
cental of wheat, and that this cost was reduced
as the acreage increased until it cost only fifty
cents to produce a cental of wheat. He proved
this theory by nearly all the large land owners
of this part oi the State, including J. s. cone,
R. li. Blossom, H. Krait, John Bidwell, 1». M.
Keavis, O. C. Pratt, Colonel George Hager,
John Boggs, J. C. Stovall, George Packer una
James Bal'sdou. On this theory and this theory
alone a verdict was rendered for 523,000 more
than the proportion of the asking price of the
small owners ofland through which the canal
ruus. Now then-

Land must be taxed on a sliding scale be-
tween 120 cents for a quarter section to 50 cents
for 50,000 acres in proht. That is:

The 50,000-acre tract must be tax«d two and
four-tenths times as much per acre as the 100-
--acre tract.

The verdict ofthe jury was over four times as
much as the small owners asked for damages,
but we shall be content with the other scale so
lucidlyset out by the counsel for the delense.

MR. IX'SK'S STATEMENT.

Em. Record-Union: Attention has been called
to the leading editorial in your issue of Novem-
ber 28d, entitled "Colusa County Fossilism."
The article is based on testimony said to have
been given in a recent suit tried in the Superior
Court ofColusa county. involving the amount to
be paid the Glenn estate as damages incurred
by an irrigation canal passing through it. The
misrepresentations as to this suit continuously
published by interested parties in a local Co-
lusa paper were regarded of little importance as
long its they come from that source alone, as it
is understood in that county that their ulterior
purpose is to affect witnesses and jurors in other
suits ofalike nature now pending. But when
they are naturally perhaps, and innocently as-
sumed to be true aud made the text for a leader
ivso influential a paper as the Record-Union
it would seem proper that a correction should
be made.

This was not an action, as your article states,
brought by the Gienn estate against the Irriga-
tion District, but by the latter against the estate
to condemn a right of way for a large irrigation
canal under the law ol eminent domain. The
estate owned a parallelcgraniic-shaped tract of
16,! oo acres, through which the canal is to cross
iv a diagonal direction for six aud one-half
miles in a very sinuous line, there being forty-
five courses in that distance. Under the Consti-
tution, before the right of way could be con-
demned for public use, tbe owners of tbe land
must have full and just compensation, incl'jd-
iag the value of the 128 acres actually taken,
and the damages that would accrue to the por-
tion not sought to be taken by reason ot its
severance, iliis damage could be best proved
by experts, persons cultivating laigc tracts of
land.

The defendants examined J. S. Cone, R. H.
Blossom, H. Kraft, George Champlin, of Tehama
county; John Bidwell, D. >1. Reavis, John
Crouch, L. H. Mcintosh, D. D. Harris, O. C.
Pratt, of Butte county; John Bsggs, John Fin-
nell, Colonel George Hager, G. F. Packer and
James Balsdon.of Colusacounty. They testified
to the damage resulting from having to erect
and maintain necessary bridges, from the diffi-
culty in moving stocx aDd machinery over the
land, and the iujury from having square-
shaped tracts ol laud thrown into irregu-
lar-shaped iields by the canal, etc , etc. The
jury rendered a veruict that the property was
damaged the sum of 826,000. The jury was com-
posed of representative farmers ol that county,
and while no fault can be found with them, or
with their action, and knowing thai tbey did
exactly what seemed to them right, there is uo
hesitatiou in saying that the verdict does not
half compensate 1he owners of the land for their
actual damages, It beiug barely sufficient to
erect the necessary bridges on the canal acd
provide a sinking fund for their repair and
maintenance, to say nothing of other elements
of damages. That presents only an ordinary
litigation ofno public interest. (Jnly an insig-
nificant part ot tho estate is in the irrigation
district, and entitled to the use of the watt-re of
the canal, and that not irrigable land. The es-
tate had never opposed that irrigation district,
and the suit raiH-d only the common question
ofdamages iioident to all condemnation suits.

You make it a matter ol publicinterest when,
ivcommenting on it. you say it "has produced
mod startling developments. Itwas shown by
the testimony that the wheat raised on holdings
of 160 to KO acres of land in tbe state ofCali-
fornia cost the raiser Sl 2-1 per hundred, while
wheat raised on holdings aggregating 20,000 to
50,010 acres can he produced at lift}*cents per
hundred.'' Andfuithei; "The testimony ap-
peared to establish this beyond controversy."
And you referred to the writer as having se-
cured a judicial decision based on this testi-
mony, which would lead to many gloomy and
important conclusions.

nie object of this communication is to say to
you, so that it may receive the nine wide circu-
lation that its statement had, that there was ab-
solutely no such testimony given on tbe trial of
that case by any witness, eiiher in words or
in substance. No wStnea testified as to what it
would cost to raise a cental or auy other quan-
tity(ifwheat on any sized tract ofland or under
auy circumstances whatever. No such question
was ask.d any witness. No such a question or
issue was in the case, or was comidered by the
jury in arriving at its verdict. And tbe only
thing of even cognate character was tbe testi-
mony of witnesses that it would be cheaper to
farm large, square shaped fields tbau small or
large ones with irregular-shaped lines, aud in
that connection some witnesses staled that it
was cheaper to farm large fields tbau small
ones. Bjt no witness was asked and none
stated what tbe difference would l>e. or what it
cost to raise wheat on any sized tract ofland, or
at ail.

