January i2th Set Apart as the Date of
Upening at Marysville,

MAryYsvILLE, December 4th.—The Execu-
tive Committee of the Marysville Citrus
Fair Association met this afterncon, and
selected January 12th as the date for the
%pgning of the Northern California Citrus

air.

President Norman Rideout and Secretary
G. W. Harney were instructed to formally
invite the Southern California Citrus Fair
Aﬁociation to make an exhibit at Marys-
ville.

Ths State appropriation of 32500 will be
given- away as premiums to growers of
citrus fruits, raisins and olives outside of
the Sixth Congressional District.

A premium of $100 will be given for the
best essay on orange culture, competition
to be open to any one, the essay to be lim-
ited to two thousand words.

All growers of citrus fruits, raisins and
olivesin the Central California counties
are entitled to representation, and the
right 1o compete for the cash prizes given
at the Marysville Citrus Fair. Secretary
G. W. Harney has been authorizad to send
invitations to all of them.

POSTOFFICE MATTER.

Sizes of Packages Which May be Sent
Through the Mails,

SaN Francisco, December 4th.—A com-
munication has been received by the post-
office officials 1 this city from N. M.
Brooks, Superintendent of Foreign Mails,
Washington, D. C., which reads as follows:

“This department having been advised
that packages of printed matter addressed
for delivery in Great Britain and Germany
have been refused admission to the mails
for those countries, for the reason that they
exceeded one foot in width, I have to in-
form you that packages of printed matter
that conform to the other conditions pre-
scribed for ‘printed matter’ in mails ex-
changed with countries of the Universal
Postal Union, are entitled to transmission
in the mails for Great Britain or Germany
at the reduced rate applicable to printed
matter, provided they do not exceed in size
either two feet in length by one foot in
width or depth, or eighteen inches in any
direction, or, if in rolls, the dimensions

KING OF HAWAIL

Public Reception Tendered Him at San
Francisco.

Sax Fraxcisco, December 4th. — The
United States steamship Charleston, with
King Kalakaua of Hawaii aboard, entered
the harbor at 11 o’clock this morniog.

The United States steamer Swatara met
the Charleston near the heads and saluted
her, as did the forts, afterward accompany-
ing the Charleston to her moorings.

Tke officers of the Charleston reported a
good trip from Honolulu until Taesday,
when a gale, which has raged along the
coast, was encountered.

Colonel McFarlane, chamberlain to King
Kalakaua, stated that the King visited Cali-
fornia for the benefit of his health and eye-
sight, which were soniewhat impaired.
The King would probably remain in Cali-
fornia five or six weeks, and during that
period he would visit the southern part of
the State, bat not go East.

King Kalakaua left the Charleston in the
Aduwmiral’s barge late this afternoon, and a
few minutes later arrived at the Clay-street
wharf. The Charleston and Swatara again
fired a royal salute as the King left the
ship. Upon arriving at the wharf he was
received by General Gibbon, commanding
the Division of the Pacific,and Consul-
General McKinley of Hawaii. A battalion
of United States cavalry wss drawn up in
line facing the wharf. Great crowds of
people surrounded the lsnding-place, and
as the King left the barge he bowed right
and left in acknowledgment of the cheers
which were given by the spectators.

King Kalakaua immediately entered a
carriage, drawn by four horses, and was
driven to to the Palace Hotel, where a re-
ception was given him, which wasattended
by Governor Waterman, Mayor Pond, rep-
resentatives of the commercisl organiza-
tions, and a number of prominent citizens,

DISORDER IN COURT.

A Law Suit Which Wound Up in a Free
Fight,

SPoRANE FALLs, December 4ith.—Judge
Blake's department of the Superior Court
was the scene to-day of an exciting free
fight, in which Mayor Clough, attorneys
Turner, Graves and Flinn, and the officers
of the Court participated. For a few mo-
ments there was a tremendous uproar.

