
GLACKEN MURDER CASE.

ATTORNEY JOHNSON PROMISES SOKE j
SENSATIONAL TESTIMONY.

He Oiler, to Prove a Conspiracy by the
Elder Menke to Have Glacken

Killed Oil.

The preliminary examination of John
J. Glacken and Charles Fisher, charged
with the murder of Tony Menke some
weeks ago. was commenced yesterday be-
fore Justice of the Peace De-vine.

The examination was set for 10 a. m.,
but at '.bat time Fisher had not pat in an
appearance, so the case was continued
ufftil the afternoon.

Before the recess was taken, however,
attorney Grove L. Johnson who, with his
eons, represent Glacken and Fisher, re-

quested the Court to ins.ruct the eider
Menke and the latter'a sons not to bring
weapons into Court. He said be was
aware of the feelicg that existed between
the Menkes and Glacken, and he consid-
ered it judicious to have them disatmed.

As.istant District Attorney A J. Bruner,
who repress:.led ihe prosecution, replied
by asking that similar instructions be
given to t-iackeu and Fisher.

The elder Menke assured the Court that
neither he nor his sons were armed, and
that they did not intend to bring weapons
into Court.

Glacken also stated that he carried no
weapon.

Judge Devine instructed all parties—all
of the wiiti.ssfcs, and, in fact, everybody in
the Court room—not to carry weapons dur-
ing the trial. The Judge warned all pres-
ent that if he discovered that any ol them
had violated his order he would deal se-
verely wiiti them.

The first witness called in the afterco.n
was County Physician White, who made
the autopsy on the body of Antone Menke.
He explained the nature of the wcundson
deceased's tody, and said that one of theui
was necessarily fatal, and would, ordi-
narily, cause death in a few minutes.

Mr. Johnson asked witness whether a
person wounded as was dec-ased would be
able to maintain a scuffle for some time.

Mr. Bruner objected to a hypothetical
question at that time, and the objection
was sustained.

Dr. J. H. Parkinson was then examined
aa to the character of the wound received
by Glacken, Ihe main object being to de-
termine the direction taken by the bullet.
The witness wes present when Glackeu'3
wound wes dressed, and thought that the
point in the back, whtre the bullet entered,
was nearly ten inches balow where it was
extracted."

A. Menke, father of deceased, was the
next witness. On the morning of the
shooting Glacken approached witness, near
the latter . place, and asked if they could
not settle tbeir troubles peaceably. Wit-
ness replied that tbey could, snd a conver-
sation then ensued regarding the terms of
settlement. They difl.red as to a proper
division of Giacken's hop crop, of which
witness claimed one-third. Angry words
ensued and Glacken challenged witness to
fight. Witness' son Antone said to Glacken
that if there was to be any fighting he
would represent bis father. Then Glacken
called to some men in his employ to come
and ''do up" the witness. Members of
witness' family and bired men then assem-
bled on th- scene, and hostilities were pre-
vented. Witness saw Glacken go to a
wagon and put into his pocket what
seemed to be a pistol.

Witness referred to a threat alleged to
have been made by Glacken against de-
ceased and other members of witness'
family, to which Mr. Johnson objected.

Mr. Bruner argued the point, and the
Court permitted witness to state what
threat* were made.

Itdeveloped that the "threats" consisted
of defendant, Glacken, sending his little
boy to witness' house about 9 o'clock at
night to tell the latter lhat his father
wanted him lo come over, that he wished
to settle with the old Dutch . The boy
said that his father was pacing the floor,
with money in oue hand and a pistol in
the other and was greatly excited.

Mr. Johnson cross examined the witness
with a view to determine the fact, as he
claimed, tha! Menke was not ofsufficiently
sound mind to bave a clear remembrance
of dates and facts.

The prosecution objected, and the objec-
tion was sustained, ou the ground that the
alleged fact should be proven by testimony
other than that of the witness himself.

Witness admitted on cross-examination
that on the morning cf the trouble alluded
to, he had called Glacken a "red-headed

." He would not deny that
he applied tbe epithet to Glacken before
the latter called bim a similar name. He
denied that on that day he cave a pistol to
his son, tbe deceased, or that he knew he
had one.

Mr. Johnson wished to prove by the wit-
ness that on the day after the shoot'ng he
drew a pistol and shot at Glacken after the
latter had b;en wounded.

Mr. Bruner interposed the objection that
the witness could not be forced to testify to
anything tbat might tend to criminate him-
self, and the objection was sustained.

