SOME EECOMMEKDiTipSS.

As ivilibe seen by the foregoing, the Board of
Trade has not been idle duriegthe year, and its
officers feel that much has been done ior the
geuer^l good of the community. Many things
vet remain to be done, and certainly no class of
citizens more than our business men reel an
interest in the prosper ity of the city or have a
creAter right to suggest improvements acd assist
inorn IMS them out. The Board should, and
doubtless 'will, keep in close communica ion
with our representatives in Congress, to tt.e
end that proper legislation may be had for our
river improvement. I thick the Postal Com-
mittee of the Boa d should be continued, and
to it and our Congressmen can be referred mat-
U'X; peiiftialPg 1° l°? cc"" P ll1*1^ building.

The Sacramento Improvement Company should
be fostered and encouraged, as fax at possible,
by our efforts I would suggest that a commit-
tee should be appointed to lookinto the matter
of oar city debt, with a view to determining
whether the bonded debt commission should
be continued ana the debt cancelled in the
regular course, or whether an effort ahould be
m-.de to refund and tike up the bonds out-
r.andine. Personal inspection cads me to say
that the debt U now iva very satisfactory con-
dition, and that within fire or six years, under
the present system, as managed by the Bond
CommUEion, little will be left of what has
heretofore been a bugbear.

Another suggestion I have to make is that a
committee should bsappoiGted to look carefully
into the manner in which the city government
is conducted, witn a view especially to deter-
mine whether it is not pofiible that oar att&irs
cau be managed more economically, aud taxes
reduced. In this connection, it would be
tecessary to consider whether the assessment
list might not properly be largely increased,
and the rite of taxation reduced. So far as
possible, we should hold omseives in a position
to encourage the location iv Sacramento of
manufacturing establishments. During the
year a brewery has been built and equipped on
a magnificent scale, employing large numbers
of men, and i- now in successful operation: an
establishment has also been erected and put
into operation for the manufacture of artificial
ice, which is turning out mauy tons every day
of the product. Ihi y iudiote tbat Sacramento
is a good location for these euteiprises, and
others should be encouraged to come here.

The Board of Trade cau at least point out the
advamages to capitalists at a distance, &- well
as those among us, aud I think the board
should adopt some systematic method of adver-
tising throughout the United Sta es the pecu iax
facilities whicb we enjoy, rki far as possible,
our bu-iuesa mtn shuu.d encourage the work
of improving the sreets ad sidewalks and re-
moving awnings and erecting new buildings
These enterprises are proarressiug rapidly and
must not be allowed to stop! Our levees are in
splendid condition. The city is absolutely cafe
fioin inun aliou. The rr ly serious obstacle
tbat presents itself 1- the di.posal of the sewege
of the city, arid I think tte Board should lookvery cirefully into the condition of our drain-
age system. lam very strongly of the opinion
that ihia could be settled in a satisfactory and
very inexpensive way by simply draining to a
convenient place in the southwestern portion
ofthe city and then pumping into the river,
the sewage having first been allowed to settle
in two large cisterns. I recommend this idea,
which has been suggested by prominent engi-
neers, to the wti careful consideration of our
busines men in this hoard.

Looking at things as we find them, our busi-
ness community has reason to congratulate it-
self. In the past we have been successful, the
present is prosperous and the future is
fullof promise. Feeling satisfied with om con-
dition todaj, and benefiting by the experience
of the past, may we not reasonably hope tor a
wondenul development in the immediate
future?

As may be seen by whtt we have said, our
lo< ation can not be excelled; thecouutry around
us is rich and productive; ou* products are
varied, and are such as find ready maiket
throughout the United States. Our country is
fillingup rapid'.y; railroad facilities are im-
proving; transportation is being cheapened;
new country is being rapidly developed, and
everj'tfci-'g teems to encourage us and call for
increased activity.

Secretary Johnson's Report.
Albert M Johnson, Secretary and Attor-

ney fur the Bjard, ulsj submitted his an-
mal report at y&serciay's meeting. Like
the President* report it is a valuable and
interesting document. It was as fallows:

To the President and Members of the Sacramento
Bo'ird of Trade—ts extle-MEn: In accordance
with cuMom, your Secretaiy and attorney sub-
mits here with his annual report of the proceed-
ings in his deparimt-ntscoveriug the period ofone year from December, lss'j.

Th s report embraces ten mouths duri \u25a0 g whichmy piedecessor, G. G Pickett, served as Secre-
tary and atiorney, as well as the last two months
when the position has been fil ed by the under-
signed.