The gentlemen above named, having given
no such testimony, do not desire to be misrepre-
sented, aud having offered no such testimony
and secured no such decision as you name, the
writer is not willing that it should pass uncon-
tradicted. It is ap;-arent that had the testi-
mony, coming from gentlemen of the intelli-
gence and character of the witnesses re-
ferred to, been as jou supposed when
writing the article, it would furnish a fact
of great importance to agriculturists and
others, but as your information was inac-
curate, and no such fact was established or
claimed by any witness, it seems important
both to them and the public that the error
should be corrected. F. c. lask.

SAVED FROM VANDALS.

REGULATIONS CONCERNING YOSEMITE
NATIONAL PARK.

An Empire in the Heart of the Sierra
Nevada—Vandalism of AllKinds

Prohibited.

Secretary of the Interior John W. Noble
has just issued a circular giving various
rules and regulations for the protection and
preservation of the Dew National Parks in

California—the Yosemite and the Sequoia.
The boundaries of these reservations, con-
taining together considerably over 100,000
acres, have previously.been published. The
Yosemite includes portions of Mariposa,
Tuolumne and Mono counties adjoining
and surrounding the present Y'osemite
Park; the other includes all the big-tree
groves of Tulare county located east of
Sanger and Visalia. The rules prescribed
are the same for both reservations. They
are as follows:

"The Park by said Acts is placed under
the exclusive control of the Secretary of
the Interior, and these rules and regula-
tions are made and published in pursuance
of the duty imposed ou him in regard
thereto.

"No persons other than transient visitors
will be permitted to be within the Park
without written authority from the Secre-
tary of the Interior.

•'No person shall cut, break, remove, im-
pair or interfere with any trees, shrubs,
plants, timber, minerals, mineral deposits,
curiosities, wonders, or other objects of in-
terest in the park, and all ofthe same shall
be retained in their natural condition.

'The wanton destruction of the fish and
game from within the park and their
capture or destruction for tbe purposes of
merchandise or profit ore forbidden by said
Acts; and no one shall carry into or have
in the park any firearms, traps, nets, tackle
or appliances, or fish or hunt therein with-
out a license in writing signed by the
Secretary or Superintendent of the park.

"No one shall start or kindle, or allow to
be started or kindled, any fire in grass,
leaves, underbrush, debris, or dead timber,
down or standing; and any one so offend-
ing willbe held responsible pecuniarily for
all damages that "may result from such
fire.

"The sale or use of intoxicating liquors
within the park is strictly forbidden.

"The Superintendent duly appointed by
the Secretary is hereby authorized and
directed to remove all trespassers from the
park, and enforce these rules and regula-
tions and all the provisions of the Acts of
Congress aforesaid."

The natural wonders set apart in the new
Yosemite Park are not generally known.
The forty-two townships reserved comprise
1.500 square miles, or over 960,000 acres,
located on the summit of the Bierra and
embracing some of the grandest mountain
scenery in the world. An idea of the size
of the "new park may be gained by contrast-
ing it with the original Yosemite grant,
which includes only 30,111 acres. J. M.
Hutchins, who has lived in the Yosemite
valley for over thirty years, estimates that
fullv'7oo,ooo acres of its area are mountain-
ous we!I-watered and heavily timbered.
The forests comprise pine, spruce, fir, hem-
lock, tamarack, cedar, madrona, laurel, se-
quoia and mountain mahogany. The val-
leys, meadows, lakes and streams make up
the 350,000 acres remaining.

Lofty Mount Conness, Mount Hoffmann
and Mount Lvell are within the new grant;
as is also the grand canyon of the Tuol-
umne river, including the Hetch-Hetchy
valley. Wawona, now a stopping place for j
Yoeemite tourists, is just south of the
grant The sources of the San Joaquin, j
the Merced and the Tnolumne rivers, as j
well as the entire watershed that makes up

all the present Y'osemite streams, is com-
prised in the great reservation. It is of
grea* interest to note in connection with
the above rules that they have no applica-
tion to tbe present Y'osemite grant, which
remains as it has been, under tbe care of
our State Commissioners. Itis still State
property, although the new Government
reservation surrounds it on all sides.

Secretary Noble, in his circulars, recog-
nizes and favors Y'osemite, not Y'o Semite—
the old Indian method—as the official des-
ignation ot tbe reservation.