The fight was the result of a conflict be-
tween the cily and jadicial authorities.
Judge Blake rendered judgment against
the city for $2,000 in favor of ex-Police
Justice Curry. Mayor Clough refused to
sign the warrant, and was arrested for con-
tempt of Coart.

Charles S. Voorhees, attorney for the
city, in addressing the Court, said it was an
outrage that the Mayor should be sum-
murily arrested on & charge the penalty of
which was imprisonmen¢ in the peniten-
tiary.

Attorney George Turner, 2 prominent
politician, retorted that it might have been
better for the city if the whole municipal
government had been in the penitentiary
for the past two years.

After Court adjourned, and while the
men were leaving the room, Mayor Clough
approached Turper and said that his re-
marks were uncalled for, and that his law
firm had been mixed up in every dirty case
with the city. Turner struck at Clough.
Some say the Mayor was knocked down,
others that he dodged the blow and fell
over a chair. Turner jumped on the pros-
trated man. Thereupon attorney Quinn
sought to pull him cff. Frank Graves,
Turner’s former law partner, then jumped
on Quinn. The Sheriff. deputies and Con-
stables rushed in. The Judge pounded on
the bar and called for order, and confusion
general reigned. Finally the combatants
were separated, and it was found that no-
body was hart.

Turner served as United States Marshal
in Alabama under t e Grant Administra-
tion, and was one of the 306 who supported
Grant in the Chicago Convention.

It is estimated that
to-day's flow will measure 30,000 feet every
twenty-four hours, which, with the other
veins tapped, will make a daily flow of
more than 60,000 feet.

CALIFORNIA HONORED,

Pacheco will Succeed Mizner, and Mor-
row Judge Sawyer,

WasHINGTON, December 4th.—The Cali-
fornia Associated Press correspondent this
evening learns that President Harrison and
his Cabinet have agreed to appoint ex-Goy-
ernor Pacheco, of California, to succeed
Mizner as Minister to Central America,
Stanford pressed him hard for the position,
and as the other members of the California
delezation made no recommendations, the
President and Secretary Blaine this morn-
ing decided on Pacheco. The fact that
Pacheco speaks the Spawish language
strongly inflaenced the President and Sec-
retary Blaine in his favor. Besides that,
both the President and Secretary Blaine
felt that California’s loyalty to the Admin-
istration should be recognized by some
mark of appreciation.

At the Cabinet meeting held this after-
noon Pacheco’s selection was announced,
and as no objeclions were raised by any of
the Cabinet it was agreed to make the ap-
pointment at once. It was expected that
this would be done this afternoon, bui it
was too late to send the name to the Senate
when the Cabinet meeting broke ap.

The appointment will probably be
made out and sent to the Senate to-mor-
row.

The correspondent of the California As-
sociated Press has another good piece of
news to-night. There has been a good
deal of speculation rife of late as to which
Representative Morrow had his eye on.
Many of his friends had believed that he
would rather practice law in San Francisco
for about four years, and at the end of that
lime again cast his vote in the California
State political lottery, but the correspond-
ent hears to-night, on first-class authority,
that Judge Sawyer will retire from the
California Circuit Judgeship next spring,
:pd that Morrow would like to succeed

im.

Judge Sawrer was here during the sum-
mer, and stopped at the Richmond Hotel,
where Morrow makes his home while
here. They are fast friends, and it is be-
lieved that Judge Sawyer wouid like for
Morrow to be his successor. Stanford and
Morrow have called pretty frequently on
President Harrison during the past few
days, which lends probability to the story.
Morrow’s friend Estee is here too, and he
and Biaine are quite intimate,

President Harrison entertains a high
opinion of Morrow, and it need not suar-
prise Californians if he is appointed.

DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE.