Mr. Johnson said tbat if Menke had a
right to refuse to answer the question put
to him he had the same right to refuse—on
the same ground— to answer any of the
questions the defense might ask him. Tbe
defense expected to prove before this case
should be finished, that Menke was at the
bottom of a conspiracy to murder Glacken;
that be had offered money, even as much
as $20,0-0, to have Glacken murdered; that
he had advised his own son to do it, and
that he had employed a Chinaman to per-
jure himself and tell a story of the shoot-
ing affray tha! placed Glacken in a false
light. They would develop enough on
their examination to warrant the arrest and
prosecution of the witness on charges
growing out of the matters referred to.

Mr. Bruner taid he did not wish to be
objecting to all the questions that mieht be
asked, and wished the Cour. to instruct
the witnei. tbat be need not make auy
answer that might criminate him.elf. Un-
der this instruction the witness refused to
answer several questions.

Mr. Johnson then asked witness if he
told Yeo Bien, a Chinaman, that men must
be got to say that they saw Glacken shoot
first at Tony Meake and then pul: him out
of the cart." He admitted that he had sent
Chinamen to O'Brien's ranch to ice what
testimony could be given by Chinamen
who saw the shooting.

Witness denied that his son Ge;rge said
to him. at the time the body of deceased
wa9 being removed, "Father, for God's
sake bave some sense ; this is all your do-
ings 1 ' t!v

Isabel McTavert, who w. ; employed at
Menke's place, was examined regarding
the trouble between the Menkes and
Glacken on the morning of the day the
shooting occurred. She testified that she
heard Glacken call Menke "ADutch
—," and say to his men, "Come on, boys,
we'llfight them !" Her story of the diffi-
culty did not differ materially from that of
Menke.

F. W. Menke was next called. He also
related what had occurred on the morning
preceding Ihe shooting. His story was
abont the same as that jjivenby his father.

The examination will be resumed this
morning, and will probably consume the
rest cf the week.

MOHAWK VALLEY.

A Favored Spot In Arizona Where Many
Sa< r_ni, iit:iii«Bave Interests.

As locg ago as I___ a Lumber of Sacra-
mento people took up a iarge quantity of
desert lands en the Gila river bottoms, in
Yuma county, Arizona. The principal ob-
ject in securing land so far away from
home was the growing of fruit, proof hav-
ing been offered of its maturity fully a
month ahead of the earliest localities of
this State. A canal twenty miles long.
with a carrying capacity of 10,000 inches,
was commenced, and its completion was
expected before ihe three years allowed for
reclamation had expired, but a lack of cap-
ital prevented.

When the time for proving np came
around there was no water for irrigation,
and the original tilers were compelled to
relinquish their claims to others, who in
some instances paid a good figure for the
privilege. The three years which had
elapsed had developed further proofs of the
ultimate value of the property, and the
changes in ownership was confined wholly
to Sacramento people, or those near it.

After the filings of the second parties
had been accepted in the District Land
Ofliee, it was discovered that a clause in the
arid land bill, passed two months previous,
reserved ail these lands from entry except
by a proclamation of the President, and
then only throngh the Homestead Act.

Onr Sacramento people were in• pickle,
sore enoagh. The Secretary of theInterior

and the Attorney-General were appealed
to, but there was "no help for it but by an
amendatory Act of Congress. Tbis was
secured in the latest moments of the la.:
session, and everythine is serene again.

I The canal '» completed. It is owned by
| San Francisco capitalists, and several of
our people are inaugurating improvements
in .Mohawk valley. F. Snider and Henry
Treichier have planted many acres of alfalfa,
wheat anu grapes, and next week Lafayette
CI .rk willremove there aud set cv: a large
vineyard, and also plant alfalfa, in.ending
to make it his permanent home.

D. A. Lindley has also ju.lreturned from
Yuma county, where he i3improving an
entire section. Among the other Sacra-
mentans who own property there are W.
Lampert, John Oschner. W. H. Treichier,

DEATH OF ELECTIONEER.
Senator Stanford's Famous Trottliij; Sire

Goes the Way of AllFlesh.
A telegram from San Francisco yesterday

states that Electioneer, the famous trotting
sire, died that day at Palo Alto Stock Farm.
The hoKe had been ailing for some time
from rheumatism, which finally caused his
death. Electioneer was 25 years old, and
was purchased by Senator Stanford about
eleven years ago from Stoney Ford Stock
Farm for about $11,000.