TLe financial condition of the Board being
iuliyttated in the reports of the Treasurer and
Auditor.it i* not necessary for me to go into
thatmaittr. '! he OEiy moneys received by tae
iecretary during ibe year have been for
monthly dues of members, aggregating 5677
while the disbursements as shown by the book*of the Secretary correspond in amount with
those stated in the repo:U of the Treasurer andAuditor.

During the year last past, as near as can beascertained. not;e« has bten given this office of
tbout 3UO fsi;ures uuder which teini are em-l-raee.l all c ises of attachment, assignment, etc.
This is much less than the average. Our people
have been interested in ninety-six of them-he-e have very lew of more than local im-
portance, those lew being: J. T. Wight iCo of
Kirkwood, still pending; Brock & Taber of Oro-ville, which is the principal one, and not yet
6tttled; C. H. Butterfield dt Co of Liuco.n
matter still pendieg, and the Newcastle Fruit
Company of i; ewea.-.Ue, si-ttled within the last
two weeks at 40 etnts on the dollar.

As a general rule, the settlements duriug theyear have been decidedly favorable to the
creditors. Ex'.enfive failures have not resulud
to frequently as in former years.

The member* of the Board willremember the
enactment by the legislature of of the new
assignment law, to cailed, by the provisions of
which a 1 assignments for the benefi: of credit-ors, which before that time could be- made to
any person, were icquired thenceforth to be
executed unto the Sheriff temporarily and then;o whomsoever thecreditors, at a meeting held
fortue purpose, shou'd choose as the assignee
or trustee. The object of this law was to pre-
vent, ifpossible, the transfer of their propertyby failing debtors :o friends, aud relatives, who
thereby secured, in effect, a preference whichotherwise they could not have obtained. So
far as this office is conctrued there has not beenmuch opportunity afforded foran investigation
of the workings of the new law. because assign-
ments under it have been-de: i!edlv few; in factthis office has not n&d one case under its man-
agement or brought to its notice duriug the year
junclosing. The cause of this is attributed,no «ever, to the enactment of the new law,
which has had the efle_t, at least thjoughout
the interior, of doing away almost entirely witha signinents for the benefit of creditors as they
were ki.own under the code before the passage
ofthe new statute. Allsuch transfers are now
made to one creditor, generally theone having the largest claim, in trust
for the benefit of all, aud in no case, so far as
this officeknows, has any c-editor refused his
assent to a transfer of this kind. The estate ofa debtor is settled more expeiitiously and with
much less expense than uvder the former sys-
tem. It is understood that a strong effort will
be male at the approaching b. ssion of the Leg-
islature to secure the repeal of the new law aud
the enactment of the old. In this county,
so far as we are a ,vare, there have been but two
cases of th* kiud, the first being the assignment
of John Brewsteri Co., of Ualt, and the other
that of John J. Trurbach, both of which oc-
curred in the year ISS9.

The law; department of the Board has seen
fewer actions commenced than during any
previous year of the Board's history—douotless
nn indication of the prosperity that has atten
ded the mercantile community.

As the members of the Board are aware, Mr.
G. G Pickett, who for nearly two years and a
half ably represented you as your Secretary and
attorney, and enjoyed during thai time the con-
fidence of the members, resigned on the 7th of
Oe'ober last and removed fr m the city.

The Board of Directors have had under con-
sideration during the year many matters of
general as well as local interest, but as the
snrae art outlined in the records of the Board,
aud as they properly atlord subjects tor discus-
sion and advice bj yi.urPresident, the Secre-
tary need not particularly reier to them.

No disputes or controversies of any kind have
arisen iv the yvar among members, and the
services of the Arbitration Committee have not
at auy time been called into requisition.

The secretary hss not been direc.ed to pre-
pare specially fur consideration at this time
anything pertaining .o the interest oi the Board.

'ihe subject of incorporation has been fully
explained lojou ty ynur Piesident; the records
of tlic Board show that articles ofincorporation
were duly fiied, but further than mat nothing
appears to have been done towards the perfect-
ingof :he C'jrrorate organizition sugg-.sted at
y^ur last annual meeting.

1 cannot conclude this report without expres-
sing to oue and all my appreei-.tion of the
honor confened upon me in choosing me for
the second time as your Secretary and attorney.
1 am deeply sensible of the obligation under
whuh I have l^en placed by those timing you
who solicited my appointment, as well as those
who officially tes.iuwed it upon me I am
pleased thus again to be associated with gentle-
men from whom in times past Ihave derived so
much valuable aid, and beg to assure the mem-
bers, oce and all, ttat ivevery matter apper-
taining to their welfare aud tha; of the Board,
Iwill be found acting in such a manner as best
to conserve the interests of all.