Annual

Report of Attorney-General
Miller.
W asHINGTON, December 4th.—Attorney-
General Miller, in his annual report, says
that vigilant efforts have been made to en-
force legislatibn excluding Chinese immi-
gration. By the co-operation of the Treas-
ury Department, it is believed that most of
the attempts to cross the border have been
frustrated, as have the attempts to bring
Chinese directly through the ports of the
United States upon the Pacific coast.
In regard to the re-organization of the
judiciary, it is earnestly hoped that the
legislation now far advanced will not be
permitted to fail.
In regard to' the difficulty of enforcing
the iaw, the Attorney-General says the en-
forcement of internal revenue laws and the
United States election laws is particulerly
resisted. Several assassinations of officers
and witnesses, with the purpose of imped-
ing the execution of the laws and orders
of the United States, occurred daring the
past year. Within the past ten days a
Deputy Marshal attemptinrg to serve a
warrant for the arrest of a man for viola-
tion of the postal laws was shot and in-
tantly killed by the man sought to be
arrested, and at the prelimipary examina-
tion before a magistrate of the State the
prisoner was promptly discharged.

It is certainly 2a anomaly in government
that those who have committed murders
for the purpose of stopping prosecution in
Federal Courts should not only not be pun-
ished, but not even be put upon trial in
the State Courts. So long as versons who
kill officers, witnesses or jurors for the pur-
pose ofimpeding the administiation of jus-
tice, can only be tried and punished in a
Federal Court, as for a minor offense, the
administration of the United States laws
and the laws themselves in many districts
will bave little respect. Convictions and
pleas of guilty have been obtained in a
large number of cases.

As an illustration, however, of the dif-
ficulties met in such prosecutions, the Dis-
trict Aitorney for one district reports in a
certain county, a number of whose citizens
were convicied of violations of the election
laws, that the County Court ordered all the
fines and costs assessed against them in the
United States Court to be paid out of the
County Treasury, and in another county, a
number of whose citizens in a like manner
were convicted or pleaded guilty to such
offenses in the United States Court, $1,300
was actually paid out of the County Creas-
+-ury upon such fines and costs in one day.
These facts speak for themselves,

LAND DECISION.

Findings of the Commissioner Sustained
by Secretary Noble,

WasHINGTON, December 4th.—Secretary
Noble has decided the Rancho Puanta de la
Laguna case. He fully concurs with the
four points submitted by the General Land
Office, and holds the opinion that the find-
ingsin the report of the Covimission in
reiation to the proportionate shares of the
several claimants and others is sustained
by the evidence. Said findingsis based
upon the final decree of the Superior
Ceurt of Santa Barbara county in a suit for
the partition of the interests of the several
claimants.,

The following persons are held to be en-
titied to land: W. L. Adams, 424 99 acres;
J. L. Schuman, 42499 acres; Ermina Dar-
gie, 42499 acres; Isaac Goldtree, 849.99
acres; J, B. Arellanes, 849 99 acres; W. E.

PENSION ATTORNEYS.

They do a Lucrative Busicess at Wash-
ington.

WasHINGTON, December 4th.—Secretary
Ngble has been paying considerable atten-
tion lately to the subject of attorneys’ fees
in pension cases, and is formulating 2 plan
by which claimants for pensions not repre-
sented by attorneys may be placed upon
the same footing as those who are,

In speaking rto-day of attorneys’ fees,
Secretary Noble exprilmed himself with
some warmth. The Pension Bureau, he
eaid, i3 now issuing between 14,000 and
15,000 certificates a week. This means
that the attorneys are receiving every week
out of the moneys appropriated to relieve
the necessities of old soldiers an amount
estimated at beiween $150,000 and $175,000.
A large number of cases were adjusted
under the old law, which allowed a “fee of
$25. The new law allows but $10, but
even at this rate the attorneys would real-
ize $150,000 a week.

MORX CURRENCY.

Bills Introduced Looking Toward a
Larger Circulation of Silver and Notes.
WasHIsGToN, December 4th.—Sepator

Stewart to-day introduced & bill for the

free and unlimited use of siiver as money.

1t amends the first section of the present
law by revealing the clause limiting the
purci>ase of bullion, and requires the Sec-
retary of the Treesury to purchase all the
silver bullion offered at a price not ex-
ceeding $1 for 371 25 grains ¢f pure silver.