Electioneers record as a sire is remark-
able. He had sixty-one sons and daugh
ters, and the following list shows the num-
ber that have records of2:30 and under:

SENTENCE COMMUTED.
A Lifetime Sentence Reduced to One of

Sixteen Tears.
Governor Waterman yesterday com-

muted the sentence of George L. Gaunce
from life imprisonment to sixteen years.
Gaunce was convicted of murder in Sonc-
ma county in December. IS.O In grant-
ing the commutation the Governor says :

"Gaunce has now been confined for a
period of ten years, and during ail that
time has been an obedient and faithful
prisoner, often rendering valuable service
to the State and at all times endeavoring
to deserve the good wil! and commenda-
tion of tbe prison officials. I am in re-
ceipt of appeals from many of his friends,
residents of Oakland and Marin county,
prominent citizens in all tbe walks of life,
who represent to me that Gaunce was at
all times a steady, industrious and reliable
man, and his well-established character
prior to this trouble seems utterly and en-
tirely at variance with the crime for which
he now suffers punishment.

"Iam urged to shorten his term of im-
prisonment in order that he may soon be
released and given an opportunity to re-
deem the past. An excellent s"tuation
awaits him as soon as he is free, and I am
constrained to grant the appeal, believing
that if restored to liberty he willagain be-
come a useful and law abiding citizen.

"His petition is signed by the twelve
jurors who tried tbe case: by T. G. Harri-
son, J. T. Carothers, D. C. Brown, A. W.
Bishop, O. C. Kirk and J. H. Pierce, mem-
bers of the City Council of Oakland; James
Tunstead, ex-Sheriff of Marin county; E.
H. Shoemaker, Superintendent of the
North Pacific Coast Railroad Company: A.
D. Wilder, Division Superintendent of tbe
Southern Pacific Company; M. H. De
Young, W. R. Hearst, W. H. Brown and
William I). English, Harbor Commission-
ers, R. P. Hammond, Jr.; L D. McKisick,
and many other prominent citizens of
Alameda and Marin counties and San
Francisco."

READY FOR THE SNOW.

The Snow-Flows are on the Mountains,
and Prepared for Einerge.cles.

The snow-storm on tbe "bill" for the
past few days did not cause the detention
of any of the local or overland trains, and
the railroad tfficials are confident that,
with the rotary and common plows, they
can successfully battle with the snow this
year, if the fall should not exceed that of
last winter, when the track on both moun-
tain divisions was blockaded by immense
banks of snow and landslides.

The first fall is always easily handled,
but when the push-plows, by constant
work, begin to bank the snow on both
sides of the track, aud finally run into cuts
where there is no room on one side or the
other in which to store the snow, the
trouble begins and the rotary and cyclone
plows are the only successful icsort. The
fall on the Sierra Nevadas so far has been
but a couple of feet, and by means of a
small headlight plow which is fastened 1!*
the front of an engine, trains have _'..n

able to move on lime.
One of the rotary plows is at Alia in

readiness to do service, and another is
stationed at Truckee. The snowfall be-
tween these two stations is the heaviest
and caused all of the delay last winter.

IN GOOD ORDER AGAIN.

The Repairs on the Twelfth-street Trestle
Completed.

The Board of Supervisors went out in a
body yesterday afternoon to inspect the
work of replanking the Twelfth-street
trestle recently completed by contractor
R. W. Parker.

An hour or more was spent in examin-
ing the work, after which the members of
the Board expressed themselves as being
thoroughly satisfied with tbe job. Tbe
bridge is now in a condition to last several
years rough nsage. It has been re-
planked over the entire distance, and the
old flooring has been laid over tbe new
one, and new filler-railsand braces added,
making it a very substantial structure—the
Supervisors agreed that it was as good as
new.

After inspecting the work the Supervisors
returned to their chamber and formally ac-
cepted tbe bridge. Mr. Parker's bill of
$3,700 was allowed and paid.

THE INAUGURAL BALL.

It Will Take Place on the Ninth of Jan-
uary.

The Executive Committee having charge
of the arrangements for the Inaugural Ball,

after consultation with Governor-elect
Markham, have decided to change the date
of the ball from January lfith to January
9th. The inauguration will take place on

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OFF FOR THE WAR.

; DEPARTURE OF SEVEN COMPANIES OF
THE FIRST INFANTRY.

Boys In Blue Who Are Anxious to Meet
the Kedskins aud Avenge Cus-

ter's Death.