It also amends the third section by re-
quiring the Secretary to coin at least 2 00C,-
000 ounces per month after the 1st of July
next, and as much more as necessary to
redeem the Treasury notes issued 1n the
purehase of bLullion.

In the House B'and introduced = hill re-
quiring the Secretary of the Treasary to
prepere a new series of Treasary notes,
commonly called greenbacls, and issue
them in sums equal to the amount of na-
tional bank notes from time to time sur-
rendered for redemption or caneelation.

Blard also introduced a bill authorizing
the issue of a series of legal tender notes to
meet any deficiencies in the revenues of the
Government. The preamble to the bill re
cites a deficiency in revenuesis now threat-
ened, and the country is not in a conditicn
to bear any furiher taxation.

Bills Before Congress.
W aAsHINGTON, December 4th.—The Com-
mittee on Rules of the House will hold a
meeting on Saturday and prepsre a list of
bills to be taken up during Decewber by
the House. At present the public bnild-
ing bills on the unfinished calendar block
the way. There are about thiity-one of
these bilis and the amount eppropriated is
$4,000,000. The opinion of the Republican
leaders is that it is best to get them out of
the way and pass them. They wiil use up
all the movey for public buildings. The
bills on the unfinished calendar will be the
only ones acted upon this session. The
Committee on Rules will place the subsidy
bills on the list for action next week. Itis
the programme to pass but ore bill, and
make that an omnibus bill carrying all the
important features.

New Pension Bill.

WasHIzGTON, December 4'h. — Senator
Qnay yesterday introduced a bill granting
all persons on the pension list, or hereafter
placed on it, who lost both eyes or both
ieet, or who otherwise are tcizlly disabled,
a pension of $100 per month. Also, to all
persons who lost an arm at the shoulder or
leg at the hip, $60 per morth, and to those
who lost an arm below the elbow or leg
below the knee, $55 per month. These
who lost bhands or feet, or bave been totally
disabled in the same, $30 per month. The
bill provides, farther, that persons who
have contracted two or more disabilities
shall receive a sum per month equasi to the
total of rates for all of the dissbilities men-
tioned.

Tariff Relations With Hawaii.

The committee decided to intrust Healy,
Reimond, Sexton and Leamy with the
conduct of negotiations with Gladstone. It
iz reported that at @ meeting of his adher-
en:s last night Parnell promised to abide
by the decision of the majority of the Irish
members on the value of Gladstone’s assur-
ances. The supporters of Parnell are con-
fident that Gladstone's assurances will
prove inadequate.

. KOCH'S REMEDY.

The Treatment Used on a Patient in the
United States,

BrrLiy, December 4th.—The body phy-
sicians of the Grand Duke of Mecklen-
burg have been sent hither for the purpose
of holding a corsultation with Professor
Koch as to the advisability of treating the
Grand Duke with the remedy. The latter
desires to have a guarantee from the dis-
coverer of the fluid for his safety from fatal
results. This Professor Koch naturally re-
fused to give, but advised the Grand Duke's
physician to attend a pcst mortem of a
former patient and see for himself the
changes caused by the working of the
lymph, and then, if after this practical ob-
servaticn of the effects the phvsician is
willing to risk the experiment, of the inoc-
ulation, Professor Koch has promised to
furnish the lymph required.
The patients at the Charity Hospital are
grestly annoyed hy the constant going and
coming of doctors, who call to see them by
day and night in order to observe the
effects of the injections of lymph. Most
cages are re-examined twenty times a day,
and the nervous condition of the patients
is thereby greatly aggravated, and there is
increased feverishness.

THE FIRST PATIENT IN AMERICA.
New Haves, December 4th.—Professor
Ruseell Chitienden, Chief of the Yale Bio-
logical Department, received to-day a small
quantity of Koca’s lymph, and Dr. Foster
injected one-half milogram into the
shoulder of a man suffering with pulmon-
ary tubercalosis.