Companies A, B, C, D, E, G and H, First
Infantry Regiment of the regular army,
Colonel Shafter commanding, arrived in
this city by special trsin yesterday after-
noon at 2:30 o'clock, on tbeir way to the
scene of the Indian uprising iv the North-
west. The troops are from Ihe Presidio
and Angel Island barracks, and comprise
all the companies in the First Infantry
Regiment, except Company F, which is at

| Fort Gaston, on the Indian reservation in
the northern part of the State.

The command numbered 300 men and
twenty officers, with every man equipped
for field duty. The men were a ruddy-
looking set, apparently able to withstand
a bard campaign.

Before the train arrived here a number
of offices of the National Guard in this city
assembled at the depot to welcome the
regulars and wish them good luck on their
expedition. The train consisted cf three
baggage cars, for_ the ammunition and
equipments, eleven second class sleeping
coaches for the men, and a Pullman palace
sleeper for the officers.

After wailing at the depot for about half
an hour the train pulled out, amid the
cheers of the crowd.

Uncle John Douglass was busily en-
gaged, while the troop 9 stopped here, in
giving the men pointers about lighting,
and describing the meaning of the various
"whoor.s" and war cries of the savages. He
suggested that every man have his hair
clipped close, so that no opportunities be
effen d the redskins for scalping.

The iroops are destined for Cheyenne,
which they expect to reach next Saturday.
Iv case they are needed to co into the
mountains they willproceed to Omaha, and
there be mounted for cavalry service.

Tne men all seemed to realize that the
work before them is likely to be of the
greatest possible danger—that if an Indian
uprising should occur there will be lighting
to do, and plenty of it—aud yet every
of them is determined to do his duty w.th-
out flinching. They are even eagerfor the
fray. Most of them are young men. who
look as if they would cot only be able to
endure the hardships of a win'er Indian
campaign, but when it comes to fighting
they will give good accounts of themselves.

Everybody hopes that the present scare
will pass away, and that the half-crazed
savages willregain their reason before any
overt act is committed tbat willrequire the
troops to turn loose tbeir weapons; but if
the war does come, it should be sharp and
decisive, and the Indians be made to real-
ize that Uncle Sam will not put up wilh
any of their nonsense. In the event of an
outbreak there is every reason to believe
the soldiers wiil be equal to the emerg-
ency.

Ever since the memorable day when
Sitting Bull's warriors ambushed and mas-
sacred General Custer and his littleband of
brave soldiers, the boys in blue have
wished for an opportunity to meet the same
red.devils on something like even terms,
that they might avenge the deaths of their
Comrades-in-arms. The situation is such
as to warrant the fear that the clash will
come.

THE NEW EXECUTIVE.
Governor-elect Markliam Pays a Visit to

the Capital City.

Governor-elect Markliam is in the city,
having arrived yesterday, accompanied by
his Private Secretary, M. E. Higgins, of
Los Angeles. Accompanied by D. M.
Burns, these geatlemen visited the State
Capitol and called at Governor Waterman's
office, but that official was in San Fran-
cisco.

Executive Secretary Douglass received
the party and gave tbem some insight into
the routine of the office. Colonel Mark-
ham then visited the residence of Mrs. W.
B. C. Brown, now occupied by Governor
Waterman's family, which he inspected,
with a view to selecting a residence while
here.

The Governor also inspected the Mohr
residence, at Twelfth and L streets, right
opposite the entrance to Capitol Park, as
well as the Scudder residence, at Third and
P streets. He returned to Sa_ Francisco
on the afternoon train to consult with Mrs.
Markham before deciding which he will
lease.

Mr. Higgins will remain in the city a
few days.

During the afternoon a number of citi-
zens called upon the new Governor at the
Golden Eagle to pay their respects to him.

POLICE COURT.

A Chinese Thief Gets Ninety Days—An
Offensive Fellow.

There was a varied calendar in Judge
Buckley's Court yesterday morning. Joseph
Kelly was in the dock on the charge of
being a common drunkard. The prosecu-
tion showed that, when drunk, the de-
fendant was very offensive, and particu-
larly so to ladies, several of whom he had
insulted by persisting in walking along
with them, much to tbeir annoyance.

Tbe Judge announced that he would ren-
der the verdict to-day.

Ah Ging was found guilty of having
stolen some old iron from the railroad
shops. It was aiso shown that the China-
man bad been caught in similar acts several
times before. A sentence of ninety days
was imposed.

John Henry, who stole R. J. Merkley's
overcoat, asked that his trial be set for next
Wednesday, and it was so ordered.

Barney Hughes was sent to jailfor ten
days for being drunk.

Wah Leung was fined $15 for selling lot-
tery tickets.

Fanny Evans, charged with vagrancy,
demanded a jury trial, and her case was
continued until Tuesday next.

GRAVELED STREETS.

Some May Ue Better Than Others, But
They are All Good.

Mr. Hughes, the contractor on N street,
beyond Nineteenth, feels that an injustice
was done bim by a published interview in
these columns recently, in which the state-
ment was made that the gravel used there
was not of the best quality. He claims
that it ia first class gravel, and that the
work has been accepted by the City Engi-
neer and the Trustees.

The statement first referred to was made
on the authority of a reputable citizen, and
tbat ia all the Rkcobd-Ukion has to say
about it. It may be that the reputable
citizen was mistaken, and that the con-
tractor is right. It ia certainly safe to say
that ali the newly-graveled streets are such
as to reflect credit pn the city and the con-
tractors. While the material used ia none
of it pure gravel, it makes good streets and
at comparatively little cost to the property-
owners. If all tbe graveling to be done
henceforth shall prove as good aa that
already done, there willbe littlecause for
complaint. ___________

AMUSEMENTS.

The Lecture Association had a crowded
house at the Congregational Church last
night. The entertainment was by the
Swedish Quartet of male voices—C. A.
Skoog and Henri Pugh, tenors; A. Etuil
Skoog, baritone: H. W. Wennerberg, basso,
with Miss Vida J. Skoog, accompanist.
They were assisted by Miss Laura BardeD,
reader. It was a charming entertainment:
the music was a mixture cflight and popu-
lar melodies, with a few selections of a
higher order. It is rare that quartets succeed
so well in pleasing an audience. The voices
harmon.z.d exquisitely and were managed
with admirable tact. No o_e singer of the
four is remarkable in vocal power or in
fiuish, but combined they are like a rich
finely-toned and skillfully manipulated
organ. Three selections were given in the
Swedish tongue, all the others in English,
and with faultless enunciation. We do not
remember that any concert quartet has
ever been more heartily applauded in this
city than was that of last night. The suc-
cess of the singers was pronounced; and it
was due not only to the variety of the pro-
gramme, and the melodic grace with wbich
these strangely-costumed singers performed
their part, but because they know how to
win the sympathy of their auditors, and
to move upon the level of a large congre-
gation of people who came to be restftilly
pleased—to be amused, rather than to
engage their minds with critical measure-
ments of quality and style.

In an in-
stant, after her first appearance, her per-
sonal magnetism—for lack of a better term
—was felt, and every listener was her
friend. She has a resonant mu-.ical and
dramatic voice, and is grace personified.
She reads from the heart; she apparently
feels her subject, and the auditor does nut
entertain for a moment the thought that
she is acting. It was altogether a deiight-

"ful entertainment, and suggests the thought

Train Derailed Near Marysville.

The northbound Oregon express train
struck a misplaced switch near Marysville
early yesterday morning, and the engine
and tender ran off the track and sank
deeply in the mud. The wrecking train
crew was se^t up from this city to replace
the engine on ths rails, and found a very
ditScult job before them. A temporary
track had to be laid around the derailed
engine, and it was nearly noon yesterday
before the work was completed.

The southbound Oregon express, due
here at 5:55 a. m., did not reach this city
until after 1 o'clock, and the incoming local
from Red Bluff was also delayed about
three hours.

Caused by a Broken Rail.
A dispatch from Vacaville states that

the south-bound train was derailed yester-

day morning at a point about seven miles
north of there and one mile south of
Wolfskill's ranch, by the engine breaking
a rail. Tbe track was torn np for a dis-
tance of about two hundred yards. The
baggage car was badly damaged and was
lying in the ditch with the forward truck
completely off. The passenger coach was
not badly damaged. The passengers were
uninjured and were brought down oa the
engine and sent to Elniira in a box car.

Signal Service Weather Notes.
The Signal Service reports yesterday

show a slow but steadily rising barometer.
There were 250 inches of rain during

the late storm, making 3.30 inches for this
season, as against a little over 10 inches to
a corresponding date last year.

The highest and lowest temperature yes-
terday was 60° and 4T D, as against 66° and
48° on the same date last year.

The highest and lowest one year ago to-
day was 52° and 48-. The rainfall one
year ago yesterday was .2T of an inch, and
oue year ago to-day .78 of an inch.

NOVEMBER WEATHER.

Monthly R. port cf Lieutenant Fiuley, of
the Signal Service Corps.

Lieutenant John P. Finley, in charge of
ti.d Division of the Pjcific of the Signal
Service, has the following to say of No-
vember weather:

The most remarkable feature of the
weather for the month is the extraordinary
deficiency of rainfall. It is a deficiency
which affects the entire Pacific coast from
Mexico to British Columbia. The proxi-
mate cause for this deficiency is found in
tbe high iatitude of the easterly movement
of cyclonic areas from the Pacific ocean.
In spite of the fact that there were a large
number of these areas, only one of them
passed south of the northern boundary of
the United States. This area gave rise'to a
peculiar secondary cyclonic effect which
passed southward into Nevada and gave
rise to the sudden and rather heavy rains
in western Arizona and southern Califor-
nia. This secondary area was forced south-
ward by the rapid formation of a high ba-
rometer in Washington and Oregon. A
weather record for San Francisco, embrac-
ing a period of forty-two years, shows that
never before in that time has the month of
November been so deficient in rainfall.

The smallest amounts previously re-
corded are 0 15 of an inch in 1802, OSS in
lS7oando_6 in ISB_. A cb.rt with the
storm tracks for November, 1854, shows
but three cyclonic areas, two of which
passed eastward north of Washington and
the third through the northern por.iou of
that S:a'e. This slight deflection to the
southward of these areas was sufficient to
give California a few light showers.

The cyclonic areas for November. 1890,
have been pecuiisr, not only f_>r their
high latitude, but also for their*rapidity of
movement, which has tended to increase
their number, that is unusually large for
the month. This rapidity of movement
alsi explains the large nunfber of days on
which light shower] fell in Washington
aud Oregon (nearly Iwo-thirds of the
month) and the small total oi precipitation.
The conditions for rainfall were no sooner
formed than a change in the cyclonic cir-
culation drove them away. It is not
within the province of this review to dis-
cuss the question a3 to the cause of the ex-
treme northerly movement of the cyclonic
aieas for this mo^th.

Rainfall—lt is everywhere deficient and
the amount of such deficiency varies from
0.i.0 inches at Keeier to fi 15 at Olynipia.
The deficiency increases in amount from
south to north, and is especially remark-
able north of the oSlh parallel. Rain fell on
the following dates in Washington—s:h to
lltb. 13th, 14th, 17th, 18tb, 221 to24th.2oth
to 28th. Oregon—s:h to Sth, lltb, 22 ito
27th. California—Sth to Tth, 221 to 26th.
Nevada— 9_h. Arizona—o:h to Sih. Tbe
heaviest rainfalls in twenty-four hours were
0.66 inches at Fort Canby on the 8;b, and
0.5G inches at San Diego on the Tth. A fall
of 205 inches was reported from Globe,
Arizona, on the S.h. The heaviest monthly
rainf_':!s were 0 Tv iuches at San Diego and
Olympia.

The following stations report no rainfall:
Walla Walla, Winnemucca, Red Bluff. Sac-
ramento and San Francisco. Snow is re-
ported as follows: Washington, G;h, Whit-
man countj; Oregon, 0:h, Harney county;
California, sth. Plumas, Yuba and Sierra
counties, 2 to 2_ inches; Gth, Ventura coun-
ty; Nevada, G'.h, 9; Arizona, S.h, on Pinal
mountains.

Local storms —Hail-storm at Belotta,
Cal., Sth; thunderstorm at Quincy, Cal.,
sth; high ''northers'' occurred in Califor-
nia on the 11th and 12th during the preva-
lence of an area of extremely high barom-
eter in Northern Nevada, Idaho and Ore-
gon. The barometer during this time was
from 040 to 060 of an inch above the
normal. In some places the wind was re-
ported as reaching a velocity of over sixty
miles per hour, causing damage lo fences,
trees and roofs of buildings. Floods were
reported from Western Arizona on the Sth,
causing high water in the Gila and Colo-
rado rivers.

Temperature—lt has been above the
normal in all districts. The excess ranges
from 3° at Olympia to 12° at Los Angeles.
The highest temperature, 96°, occurred at
Los Angeles on the 3d. The lowest, 10°,
occurred at Winnemucca on the 13th.
